The practice called twitching causes acute
pain and is/fiequently unjustitiable.
Extracting temporary te:th save for a
surgical reason is cruelty.

Docking and nicking horses are cruel.
Markicg and branding animals
necessary, should be perfurmed by the
quickest and least painful methed.
Operations of various kinds are freqnently
performed on animals by ignorant persons,
and much cruelty is caused thereby,

The Scott Act Petition.

We are informed that more than a
sutticient number of the electors re-
quired by ‘law to secure an order-in-
council for a polling of the voters for
and against the revocation of the order
bringing the Scott Act into effect in
Northumberlard, have signed the peti-
tion with that end in view. The fact
that so many estimable people seem to
think that the fate of the Scott Act
and that of the temperance canseare
identical, may have deterred a gosd
many clectors from signing the peti-
tion, although, considering. the strong
efforts made from some platforms and
in a portion of the press to make ‘it ap-
pear that Scott Act repeal really means
an extension of the rum-traffic, the
number of well-known and undoubted-
ly solid friends of temperance and
members of temperance organizations
who have signed the petition, is evi-
dence of the general good sense of our
people and their capacity to think and
act for themselves on a question which
is admittedly a difficult one to solve.

We understand that a number of
public speakers, both lay and clerical,
who deem it their duty to stand by the
Scott Act, are claiming that it is only
those who desire to engage in the traffic
under the license system who are in
favor of repeal and they also claim that
the Act is being enforced to such an
extent as to practically prohibit the
sale of intoxicating liquors, and they
give this as a rveason—in fact the
reason—why repea] is sought. If this
were true it wonld be impossible te
bring on an election to test the feeling
of the County on the subject, but when
the absurdity of both statements is
manifestly apparent to the people of
the whole county, little need be said
against either. We assume that the
tgwn of Chatham is a fair average sam-
le of the County under the Act, and
we are assured that if the Act were re-
pealed there could not be more than six
or seven licensed places in the town.
Compare such a condition of things
with what we now have! Anyone who
has heard the complaiuts made by some
of Chatham’s reputable citizens of the
midnight carousals, fighting and disorder
prevalent in certain quarters of the
town nightly—a fair sample being re-
ported from the “Little Whitechapel”
section last Saturday night—is only
uninfermed or wilfully blind and deaf
when he tells us of the efficiency with
which the\Agct is enforced, or claims the
working of that Act to Le preferable to
the provisions of the existing license
law.

We have one very earnest clergyman
calling upon his congregation to stand
by the Act becanse—amongst other al-
leged merits connected with its working
—of the virtues of the inspector, and
these were made to appear all the bright-
er and purer by the assurance that he
was an officer of a certain church. It is
claimed that the inspector, as such, per-
forms his duties very well indeed, and,
if 8o, it was hardly necessary to fortify
the merits of the Act, or his connection
with it, by reference to his church re-
lationships, which might, on honest in-
vestigation, mnot strengthen people’s
faith in him or his Scott Act work.
The electors of the County, who will,
be called upon to poll their votes for or
against the Act will, doubtless, dis-
charge that duty conscientiously and
without referénce to the merits or de-
merits of any individuals who may be
for maintaining it, on the one hand, or
replacing it by a license law, on the
other. It is not the men who may be
on the respective sides who are to be
judged, but the Act itself asa means of
repressing and controlling the liquor
trafficc. Men who cnhscientiousiy be-
lieve that the Scott Act, in its practical
operation in Northumberland, furnishes
the best means to accomplish  this de-
sirable end should—as they, no doubt
will—vote to it. Those, on
the other hand, wbho have no faith in
it and believe that it is a failure
in that respect, vote against it
The Aztis not to be judged by its
operation in one or more districts, but
by its success or failure throughout the
County, and as the people who are to

pronounce upon it have personal know-
ledge of its effect up n the traffie, they
will be in a position to render an in-
verdict, will do so,
if they are not misled by the special
and specious efforts that are being made
to warp their judgment and negative
their convictions.

The question is a simple one to those
who wish to have the Act repealed.
They claim that while it has been
quite effective in repressing the sale of
liquors in an open, honest and public
way, by responsible persons, it has
fostered and increased’ a semi-secret
traffic, in inferior liquors by irresponsi-
ble persons, who keep their premises
open at all houars of the night, or closed
in order to cover up the debauchery,
which old and young are permitted to
indulge ¥n—a class seldom looked after
or prosecuted, simply because of their
utter worthlessness and the impossibil-
ity of enforcing penalties which may be

imposed upon them. The repealers
think it would be better to be honest
in the matter, recognising the tact that

encourages the importation and licenses
the manufacture of intoxicating liquors,

’ putable as possible, under conditions of

control which, while it rvestricts the
sale to a minimum, will make it open

They say also that as the sale is bound
to be carried on, it should be under a
license system which will exact fees
large enough to leave little profit to

the vendors, the money thus collected

going to velieve the taxfayers generally,
but the great object of their imposition
being 'to discourage and lessen the
traffic.

The main arguments of those who
favor the Act are that its enforcement
has driven those in the trade, or who
wish to be in it to seek its repeal ; that
its repeal will bring the new license
that it
wrong in principle to license an evil, as
the liquor traffic undoubtedly is. They
claim that the Act is being so effective-
ly enforced as to have practically stop-
l;ed the sale of liquors in the County
and that even if the traffic is carried on
only in secret and in disreputable
places, it is better that it should be so,
because decent people will not go to
such places to drink.

It seems a very btind policy to claim
that simply, because the traffic is not
openly carried on, it does not exist.
Those who know differently will doubtless
vote for repeal, because they vrefer that
the sale should be upen and in daylight,
where its present accompaniments will be
impossible. The argument that by driv-
ing the traffic into places where its sur-
roundings are so degrading as to prevent
the more respectable classes from patron-
ising it, a good work is accomplished, i3
immoral, for it is as much our duty to
strive for the elevation of the outcast and
lowly, as to prevent the respectable and
high-born from falling. Let us, by a rea-
sonable, common-sense treatment of the
vexed question promote true temperance
in the matter of drink as in other things,
hy not attempting to prohibit that which
we are not forbidden to use. Lot us
rather lessen its dangers by giving pub-
licity and propriety to its use, accom-
panied by punishment for its abuse. Lat
us not seek to accomplish the impossibie,
but bend our energies and zeal in the
cause ef temperance to the work of “con-
vincing our weaker brethren—whether
they are of the ‘‘respectable” or the lower
classes—that intemperance and excess are
degrading and to be avoided.

It is not our purpose to make any
attempt to combat the assertions of
certain friends of the Act, bothin
public and private, respecting those
who have signed the petition to the
Secretary of State requesting thata
poll be had to revoke the order-in-
council bringing it into operation in
Northumberland. Many who put their
names to the petition did so, knowing
from experience that they would be
thus attacked by over-zealous and in-
tolerant neighbors, chiefly for the pur-

who have not the ccurage of their con-
victions, and who do not sufficiently
realise that they have the same right,
under the law, to oppose the Act as
their censorious neighbors have to ap-
prove of and praise it beyond its merits
and regardless of the facts ccncerning
it. It is in the highest degree desirable
that the matter should be treated in a
thoughtful and serious manner, for in-
temperance of statement and assertion
and imputation of unworthy motives
are not caleulated, in this day of en-
lightenment, to help any good cause.

ed numbers—running day and night,
“lurking privily for the innocent,”—and
license a limited number ot places open to
the street, wnere liquors may be openly
sold, but tnder many wholesome guards
and restrictions, foibidding sales to young
or intoxicated persons, and required to
close promptly at ten p. m. etec.

blood. Surely in vain the net is spread
in the sight of any bird: aud they lay
wait for their blood; they lurk privily for
their lives. So are the ways of every one
that is greedy of gain; which taketh away
the life of the owners thereof.”

Our text is interesting from a. literary
standpoint. The writer does not de-
scribe the courses of the sinners referred
to according to their appearance, nor does
he use a figure; but stripping off all masks
from the many courses pursued by men
actuated by the love of gain and using
vicious methods, he describes them ac-
cording to their true character. There
are few if any to whom this exhortation
would need to be given, if the words of
the tempter were those putin his mouth
by our author. Where would we find,
at least among ¢ivilized people, one who
would say to another : ‘‘Come’ with ts,
let us lay wait for blood; let us lurk
privily for the innocent without cause ?”’
Or where would we find the young man
who would listen for a moment to such
proposals? It is not blood that men
want, except when inflamed with passion
for revenge. tis shown in the 13:h
verse what their direct objectis: ‘“We

if sinners

" shall find all precious substance, and we

shall fill our houses with spoil.” Thisis
what they até after. But in their pursuit
of this, they are utterly regardless, of the
rights of others, and the methods they
adopt are prejudicial to the interests of
others, but yield large returns of lucre.

Ot course the business to be entered
upon is not proposed in such disgusting
and repellant terms as man-trapping and
murdering, that possession may be taken
of the property. It is something much
1t is some richly paying
business in which comparatively little
capitil is needed, only influence especial-
may be the greater. It is true it is
not of an elevating character, indeed is
sometimes demoralizing, if it ge's into the
hands of disrespectable men, it is nota
peedful bnsiness, but the taste for it can
be cultivated in the community—it ueeds
to be properly wmanaged. Well, yes, it is
a fact it is both an unnecessary and a
hurtfal business, but”it yields immense
profits,

Our author says, “My son, walk not
thou in the way with them, tefraiu thy
foot from their path.” And he shows his
reasons for such exhortation. No matter

| how it may be glossed over, no matter

how much the monetary profit, the busi-
ness that is baneful, demoralizing, should
not be entered upon, for it is at the sacri-
fice of life and happiness that it is con-
ducted and patronizad.

But it may be asked, is any such busi-
ness carried on in our country? We say
with sorrow, there are many engagid in
such business; and there are several
forms of this baneful deaoralizing trade.
For example, The Gambling Den, The
Lottery, The Brothel, The Drinkirg
Saloon, and such like.

L invite your attention this evening to
the description giver in our text more
particularly as it applies to the Drinking
Saloon.

I. The Drinking Saloon
tion.

i. B The business
carried on there1s the selling, and con-
sumption of intoxicants, and the more
sold and copsumed ths greater the busi-
ness and the greater the gain tothe
vendor. It is said that the saloon-keeper
does not care whether you buy or not.
That is true only in a very limited sense.
Ls it common sense to suppose a man will
not only enter upon a business, but pay
willingly a large fee for liberty to carry it
on, if he did not care to do the business?
What makes him careless about the pacti-
cilar individual is that heis sure ofa
lirge mass beside. He counts on the
foolishness of the mass who patronize his
t-ade. Let me tell you a story, nota
piece of liction, but a solid fact. Some
years ago, in the city of Toronto, there
met iu the parlor of the wife of one of the
leading hotel-keepers, a committde of
ladies who had met on some church ‘work.
The hotel-keeper’s wife was a member of
the committee. After their business was
over, she had the servant bring in the
tray. with wine and glasses for the ladies.
When one after another had dezlined
with thanks, urging her temperance prin-
ciples, the hotel-keeper’s wife answered
““Oh if all were like you, what would we
do?’ Tt is because 8o many are not like
these ladies that there is profit in the
business. It is to sell intoxicants, it is
carried on ; and the vendors are just as
anxious to sell as those eungaged in other
trades, and as regardless as to the per-
sunnel of their customers, provided they
have enough of them. And all this means
that the Drinking Saloon intoxicates men.
This is my first great charge against it.

2 .1t homes. The most
impoverished homes in this and- every
other community are those where the
head of the family is or has been a fre-
quenter of the drinking saloon. OQue of
the saddest sights I have ever seen was
when visiting one of these impoverished
homes. I cbserved as they were at their
dinner, it consisted of a large turnip boil-
ed in a pot in water, and the children
took what they could get of this in their
hands. They were in rags, barefooted
and barelezged, and thatin winter. The
head  of the family was an excellent
mechanic, capable of earning large wages
when he could be got to work. But he
and his family were reduced to such dire
poverty by his use of the output of the
drinking saloon, Auod itis a notorious
thing that the great bulk of, the paupers of
every community have begn brought to
their condition through their own drink-
ing or that of their parents, It is the
impoverishment. of the homes of the
patrons of the saloon, that enriclies the
saloon-keeper. Does this not fit the
description of the text. “Lst us swallow
them up as the grave, ard whola as thoss
that go down into the‘pit. We shall find

It impoverishes the
homes of those who patroniza it. This is
my 2nd charge against it.

3. It blasts the lives of youny men who
Loat it be known to the em-
ployer, that his clerk, or young assistant
is a ,frequenter of the bar-room after
hours, and at once as a busincss necessity
that young man is more closely watched. |
His chances for promotion are lessened.
And this is not the worst of it. The
young man himself falls into the expen-
sive habit of drinking, and he hasno
savings to establish business for himself,
he is outstripped by his contemporaries
who are sober, he lu.s '8 his self-respect.
He thirsts for more stimulant, aud as the
fire increases, his thirst is the more in-
tense. His life is like that of the car on
a down-grade with no breaks on: it goes
faster and faster as it runs downward.
But in the man's case the end is destruc-
tion. This1s no fancy picture, but true
to the life in thousands of cases, of the
kednest, cleverest, most generous, most
lovable of the men of the generations
past and passing. All this and much
more might be mentioned to prove or
illustrate the truth of this charge, that
the drinking saloon blasts the lives of the
young men who frequent it. This fits
our text also. *‘For their feet run to
evil, and make haste to shed blood.’
The vendor really sheds the blood of his
patrons. This is my 3cd charge.

4. It is the fruwitful mother of all forms
of vice. Here evil spirits congregate. It
you wished {o hear some profitable con-
versation, would it be toacrowd ina
drinking saloon you would gn? If you
wished to learn wisdom and learn grace
of speech and manner; if you desired to
be better fitted to engage in the work of
elevating our race, would it be to the
sages of the bar-room you would apply?
You would never think of such a thing.
But if you were desirous of learning the
latest vulgar expression, or of hearin{; the
most profane language, or of - seeing the
most wicked persons of the community
you would consider the drinking-saloon
as the most likely place to visit. Observe
in the papers the acccunts given from time
to timo of the places in which the greatest
crooks of the country congregate, the
burglars, the betting men and gamblers
of all so:ts, the sluggers, the men that
areout of joint with civilizad society.
Where do they meet ? Iun the drinking
saloon. These are the nests in which are
hatched, and from which are sent forth,
with all the stimulant of the rum cask
behind them, the abominable
schemes which prey upon society, and
reader necessary all the vigilance of police
and Such gathering
places are not desirable surely in a respect-
able community.

5. It is the opening of the road that leads
down to eternal ruin. And I believe 1f there
is one way shorter than another to destruc-
tion it is through the -bar-room. The
habitual use of intoxicants deteriorates the
vital forces, engenders disease, results in
premature death., And the bible informs
us that drunkenness is classed with other
works of the flesh, resulting in banishment
from God. And the frequenter of the drink-
ijng-saloon, sooner or- later, becomes a
druskard.

6. It has a demoraliziny influence on (lhe
keeper of it and  Lis family. tis a moral
miracle if a man, who is forced by his busi-
ness to bein the constant presence of drink-
ing and drunkenness, dealing out the in-
toxicants aud being mentally starved on the
ribald debasing talk of those whom he serves,
should remain free from the immoral in-
fection in which he isliving.  And if hard
for one who enters it after his habits are
formed to some extent; how hard must it be
for the,boys and girls of the house, in their
young and formative years, If there are any
in the community more than others needing
all the help and protection of prayer and
effort on the part of the Christian people, to
save them from the immoral infection with
which they are surrounded, they are the
saloon-keepers and their families,

And this heavy indictment against the
saloon, might. be made a thousand times
heavier, by multiplying the instances of evil
brought on by it. Verily those who are en-
gaged in this business are lying in wait for
blood, theyare lurking privily, hiddenly,
alluringly among their colored glasses, under
brilliant lights reflected back through many
shades of intoxicants in the drioking-
palaces, waiting for the innocent, to whom
their innocence is no protection, the foolish,
self-conceited who think they can drink acd
let it alone when they please, who boast they
can'drink as much as another without being
drunk, who think they can spend as much
ag another, and thus they go down to ruin.
Yes, the liquor venders ‘swallow up scch as
the grave, and whole as those who go down
into the pit. And they fill their houses
with the spoils,’

Why do men engage in such an abominable
business ? For gain, There is money iuo
it, more money in that business than in any
other that Lkoow of. Take a barrel of
whiskey as a sample. It contains thirty-two
gallons which at four glasses to the pint,
amounts to one thousand and twenty-four
glasses, which at ten cents per glass, (and
this is @ cash Dbusiness) yields the enormous
amount of one hundred and two dollars, and
forty cents (3102.40) for the baarel. I do
not know the cost of it by the barrel, but
assuming it should be one dollar per gallon
or thirty two dollars per bairel, that would
give a profit of two huudred and twenty per
cent,

detective forces.

1L We are being asked to repeal the Scott
Act, and license the drinking saloon. And
we ask in turn, on what grounds is this re-
quest made ?

1. The first answer given is that those
advocating the repeal hope by this means to
make the saloon business respectable, As
it is, respzctable men will not engage in it,
and respectable men caunot get a drink, un-
less they go intp some of the low dens into
which the trade is driven by the Scott Act.

Well gentlemen this speaks very much
against the respectable men who have been
convicted of violation of the Scott Act
throughout our own and other counties
where this law is enforced. Moreover it is
not poesible to make the business respect-
able, no matter how many respectable men
you could get into it as sellers and pur-
chasers. That business that can be charged
with such an indictment as has been brought
against it here to-night cannot be made
respectable.  Though all. in the country
shonld vote for repeal of the present law,
aud for licensing the saloon, though all the
governments in the world should sanction
it, though all the crownel heads and presi-
dents in the world ‘should sign the docu-
ments, [ call God to witness thatthe
business cannot by any such a course be
made respectable. It is a traffic in the blood
of men; it is a trade in the hearts of families;
it is the destruction of homes and happiness
and life. Itis a heaven and earth-cursed
busiuess.

2. The second plea urged is that “‘the
Scott Act is a failure.” Well, it is a strange
time to find this out. Where has it been a
failure? \Where it has not been fairly exe-
cuted. Where interest has been opposed to
it—the interest of the saloon-keeper, the in-
terest of the politician whose cheapest
bribery to his electors was an open house on
election day. Where we had an oficial
who could be bribed to connive at infractions

of the Jaw. And during this time its failure

was not pointed out by these new-found
friends of the temperance cause. But since
we have an inspector, a good Presbyterian
elder, who cannot be bribed, but is alive to
his duties, and a fearless magistrate who
will decide according to the evidence, and
bundreds of dollars have been collected in
fines, and the illicit vendors of intoxicants
find it a dangerous and expensive business,
now we hear the plea urged that the Scott
Act is a failure, This is consistency surely,
yet the same kind of consistency as that be-
tween liquor selling and respectability.

3. The third plea offered is that witha
good license law, the fees will yield a hand-
some revenue to the County, and thus help to
lighten taxation.

Now, we bave the gilded bait. If other
arguments fai!, of course this will be sure to
take, especially in such hard times. A re-
duction of the taxes is always popular. But
atter all will this way of doing it lighten the
burden of the community? Will not all
this license fee come out of the pockets of
those who patronize the saloons? And these
bear the weight of much more in this way
than the proportion they pay to the taxes
through the fees collected for license. As
we have thown already, the drinking saloon
impoverishes the homes of its patrons and
demoralizes their lives, so that they are un-
able to bear their share of the burden of
taxation, and in mapy cases are reduced to
the rank of paupers, and thus become an ad-
ditional burden on the commaunity. This
argument of the saloon advocates is not any
more consistent than the others.

4. Nor is it true that by having a license
law will the low places in which the illicit
traffic is at present carried on, be done
away. Under the strictest license laws,
there are places unlicensed selling intoxi-
cants ; and many of the licensed houses sell
in unlawful hours. The fact is that those
engaged in this business, as a rule,  are not
amenable to law, It is ever the breechy ox
which will break through all fences.

The Scott Act is the best law we have yet
had on the subject. Itis in principle away
beyond any license law. It frees the com-
munity from any respoosibility on behalf of
this trade. The country is no partuer in the
business, sharing in the profits and giving
legal protection to it for the consideration.
Where the law is broken it is at the viola-
tor's risk, and he is responsible for the
crime.

Now fiiends, I am bound in all good con-
science to uge all lawful meavs in my power
to protest against a retura to a license law.
And I implore you in the name of your in-
terests, and those of the community, yes
even of the true moral interests of the
saloon-keepers themselves ; by the love you
have for honor and honesty ; by the love
you have for your homes and hearths; by
the love of sons and brothera ; by the regard
you have for their eternal as well as tem-
poral well-being, do not sign this petition
that is being circulated, asking for the re-
peal of the Scott Act; and if it should prove
that a euflicient number sign the petition to
bring on an election, by all means vyote
against the petition for repeal.

Eastern asalreaay described, although somn3 pre-
fer the Intercolonial route alony the St, Lawrence
and Bay Chaleur to Miramichi.”

Fcom this necessarily brief sketch of the
Canada Eastern, it will be readily under-
stood that it has a promising future.

The Rt. Rav. Dr. Sweeney, Bishop of St.
John, accompanied by one of his priests,
Father Kiernan of St. Mary’s (near Freder-
icton), retarning from the consecration of
the Bishop the new Diozese of Valleyfield,
stayed off to pay a visit to the B'shop of
Chatham. Bishop Rogers, who had intima-
tion of the intended visit, without being sure
of the day, announced in church on last
Sunday that probably ITis Lordship would
come by the express from Quebec, arriving
on Tuesday morning, which so happened.

The children’s ceremony
aund address in the large music hall of the
Convent was & scene really superb. The
pretty appearance of the children—3ome 400
—the distinct elocation of the young lady
pupil of the Convent School, who read the
address, and the two bright-eyed chubby-
cheeked little boys who accompanied her
when presenting it, offering at the same
time their boquets of flowers, the enchanting
music and singing, under direction of the
good Sisters, the very touching paternal
words of thanks from His Lordship the Bis-
hop of St. John, followed by the little ad-
dresses of congratulation to the children, by
the Bishop of Chatham and various other
rev. gentlemen, Fathers Kiernan, Morriscy
and Dixon, formed a tableau-vivant not
easily forgotten.

After the Rosary in the church, and the
Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament, at
which the two bishops, and numerous clergy
assisted, Bishop Sweeney rceceived the visit
of the old parishioners and friends who call-
ed on him, in the parlor, and the Brass Band
of St. Michael’s Total Abatinence Society
came to serenade the party, after which the
members of the Band were invited into the
house by Bishop Rogers, and presented, in-
dividually, to Bishop Sweenay, by the Rev.

To His Lordship, the Right Reverend John
Sweeney, D. D., Bishop of St. John, N. B,
May 1T PLEASE YoUR LorvsHip :

The children of St. Michael’s congregation
of Chatham, N. B., gladly welcome the
former beloved pastor who baptized their
parents and worked so much for the train-
ing and iostruction of the little ones in
Christian Doctrine, while the adult members
of his flock were piously directed in the
ways of charity, sobriety and peace.

Yes! My Lord Bishop of St. John, the
traditions of your zealous and faithful pas-
torghip in Chatham, have been repeated to
us again and again, both by our parents who
1 .ved you, as well as by the venerated pas-
tors whom God sent to continue to foster
and care for the field which you had planted.

At the time that you were Pastor at Chat-
ham, there were only seven priests in the
porthern half of New Brunswick that now
forms a Diocese with a Bishop, forty-seven
priests, and nine convents in different parts
having about one hundred religious sisters to
nurse the sick in their hospitals, and instruct
the young members of the fold of Christ, in
their schools. This is the outcome of your
faithful ministry.

Yonr zeal in catechizing in Sunday School,
in visiting the fever-patients in Quareatine,

Like yourself,the saintly Bishop
Dollard was a Missionary Priest in Mirami-
chi from which he passez to other missions be-
fore he was called, as Bishop, to govern the
whole of New Brunswick.
