SLAVE TRADE SUPPRESSION BILL.

House of Lords, Aug. 19.
Upon the motion of the Earl of Miuto, the Bill

was read a third time, -
The Duke of Wellington said that he had pre-
cisely the same objection to the Bill in its present
shape which he had expressed vpon its second read-
ing. He was altogether opposed to the principle
of the Bill. He could not help thinking that, be-
fore the Bill was brough to its present stage, their
Lordships ought to have received some intimation
of Her Majesty’s intentions with reference to this
subject ; that they should have received something
more than the small amount of information which
had been given by the Noble Earl opposite, who
was the individual to whom the exercise of the au-
thority given under this Bill wonld be intrusted.—
n p of the long blished -usage, their
Lordships ought to huve received, by way of mes-
sage, a communication of Her Majesty’s intentions,
Lefore they were called on to take this very serions
step ; and it had been hié impression that soch
would be the case. [Hear.] He must say thut he
did not think the Bill was in the least improved, or
that any of the objections to it were removed. The
measure still retained its criminal character—a
breach of the law of nations—a breach of treatias
entered into between England and othet countries.
The vessels of vlliet countries wers made liahle by
the Bill to be detuined, boarded, searched, and their
papers examined by croisers aud other vessels com-
manded by persons in Her Mujesty’s sorvice. He
contende lﬁ( such detention, boarding, and search-
ing, which was absolutely necessary in order to as-
certain whether the vessel was a slaver or not, was
contrary to the treaties which had been entered in-
to betwees Her Majesty's Government and nearly
all the powers of Europe ; and that such measures
must lead to discusdions of the most disagreeable
natare.

He asked their Lord-
ships whether this would or would not be a breach
of the treaty between this country and the King of
the French; and. whether, in the case of Spunish
vessels, it would not be a breach uf our treaty with
Her Catholic Majesty t [ Hear, hear, and cheers.]
The persons to whom he had alluded as being in
Her Rlajeaty‘- service, and intrusted with the com-
mand of these vessels, were a very large, and, he
believed, a very respectable class; but they were
not eommissioned officers in Her Mujesty’s service.
[ Hear.]—Nothing could be more delicate than the
execution of offices of this description ; and it might
happen that French merchant vessels might be
searched, under the authority of this act of Parlia-
ment, in a way to involve a breach of the treaty
made with the King of the French for the very pur-
pose of putiing down this traffic in slaves; yet
their lordships wers called on to pass an act which
would give occasion to this very breach of treaty
No doubt, they must indemnify the parties engaged
in these captures, and prevent them from the linbi-
lity of being punished in a court of justice. What
he contended for was, that these nien onght not to
be put in"a situation which would render them lia-
ble to commit such mistakes. "T'he Government of
the country must eventually suffer from the irrita-
tion which this attempt must necessirlly produce
in the porte of other countries with which we were
now in alliance. There was a municipal law in
Portugal, which the subjedts of that Crown violated
when they engaged in the slave tratfic, as well as
the treaty with Great Britain. And vet this was
the moderate course of justice of the British Parlia-
ment. Really, he (the Duke of Wellington) could
not consent to a bill of this description. In his
pinion, the dation of the political power of
this country was its moderation and its justice ; and,
in his opinion also, if' moderation and justice were
banished from the diplomacy and acts of all the
counncils in the world, that vessels engaged in com-
merce (as wo understood) onght to find an asylum
in the councils of the British Government ; and, in-
stead of passing this bill to put down that traffic,
which most certainly was infamouns, if the Govern-
ment had taken the more manly course of declaring
that they would go to war with those powers who
refused or neglected to perform their treaties with
this country, there conld be no donbt but that hy
retarn of post they wonld learn that thay had effec-
ted the objeet which the noble lord opposite had in
view. ( l‘«r.)—l,ooking back to the probabil
of the exercise of the right of search being extend.
ed to nany powers with whom this country had no
treaties whatever and remembering that the great-
s judge who bhad ever presided in the Court of
Admiraity had held that search to be illegal in time
of peace, hie thought their lordships ought to be most
cantiows on this subject—a snbject which he ear-
pestly ded nable lords opgwsite well to
consider before they to carry this bill in-
0 execation.

Monday, August 19.
AGAINST THE THIRD READING OF THE
SLAVE TRADE SUPPRESSION BILL.
Dissentient—

1. Because no communication has been
made to this house by message from the
Queen which can render necessary, or
which can alone justify this house in a-
greeing ‘to the proposed " enactments on
this bill.

2. Because those enactments authoriz-
ed measures and operations of war against
the subjects of a foreign power, Portugal,
and their property, for breaches of treaty
concluded between Her Majesty's royal
predecessors and Portugal ; and for offen-
ces committed against the laws of Portu-
gal on the high seas and on the coast of
Africa ; and provides that subjects of Por-
tugal and their property, are to be brought
to England or elsewhere in Her Majesty's
dominions, tobeadjudicated by Her Majes-
ty’s High Court of Admiralty, or & Coart
of Vice Admiralty.

3. Because the enactments proposed in
this bill deprives thuse foreigners thus to
be adjudicated of all national protection.

4. Because they authorise the detention
at sea, the boarding, the demand, search
for, and examination of the papers of all
vessels met at sea by Her Majesty’s crui-
sers, or any person in Her Majesty’s set-
vice, in direct violation of all the treaties
mgde with each or nearly all the powers
of Europe, regulating a mutual right of
search by ships-of-war of merchant ves-
sels, for the suppression of the traffic call-
ed the trade trade. ;

5. Because the amendments in the first
clause of the bill leave the objection to the
exercise of the right of search exactly
where it stood in the bill before it was
discussed and altered in committee.

6. Becnuse vessels sailing under the
flag of any nation may be detained, board-
ed, searched, the demand for papers made
(which must be inspected,) before the il-
legal or predatory character of the vessel
detained can be established ; eachof which
actsof detention, buarding, demand, search
for, and examination of papers, is a viola-
tion of treaty between her majesty and
each or neatly all the powers of Europe,
as applied to vessels sailing under their
flags respectively. :

7. Because the exercise of such right
of detention, boarding, search for, and ex-
amination of papers of vessels on the high
seas, in time of pence, had been declared
illegal by the highest judicial authority
that ever presided over the English Court
of Admiralty.

8. Because the exercise of such right
is liable to be resented and retaliated by
all the powers ofthe world, including those
with \\'{nivh her majesty is bound by trea-
ties each authorising restricted and regula-
ted mutunal search of merchant vessels in
certain localities, in order to suppress the
traflic called the slave trade.
