All Jews Engaged In Drug
Business Subject To Strict
Inspection — Expelled On
Merest Pretext. .

St. Petersburg, June 3.—In further-
ance of its purpose to drive back into
the Pale—the district formed by the
Polish provinces and the Ukraine—
all Jews who cannot establish a le-
gal right of residenge outside its con-
fines, the Russian government is now
pursuing a close inquiry regarding
those engaged in the drug business
or who claim to be so engaged.

The proprietors of the drug stores
chiefly are jews and their employes
as well as sal n for drugh %
travelling in the interior, are now called
upon not only to exhibit pharmaceuti-
cal certificates, but to satisfy the au-
thorites that they are actively occu-
pled with the business for which they
are licensed. "

These certificates are rather easily
obtained and are held generally by

drug store employes and those travel-
ling as salesmen, many Jews it is
claimed by the government, have es-
tablished residences on the strengt
of their certifi and subseq ly
ceased to follow the profession, or
business. All such are now subjeéted
to expulsion.

Peru And Ecuador Decide To
Be Good And Accept Arbitra-
tion Of United States In
Boundary Question.

Washington, June 3.—Both Peru and
Ecuador have agreed to withdraw to-
morrow the troops which for some
time past they have been mobilizing
on the frontier of the two countries,
preparatory to war over the question
of the boundary between the twd
South American states, This infor-
mation reached the state department
today, the fact that Peru had consent-
ed to withdraw its forces coming
from Senor Pardo, Peruvian minister,
while Ecuador’s willingness to follow
her neighbor’'s example was commun-
icated to this government from the
Amerfcan minister at Quito. The
withdrawa] of troops means that the
two countries accept the offer of med-
iation of the boundary question by the
United States, Brazil and Argentina.
According to a statement issued late
today by the state department the ces-
sation of warlike preparations by
Peru and Ecuador was “not only the
first and paramount condition of the
offer of mediation, but evidently was
the most important step essentlal to
removing the imminent danger of
war."”

State department officials are elated
at the success of the foint offer off
mediation which was proposed by
Secretary Knox.

As to the necessity of employing a lawyer it may
be said that the Utilities Act makes no such condition.
Mr. Harvey, or any other member of the Board of Trade,
or any person concerned in the inquiry would have the
same rights as a lawyer before the commission. The
railway commission of Canada hears lawyers and lay-
men, but as it is generally believed, with a decided pref-
erence for laymen. Lawyer and client go together be-
fore this court and both may present the case. In a
matter of business and of accounting, like the telephone
case, a business man can state the complaint and prove
it as well as a lawyer. If the complainant chooses to
hire professionals to do his work for him he will pay
them, as he would do in the case of any commission, but
we believe that the New Brunswick commission like
the railway commission would not allow a party to
suffer because his case was presented by a layman in-
stend of a lawyer. Moreover in the particular case the
facts have already been collected and arranged, and
the argument prepared and presented by a lawyer. Mr.
Harvey says that his committee heard the telephone
company directors, some of them lawyers, present their
case, and that after argument the committee was unani-
s of the opinion that the y had been im-
posing excessive charges.

At least it is worth while to put
the matter to the test before expressing -want of confi-
dence in an act which is probably more advanced than
any other in Canada, and in commissioners whom both
parties have approved as competent and fair men.

The letter of Anti-Humbug does not strike this
journal as a falr criticism of Mr. Harvey's position or
that of the Board of Trade committee. There is no
doubt that Mr. Harvey and his colleagues presented a
statement which has not been effectively and fully
answered. There is no doubt that in prosecuting their
inquiry the members of this committee performed a
public service. Their individual interest in the matter
was too small to make their expenditure of time and
effort a business investment. Mr. Harvey and those
who acted with him ‘on the committee, with those at
whose request the committee was appointed, seem to
have taken up this matter seriously and so conducted it
to the present stage. Instead of casting reflections on
them for what they have done or tried to do, we should
be disposed to encourage them to continue until a
judicial authority has pronounced upon the case, or un
til they find this court unable or unwilling to proceed
with the inquiry in a fair way. The case of the stock
holder who paid par for his stock getting six per cent,
or of the holders of “bonus’ stock getting six per cent. o1
its par value, will be a part of the question. But we
may at least hope that the commission will not proceed
on the assumption suggested by our correspondent that
twenty to forty per cent. profit is an ordinary return
from mercantile business, particularly that of dry goods
or hardware, Some of the leading men in the tele
phone company are in those branches of trade, and if
they hope to make this profit out of their telephone invest
ment the customers are in great danger. The Utilities
Commissioners may consider the question of a fair return
on investments, but if they had occasion to investigate the
whole dry goods or hardware trade of this province for
the period that this telephone company has existed they
might find that the net porfits of all those engaged in
these trades in that period was a good deal less than
six per cent.

BECOBNIZED BY BOY
I MONCTON STHEE

Yesterday on Way to
Salem--Curious Story of His
Capture.

F. U. Wetmore, superintendent of
the Plummer's Farm School, Salem,
Mass., arrived in the city from Monc:
ton last evening, where through the
local police he had succceded in re
capturing Ralph Soper, a 17 year old
youth, who escaped from the reform-
atory at Salem on May 24th, and had
made his way to Moncton. Young
Soper was brought to the city hand-
cuffer and placed in a cell at Central
Police Station until this morning
when he will be taken back to Salem.
Mr. Wetmore who is a former New
Brunswicker, and has mpny friends in
this city, when interviewed by a
Standard reporter last night, said that
Sopir's escape, and the manuer In
which he succeeded in tracing him to
Moncton, was the most remarkable
case that had come under his netice
in his twenty-one years’ experience
as head of the Salem instigition. So-
pir was sentenced to the Farm School
a year ago for theft, and up to the
day of his escape had borne an ex-
cellent character, He was unusually
clever, and an accomplished cornet
player, and no one suspected that he
harbored the least idea of escape.
On the evening of May 24th, Soper
in some unexplainable manner gained
access to the office of the institution,
and forcing the cash drawer secured
about $15.00 in cash and made good
his escape. For some days no trace
or clue of the missing boy could be
found, and Supt. Wetmore had almost
decided that he had completely elu-
ded him.

Recognized in Moncton.
On Wednesday the superintendent
received a letter from his brother, Jas.
(. Wetmore, of Moncton, who had with
his family a few weeks previous visit-
ed Salem, as his guest. The letter
contained the information that while
playing in the street of Moncton his
young son had met and recognized
Soper, whom he remembered seeing In
the Plummer house while visiting
with his father at Salem.

ed him at work in the Hamm biscuit
factory the following day and placed
him under arrest, Soper when ques-
tioned, stated that he merely stopped
over in Moncton to secure money to
take him further north, He comes of
a wealthy family in Salem and is of
unusually intelligent and bright ap-
pearance,

a native of Kings county where he
taught school for three years after
having graduated from the normal
gchool at Fredericton. He is a cousin
of Dr. G. A, Hetherington, of this
city.

railway bill, and aonouncement of
heavy retrenchment policies by the
leading roads do not conduce to a re-
storation of investment confidence. It
is clear that if the railways are not
permitted to advance rates there will
be a wholesale curtailment of pending
plans for additions and betterments
and éonsequent damage to business.
The wide decline which already oc-
curred discounts much and many
stocks are verging upon what ordin-
arily would be termed the bargain
point. There is as yet, however, no
evidence of a sustained investment
demand and until this appears in con-
siderably larger volume the course of
the market is likely to continue down-
ward. Of course, the usual rallies
from time to time are to be expected.

UNSTEADINESS
IN STOCK
PRICES

New York, June 8.—Prices of stock
broke again today with a violence
almost unexampled outside of times
of absolute panie. ‘This was after a
show of resistance to the forces of de-
pression during the early hours, when
the heaviest selling that appeared
seemed to be easily absorbed and pri-
ces rebounded repeatedly from the de-
clines Uncovered shorts were made
nervous by this action of the mar-
ket and helped on the tendency by
their buying to cover.

the recovery showed plainly how at-
tention remained centred on the dom-
inant topic of the government's pol-
icy towards railroad rate increases.
There was circulated, for instance, an
expression of confidence from an an-
onymous legal authority that the in-
junction against the western trunk
line rate advances will be promptly
dissolved. There was no authority for
it.

On the other hand there was nc
lack of sympathy for expressions of
the gloomiest views by prominent
railroad officials of the disastrous con
sequences they saw threatening from
the holding up of the intended rate
advances by the railroads. President
Brown of the New York Central was
quoted in a published intefview which
was quoted and commented upon in
Wall street as saying that the credit
of the railroads “had been almost to-
tally destroyed by this action (the rate

Many books and artists have de-
scribed the scemes of the Passion
Play and there are excellent scores
in both German and English, which
are used by the audience to follow the
scenes.

From this
scene on to the end the acting be-
comes like the reality; and in spite
of the intense cold people were amazed
when the first part ended at 12 o'clock
to realize that four hours had passed.

Aunother im-
portant accessory to the car was a
little black satchel which contained
about $30,000 worth of jewels, Fear-
ing robbery Miss Nethersole insisted
that her manager must live on the
car—a pleasing diversion apparently,
but in reality far more trying than any
other method of living, since it meant
twenty-four hours of every day in the
constant service of a charming though
oceassionally whimsical temperament

“To aeccomplish this with gas-
olene you wowd hHave to put a great
number of engines on the shaft, for
when you begin to make an individual
gas engine of great size you get into
difficulties. There must be alterna-
tions of temperatures in an engine,
and in a gas engine this is very high.
The gas explodes at a high tempera-
turé, and must get cooler by expan-
sion, That is the great difficulty to
overcome so far.

“While up to a certain power we
can make an internal combustion
engine that does well, beyond that
point it seems at present impracti-
cable, I don’t say that the problem
will not be conquered in time. There
is an engine being made over here
that is developing some large power.
Submarfnes are driven by internal
combustion engines, but if you go on
board of one you will see that the
power ig developed by a multitude of
cylinders, If they wish to go slow
they cut off a number of cylinders,
and work them all if they wish to go

fast, Though they don't reverse,
they give a fairly constant turning
power.

“Meantime the Parsons steam tur-
bine, which was only brought out in
1897, has proved a marvel of speed.
1 was director of marine construction
in the British navy at the time, and
the first ship in the navy upon which
we took up the turbine was the de-
stroyer Viper, I think in 1898, We
have had only about ten years exper-
fence with the turbine, I think I am
right in saying that Parsons' turbines
are furnishing between four and four
and a half millions of horse-power
to ships already built or now build-
ing,

“The power developed on. the Lusi-
tania and the Mauretania had never
been approached. The biggest de-
veloped hitherto has been the 40,000
to 45,000 h. p. on the Kaiser Wilhelm
I, with reciprocating engines. We
slipped this amount up all at once
to 75,000 or 80,000. Here too we got
the whole of this tremendous horse
power directly upon the shaft. In
reciprocal emgines the cylinder takes
up a lot of it. Four to 6 per cent, iy
used up before the power gets to the
shaft. You cannot really indicate
the horse power in a turbine accurate-
ly, as the engine always runs one
way. And the engines of the Lusl-
tania and the Mauretania are prob-
ably not the ‘last word in the turbine
construction, as they are talking of
still greater ones,

“In a reciprocal engine, to alter-
nate the direction, if you take, for in-
stance, a four cylinder type, you have
got to set in motion that piston, move
it through a stroke, stop it, and put
it back again. It is about the same
thing as if you saw a big locomotive
jerking backward and forward on a
railway track. Just imagine this be-
ing done sixty to ninety times a min-
ute from the time you leave the other
side until you get over here, and the
amount of power thus lost. On the
Mauretania, coming over here at full
speed,. the screws made 180 revolu-
tions a minute all the way over. You
can easily figure out the enormous
number made during the voyage, and
the power going one way all the time

“If we had decided to put recipro-
cating - engines into the Mauretania,
we would have needed much bigger
shafts than are used, and their manu-
facture would have beon a serious
matter, In fact the reciprocating
engine s getting to a point where
there are serious manufacturing dif-
ficulties in the way.

“There has been a lot of talk about
gas turbines, but the temperature
question is so far a block in their
way. I have often been asked to
look at gas turbines, but I have notic-
ed that when I expressed a willing-
ness-to go to see them the invitation
has never been repeated.

“Yes, I have been told the particu-
lars of the new White Star Liners, the
Olympic and Titanic, which will have
a tonnage of between 43,000 and 45,
000, as against the 33,000 or 34,000
of the big Cunarders. Mr. Bruce Is-
may and his colleagues ,decided not
to go in for high speed, but for great
size, splendid accommodation for pas-
sengers and great carrying capacity,
which would not be possible if high
speed were demanded. A moderate
operating speed of say 21 knots will
mean that they will have not more
than 50 per cent. of the Cunarders’
power and that their coal bills will
be proportionately reduced. They are
to be of about the same speed as the
Oceanic. Indeéd, the late Thomas
Ismay, the father of Bruce Ismay,
would have got the same results with
the Oceanic that have been attained
by the Mauretania if the British Gov-
ernment had cared to give him the
subsidy required, which the Cunard
company got later. He told me that
if with the Oceanic he went in for
unusual speed it would not be worth
while unless he took off twelve hours

the five and a half day records
of the Lucania and Campania.

“I must repeat, to return to the sub-
ject of marine gas engines, that [ am
in no sense opposed to them. But the
difficulty about the high temperature
and a real one it Is, is as yet uncon-
quered. Still it would be folly to put
a Hmit upon mechanical ingenuity
and improvement. But I may say
that - all schemes about gas engine
battleships with 20,000 hons-power
are %o far only schemps,

Over the main entrance in the Ux-
bridge road the British and Japanese
flags still flew at half mast as the first
batch of visitors had their first view
of the wonders of the Land of the
Risng Sun, of the land of flowers and
sunshine. In one respect, at least,
this year's show at the White City,
which will be popularly known as “the
Japanglo,’ outstrips both its prede-
cessors, even the memoriable Entente
Cordials Exhibition. It has been
finished by the opening day, No mean
record this, and one which will meet
with due reward, if we harken back

to the swamps and sawing of the
earlier days of the first two exhibi-
tions. Japan is to be particularly
congratulated, for its workmen have
striven hard for the success of the
Exhibition throughout the long winter
months,

The Queen’s Visit,

Queen Alexandra, it will be recalled,
paid a visit to Shepherd’'s Bush to
view the progress of their work as
early as February last. As regards
thig year's changes, perhaps the most
conspicuous are those to be seen at
the entrance at Wood-lane, These
gallaries, which were unoccupied last
year, so that visitors by that entrauce
had a long, dull promenade before
they reached the heart of the Exhi-
bition, are now among its most inter-
esting parts. Instead of bare walls
and windows there s a scene of almost
fairy beauty, in the pageant of the
Japanesé seasons. Autumn grows
red with the fiery crimson of the fad-
ing maple leaf. Little rustic bridges
span a flowing stream, and overhead
is pauinted scenery that makes it easy
to believe that we are walking under
the boughs of a veritable wood.
Spring is bright with the swinging
blossoms of white wistaria, and every-
where is the rich deep pink of the
Japanese cherry, .In the background
is a panorama of Japanese country
life. The path winds on over bridges
and under forest boughs through sum-
mer and winter. Summer is green
and fresh and vivid, but in winter
there is a cold gloom, and on all sides
roofs and trees and flelds covered deep
in snow, and water held fast in ice,

A Natural Garden.

These things are but the fringe of
what Japan has to show. Indeed,
Shepherd’s Bush has been converted
into one huge Japanese garden. As
many years ago London had a Paris
in her midst by virtue of a splendid

exhibition at Earle’s Court, so have
we now a Tokio. Japan's art and
manufactures—the quaintness and

beauty of the former, the solid excel-
lence of the latter, are displayed in
great profusion. The variety of the
exhibits is astounding, but not less
remarkable than the skill with which
they are set out. Then there are the
wrestlers, the native village, the Aino
settlement and altogether a represen-

tation of Japanese life and achieve.

ments such as nobody has ever hither

to<had an opportunity of seeing out-
side Japan. A great number of really
interesting exhibits are shown in the
several palaces, among the more note-
worthy being those in the Naval and
Military and Fine Arts sections.
Scores of stalls have been built in the
form of temples, with costly cedars
and other woods;: as well as metals.
The Women's Work sections (both
Japanese and British), the Machinery
Hall, and the Hall of Chemical Indust-
ry, the Hall of Music, the Dress and
Photographic sections are but a few
of the many parts of a great whole
which covers the every-day activities
of two nations, Exclusive of the
Governments departments there are
over 2,000 private Japanese exhibi-
tors, whose exhibits range from a
sixty-four ton naval gun to a dainty
fan, and some idea may be gathered
of the variety and extent of the things
to be seen. Still, it would be useless
to deny that the great majority of
vigitors choose the White City for a
day's pleasure in order to find unlimit-
ed amusement there, and ride on the
Scenic Railway, to enjoy the sensa-
tions of the Flip Flap, and to patro
nize the thousand and one other frivo-
lous entertainments. Not wishing to
appear thankless to the industrious
workers from the Land of the Rising
Sun, let it be said at once that they
have done more to render the exhibi-
tion part of the business interesting
to the public as a whole than has ever
been done before. This year the or-
ganisers have surpassed all previous
records in the way of side shows, and
what is not to be found at the “Japan-
glo” in the way of strenuous amuse-
ment is not worth considering. After
a decided falling-off last summer, the
Japan-British Exhibition is every whit
as good as the Franco-British two
years ago., It could not be better.
What it loses by the absence of an
Olympiad it gains In a vaster and
more enjoyable round® of pleasure
haunts, a better organization, and,

above all, by the beauty of the gardens

WHERE PEARL
FISHERIES ARE

Beds Under Government
Still the Richest in

Supervision in Ceylon
the World --- Australia

Has Most Extensive Oyster Beds Employing
6,000 Men---On California Coast.

The oldest and richest pearl fish-
eries in the world are those of Ceylon
Its beds are under Government super-
vision, and when one is to be fished
over the fact is published beforehand.
The season usually begins the first
part of March and continues from
four to six weeks.

Boats and divers from the neighbor-
ing coasts and pearl merchants from
all over.India assemble before the day

set. As many as 25,000 persons often
gather -on the fishing grounds. At
midnight, when the wind freshens,

the boats start for the banks in groups
of fifty to seventy, so as to arrive
there before sunrise,

Each boat carries from ten to
twelve divers, says the Bulletin of the
Bureau of American Republics, They
work In pairs, one diving while the
other tends the signal line, and re-
lieving each other from time to time.
At sunrise a signal gun is fired and
the fishing begins.

The diver usually carries a stone
or other weight of about fifty pounds
attached to the haul line to facilitate
his rapid descent, and in addition car-
ries a basket made fast to the girdle
about his walst in which he places
the oysters as found.

Some divers working in shallower
water use no weight in descending,
but while at the botom make good use
of both hands and feet to seize upon
and wrench loose any oyster seen
within the limited area over which
they can work. The diver who works
without diving apparatus and who is
called a “head diver,” working in from
thirty-five to forty-five feet of water,
which is the average, can make from
forty to fifty descents in a morning
and can bring up from fifteen fo
thirty oysters each trip.

At the firing of another signal gun
about noon the diving is suspended
and the boats race ashore and beach,
ready for unloading. On their arrival
there the oysters are carried into the
Government corral and there piled
into three heaps, each boat's load
belng kept separate, the Government:
taking two heaps, or two-thirds of the
catch, and the remainder being divid-
ed among the divers and the crew,
the divers usually receiving the larg-
est portion. There are about 4,500
divers at work, the daily catch averag-
ing 1,000,000 oysters, which are often
found clustered closely together,

The Government's share is then
auctioned off by the inspector in lots
of 1,000, and usually bought up by
small merchants, divided into smaller
lots and resold. The price obtained
depends largely on the average run
of the pearls found, which can be
closely estimated by experts. How-
ever, chance. plays a great part, and
the lucky merchant quickly pockets
any valuable find to prevent a possible
rise in price and returns to buy more
from the same lot.

The true Indian diver never de«
scends without first providing for at-
tack against sharks or other danger-
ous fish by invoking immunity through
the shark charmer’s incantations, a
hereditary endowment among the East
Indians, one of these charmers usually
accompanying each boat. Aside from
this danger, which in these waters,
however, is comparatively small, the
diver, working under a tropical sun
and exposed to rheumatism and often
paralysis, is usually short lived.

Up until a few years ago this was
the method employed in gathering
pearls, and the British Government of
India derived a revenue of from
$300,000 to $750,000 annually from the
product of these fisheries, but for the
past few years they have been opera-
ted by an English corporation under
a twenty year lease for a stipulated
sum & year in addition to the proper
care and cultivation of the beds under
Government supervision.

The world has never known richer
pearl fisheries than those of Ceylon.
The pearls of finest orient and color
come from these waters, and the
mother of pearl shell is the largest
and most iridescent. It was from
here that LaPelléegrina came, sald to

be the finest and mgst perfect pearl

in existence, and which weighs 112
grains, as well as most of the crown
pearls of Europe. For centuries the
Indian princess have amassed great
wealth in pearls, and those of the
Rana of Dholpur were valued at $7,-
500,000,

The most extensive pearl oyster
grounds of the world are situated on
the northern and western coasts of
Australia. These e located within
the jurisdictions of Queensland, West-
ern Australia and South Australia,
and extend jin irregular patches from
near Cooktown on the northeast al-
most to Freemantle on the southwest,
a distance of ne 3,000 miles.

In 1905 thes heries employed a
total of 773 vessels, with 6,076 men,
and had an output valued at 356,000
pounds sterling. Here is found the
finest mother of pearl, which exceeds
the value of the pearls by more than
300 per cent. city of Singapore
one of the largest pearl markets of
the world, is the headquarters for
furnishing labor aund supplies for the
Queensland fisheries,

The richest pearl fisherigs in the
Americas at the present ‘time are
those of the Gulf of California cent-
ring around La Paz and along the

outer coast of Lower Colifornia in
Mexico. These fisheries were dis-
covered by Hernando Cortez when

he marched across Mexico in 1526,
Up to thirty years ago only “head
divers” were employed, but on the
revival of the fisheries about this
time modern diving apparatus was
introduced, and today they are being
worked under concession by San Fran-
cisco firms, who employ from 800 to
1,200 men and a1 number of run
schooners, which collect the oysters
from the smaller boats working on the
beds and carry them to the company’s
sheds on shore, where they are open-
ed and the pearls sorted by passing
them through small brass sieves of
graded sizes.

Most of the diving is done by divers
using the most improved apparatus,
helmet and air pumps, and is carried
on in from 40 to 120 feet of water, an
average depth being 60 to 80 feet.
The work can only be continued from
three to three and one-half hours at
a time, due to the tide, which along
this coast has a maximum variation
of over 20 feet, creating currents that
make it impossible to work for more
than an hour and a half before and
an hour and a half after the turn of
the tide.

The divers take little or no food
into their stomachs before commenc-
ing work, as this would hinder deep
breathing and make them more liable
to cramps, A-diver wearing twenty-
five pounds of lead on each shoe, rub-
ber garments, and brass helmet to
which are attached air tubes, signal
cord and life line, can remain at the
botom from one-half to three hours,
according to the depth at which he
18 . working....The presure is so eroat
at 120 feet that he usually remains
under but wen to fifteen minutes, while
in fifty fee: of water he might be
seen moving about on the bottom for
several hours,

The head diver. who usually works
independently. cperates in from
irirty to fifty feet of water, ut which
depth the oysters can be seen on the
clear sandy bottom, and remains under
from fifty to ninety seconds, although
some of the most inured remaln under
much loneer. The writer has seen
a native Papamau diver remuiryub-
merged for two m'nutes and ten see-
onds, but on i10acbing the surface L«
was 80 exhausted that he had o be
dragged into the boat and was unfit
for further divng that morning. Deep
diving causes deafness, and after sev-

eral work this b quite
acute,
There are two classes of head

divers, those that go down head first,
as do many East Indians, Malays and
Polynesians and who use no weights
to facilitate descent, and those who
go down feet first, with one foot
caught in a loop of the rope attached
to the weight, while others have the

welght fastened to their walsts, re-

|the eastward and sudenly

leasing it on ascending. On filling the
basket, or on becoming exhausted, the
diver releases his foot from the loop
and attaches the latter to the basket,
ascending independently or at times
hand over hand up the rope when
hauled taut. Both classes carry the
diver's knife incased in a tubular
sheath, with which he cuts the oyster
loose from the rock to which it clings
by a greenish black fibrous beard.
The diver receives a monthly salary
and a tenth of what he finds.

The greater part of the shell is ship-
ped to San Francisco, the pearls go-
ing to Mexico city and Paris. In 1908
the production of these fisheries was
valued at $5,000,000, the pearls repre-
sented $3,000,000 and mother of pearl
the rest.

The lower California pearls are of
a great variety of shapes and color,
round, pear shaped, button pearl or
flat on one side, baroque or pearl of
irregular shape and in color ranging
from white and pink to blue, green,
brown and black. Some very famous
pearls of history have been taken
from these waters. One of the most
beautiful gems of the Spanish crown
is an enormous Mexican pearl found
near Loreto by a. native diver and
weighing 400 grains.

With hardly an exception there are
American pearls among the crown
jewels of every ruler in Europe. In
1889 at the world’s fair in Paris there
was exhibited a set of seven black
pearls from these Mexican fisheries
valued at $22,000 at that time, and
today worth much more. One of the
largest pearls ever found here was
sold in Paris to the Emperor of
Austria for $10,000, and the Spanish
Government presented Napolion III.
with a black Mexican pearl valued at
,000. In the early 'S80s three mag-
nificent black pearls were found on
the La Paz fisheries ranging in weight
from 28 to 45 carats and worth from
$5,000 to $6,000 each.

A very beautiful pearl of a delicate
brownish tint was also found about
the same time, weighing 75 carats and
valued at $8,000. The brown, green,
blue and black tints are very unusual
and Mexico and Panama are famous
for the combinations of these colors
found in the pearls from their coasts.
Senora Diaz, wife of President Diaz,
of Mexico, has a magnificent collection
of Mexican pearls which rivals many
of the famous collections of Europe.
Among the poorest natives of Mexico
beautiful pearls are often to be found,
usually crudely mounted in rings,
combs, earrings, chains, &c.

The Gulf of Mexico was at one time
famous for its production of the rare
black pearl, and quite a number of
these have recently been taken from
the beds in the Gulf of Campeche.

Other American pearl fisheries are
on the coasts of Venezuela, of Pana-
ma, of Colombia and of Costa Rica.
These fisheries are famous for green-
ish black pearls.

The twin towers of the old Cathed-
ral of Panama are thickly studded
with mother of pear! shells of excep-
tional size and beauty flomv\the near-
by fisheries, and on a clear ~murn1ug
just as the sun seems to rise out of
the Pacific from behind Chepillo to
lights up
its gray white walls through the line
of royal palms on the eastern side,
their concave nacreous surfaces re-
flect the rays in thousands of tiny
pink and white lights,

In the clear depths of the sheltered
waters of many an atoll of the South
Pacifie, often 60 feet below the sur-
face, pearis of great beauty and value
have been found by the expert Poly-
nesian head divers. The women here
engage in diving too, often rivalling
the men in endurance. They first
cover their bodies with a preparation
of cocoanut oil and in many cases use
no weights to facilitate their descent.
The bronze tinted pearl so much
sought after by the collector comes
principally from these islands, al-
though the brown and gray tinted
pearl of the west coast of the Ameri-
cas is equally as beautiful and as
much in demand.

LIBERALS AND
LORDG SNARL

Asquith May Hold off Veto
Issue Untill 1911 --- Plenty
of Work for Parliament in
New Reign.

London, June 3.—The political truce
which folowed the death of King Ed-
ward has nearly run its course. The
dogs of war political are again strain-
ing eagerly at their lashes, and al-
though battle is not yet actually join-
ed they are snarling and barking
mutual defiance.

The former declarations of the im-
possiblity of yielding an inch are be-
ing repeated by the extremists of both
parties and their respective journals,
and occassionally from the rostrum.
In more moderate quarters there is
still talk of a compromise, and a sug-
gestion of a conference between the
leaders of the two parties finds con-
siderable favor among those who do
not want a fight to a finish.

These appeal, among other prece-
dents, to that of the States composing
the American . Union, which settled
differences in the convention of 1787.
The extreme Radicals, Laborites and
Irish, however, have little use for the
proposed conference. Some of them
profess, indeed, to have no objection
to such a discussion, but in the same
breath they nullify their acquiescence
by adding that in no case will the
Liberals yleld the position they have
taken.

Although if a conference made it
easy for the Lords and Tories to re-
treat from their present attitude it
would possess an undoubted advant-
age, the extremists on the Tory side
keep up an equally stiff lip, denounc-
ing the pursuance of any course which
might involve the King and subject
him to criticism and cavil at the very
outset of his reign. It is the Union-
ists’ first duty, they say, to maintain
the Constitution as it stands, without
compromise or surrender.

When Parliament Meets.

The situation is in the hands of the
Government and until Parliament
meets on June 8 their intention is not
likely to be divulged. It is practically
certain, however, that they will not
press forward the veto question im-
mediately Parliament assembles, and
if they are able to control their more
extreme followers they may even post
pone the issue until next year.

Despatches have already pointed
out the claims of the civil list and
regency bill to precedence. The bud-
get for 1910-11 has also to be taken
up, and as the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer has to provide for increased
expenditure entailing presumably  in-
creased taxation a settlement of the
financial question may be prolougml|
and difficult.

That Anti-Catholic Deolaration.

Then there is the burning guestion
of the King's declaration of Protestan-
tism. The Government have not yet
given any clear intimation as to how
they will deal with the offensive
avowal, nor indeed any distinct pledge
that they will deal with it at all, but |
the subject is known to be eng ungl
the n]uw attention of the members of |
the Cabinet. They are nowise reluct
ant to remove the insulting terms con-
tained in the accession declaration,
but the problem of legislation on the
subject is extremely delicate. That
sensitive plant, the Nonconformist
conscience, upon which any Liberal
Government must largely rely for
sustenance, recoils so violently under
a touch of religious toleration that it
behooves the Cabinet to act with the
greatest caution.

Premier Asquith himself would like
to see the whole declaration abolish-
ed, leaving the coronation oath as
the sole personal pronouncement of
the sovereign upon Protestantism,
By that oath the sovereign briefly
swears to maintain the la the true
profession of the Gospel and the Pro-|
testant reformed religion as establish-
ed by law. All broad minded Protest-
ants concur with the Premier that this
should be sufficient. Protests against
the objectionable declaration continue
to be made at mass meetings and in
newspapers, especially in Ireland. A
notable meeting at the Dublin Mansion
House this week, at which the Lord
Mayor presided, unanimously passed
a resolution demanding the suppres-
sion of the declaration.

The Tablet, England's leading Ro-
man Catholic weekly, publishes an
article headed, “The Declaration Thaf
Must Go,” in which it sa
royal declaration will never be spoken |
again. The only thing in doubt now
is whether it will be simply abolished
as superﬂuou-x or merely modified into
harmlessness

The Church and The People.

The lessening of the hold of the
church on all classes was the main
topic at the ILondon Diocesan Con-
ference this week. The Bishop of
Kensington brought forward as proef
the fact that the proportion of com-
municants to the population in small
country dioceses with the best records
was 14 per cent., while London's was
barely § per cent., the candidates for
confirmation being one-half of 1 per
cent. He said:

“The springs of church life are dry-
ing up. The losses are not balanced
by Inpouxlng streams of fresh young
life.”

He believed the lay people's ideal
of a clergyman was greatly to blame.
They seemed to want an able account-
ant who could collect plenty of mon-
ey, a feverish organizer or a popular
entertainer. A lay member of the con-
ference said 25 per cent., more men
would 80, to church but for rotten
sermons.’

Dramatic leuer Read in Lon-
don Divorce Court---Lifetime
Repentance to Wipe Out a
Wrong to Husband.

Condemning Action of Board of Works---Claim
Specifications Were Not Adhered to and Local
Industries Were Not Protected.

“Whereas, in defiance of the move-
ment to the

mentioned trade unions held in the

of local industries Intusursted by the

rd of Trade and supported by all
good citizens interested in making
St. John a bigger and better city, the
board of public works of the city
council has awarded a contract for
paving the streets to an outside firm
without imposing any conditions that
would assure the development - of
local quarries, or that foreign labor
should not be brought into the city
to do the work that should be reserv-
ed for rate payers of the city ;

“And, whereas, the board of works
in calling for tenders for street pav-
ing specified that the work should be
done during the present summer, and
yvet in awarding the contract gave the
Hassam Paving Company two years
to finish the work;

“And, whereas, the specifications
prepared by the city engineer called
upon tenderers to submit a sample of
the paving stones to be used, a con-
dition which was not carried out by
the Hassam Paving Company;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that the
Bullding Trades Countil, representing
the Carpenters and Joiners, the Brick-
layers and Masons, the Painters and
Decorators, and the Sheet Metal
Workers’ Unions of this city protest
against the action of the board of
works, as unfair to the contractors of
the ecity and province, and antagonis-
tic to the interests of the citizens gen-
erally.”

This resoluticn was adopted at a
meeting of delegates from the above

Market Building last evening for the
purpose of forming a Building Trade
Council. It was argued that the city
authorities in awarding civic contracts
should whenever possible give the
preference to local contractors, so
that the public’s money might be put
in circulation in the ecity or the
neighboring municipalities.

The meeting was very enthusiastic,
and it was resolved that a concertel
effort should be made by all the

unions interested to thoroughly or-'

ganize the building the
city.

A committee was appointed to draw
up a constitution and by laws and
to report at the next meeting of the
delegates which will be held next Fri-
day evening, when representatives
of the stone cutting, plumbing and
steamfitting trades will be invited to
attend.

The delegates from the Bricklayers
and Masons’ Unions stated that
though they had asked for an increase
of wages this summer, they would not
expect the other unions to assist them
in securing their demand.

It was claimed that the employers
now paying union wages would wel-
come the movement to organize all
the men, as at present, in bidding for
contracts, they were at a disadvan-
tage as compared with the contractor

trades ol

who is able to figure on a lower rate
’

of wages.
