Mr. McCall moved
the immediate consideration of his 
bill. This was objected to ostensibly 
on the ground that it was District of 
Columbia Day on the calendar and 
important matters of legislation affect­
ing the district were pending.

As in the 
case of some of the opposing Republi­
cans a few of the Democrats voted 
against immediate consideration be­
cause they are members of the district 
of Columbia. Democratic leaders say 
there will be but six or seven votes 
against the passage of the bill from 
thçir side.

No time for a vote was set today,

The Republican split Is accentuated 
by the fact that one member of that 
party, Mr. McCall, of Massachusetts, 
is directing the debate in favor of the 
measure, and another Republican, 
Mr. Dalzvll, of Pennsylvania, is direct­
ing the fight against it.

Representative Hill, of Connecticut, 
opened the debate in favor of the bill, 
and was the only Republican to ad­
vocate it today, lie was seconded by 
Representative Harrison, of New York 
and A. Mitchell Palmer of Pennsyl­
vania. Democrats.

Representatives Gaines, of West 
Virginia; Martin, of South Dakota, and 
Kendall, of Iowa, all Republicans, 
spoke against, the reciprocity.

You will note—and this is import­

What A City Can Do.
"We’re hearing a great deal of what 

the Commission cities of the States 
have been doing?" remarked Uncle 
Josh.

But If you are looking for first class 
samples of civic enterprise, you ought 
to go to Glasgow where they have 
done things without abolishing the 
aldermen. St. Mungo's city Is what 
they call a self-made town. Or. ns 
they say in Scotland. Glasgow made 
the Clyde, and the Clyde made Glas­
gow."

"To a munldlpal institution, known 
as the Clyde Navagatlon Trust, isi 
largely due the transformation of 
Glasgow from a small inland town to 
a great commercial, ship building and 
manufacturing metropolis of nearly n 
million inhabitants.

The Clyde Transformed.
"Originally the Clyde was a shallow 

stream, and at various places between 
Glasgow and Greenock, where It enters 
the Firth of Clyde, was readily ford­
able by 'lang-leggtt lassies.’ As earl); 
as 1750 a movement to Improve the 
Clyde was begun under the auspices 
of the Town Council, but it was not 
until the second quarter of the nine­
teenth century that tin- 
opening the Clyde to navagatlon was 
tackled systematically. Indeed some 
of the older citizens of Glasgow can 
remember when the Clyde below the 
city was still fordable. Today Glas­
gow Is one of the best equipped ship­
ping ports in the kingdom. The Clyde 
Is navigable by ships of the largest 
tonnage, and from its banks colossal 
ship-building establishments are eon. 
tinually launching 
the deep.

"For mile» and miles the

problem of

new leviathans of

m commo­
dious docks of Glasgow line the 
Clyde, and for tens of miles the sullen 
clangor of ponderous steel plates jar­
ring on more ponderous frames, 
punctuated by the pattering roar of 
unnumbered hydraulic riveters, rever­
berate along the banks of the busy 
Mver, which was once a silent and 
shallow stream.

"The Clyde improvement project, 
says Albert Shaw, must always stand 
as the most striking example In the 
history of municipalities of greatness 
achieved by deliberate purpose in the 
face of extraordinary difficulties."

"Since its organization this municip. 
al board has expended upwards of 
100,000.000 dollars In its.improvements 
works. But nevertheless ir is. and ha*» 
been for some years, a self-sustaining 
organization. At posent it has a re­
venue of over $2,000,00u annually—de­
rived from tonnage dues, good dues, 
etc.

It enjoys a monopoly of everything 
pertaining to the harbor, supplies 
ships with water; operates a remark­
able and interesting service of ferries 
and harbor steamers: manages the 
magnificent graving docks, cranes, 
weighing ecales and various yards and 
offices. After paying the interest, on 
its large indebledness. and making 
due provision for sinking funds, the 
trust still liflS an ample margin to 
justify the constant undertaking of. 
new and important projects in harbor 
improvement.

Formation of Board.
"Originally, an ordinary committee 

of council was entrusted with the work 
of deepening the Clyde, and provid­
ing shipping facilities for the port 
But at present the Navagatlon Trust 
has a legal existence distinct from tin- 
council, though it is still recognized

shipping merchants and larger rate-

"Of course, the Lord Provlst and 
the city fathers are ex-officio the dom­
inating influence on this board, but as 
a. general rule the administration of 
the functions relegated to the Trust 
is left in the hands of the elected 
representatives of the business
munity. Under this system, the trust, 
readily adapts its operations to the 
commercial requirements of the com­
munity. Perhaps no department of 
city government has ever been more 
perfectly organize d. or administered 
with more success. Certainly, in the 
conduct of the varied functions and 
vast interests committed to its charge 
the Clyde Navagatlon Trust has given 
immense and uniform satlsfactioi

Bragg, managing editor of the Canadian Municipal Jour­
nal, that the «ch-'-me is not all that is claimed for it 
llis experience of commission government, we note, is 
a confirmation of the opinions which The Standard has 
frequently expressed in dealing with the question.

February is 
usually a month of some recession 
and if the advance in business opera­
tions is not steadily continued lor a 
while, this is not an indication ,of re­
versal. The business of the country 
during the year should increase, but 
it would bo remarkable if in that time 
full capacity was again attained.

The stock market has done remark­
ably wel! and is now in a stale of 
orderly halt, awaiting the interstate 
commerce and supreme court deci­
sions, as much as anything else. This 
is a case where the future cannot be 
forecasted, as no one can begin to 
guess the exact outcome.

The condition in money is not one. 
by any means, of absolute ease : in 
fact, some firmness lias developed. 
The Bank of England’s rate was not 
reduced this week, as many exacted 
and the attitude there indicates that 
the money outlooks calls for conser­
vative action. If England 
it evidently doe 
business here,

A « pedal meeting «if the Board of 
Health was held yesterday, at which 
the question of revising some of the 
health regulations and other mutters 
was dealt with. Some time ago the 
Board decided to accept, certificates of 
inspection of dairy cows from the 
officials of tHft local government, as 
equivalent, to a satisfactory inspection 
by a^veterhiary surgeon employed by 
i lie Board.

It is said that the government regu­
lations are slightly more drastlo 
than those of the local hoard, and it 
is Hie Intention of the board to revise 
their requirements mid try to work 
out a satisfactory system of co-opera­
tion whereby It will be possible to as­
sure tuberculosis tests of dairy vows 
at a minimum of expense. The gov* 
eminent Inspection takes in cleanli­
ness In connection with the production 
of milk, and insists on better condi­
tions than the board with the means 
nt its disposal could assure.
