Salonlki, Nov. 15 (3 p. ttv, via Paris, Nov. 16, 1.20 p. m.)—General 
Sarrsll, commander-in-chief of the French army In the Balkans, In an­
nouncing the result of a thirty-six hour battle on the Cerna river, in 
Southern Serbia, declares that thirty thousand Bulgarians were repuls­
ed along the whole line, with very heavy casualties. Not one French 
gun was lost. "

The Austro-German effort to envelop the Serbian armies in the 
north, it Is also announced, has failed, and the Serbian counter-offi 
Is proceeding successfully.

Serbians Driven from Babuna Pass?*-
London, Nov. 17.—A despatch receiv. 

ed here says that the Serbians have 
been compelled to retreat from the 
Babuna Pass, owing to the danger of 
their position being turned. The des­
patch adds that the Bulgarians have 
captured Koushevo, and are now six 
miles east of Prllepe.

On the Styr river the Russians are 
still fighting for the river crossings.

In the west the weather is wintry 
and there has been only artillery and 
mining activity. The ground has har­
dened, however, and movements which 
could not be attempted in the mud 
might soon be possible.

NIGHT FOR OTTAWA
Vienna, via Berlin and wireless to 

Sayville, Nov. 16.—The full report of 
the commander of the submarine 
which recently sank the Italian liner 
Ancona in the Mediterranean has not 
been received, but the report, on 
which the statement sent out Sunday 
by the Austro-Hungarian admiralty, 
way based, showed, according to Aus­
trian officials, that the loss of a single 
life was unnecessary.

It is alleged that the crew of the 
Ancona were panic-stricken from the 
beginning, and actually lowered life­
boats wh-ile the ship was moving 14 
miles an hour. These boats naturally 
were swamped, but it is asserted that 
there were still enough lifeboats to 
save everybody, 
charge 4s made that the members of 
the crew pre-empted the boats and 
rowed far from the steamer, the cap­
tain of which had been allowed almost 
ninety minutes for the safe removal 
of those aboard.

An Austrian official remarked, inci­
dentally, that the same panic-stricken" 
conduct was reported in the case of 
the Italian crew of the liner Firenze, 
which was suAt after the Ancona.

It is announced that the government 
has in its possession the original in­
structions to all Italian shipmasters to 
attempt to ram a submarine or escape, 
depending on the relative positions at 
the time of an attack.

It is pointed out in official quarters 
here that the commander of the sub­
marine which sank the Ancona had 
no means of knowing whether that 
steamer was a peaceful outbound pas­
senger ship or a transport, and it Is 
declared that he was even justified In 
suspecting her to be a warship, as she 
Is listed in the international naval re­
gister as an auxiliary cruiser, with a 
provisional armament of 12 centimetre 
guns.

"In any event,” said the informant of 
the Associated Press, the submarine 
commander did hla duty in challenging 
and When the ship started In flight he 
had no alternative but to open fire. 
Whether the submarine would have 
halted the Ancona, if it were known 
that she was a passenger ship, bound 
for America, is an academic question.

It was speedily seen that It would 
be necessary to send the women and 
children out of Brussels Many were 
destitute, In need of food ar.d cloth­
ing. Their condition was pitiful. The 
American Legation took charge of 
them all and arranged for their depar 
ture. The people of Brussels behaved 
admirably during those first days of 
war, and the police gave German sub­
jects protection, but at the same time 
Brussels was not a safe place for 
stray Germans.

BRITAIN AND INDIA. Associated Press has unwittingly per­
mitted its great facilities to be used 
to meet the ends of some astute Ger­
man agents.

Some days ago the Associated 
Frees, usually the most accurate news 
agency in the world, sent broadcast 
over its multitude of wires a story “THE FREEDOM OF THE SEAS.” 
to the effect that Earl Kitchener's 
real destination was not the Balkans 
or the Near East but India, where he 
had been summoned on account of 
serious unrest among the natives.
The story even hinted at a terrible up­
rising in India, and the possible end 
of British rule there. At the time of 
publication the Board of Censors in 
Ottawa, before releasing the story, re­
quested that it should be prefaced by 
the information that Ottawa’s latest 
advices from the Indian Empire were 
to the effect that conditions were 
normal and there was no likelihood of 
an uprising. Whether Kitchener was 
bound for India, Ottawa did not know 
and, for that matter, the Associated 
Prese could have had no better infor­
mation.

The New York Herald, which, since 
the outbreak of war, has shown strong 
proAlly sentiment, now publishes from 
its Washington correspondent com­
ment on the Indian story, which plain­
ly ascribes to German agents the ori­
gin of the disquieting rumors of dis­
loyalty and unrest among India's 
teeming millions.

Reports of unrest in India are 
neither new or surprising. It is well 
known that revolutionary societies 
have flourished there and will con­
tinue to the end of the chapter. They 
have labored for the purpose of stir­
ring up a revolt against British rule, 
and in that have been supported and 
financed by German interests. There, 
is, however, not the slightest reason 
for believing that their present efforts 
are likely to meet with greater suc­
cess than at any time in the past 
quarter century.

India is well satisfied with the 
treatment ^he has received from the 
British Crown. Nor has King George 
any more loyal subjects than the great 
majority of the Indian people. This 
has been abundantly evidenced by the 
splendid contributions of men and 
money already made by the native 
Indian rulers and the very definite 
manner in which the Turkish-German 
project for a holy war was negatived.
There is no doubt that German agents 
In India endeavored to arouse the na­
tives against the Empire by the plea 
that, in warring against the Turk,
Britain was, in reality, seeking to 
strike a blow at Mohammedanism.
Th‘is canvass met with some success 
and one case was reported where an 
Indian regiment, stationed at Singa­
pore, revolted and killed their officers.
They were, however, speedily overpow­
ered and controlled.

Some factors making for the secur­
ity of British rule in India seem to 
have excaped the attention of the 
German propagandists. One is that 
as soon as conditions became serious 
Britain would certainly avail herself 
of the services of Japanese troops, 
and in that way could quell any upris­
ing without diverting one man from 
the forces now facing the Germans and 
Austrians. But by far the strongest 
factors are the loyalty of the Indian 
people themselves, and the fact that 
Britain has already taken all precau­
tions against possible trouble. The 
correspondent of the New York Her­
ald, dealing with these phases of the 
situation, say:

“Before the British troops were 
withdrawn from there for service 
In Europe the stocks of munitions 
were concentrated at points where 
they could be guarded by the re­
maining British troops. Native 
troop» starting a revolt would 
probably find themselves very 
poorly equipped. But the strong­
est factor in flavor of the British 
In India Is that the troops and the 
portions of the native population 
Inclined to revolt are in the min­
ority. The British have many In­
dian troops upon wfcoee loyalty 
they can count ae well as they can 
on that of British troops. It must 
he remembered that the Moham­
medans in India are greatly out­
numbered and that the great ma­
jority of Indians would sacrifice 
their Mves readily to save them­
selves from any Mohammedan rule 
such as the Germans could promise 
through a victory for Turkey and 
her allies."

In her opening paragraph the writer 
admits that the weight of public, opin­
ion in the United States Is tremendous, 
ly in favor of the Allies, but she also 
c laims that "plans are openly at work 

i broadcast in the country to offset that 
general attitude in a cunningly devised 
contest over the freedom of the seas." 
This plan, she fears, may succeed be­
cause it strikes the American sympa­
thizer in "the most vulnerable section 
of his physical geography—in his pock, 
etbook."

Judging from recent events. Miss 
Laut has correctly appraised the view­
point of that section of the American 
people who, while contenting' them­
selves with a mere protest in the case 
of the Lusitania tragedy, displayed 
symptoms of uneasiness lest the note 
alleging interference with American 
trade by the British blockade should 
not be couched in sufficiently strong

In her article Miss Laut claims that 
;he twenty million German sympathiz­
ers in the United States are preparing 
to present to Congress at its meeting 
during the winter a demand that the 
American people should be prohibited 
from financing the Allies or shipping 
munitions *.o Europe. If this demand 
is made it is quite possible that the 
American Government may be influ 
enced to grant It in part if not alto­
gether. The financial problem would 
not be serious but to stop the shipment 
of munitions of war would be quite 
another matter unless, Indeed, the 
Empire, by close organization of its 
forces could turn out of its own fac­
tories sufficient munitions :o make up 
for those now purchased 
United States.

While such a prohibition 
Place all belligerents on the same 
plane it would, nevertheless, hit the 
Allies much harder than Germany, for 
while the British navy retains control 
of the seas it is not possible for Ger­
many to take delivery of her 
chases.
