Count Von Bernstorff, the German
ambassador, in a formal note to Sec
retary of State Lansing, gave notice
that the Appam came into Hampton
Roads under the treaty which guar-
antees her to her captors. Sir Cecil
Spring-Rice, the British ambassador,
asked that the ship be returned to her
British owners as a prize recovered
under The Hague convention.
The original Prussian-American
treaty of 1799 provided:
“The vessels of war, public and pri-
vate of both partles, shall carry free-
y wheresoever they please, the ves-
sels and effects taken from their ene-
mies, without being obliged to pay
any duties, charges or fees to officers
of admiralty, of the customs or any
others; nor shall such prizes be ar-
rested, searched or put under legal
process when they come to and enter
the ports of the other party, but may
freely be carnled out dgain at any
time by their captors to the places
expressed in their commissions which
the commanding officer of such vessel
shall be obliged to show.

Rev. Mr. Parker disagreed regarding
the success of prohibition in Maine
and said that it had resulted in sell-
ing what was really rank poison as
liquor. Men would get liquor, he said,
as long as it was manufactured.
Archdeacon Newnham said that his
own observations while in Prince Ed-
ward Island had convinced him that
prohibition was a failure there. He
saw more drunkenness, he said, in
Charlottetown than he ever saw in St.
John in the same length of time, The
secret of any liquor law, however, was
in the enforcement of it, and he
thought something should be done to
assure enforcement of the act if New
Brunswick was to have prohibition,
Rev. E. Hailstone moved that the
clergy and laity vote separately, but
the resolution was not seconded.
The first layman to speak on the
resolution was W. M. Jarvis of St.
John. He placed himself on record as
opposed to prohibition, which, he said
had been a failure in P. E. I, Maine
aod elsewhere. He called for an inde-
pendent vote and sald that Scott Act
had promoted the sale of bad liquor.
He believed that no lquor should be
sold without first passing government
analysis and inspection.

GETS RECRUITS

Mayor Harris explains
Recruiting
Committee—Hold district

meetings.

At the recruiting meeting held in the
Board of Trade rooms, yesterday after-
noon, Major John Harris of the 109th
Regiment, Toronto, a South African
veteran, gave valuable fmformation re-
specting recruiting methods in To-
ronto.. T. H., Estabrooks was in the
chair and there was a good attendance.

Major Harris explained that in To-

ronto there are roughly speaking, three

methods of getting men to enlist; first,
by the efforts of the Citizens’ Recruit-
ing League; secondly, by the Recruit-
ing Department, a purely military or-
ganization, and thirdly, by concentrat-
ed work amongst the regiments them-
selves. In Toronto, he said, al] militia
regiments were up to streagth, dnill
was regular and the men ‘Were in fine
shape. It had been found that the
men of these regiments had been most
useful In getting recruits for overseas
service. They had brought good re-

grgnted permission to visit the differ.
ent factories, banks and business
offices.

More than 300 men had enlisted in
Toronto on Sunday and Monday of last
week, said Major Harris, as a result of
constantily bringing forward the im-
perative need for more men. The
members of the Board of Trade, the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
and other important organizations had
all helped in every way to facilitate
the objects in view. It was found,
however, sald the Major, that in all
meetings in the various districts of the

city were more productive of good re-
sults than large gatherings,

“The direct appeal, clearly and so-
berly put,” he said, “had been found

to work with astonishing success,

“The 100th Regiment,” sald Major
Harrls, “has what, we call o speaker’s
class, in which men who feel that they
are deficient in eloquence may get use-
ful hints. These classes are quite
popular and though the plan is an in-

novation it has been found to be very

successful in adding to the persuasive

powers of the men who are after re-
cruits,”

“The bridgeé at Vanceboro,” Van
Horn asserted in his brief, “was used
by the British government for trans.
portation of various stores of ammu.
nition, implements of war, foodstuffs
and other materials used enmtirely by
the British government in their effort
to defeat the German army.”

picked up' by Head liner when death seemed very

near.

TFhirty hours in a'fisherman’s dory, about seventy miles from land, with-
out food or drink, and every moment expecting to be thrown in the sea and
drowned, or even worse, to die of starvation and exhaustion, was the ex-
periefice of Henry Bucher, aged 26, and John Forrest, aged 36, two fisher-
men, members of the crew of the Gloucester, Mass., schooner Hisie. These
hardy toflers of the deep arrived in port yesterday on the Head Line steam-
ship Inishowen Head which picked them up Tuesday morning at eleven

o'clock.

In an interview with a Standard re-
porter the fishermen told a most thril-
ling story of their adventure.

Henry Bucher, the youngest of the
two, is married. He was born in
Lowell, Mass., but with his family re-
sides in Gloucester, His companion
John Forrest resides when at home
in Roxbury, Both are strong, robust
fishermen, and that they survived the
hardships they have experjenced 18
due to that fact, for men of less
strength would have certainly suec-
cumbed.

On Cod Fishing Trip.

They were two of a crew of twenfy-
three men on board the Gloucester fish-
ing schooner Elsie, in command  of
Captain Manley Conrod. The Eilsie
sailed from Boston about three weeks
ago for the Banks to fish cod, halibut
and haddock. - Day after day the' fish-
ermen went out in their dories gnd
were making a good catch. On Mon-
day morning last, about eight o'clock
they were fishing on the western part
of Brown's Bank, situated about sev-
enty miles off Shelburne, N. 8., and
about thirty miles east of Cape Sable.
Bucher and Forrest were in a dory.
After the set had been placed, the dory
in which these two fishermen wete,
broke away from one end. They were
pickd up by the schooner and taken
to the western end of the set where
they made fast. About nine o'clock
Monday morning there was a heavy
sea running, and the fog set in thick.
The dory tugged hard at the mooring
line, and finally broke away again.
Unfortunately for the fishermen the
schooner was well to windward of
them. The poor fishermen could hear
the horn on the schooner being sound-
ed at intervals. Each took a pair of
oars and tried to row towards the
sound of the horn, but the wind, tide
and seas were against them, and in
stead of making headway they were
being driven back into the Atlantic
Ocean and {arther away from thelir
schooner,

Driven Out to Sea.

In a short time they had been driven
so far away that they could not hear
the schooner’s horn, It was useless
to struggle longer at the oars, for
every moment was sapping the
strength from their bodies. There was
nothing left to do but drift about and
await for some passing steamship to
hear the cry for “help” and save them.
This was their only hope, for the
weather was so thick that the boat
could not be seen more than a few
yards away. A

As the hours, which seemed almost
like days, passed the dangers increas-
ed. The wind was southwest and
blowing against a strong tide running
from windward, this caused a long
bad roll of a sea. The dory which is
about 16 feet long, stood up against the
seas well.

Guiding Line Rigged.

The men unfastened one of the
thwarts from the dory and this with
a seine tub was fastened to a line and
thrown overboard. This was used as
a drag and caused the dory to keep her
head to the seas. The thwart finally
broke clear but the line held fast to
the tub. The two men called repeat-
edly for help, thinking that perhaps
their schooner might be near and that
those on board would hear their cries
and come to the rescue. There was
not an ounce of food in the boat, or a
drop of drinking water. They were
finally obliged to stop calling, as Buch-
er's throgt became sore, and swelled
g0 badly he could hardly swallow. For.
rest was also getting in bad shape and
the repeated calling, and absence of
food and water were gradually weak-
ening both men. There was nothing
jeft to do but wait and watch, Their
case looked hopeless, but they did not
give up, To use Busher's words, “The
seas were high and treacherous and
often 1 thought that the dory would
be overturned, when one big sea, larg-
er than the others would strike us,
the dory would really stand up on end
so that we would have to hang on
from being dumped out, I don't know
what saved us from being drowned.”

Slept by Turns.

" For both meén to remain awake all
the time would only -quicken their
death from exhaustion, so it was ar-
ranged that they would take hour
watches. One would e down in the
dory so he would be sheltered from the
cold wind, while his companion would
remain on guard, ligtening with every
attention for the sound of an approach-
ing steamer. When his hour's watch
would finigh, the other fisherman would
be called and would take watch. They

Then darkness came on. The omly
sound to reach their ears. was the
wing and the crashing of the seas as
they tumbled from the tap of the high
rollers,

Pangs of Hunger.

The pangs of hunger became ter-
rible and to offset this to some extent
the men chewed tobacco and this help-
ed considerable. The wind was hold-
ing southwest, and they knew as long
ag it blew from hie quarter that the
weather would not be extremely cold.
Once during Monday mfight the wind
proved pretty strong from the south-
west, and the fishermen knew that it
it continued from this“favorable point
that they could eventually make land.
The southwest wind did mot last for
any great time, howéver, and hefore
it changed off from the land and blew
out to sea. Had they let go their drag
and tried to make land when the wind
was blowing strong from the south-
west, and had it then shifted, they
would have been blown far out to sea
and would have drifted out of the track
of the steamship which savel them.

Hour after hour they watched amd
listened. Finally about eleven o'clock
Tuesday moming they heard: the horn
of a steamship. Their hearts leaped
with joy as they could hear the sound
coming closer and closer in their di-
rection. At last they could hear the
ship crashing in the sea. The big
steamship was coming right on top of
them. There was not a moment to
lose; they cast clear of the drag and
seizing their oars rowed out of the
path of the ship and then only cleared

her by some yanrds.
.

Rescue Comes.

“The huge mass lifted out of the
fog and was not more than forty yards
away. As the steamship was passing
the fishermen used all the strength
left in them and called loudly for
help. At first they thought those ‘on
the ship had not heard their cries,
but suddenly they received an answer-
ing call.

The lookout on board the steamship
which proved to be the Head Liner
Innishowen Head, twenty-one days
out from Belfast, had heard the calls.
The word was quickly sent to the cap
tain. The steamship was stopped,
and after a hard row the fishermen
reached her leeward side. The next
difficulty was in getting the men from
the dory to the deck of the ship. Life
lines were thrown over and the fish
ermen tied them about their bodies.
A rope ladder was lowered over the
side. The sea was dangerous, and
the fishermen had difficulty in keeping
their dory from striking the side of
the ship and being swamped.

After nearly three quarters of an
hour alongside they were enabled to
jump and catch the ladder, when their
frail craft mounted on the top of a
high sea. They were both numb and
cramped from the exposure and cold,
but the excitement at being saved,
nerved them on and gave them extra
strength. When they reached the
deck of the ship, and realized that
their lives had been saved, they al
most collapsed from weakness.

Kind Treatment.

The captain of the steamship lost
no time in handing the exhausted
fishermen over to the steward of the
ship. Bucher and Forrest were as-
sisted below.to the saloon. Their wet
clothes were removed and placed to
dry. They were put in a berth cover-
ed with blankets. They were then
each, given a tumbler of brandy, and
shortly after lapsed into peaceful
sleep. After a' good sleep, and some
food, they dressed in their dried
clothing and were able to walk about
and tell the officers of the ship about
the terrible experience that they had
gone through, Other than a stiffness
in the joints of their legs, the men are
now in excellent condition.

The Innishowen Head docked at No.
5 berth Sand Point, and the fishermen
were taken in hand by J. V. Lantalum,
Dominion Immigration Agent, who
sent them to the United States Consul
