L hBritish and French, Acting in Concert, Drive En-

emy Two-thirds of Mile in Heavy Fighting —
Italians Capture Important Meuntain Peak —
Serbians Occupy New Bulgarian Positions,
While Russians Centinue Their Triumphant
Advance Through Turkish Armenia — British
Complete Capture of Le Sars and lake 500
Prisoners.

London, Oct. 8~~The British lines on the S8omme front north and
northeast of Courcelette have been considerably advanced, it was offic-
ally announced today, !

A small part of the ground lost by the Germans in thé recent fight-
ing north of Leshoeufs, was regained by them last night in a counter-
attack. Otherwise, says the official statement, the British held their
gains. They have taken more than 500 German prisoners.

The text follows:

“Yesterday evening the enemy counter-attacked our new positions
north of Lesbhoeufs and recovered a small portion of their lost trenches.
Elsewhere we secured our gains. The whole of Lesars is in our hands
and more than 500 prisoners already are reported.

“North and northeast of Courcclette we considerably advanced our
front. The enemy delivered an attack on the Schwaben redoubt: but
was completely repulsed. i

“Successful ralds were carried out during the night by Irish, Mid-
fand and Yorkshire troops in the Fauquissart, Givenchy and Loos
ares.”

RUSSIANS STILL DRIVING TURKS.

Petrograd, Oct. 6, via London—In today’s official statement by the
war office no events of importance in Volhynia and Galacia are reported.
The situation in Dobrudja also is reported as unchanged.

On the Caucasus front the repuise of a Turkish attack in the Og-
nott region is announced. The textfollows:

“Western front: There has been no movement of importance.

“Caucasus front: In the direction of Ognott an attack by Turkish
scouting detachments, supported by artillery, was successfully repulsed.
Deserters who have been arriving lately In great numbers state that
desertions among the Turkish troops, in the rear—have considerably in-
creased with the beginning of the frosts. There were instances of the
desertion of entire platoons,

“Dobrudja front: The situation is unchanged.”

NIGHT WAS RATHER QUIET,

Paris, Oct, 8, 3,07 p. m.—Neither the French nor the Germans along
the Somme front were active last night, which was raining and un-
eventful, according to the afternoon’s war office bulletin, which reads:

“The night was rainy and without any important event on the
Somme front. The enemy displayed little activity.

“Qur aeroplanes have regulated the fire and corrected the range of
many of our batteries in the Somme area. They fought several aerial
engagéments and have bombarded Moislains and Vaux Wlod north of
Peronne.”

HUNS DRIVEN BACK 1,000 YARDS.

London, Oct. 7—The British forces made an advance of from 600
to 1,000 yards behind Gueudecourt and Lesboeufs on the Somme front
today, and captured the village of Lesars, on the AlbertBapaume road,
according to the official statement from general headquarters tonight.

The text reads: .

“Thig afternoon, In co-operation with the French on our right, our
troops attacked from the Albert-B road to L s.
Gueudecourt and Lesboeufs our line advanced from 600 to 1,000 yards.
We captured the village of Lesars and made progress to the east and
west of it.

“Reports of the number of prisoners taken have not yet been re-
celved. The work of the infantry, as usual, was greatly assisted by
our aircraft. &

“In spite of the bad weather during the past five days our aero-
planes have done valuable work, and have dropped a large number of
bombs on the enemy.”

FRENCH TROOPS SHARE HONORS.

Paris, Oct. 7—An attack by the French, in conjunction with the
British north of the Somme carried forward the Entente line about two-
thirdg of a mile, says the official statement issued by the war office to-
night. The attack resulted in.the capture of all objectives.

The text reads:

“North of the Somme our Infantry, in conjunction with the British,
attacked from the front of Morval-Bouchavesnes, and brilliantly attain-
ed all its objectives. Our line was carried forward 1,000 metres north-
east of Morval. It crowns the western slopes of the Sallly-Saillisel
ridge, the whole of the Bapaume road to about two hundred metres
from the entrance to Sallly and skirts the western and southwestern

fringes of the St. Pierre-Vaast wood, whence it continues over Hill 130

to south of Bouchavesnes. .
. “Up to the present over 400 prisoners, including ten officers, have
been counted, as well as fifteen machine guns.

“Large assemblies of enemy troops, reported north of Salllisel,
were caught by the concentrated fire of our batteries.

“South of the Somme and on the right bank of the Meuse there
were violent artillery duels. There is nothing on the rest of the front
to report.” .

ITALIANS CAPTURE MOUNTAIN PEAKS.

Rome, Oct. 7, via London—A mountain, 8,187 feet high, at the head
of the Vanoi Cismon Valley, northwest of Trent, hag been captured by
Alpine troops attached to the Italian army, says the official statement
given out today. An Austrian attack in the Upper Boite Valley, it is
added, was checked by the machine gun and rifle fire of the Italians.
The statement follows:

“On our offensive in the rough in region b the Avi-
sio and Vanol Cismon Valley resulted in further success yesterday,
when at the head of the Vanol Cismon Valiey Alpine troops captured
one of the geaks of Cima Busa Alta, 2,456 metres (8,187 feet) high.
The enemy, who was strongly entrenched, put up a stubborn resistance,
but was virtually annihilated. Twenty survivors, including the com-
manding officer and some men were made prisoners.

“On the slopes of the Lesser Laga Suoi, in the Upper Boite Valley,
enemy detachments attempted a gurprise on our advanced lines. They

lugmveg. Their foes stood up to them
well. Contrary to the predictions of
certaln pessimists who helped to
storm Guillemont a week ago, they
did not turn tafl in the beginning. It
was a good fight.
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Cellar Forts,

Our men found Ginchy far better de-
fended thgn they had expected. The
village has been razed by successive
bombardments but cellar refuges, ghor
ed up and well timbered, afforded ac-
commodation to many groups of hid-
den infantrymen and machine-gun sec-
tione. Loopholes flush with the
ground, and cunningly disguised, gave
an excellent field of fire over the ap-
proaches to the ruins. Moreover, fresh
troops held it. The 19th Bavarian Di-
vision, which garrisoned Ginchy, with
the 185th Division on the intervening
grotind to Leuze Wood, sent reliefs
into the front line on Friday, so that
the morale of the defenders was ex-
cellent, They had been well fed—as
the captites of gallon jars of cold cof-
fee, apples, piles of bread, and bottles
of ginger ale afterwards testified—
and they were fit for a lively scrim.
mage. That s why the Irish, who ov-
erran them, are so pleased with their
victory.

For flve days and nights the Irish
battalions had lain in shell craters
south and east of Ginchy, scantily fed,
heavily shelled, and with little sleep,
ready to advance. Two nights before
the attack the craters were joined to-
gether by a shallow trench, and from
this position the attack was made on
Saturday afternoon.

Notwithstanding their fatigue, and
the incessant strain of lying in the
open under a galling fire, the men were
80 keen on taking part in it that the
Hghtly wounded pleaded to be allowed
to stay. Three servants at one of
the headquarters behind disappeared
on Friday night, and were found after.
wards in the firing line. One of them
left a note daying, “1 missed Guille
mont, and I must be in Ginchy, If I'm
all right, I'll come back when it is
over. 1am very sorry.”

This was the spirit of the men who
crouched on the riddled flelds around
Ginchy on Saturday afternoon, wait-
ing the word to go forward,

The first advance of about six hun-
dred yards took them to the main road,
which ran through the centre of the
village. It was reached in eight min-
utes by the troops on the left of the
attacking force, but those on the
right were checked by machine-gun
fire from a trench which ran along
the sunken Ginchy-Wedge Wood road.
Several machine guns were posted
here, and their fire was so accurate
that one battalion suffered severe
josses in a few minutes. The men
promptly lay down and opened fire
until & trench mortar was brought suf-
ficlently forward to hold the machine
gunners up for the remainder of the
day—eventually driving them back
800 yards to a support trench.

A very courageous feat was perform-
od by four volunteers—a sergeant, two
corporals, and a private of the Mun-
sters—who occupled a 300foot gap
of trench from which our men had
been driven, and after clearing it of
the enemy with a machine gum, re-
,  mained there unaided until relieved

troope on the northwest and that the
left flank was unprotected.. A young
officer of the Royal Engineers took
charge of the party which thus found
itself “in the air,” and, with a detach-
ment of Dublins, dug & trench facing
west from the northern end of the vil
lage; when the reliefs came up, some
hours later they found some 1,400
yards of deep trenches awaiting them
~-the result of this timely effort.
One German company suffered so
terribly from our artillery fire that a
fresh trench was dug in front of Leuze
Wood. Finally the survivors were
gseen making signals of surrender, but
at once one of their officers turned a
machine gun on them, and all were
killed.
I stood beside a brigadier at the
edge of a dusty road this afternoon
and watched his men, the heroes of
Ginchy, plod past him into camp to
eat and sleep in peace for the first
time in more than a week. It was a
sight to make one's heart beat faster—
a sight to stir all Ireland, to see the
worn, shrunken battaliong tramp up
the hill, mechanically keeping step
with the piper at their head.
They came upon us like men march-
ing in their sleep. They were caked
with mud and their tired faces mask-
ed with grey dust, their hair beneath
the steel helmets powdered with ft,
thelr tunics slashed and puttees torn;
they marched with leaden feet and
shoulders huddled forward, with the
choking dust clouds swirling up
‘around them in a haze, little men step
ping slowly under the burden of their
packs; big men towering head and
shoulders above them, dirty, unshav.
en, thirsty, hungry, weary, but tri
umphant—you had only to look at
them to know that they had been liv-
ing with death and that they were
beyond all fear.
The piper shrilled out his plaintive
Irish air. The brigadier got up from
the step of my car, where he had been
sitting with a map on hig knee. He,
too, was a weary man, for he had been
for hours during the battle with his
telephonist at one side and a gunnery
officer on the other, directing the loyal
men who worked—and dled.
“Hyes right!” /
The Dublins who were upon us, sud-
denly galvanized into alert human be-
ings. Heads went up in obedlience to
the shout of their sergeant-major, and
red-rimmed, bloodshot eyes turned to
the figure at the roadside,
The brigadier leaned forward a Iit-
tle. :

West Side Exchange i oved
to New Building Yesterday
—Service wiil ibe Normal
Again Today.

The switch board of the West Side
exchange of the N. B. Telephone Com-
pany is mow in the new building ¢n
Duke street, having been moved from
the old building on King street Salur-
day night. In order that the pnolic
might be put to as little inconvenience
as possible, it was decided by the
company to move the board as a unit
instead of taking it down and moving
it in sections. This was some under-
taking, as the board when ready to
move weighed about 2 1-2 tons, and
had to be handled carefully in ,rder
that the delicate connections mizht
not be broken. Promptly at midnight
the men started to cut the cables, and
at 12.20 the last strand was severed
and the work of removal commenced.
A few days ago a cradle was bullt
under the board, so that it could be
lifted bodily, and when the last wire
was cut it was rolled out of the room
in which it had been placed and put
on the wagon which hauled it to the
new building. In 33 minutes from the
time the wires were cut it was in the
back yard of the new building ready
to be hoisted to the second story in
which it was to be placed. At 2
o'clock this had been safely accom-
plished, and at 4 o'clock the cradle
had been removed and the board was
in position and ready for the men to
start connecting up the wires.

At 10.30 yesterday morning the tirst
20 lines had been connected up and at
1153 the first message was sent
through the new exchange from Wost
to Main.

Thirty men have been employed on
the job, and the work has been ;oing
on continuously ever since midaight
Saturday.
Some idea of the magnitude of the
task to be accomplished may bhe
gathered from the fact that something
over four thousand soldered connec-
tions have to be made before the work
is complete and the service back to
normal again. At twelve o'clock last
night the connections were practically
all made and the company expecied
to resume business as usual at six
o'clock this morning.

in the year ended June 30 last. Of
the $10,034,017 total, $9,299,337 came
from the sale of its own copper, the
balance, approximating $734,000, being
derived from customers ore treated.
The cost of producing copper at all
the properties rose from an average
of 1066 cents in the previous year to
12.30 cents in the past 12 months. This
was due very largely to higher wages
and greater cost of materials and sup-
plies although treatment of 830,000
tons of very low grade ore was a fac-
tor.

Hollinger Consolidated covering the
period ended September 8, shows a
record quantity of ore treated by the
mines. Against a previous high rec-
ord of 46,561 tons in the May period,
when Hollinger was treating Acme as
well as its own ore, the mill treated
50,177 from the combined properties
during the four weeks ended Sep-
tember 8.

Neither the increased quantity of
ore milled nor the sharp decrease in
the working costs per ton, Irom
$4,041 to $8,628, affected the gross
profits because of the low grade of cre
treated. In the four weeks to August
11, the ore milled averaged $9.61, and
during the last four weeks this irop-
ped to $8.59. Gross profits were $221,-
548, or only $1,186 higher than in the
preceding -period. As the dividend,
calls for the disbursement of $240,000,
the deficiency for the period was
$18,457, increasing the total deficit in
the balance sheet to $241,03

When fashion makes a decided
change—like doubling and trebling the
width of skirts, for example—the pat-

I;ot us suppose that you have a last
year's skirt cut with three or four
gores, gathered at the waist and quite
plain otherwise, or it may have had
a front panel effect, a bib extension
of front panel or some distinctive fea-
ture of this kind, says Women’s World
for October. The thing to do here will
be to remove last year's bib panel or
other feature and substitute a yoke
or shaped belt to bring it into this
year's style.
Remember that materials must be
freshened and all worn places remov-
ed or replaced. Hem edges that are
frayed must be cut and the skirt fac-
ed. This will make it a geam shorter,
but almost any skirt can stand that.
The very first thing, though, should
be to make the material perfectly
clean. All woolens and most mixed
goods will wash if the washing is care-
fully done, but before any liquid is
applied all the loose dust must be
shaken, brushed or beaten out. Gath-
ers, seams or trimmings that are to
be changed should be ripped so the
stitching marks may be pressed out
and materials made to look fresh and
new as possible. If there are decided
spotg it is best to try taking these
out first. Benzine will take out most
grease spots. If you want to cleanse
the goods with gasoline you should use
with it a special soap that can be
bought for that purpose. This is what
is called dry cleansing, and the pro-
cess is quite like ordinary soap and
water cleansing—washing first in the

Lieut. E. H. Welch, Lieut. F.

St. John is again called upon to part
with some of its best and nobleat
manhood, and four more homes in the
city are mourning the loss of thair
loved and cherished ones. The men
who have made the supreme sacrifice
for the cause of British liberty are:
Lieut. E. Welch, Lieut. F, Foley, Liaut.
S. McDonald and Lance Corporal A.
M. Affleck. Messrs. Welch, Foley
and Affleck were members of the u6th,
and Lieut. McDonald of the 21st Bat-
tery. \

Lieut. E. H. Welch,

Mrs. Annie P. Welch received the
following despatch from Ottawa about
5.30. Saturday afternoon:

“Deeply regret to inform you that
Lieut Ernest Havelock Welch, infantry
officially reported killed in action
September 30, 1916.”

Lieut. Welch was one of the first
in St. John to answer the call"to arms
and left here with the first continzent,
He has spent nearly two years at the
front and had been untouched up
until the 18th of September, when he
received a slight wound which did not
keep him out of the ranks long, as hLe
fell fighting on the 30th.

Up until a few days before his death
Lieut. Welch was in charge of a sqiad
engaged in looking after 'wire en-
tanglements, and although this is a
very risky business, he escaped injury
until the 18th of September.

On coming out of hospital he was
transferred to the 26th, and had avi-
dently just reported in time to take
part in the engagement in which he
lost his life. His mother received a
letter from him the other day in which
he spoke of his being wounded but
said it did not amount to much.

Lieut. Welch was married: since
in England and a letter which Mrs.
Welch received a few days ago from
his wife contained the statement that
he was likely to be sent back to Can-
ada to take a eemmand in Lieut.-Col.
Guthrie’s kiltie battalion. He was the
only sén of Mrs. Welch, and had e
lived until the 3rd of October would
have been 25 years of age.

Lleut. Fred D. Foley.

Fred L. Foley, of Bast $St. John,
received the following telegram from
Ottawa Saturday afternocon:

“Deeply regret to inform you that
Lieut. Fred D. Foley was officlally 1e-
ported killed in action September
30, 1916.”

Lieut. Foley was only 23 years of
age last August, and the only son of
Fred L. Foley, East St. John.

At the outbreak of the war he was
a student at the U. N. B, and feellag
that the call for men meant him, en-
listed in the 238rd battery of fleld ar-
tillery, which was recruited -here.
After serving with that unit for a
short time he decided to go to Halifax
and take the Lieutenant's course,
which he did and passed successfully.
He was then appointed to the 5bth
Battalion with which unit he went
overseas. On July last he received
his transfer to the 26th Battalion, and
has been with that unit since,

His father received a card from him
dated September 26, and at that time
they vwere out of the tremches, and
evidently had just gone in again in
time to get into the scrap in which
he lost his life.
