Ottawa, Sept. 2/—At an early hour this morning, while most of Ottawa
slept, Mr. Meighen's mnew ministry was sworn in before His Excellency,
Lord Byng. The mew cabinet, although subgtantially as predicted, con-
tained some surprises. Mr. Doherty, Minister of Justice, retires and is suc-
ceeded by Mr. R’ B. Bennett, the well-known lawyer politician of Calgary;,
and Captain R. J. Manion, M. C., of Fort William, comes in a8 the new
Irish Catholic representative.

An outstanding new feature of the
new Ministry is that it marks the re-

sult of r. Meighten's persistent
efforts tof give Quebec a full quota
of ‘rep ntation in the Government.
For the first time since 1917 Fremch
Canada is adequately and ably repre-
sented in.its three Ministers Messrs,

Monty, Belley and Normand—being
men of distinetion and ability.

Representation by Provinces.

The new Government contains no
tewer than 11 -mew members—one
trom the Maritime Provinces; three
from Quebec; four from Ontario; one
from Alberta; one from Saskatchewan
and one from British Columbia.
Taken as a whole the representation
of the provinces is as follows:

Ontario—Five Ministers with port-
folio and two without portfolios.

Quebec—KFour . Ministers with port-
{olio,

Nova Scotis—One Minister with
portfoflo and one without portfolio.

New Brunswick—One Minister with
portfolio.

Manitoba—The Prime Minister.

Saskatchewan—One Minister with-
out portfolio.

Alberta—One Minister w
folio.

British Columbia—Two
with portfolio.

With the announcement of the new
cabinet several figures, who have
bulked large in the national spot-
tight for many yeads, pass from the
stage. Sir George Foster, who has
gerved under six premiers, and who
has been a salient personality in the
House of Commons since the early
eighties, passes to the quiet of the
Senate; Dr. Reid; who entered Parlia-
ment in the days of Sir John Mae:
donald (he was first élected in 1881),
likewise finds a haven of rest in the
Red Chamber, and so does Mr. Calder,
once a power in Saskatchewan poli-
tics, and a member of the Govern-
ment since 1917. Mr. Doherty, who
was Sir Robert Borden’s right hand
man when the Conservative party was
in the wilderness, and who has been
Minister of Justice since 1911, also
ceases to play a part.

AMERICAN GOV'T
EXPEREENCING
DIFFICULTIES

Endeavoring to Clear Up Cer-
tain Misapprehensions Re-
garding Conference.

(United Press.)

Washington, Sept. 21.—The Ameri-
can overnment is now experiencing in-
evitable difficulties embodied in long
range diseusson among the Powers on
‘questions covering as important an in-
ternational conference as that on ‘ar-
mament limitation and the Far East.
Measyres were taken today to clear
up certain misapprehensions regard-
ing the American attitude in tite ap-
proaching conference. It is stated by
high authority that, first of ail, it
must be well understood that the Up-
ited States, anxious as it is for the
conference’s success, cannot be ex-
pected to effect such swecess §i any
and all osts. This pronouncement is
made clear, that America enters the
conference with no thought that either
the political future of the administra-
tion or fate of this natiom is hinged
on the outcome. The Administration
feels. its stake in the conferemce is
less thav that of other participating
powers. .
The Administrations spokesman
clearly declared, in recent weeks, that
America could and would go on build-
ing a navy until international agree-
ments  were reached whereby all
would stop the armament race. The
attitude of this government in the ap-
proaching conference, however, is not
militant. It is made clear that the
whole. subject of armament and thd
far eastern problems are being ap-
proached sincerely and with most
friendly feelings for all nations in-
volved, and with hope an ddesire of
remjoving all obstacles in the way of
a practicable discassion.

Women of Serbia
Want Privileges
of Franchise

War Has Changed Their Con-
ditions and Ambitions Says
Visitor.

Montreal, Sept. 20.—In coming to
this continent to make an appeal for
help in the matter of providing Catho-
lic churches and scheols for Serbia,
Miss Annie Cristiteh, B. A, special
ocrraspondent of the London Dafly
Express, feels that very strong Tinks
have been forged between Canada and
the pew Jugo-Slav kingdom. When
scen at the Queen Hotel last night,
Miss Cristitch was not stinting in her
appreciation of what Canada had done
for her country during the war: in
fact, she believed very few people re-
alized how much the Canadian Red
Cross had done for Serbia in the way

forts. Then there had been some
Canadians with the Seottish Womens'
Hospital unit, which organization had
850 popuilarized itself that the words
“Ccottish Women” had almost become
synonymous with kindness.

But Miss Cristitch peinted out that
what was occupying the .attention of
Serbia today was its reconstructign
problems, and in this commection the
altered position of its women is an
important factor. Prior to the war
they were in a contented position, and
as their sex was in the minority, théy
were able to count on marriage as
the chief aim in life. The war chang-
ed conditions; women became more
independent and able to manage for
themselves, and today, as im other
countries, they are pressing for the
franchise and citizen rights. Yet the
women's movement is not & war re-
sult entirely, for the visitor recalled
with pride that Ladv Aberdeen had
been instrumental in establishing
over a decade ago the first women's
council in Serbit, and it was at her be-
hest that Mrs. Sanford went to that
ccuntry at that time, and in the par
ental home of Miss Cristitch pro-
pounded her scheme which resulted
in the formation of that council.

The aftermath of war in the ehape
of disease, with its ravages among
the child population of Serbia, has
directed the attention of womem to
child welfare, and they contend that
these conditions will only be bettered
by admtting women to wider eitisem-
ship. The men who fought are not op-
pored to this, but the opposition comes
from the older generation of both
sexes. There #s, however, an active
women'’s suffrage society which hopes
to obtain its emds without taking a
leaf out of Emghind’'s suffrage history.
In a wider direction Serbla with its
extended national powers and oppor
tnnities is experiencing a stimulms in
the way of imternationalism, and is
trying to forget fits old antmosfties,
stated Mlss Cristitch. “Yet we turn
to the Anglo-Saxons for guidance,”
ghe admitted, “for we encountered so
many wplendid British womea during
the war.”

Last year Miss Cristitch visited the
United States in the interests ef her
home nation,and she hascome here
again with a lecture tour before her.
She is to appeal for aid in buflding
Catholic churches and schoels and
hopes a little later to make the same
appeal in Camada. In addition, she
has been invited by a lecture bareau
in New York toaddress a number of
women's clubs on conditions in Ser-
bia, and also en the international as-
pect of the women’s movemant, “Al-
though a blend of Yerbian and Irish,”
she stated, “I am more international
than anything else, and in rwcent
years 1 have attended varions interna-
tional conferences including the inrer-
national suffrage congress in Geneva
a3 representing the Serbian Govern-
ment, and the intermational save-the-
child &omd in Geneva.” Mi3s Cristitch
is a2 honoramy vice-president of the
Serbian Women's Council, and she ex-

Word Pa\inting of Shocking
Scenes Produced Strong

Effect on Hearers.

is “split in two” by the protest against
the alleged senationaliem of the Rey.
Dr. John Roach Straton, according to
George Leask, a banker of 52 William
street, who was one of several meom-
bers of Dr. Straton’s church to join
in an attack on the pastor today.
More than 200 members of tae
church have quit attending it, he said,
because they did not approve of the
realistic phraseology in which Dr.
Straton described scemes from bold
stage jroductions such as “Aprodite”
and pictured physical details of dress,
dances and postures which he de-
nounced as shocking.

“Given Hterary finish, some of the
passages from his sermons would re-
sambie selections from Maupassant,”
sald Mr. Leask. “I could not stand
such work in the pulpit. Refinad
people - in his congregation were
shamed and humiliated by what they
had to listen to. More than 200 have
left his church, dargely on acoount of
this form of sensationalism. I know
of mothers of growing boys who have
left their children run the risk of
moral injury from the constant discis-
sion of doubtful topics in improper
language. The pulpit should not be
used as a means of escaping from the
restraints which are imposed on o~
dinary oonversation by good sense
and refinement.

The action of the Rev. Dr. Robert
Staurt MacArthur, pastor of the
church for forty-ome years, in with-
drawing the use of his name in ocon-
nection with the work of the church,
wil andoubtedly be foilowed by a
meeting and formal protest of some

kind by church members who dis-
approve of Dr. Straton’s sermons, ac-
conding to Mr. Leask. Another io-
fluential member of the congregation
denounced Dr. Straton today and sa:i
he should resign.

Dr. Straton, in 8 formal statemet
today, defended his methods, sail
that they had met with great suc-
cess and ingisted that his congrega-
tion was with him. 8. W. Huff, pre-
sident of the Union Railway Company
and president of the Board of Trus-
tees of the Church, declined to take

part in the controversy but said that!

the attitude of officials of the chur:h
might be gathered from a bookiet,
highly praising Dr. Straton, which
was presented to the pastor last
March with the gift of a giid watch
on the completion of his third year
in the church.

His alleged ack of restrain in dis-
cussing questions of morality is the
chief cause of the protest, according
to those who criticized Dr. Stratom.
His critics asserted that when Dr.
Straton pictured shocking costumecs
and scenes m words full of color,
form and action, his word-painting
sometimes produce stronger effects
than the morals which he drew from
them.

“l fally agree with Dr. MacArthur
and commented his action,” said the
Rev. Dr. John D. Calvert, one of the
editors of the religious publications,
“The Examiner” and a member of
Calvary Baptist Church.

“Whatever his motive is in preach-

ing in this manner, it has an injurious

momal affect on his audience. Many
mothers and fathers have left the
church, becaus they would not permit
their children to listen to such things
as Dr. Straton drags into bis pulpit.

“l was one of the committee that
invited Dr. Straton to the charch.
‘We then exacted from him a prom-
ise that he would refrain from sen-
sational tactics. He had hardly made
the promise, when be began his ear-
eer of sensationslism which threatens
to injure and cheapen the puipit.

“His sermons undoubtedly exoite
curiosity, to say the least as 1o the
thmmgs which he treats in this pecu-
liar manner and they canse many,
for instance, to go to the shows which
he denounces as particularly wickew.
His sermons bring to the church
many fioaters’ who say his sermons
are better than vaudeville.”

If one-half of
the design only be given, unpin the
paper and turn the other side to the
fabric.
