* “Montreal, June 13—A London Canadian
{Assogiated Press cable says:

Today Winston Churchill introduced in
the house of commons the British North
American Act of 1907, containing the es-
gential portions o’ the resolutions of the
Ottawa conference of last autumn. The
new scale of federal subsidies is confirm-
ed, but the words “final and unalterable”
are omitted because no act of the Brit-

fsh parliament is final.  There was no op-
position and the bill passed the first read-
ing.

Premier McBride, of British Columbia,

had many interviews with the colonial of-
fice about the inadequacy of his grant.
Mr. McBride made a great impression and
was complimented by Mr. Churchill and
Rt. Hon. Alfred Lyttleton, but the auth-
orities declined to interfere with the sub-
stance of the Ottawa conference and do;
minion parliament resolutions. They, how-
ever, declined to lay down a rule that the
opinion of the federal government of Can-
ada was mecessarily final.

Attorney-Generals Foy of Ontario,Camp-
bell of Manitoba, and Premier McBride
were in the gallery during the debate.
Mr. Churchill read a letter from Hon. W.
§. Fielding urging the immediate passage
of the bill. The house greeted the speech
with cheers. .

BRITISH MAILS AT
SYONEY YESTERDAY

Taken trom Victorian in Space of An
Hour

Sent on Fast Specials to Desti-
nation -- Fourteen Passengers
Landed, Including Dr. Jas. R.
Inch of Fredericton.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Halifax, June 13.—With weather that
was ideal the Allan liner Victorian landed
her mails at North Sydney today. Over
twelve hundred passengers were on board.
At ten minutes to 11 o’clock the Mont-
calm cast off her lines at North Sydney
and lay to about six end a half miles off
Low Point. At 11.30 the Marconi opera-
tor spoke to the Victotian, which report-
ed some twenty miles off, she loomed up
in the distance off Flint Island at 1
o'clock. .

The moment the liner’s bow was headed
seaward Captain Bellanger deverly sent
the ‘Montcalm alongside the Victorian and
at 2.25 o'clock the plaiform was lowered
from the Victorian on to the deck of the
government steamer. The work of trans-
ferring , the mails, which was the largest
bag mail ever landed in Nova Scotia, bar-
ring Christmas, took exactly one hour, in-
cluding the handling of baggage and de-
barkation of fourteen passengers.

Total amount of mail matter taken on
board was 885 bags and 228 baskets. Out
of this amount fifteen were for Nova Sco-
tia, 32 for New Brunewick, five for P. E.
Island, and twenty-five for Newfoundland.

Dr. Philip Cox of Chatham to Chair of
Natural History and Geology

Fredericton, N. B., June 13—The univer-
sity senate, at a meeting lrere this after-
noon, filled two vacancies on the staff,
caused by the resignation’ of Dr. Bailey
and Prof. Salmon, and appointed a profes-
sor in chemistry. Dr. Bailey's successor
in the chair of*natural history and geology
is Dr. Philip Cox, principal of the Chat-
ham Grammar school, one of the most ex-
perienced and most widely known educa-
tionists in the province, i

He is a native of Maugerville, Sunbury
county, and graduated from the university
in 1871. He received the degree of bache-
lor of science from his alma mater in
1890 and that of Ph. D. in 1884, Dr. Cox
served as inspector of schools for several
years, and has had a large experience as a
teacher. He is familiar with the, geology
of the province, and is recognized as a
most industrious and enthusiastic worker
in the cause of education. He formerly
taught in St. Jobn.

Prof. Salmon’s successor in the chair of
physics and electrical engineering is
B. Cartmel, who lately completed a post-

‘| graduate course at Harvard. He is a na-

tive of Greenwich (Eng.), and received his
carly education there, afterwards complet-
ing a course at Case School of Applied
Science, Cleveland (0.) He was gelected
‘from s large number of applicants.

L. W. Carson, of London (Ont.), was
appointed to the chair of chemistry. He
is a graduate of Toronto University, and
holds the degree of Ph. D. from the Uni-
versity of Chicago, where he for a time
acted as assistant instructor in chemistry.
His list of testimonials included one from
Prof. Alex. Smith, of Chicago University,
who speaks of him in the very highest
terms. Prof. Smith says of him that he is
one of the three best students he ever had
in chemistry all the time he was director
of that department,

The University of New Brunswick staff
now consists of seven instructors, in addi-
tion to the chancellor, and when the in-
creased endowment is received from the
government it is proposed to add a pro-
fessor of forestry and an assistant profes-
sor of engineering. i

At this morning’s session Professors
Raymond, Perrot, Geogegan and Macdon-
ald had their salaries increased, and Prof.
Macdonald withdrew his resignation.

Halifax, June 13—A strong delegation
of business men from along the south-
western shore of Nova Scotia came to
Halifax tonight and met the ‘board of
trade. They came with the statement
that they were in favor of the continu-
ance of the subsidy from the Nova Scotia
government to the steamer Senlac and
they asked the assistance of the board in
urging on the local government that this
be continued.

Speeches were made by representatives
from the ports on the shore who claimed
that the continuance of the boat on the
route was essential to their trade inter-
ests and that the wsubsidy was necessary
to maintain the service.

The Halifax men on the other hand
were unanimous in saying that as a board
they opuld not request the government to
continue the subsidy because when they
had asked the comstruction of & railway
the government policy had been distinctly
stated and accepted that no eubsidy to a
line competing with the railway largely
built by government aid could be granted.
At the same time the Halifax men were
fully prepared if the Senlac were taken
off to put on a boat themselves, running
to St. John, without any subsidy from
either Nova Scotia or New Brunswick,
provided the dominion subsidy were con-
tinued. They were still ready to put on
such a boat costing probably half that of
the present steamer.

The meeting, however, agreed that the
merchants individually might go with the
south shore delegation to the government
to urge that the Senlac be continued and
half a dozen of those present volunteered
their services in such co-operation. They

Philadelphia Broker Acted Pari of Heroin Thomas:
' W.’s Book Disastrously

sold Thousands of Shares of Stock Short and Couldn’t Put

New York, June 13—The insolvency of
Arthur K. Appleyard, of Boston and Buf-
falo, the broker who sold 6,00 shares of
United Gas Improvement stock on the
Philadelphia &tock exchange yesterday,
causing a slump of three points in the
stock, was announced at. the opening of
the exchange in that city today. Margins
were called” for and Appleyard was un-
able to cover the amount of the sales. U.
G-. I. opened at 91 1-2, nearly three points
above yesterday’s closing and then ad-
vanced to 92.

Appleyard is said to have tried to carry
out the system expounded by Thomas W.
Laweon in his novel, Friday, the Thir-
teenth. In the novel the hero hammered
down a stock until all the other brokers
became bears. Then he bought back the
stock. The scheme worked all right in
the novel and Lawson’s hero made mil-
lions in the last chapter.

Appleyard, after selling between 14,000
and 15,000 shaves of U. G. I. yesterday
at prices varying from 911-2 to 88 1-4,was
unexpectedly called on for margins. This
did not happen in the Lawson movel and
was quite unforeseen by Appleyard. The
result was that he was unable to make
good and he was forced to the wall.

American Comment on “All-Red
Line.”

The Sun today, in commenting editor-
ially upon “the all-Red line,” says:

“There is a possibility of the establish-
ment within a few years of a British mail
service which will carry a letter around
the .world in about forty-five days. The
installation of what is called the All-Red
Line from England to Australia and the
east, by way of Canada, is a matter to
which careful consideration is given by
England and her colonies. Lord Strath-
cona is one of the leaders in this excel-
lent enterprise.

“The project was fully discussed by the
representatives of the colonies at the re-
cent conference in London and the dele-
gates from Canada, Australia and New
Zealand, the countries most directly af-
fected, expressed hearty approval of the
schemo and general conviction that their
respective governments would make lib-
eral appropriations in subsidy of such a
route. The plan involves a line of twenty-
five knot vessels from England to Canada,
a fast train service. to the Pacific coast,
and eighteen knot steamers thence to New
Zealand, Australia, China and Japan. The
time required for mail despatch by such
a route from England to Australia is es-
timated at twenty days. The distance by
such a route is approximately 13,000 miles.
To cover it in the estimated time an aver-
age ‘daily run of 650 miles must be main-
tained. While such a rate of speed for
so long a time is_not a mechanical im-
possibility, it' is a huge proposition even
in these days of quick time and long dis-
tance.

“It is believed that an annual subsidy
of about $3,000,000 would maintain such a
route, and it is proposed that the appro-
priation shall be divided between England,
(Canada, Australia and New Zealand.

“Down at the bottom of the project
there lies the important and probably de-
termining question whether all or any of
the governments interested would realize
a profit on their investment or even ‘get
their seed back. As a display of busi-
ness enterprise it is ‘ahead of anything
that we are doing along that line.”

Dundonald At It Again,

The London Daily Mail today publishes
an interview with the Earl of Dundonald

in which he shows great bitterness against
the Canadian government, and says he was
“turned out of the Canadian militia for
callng  attention to political corruption
in the appointment of officers.”

The Mail says: ‘‘The news of the re-
tirement of Lieutenant (teneral the Earl of
Dundonald, has caused no little sensation
in army circles. He is the distinguished
sq[dner who commanded the Canadian mil-
itia from 1902 to 1904. His mounted force
was the first to enter Ladysmith in the
Boer war. One quarter of his men were
killed or wounded.”

A Mail representative asked him the
reason for his sudden retirement.

“Why have 1 retired?” he answered.
“Well, I have not retired voluntarily from
the army, in which 1 have served since
1 was a boy of seventeen. I have not re-
tired because of old age, for I have still
thirteen years before the age clause will
affect’ me.

Yes, I prefer the words
‘turned out’ from the Canadian militia for
calling attention to political corruption in
the appointment of officers, corruption
that if not protested against by some oune
would be bound to destroy the efficiency
of that fine body of men, for L consider
that unfairness and favoritism are bound
to destroy the efficiency and take “the
heart out of any military force.”

Asked if he proposed to enter on a poli-
tical career, Lord Dundonald said: “I do
not intend to sit down and do nothing.”

Kaiser Disgraces and Banishes L
COousin.

The London Express today prints the
following despatch from ite Paris corres-
pondent:

“I am,informed by a personage closely
connected with the German court that the
Kaiser has personally degraded his cousin,
Prince Frederick Henry of Prussia—ex-
pelled him from the court and army, and
banished him from Germany. The Kaiser
dictated this severe puniehment on re-
ceiving substantiated information that the
Prince was addicted to certain practices of
a perverse character.

“The prince is the eldest son of the late
Prince Albrecht, regent of Brunswick,and
owing to his near relationship to the Kais-
er occupied a prominent position in the
German court. He entered the army ab
the age of 28 and became colonel of the
First Brandenburg Dragoon Guards.

“When the Kaiser ascertained the na-
ture of the charges he summoned his
young cousin to the palace and in the pres-
ence of several members of the imperial
family and a group of high army officers
personally performed the ceremony of de-
gradation. He tore the orders and decor-
adions from the prince’s breast and sound-
ly boked his ears. The prince, in tears,
left the palace without a word, drove hur-
riedly to his own residence and left Ber-
lin the same evening for Egypt. He is
now said to be living in a remote spot on
the Khedive’s dominions. The Kaiser has
ordered that his name be never again men-
tioned in his hearing. The police have re-
ceived instructions to expel him from the
country if he attempts to return.

Shortly before his disgrace the 'prince
was appointed grand master of the
Knightly Order of St. John. The appoint-
ment has been cancelled by an imperial
decree. The prince s now 33 years old.
He inherited a fortune of approximately:;
$7,500,000 from bis father, in addition taw
extensive estates and a magnificent palacey

in Wilhelm Strasee, Berlin.”

Lochiel Macdonald testified that during
April or May he had, while working for
Nevin, slept twice upstairs over the shop:
Had 'been served his dinners several days
and breakfasts on the .two occasions he Slept
in the house by the defendant. Nevin took
his meals in same place. When he (Evla_c-
donald) retired he left defendant and Nevin
alone in the dining room, which was also
defendant’s bedroom. Witness was sure that
Nevin had stayed all the first night with de-
fendant and pretty sure that he did on the
second night also.

Policeman John H. Ashford swore that he
had known defendant for about ten or twelve
years. She had been living in Nevin's shop
between one and two years. Some four years
ago he had seen her in a house near Bath-
urst when he was selling tracts there. Had
gold her some. Had been told by her then
that Nevin had built the house she was oc-
eupying and that Nevin visited her occa-
sionally and paid her bills.

The defendant presented as evidence a
paper she had written the magistrate a few
days ago. The document stated that in 1899
she had gone through with Nevin in Pitts-
burg (Pa.) what she understood to be a
marriage ceremony and received from him a
ring whicn sne had since worn, and had been
shown a paper, since kept by Nevin, which
purported to be a regular marriage certifi-
cate. That she understood at the time that
Mrs. Nevin had deserted her husband and
that, under the Pennsylvania law, she and
Nevin were properly married. She had eyer
since acted as wife to Nevin in good faith.

FELL TO DEATH DOWN
ELEVATOR WELL

Melvin Spencer Killed Wed-
nesday Working on New

SKULL FRACTURED;
DIED SOON AFTER

Made a Mistake in Signalling While
Working the Elevator, and Plunged
40 Feet to the Ground—Second
Fatality in a Week.

Royal Bank Building |

For the second time in one week there
has been a fatality on the new building of |
{the Royal Bank of Canada now under
| construction by the Canada White Com-
pany at the corner of King and Canter-,
bury streets. On Saturday last Michael
Gillen had his life crushed out by the iron
door of a vault falling on him and between
7.30 and 8 o’clock Wednesday night Melvin
Spencer met his death by falling down the
elevator shaft. :

Spencer's death is regarded as having|
been purely accidental. He had been em- |
ployed as a laborer by the Canada White
Company for two or three weeks, since
night work on the building was started.
He was known as the signal man on the
elevator, a regular code of signals by
striking a bell having been arranged for
use in the operation of the lift.

About 7.45 Spencer went up on thé ele-
vator with a wheelbarrow, intending to
get off on the third story. Upon reaching
the third floor he gave the signal to stop.
There was a plank placed on the floor di-
agonally from the elevator well for the pur-
pose of running the wheelbarrows and
this was two or three inches higher than
the platform of the lift. Standing, it is
supposed, on the very corner of the ele-
vator floor Spencer again gave the signal
to hoist with the intention of stopping
when in a position to run the wheelbarrow
on the plank. The stop.order that should
have followed whs never given. It is sup-
posed that Spencer, standing where he
was, in-some way lost his balance and fell
head first down to the ground, a distance
of some forty feet. The elevator in the

CAMPBELLTON LAD
DROWNED THURSDAY

Thirteen- year-old Zeno Barnett While

Playing on Logs Fell Into the Water,

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Campbellton, N. B., June 13.—A sad
drowning accident occurred here at 6.30
this evening. Some young lads were play-
ing on the logs in the boom at Shives
lower mill and one young fellow, Zeno
Barnett, fell into the water. The lad
could not swim, and was in the water some
time before being rescued in an almost
lifeléss condition. ‘

tained in the rejected Irish council bill.

After the meeting had adjourned, John
T. Redmond, in behali of the Irish party,

Another proof has been afforded that
home rule cannot be won by a policy of
conciliation alone. It can be won only by
hard fighting; vigorous agitation in Ire-
land, an active, disciplined party in the
house of. commons, a thorough organiza-
tion of the Irish vote in Great Britain
and its use, absolutely independent of Eng-
lish party interests, to push' forward the
cayse of home rule by taking cvery oppor-
tunity and every means offered in Ire-
land and in Great Britain to force upon
public attention the grievance Ireland has
suffered and the ruinous effect of British
rule in that country. i .

Athénry, Galway, at midnight yesterday.
-A large posse of police opposed a crowd
of persons who were driving cattle off a
farfn.

several of the latter were badly hurt.and
thé sergeant in. command ordered the
posse to fire. The latter fired repeated
volleys at the crowd and the raiders re-
turned the fire, finally compelling the offi-
eers to retreat, when the graziers finished
their raid. Two or three farmhouses have
bzen fired into at night recently. The gen-
¢ral sympathy of the masses is with the
jrople, even in -the case of many public
dfficials, which ties the government’s
hands. !

For several years past the anti-grazing
movement has bezn afoot. The landlords
and grazers were bombarded with United
Irish JTeague resolutions and hints from
fhe country people, and the resolutions
and hints had no effect. This season the
pgitators determined upon a new course
of procedure. If the graziers did not take
their sheep and horned stock off the lands
the people would do it for them. The rea-
gon why Irishmen .should make an en-
deavor 10 dsstroy the grazing industry,
which i the backbone of Irish agricul-
tural life is due to land hunger and to a
determination on the part of thé peasants
to seize the finest loot that has fallen to
the vigers in the land war.

The members of the crew of the Boston
train, which reached the city late last
night, said that Coroner Gove had left
the train at Gaspereaux station, and was
met there by a man with a team, who
drove him out'to the lake. The trainmen
say that there was no clue to the man’s
identification, and that the body was said
to have been very much detomposed.
Capt. Kupkey, who is in charge of the
lake, was rowing with his daughter and
a young man working about his place.
What looked like a coat on a limb at-
tracted their attention and they were hor-
rified to find it was a body lying face
downward in the water. As Capt. Kup-

| key did not wish his daughter to see no

effort was made to ascertain the man’s
identity.

Returning home, Capt. Kupkey sent
word. to A. ‘Nixon, J. P. There is no
coroner in the district, so Magistrate

Nixon went over and with a crew se-
cured the body, which was towed down
the lake to the shore near Capt. Kup-
key's residence. There a superficial ex-
amination was made, after which the body
was buoyed out in the lake, and F. H.
Grimmer, St. Andrews, was notified, so
that a coroner could be sent up.

None of those who saw the body were
able to identify the man. Apparently
the body had beén in the water for some
time, and was much bloated, while the
hair was coverad with slime. The fea-
tures seemed to indicate ‘a foreigner.

None-remembered having seen a man of
his appearance in the neighborhood. The
clothing indicated a man of the laboring
type. There was a coat and vest, but
the only.Jeg coverings were badly worn

overalfdover a pair of drawers. The un-
derc g appeared to be of good mater-
jal. THe man had a heavy laced boot on

his left foot, but no sock, while the boot
was off the right foot, but tied to the
leg. Apparently the lace had worked
loose. Around this foot was bound a
handkerchief or cloth that covered a sore.
In one of the coat pockets were found
a sock and a towel. In the other were
a package of letters addressed to men in
Quinn’s camp. They bore postmarks of
Oct. 23 and 24 last, and evidently had
been given to the man -by Postmaster
Mooney at Gaspereaux to take into the
camp. Mr. Quinn operated in the vicin-
ity of Victoria Lake for J. A. Gregory,
and one of the letters bore the Gregory

A black necktie was about the man’s
neck and there was a gaping wound in
the neck, likely the work of fishes, or the
result of the body chafing on some ob-
struction in the water.

The body was ly-
ling on ite back, one arm extended, his
coat folded up by hie side. Near his feet
!was a spout carrying fresh drinking water
| which was used by laborers on the rail-
way and in lumber camps. The body was
in full view of the railway and about
twelve feet from the end of the sleepers.

The three men from Sable, passing this
spot at 9 a. m. did not observe the body.
Kvidence was given that no person could
pass without seeing the corpse and it is
contended by the defence that the body
was not there Monday morning. Spears
was' working in Brownell's lumber woods
all Monday.

Fairbairn, a witness from Ottawa, who
fenced the track, téstified that about 9
o’clock on the evening of Saturday in go-
ing. eastward on a comstruction train he
saw a man in front of the shack smoking
a pipe. If this was Way, Spears could not
have murdered him as it was proved he
wae in Sable at 8.45.

Spears and Way were warm friénds and
Spears in order to kill Way had to walk
thirteen and a half miles in three and
three-quarters of an hour over sleepers.

About 9 o'clock Mrs. Young,
having put her young son to bed, returned
to the parlor where she placed the lamp
mwpon a hinged mahogany table but the
hings gave way and the lamp was dashed
to the floor. In a moment the room was
in flames.

Mrs. Young's first thought was for her
boy and ‘rushing upstairs she snatched
him from his cot and, hiding his head
undsr his jacket, hastened down to the
street. Before she could get free of the
door the flames fzll upon her and burned
her face and her front hair quite badly.

Crowds of willing helpers were on hand
in two or three minutes but the absence
of local fire fighting apparatus prevented
any effort to save the house effective. ‘Only
a few kitchen articles and a sewing ma-
chine were rescued.

Among the losses besides the household
effects was a tin box containing about $50
and all Mr. Young's insuranceé and busi-
ness papers. The Village fire apparatus
was on the ground as soon as possible and
did good service in saving the adjoining
property.

The Baptist church opposite caught fire
from sparks on the roof but was speedily
made safe by the work of the local bucket
brigade.

By heroic efforts the large two and a
half story house of Mrs. E. S. Campbell
on the adjoining lot to the fire was saved
with only a few paint blisters.

UNION ENDORSED

BY GENERAL ASSEMBLY

Powerful Speeches Marked Close of Memorable
' Debate

Breeze Over Orthodoxy of New Appointment to Montreal
College--Dr. Sedgewick Objects to Book of Genesis Being
Termed a Myth by Professor Gordon, But Others Say
They Are of the Same Opinion.

Montreal, June 11—There was a storm
at the Presbyterian General Assembly to-
day over the appointment of Rev. Alex-
ander R. Gordon, M. A. of Monikie,
Dundee, Scotland, to the chair of old
testament literature at Montreal Pres-
byterian College. It was the old, old
question, “Is he orthodox?”

Dr. Sodgewick felt that it was with
great pain that he must withold his vote
on this appointment as he had his doubts
as to the views held by Dr. Gordon on
scripture. He based his doubts on an
article which appeared in the Hibbert
Journal on the religious value of the book
of Genasis. One might as well question
the religious value ef the Holy Gospel.
From what he could gather Dr. Gordon
regarded the book of Genesis as a mass
of myth and legend. He admitted that
the article was pervaded with a most ex-
cellent spirit, but he wondered whether
Dr. Gordon was the right man to teach
their young men. He felt it en his con-
science that he must make this protest.

Dr. Dey, of Simcoe, as a graduate of
the college, thought that they must make
sure of what they, were doing. -He was
truly sorry that he could not fall in heart-
ily with this appointment.

Rev. Mr. Cdmpbell said he was person-
ally acquainted with Dr. Gordon, and he
had lived in the sam2 house with him.
Dr. Gordon was not radical in his views.
He had as reverent views of the word of
God as anyone. He considered the article
a conservative piece of writing.

Principal Patrick Has Same
Views.

Principal Patrick said he was a person-
al friend of Dr. Gordon and'could speak
with authority on his views. ‘What, will
Dr. Gordon think of this discussion?
Who is to decide as to what is orthodox?
He held such views as Dr. Gordon, and
taught them, as they are taught in all
colleges but one. The views of the stu-
dent did not always fall into line with
their professors. He knew of professors
that taught their students directly con-
trary to what they want them to believe.
The appointment of Dr. Gordon was an
eminently safe one, and one that would
never be regretted.

Principal Scrimger deeply regretted this
discussion. The matter he said, would
now be handed out, and if any hindrance
is made to this appointment, where is a
competent man to bg obtained? Further,
is this particular professor to be tied
down to a certain set of views? Dr.
Sedgewick had not followed out his ac-
tion to the logical conclusion. Why does

he not complain of other professors whose:

views are the same as Dr. Gordon’s?

Dr. Sedgewick said he knew nothing of
those professors’ opinions. a

Dr. Scrimger retorted that if Dr. Sedge-
wick was ignorant, it showed he was not
in earnest. .

Dr. Sedgewick demanded that such
statement ehould be withdrawn.

After more warm bandying of words,
Dr. Scrimger said that he withdrew any-
thing that might be thought to reflect on
Dr. Sedgewick’s integrity. Was this man,
because he was-a stranger, to be punish-
ed and held down to a certain set of
views and denied his liberty of opinion?

The amendment, on being put to the
meeting, was lost and the motion to ap-
point Dr. Gordon carried. For some time
the assembly was in a continual hum of
conversation from the stormy proceedings
of the previous hour.

Sabbath Observance.

The afternoon was marked by a vigorous
speech by John Patterson, of Toronto, on
the subject of Sabbath observance, with
reference to recent legislation.

“The laws of Sabbath observance, said
Mr. Patterson, “are consistent with lib-
erty, in that they are the laws for the
welfare of humanity, for the protection of
home, for the harmonization of capital and
labor. They are the laws of national self-
preservation.

“Unless the civil laws on the subject
rested on the book of books, they stood
on a poor foundation. On such a question
the ultimate appeal was not to parliament,
but to principle, not to king but to con-
science, not to Caesar but to God. The
dominion parliament had given the coun-
try. the present Sabbath observance law.
It was in the melting pot of public ex-
perience. It rested with the press, the

pulpit and the platform to upbuild om
that law not only bodies but souls.

“The Dominion Lord’s Day act had been
the result of long experience. When the
list of modern miracles came to be writ-
ten, and the days of miracles were not
past, one of the most prominent would be
found to have been the passing of that
act. In pagsing it the labor unions helped.
The man with the dimner pail came to
support it with the theologian, and it was
not often that the two were seen togeth-
er.” (Laughter and applause.)

Mr. Patterson moved that the general
assembly urge upon pastors and people,
severally and unitedly, within the circles
of their influence and responsibility, to ad-
vance the interests of Sabbath observance,
not only on economic moral grounds, but
upon the higher and better basis of a God-
given and Christ-recreated law, the_ prin-
ciples of which strike deeply and firmly
into the foundation of all that makes a
nation good, and therefore mnecessarily
great.

Having got the path clear for the dis-
cussion of church union, Principal Forrest,
of Halifax, moved that all speakers be
limited to a ten minutes’ speech, which
was carried. The argumentative fray then
commenced, Robert McQueen, of Kirk-
well, rising to express regret that a space
of ten minutes would hardly permit him
to do justice to the theme.

Dr. Miller, of Halifax ,thought that Rev.
Dr. Patrick, convener of the committee,

! had made a very straightforward proposal.

There had been needless discussion. He
thought that the convener’s resolution
had embodied all that was contajned in
the amendment. He recalled the state-
ment of Dr. Cook at the first assembly of
1875, that he trusted there would come a
larger and greater union than that then
consummated.

Dr. Cook had advocated union with the
Congregational and Methodist
and had declared that union was implied
in Christ’s intercessory prayer. He had
never heard it advanced that the prayer
of our Lord did.

Rev. Dr. Barclay was the next speaker.
“T do not intend to say one word against
union,” he said. “I long and pray for
tnion, but there are serious aspects of the
case on which I have strong convictions,
and the time has not yet come to express
them.”

Rev. Dr. Barclay then moved, as an
amendment, that there be added to Dr.
Patrick’s original motion the words, “and
further, that Presbyteries, sessions and
congregations be requested to fully consid-
er and to express their judgment upon
the whole question.”

Principal Forrest then rose to oppose
both amendments. They were not needed,
he said. They were out of order. (Loud
applause.) “Consult the people, you say.
That is just what we want to do.”

“I will not acecpt the amendments,”
said Principal Forrest, ‘‘because of the
speeches that were made in support of it.
If I believed that the sentiments of the
mover and seconder of the first amend-
ment were those of the Presbyterian
church I should not be in that church
today.”

The assembly then adjourned to resume
the debate tomorrow.

Big Majority for Church Union.

The steps taken by the union committee
of the Presbyterian church in conjunction
with the committees of the Methodist and
Congregational churches was practically en-
dorsed by the General Assembly at the
conclusion of a memorable debate tonight
by an overwhelming vote.

Principal Patrick closed the debate in a
powerful speech in which he replied to
the objections that had been raised. The
amendment proposed by Dr. McdKay, of
Montreal, was withdrawn.

Principal Scrimger, of Montreal, then
proposed an amendment to the amend-
ment in favor of remitting the whole mat-
ter to a committee in order to see if a
vote could be‘avoided and the matter dis-
posed of unanimously, but this amend-’
ment was defeated by a large majority.

A vote was then called on Dr. Barclay’s
amendment that the whole question be
sent down to the Presbyteries and ses-
sions to consider. This was defeated by aj
vote of 60 to 124 against. Principal Pat-:
rick’s motion for the adoption of the re-
port was then carried by an overwhelming
majority, the vote standing 137 for only
11 against.

He
praised the work of the tourist associa
tions in making the attractions of the
province known to outsiders and express-
ed the hope that before long there would
be branches of the mew organization in
every towp county of the province.

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THE CHURCH AND REFORM
i Prof. Magill, of Pine Hill College, holds
very broad views on the subject of social
reform, in its relation to the church and
its work. We quote from the Montreal
_ Witness report of his remarks before the
Presbyterian General Assembly:

“He had included social reform in the
curriculum of the college, and many men,
including ministers and members of pub-
lic bodies, had written him for informa-
tion on social subjects. The whole trend
of thought today, as shown by the growth
of socialism, was towards social reform,
nq doubt 'brought about largely by the
unequal distribution of wealth. It was
a significant fact that the labor unions
in Great Britain today had mor:z mem-

_ bers than all the Protestant. churches. The
work of the church today was hamper-
ed by social conditions. Poverty and
slumdom had a meaning which the church
must grasp in a larger sense of duty. The
time had come when the church must see
that the gospel of Christ had a chance
given it in the moral uplifting of the
community, He believed that there was
not a living church today which did not
realize that it has to face these prob-
lems.” -

Recognition of the fact which Prof.
Magill states has led to the development
of the institutional church in some cities
of the United States, and to a much
broader view of the duty of the church
in its relation to the every-day life of the
people, and the social problems
press for solution. Other-worldliness
gradually makes way for a more righteous
conception of that for which the church
should stand.

FOR THE PEOPLE

The adoption of the Public Utilities
Bill by the New York state legislature is
‘s notable victory for Governor Hughes.
He urged the enactment, and steadfastly
resisted the influence of powerful corpora-
tions which sought to kill or maim -a
measure that would compel them to ac-
count to the public for their acts. The
Albany correspondent of the New York
Evening Post declares that it is “one of
the most farreaching reform measures
that has ever passed an American legisla-
ture.” From this writer we quote the fol-
lowing particulars relating to the new law,
the scope of its operations, and the ma-

. thinery provided:

1t applies not only to the railroads,
street railway and electric lines, ex-
press companies and gas and electric light-
ing companies doing business exclusively
in the state, but_to the business within
this state of all railroads or other common
carriers which enter the state at any
point, The two commissions created by the
act will have most sweeping powers in re-
gulating the corporations affected. Under
the mew law four of the most important
state commissions will pass out of exist-
ence. In their place will be two boards of
five members each, all of whom are to be
appointed by the governor, and these
boarde will have complete control of the
regulations governing the transportation
and' lighting facilities of the state. One
of the commissions will have jurisdiction
in the four counties composing the Greater
New York, and the other will have un-
der ite direction all the other counties of
the state. These two bodies will have com-
plete and free-handed control, and will be
held to enforce the regulations provided
for in the measure. It will be for them to
compel all corporations to give safe and
adequate service at just and reasonable
rates; prevent all rebates and discrimina-
tions in rates between different classes of
shippers or passengers or kinds of traffic;
to compel all common carriers to have
sufficient care and meotive power to meet
all requirements for the traneportation of
passengers and property which may be
reasonably anticipated, and to see that
every common carrier be held specifically
liable for loss or damage due to delay in
transit occasioned by negligence.

So sweeping a measure, if properly en-
foreed, will not only be of vast benefit to
the people in the state of New York, but
will provide a valuable object lesson to
other states and other countries. Governor

A LIVELY SUBJECT

The humble and secretive but industri-
ous and progressive rat has lately attained
an unsought but quite remarkable promin-
ence. The United States Department of
Agriculture has published a history of the
American rat, with much valuable infor-
mation concerning its mode of life and
methods of shortening the term of its ex-
istence. A comparative history of the tribe
shows that in various countries the rat
has attracted the attention of economists.
This knowledge will perhaps be of some
value to the wakeful citizen who late at
night hears wild scampering or industri-

ous ‘nunng over his hea.d‘I or in

which |

the walls,

or under the floor of his chamber. He will
no doubt -appreciate the following facts:
“A rat will consume two ounces of

wheat, corn or other grain a day, and;
costs 50 cents a year to maintain, leaving

out the question of the vastly larger quant-

ity of material it destroys in its hunt for

food. Denmark places its rat maintenance

| fund at $3,000,000 yearly, that of France !
is figured at $40,000,000, and if there ‘be .
)

allowed only one rat to each cow, horse,
sheep and hog in the Unitwed States,a total

value of cereals consumed alone is not far |

from $100,000,000.”

It is interesting to note that the rat
came to America as an immigrant. Thus:

“All rats have been immigrants to tlis
country. The black rat was the first to
arrive, he coming some 300 years ago. The
common brown Norway rat came here
about the time that our war of independ-
ence began, or in 1775. It drove out and
supplanted the first arrival. In addition
there is the Egyptian rat, which is a great
sailor and infests ships, docks and other
maritime property.”

Quite amazing are the varied activities
of the rat trible. We quote:

“Naturally the rat, while a lover of the

cereals, is not opposed to other foods, and !
the damage it can do on occasion to other |

property is beyond calculation. Rats de-
stroy textiles, leather goods and furniture,

gnaw lead pipe and eat electric insulation. !

Of 815,000,000 fire loss credited yearly to
defective insylation, a large part is assert-
ed to be primarily due to rat damage. In
addition they destroy eggs, poultry, song

birds, and have been known to kill rab-!

bits, pigs and lambs. It has been stated
that elephants have a deadly fear of rats
and mice, which may be explained by the
fact that they have been known to gnaw
the feet of young elephants and cause in-
curable wounds. They also spread disease,
the bubénic plague, for instance, having
been carried from port to port by this
nimble enemy of man. They are very pro-
lific, breeding three to six times a year
and having ten to fourteen in a litter. As
the female breeds -at the age of three
months, it is calculated that one pair of
rats’ progeny might, death losses excepted,
amount to 20,000,000 in three years.”
Summing up the whole matter, the De-
partment of Agriculture recommends, in
the first place, rat-proof construction of
buildings; and, in the second place, or-
ganized co-operation to kill off what is
characterized as the most destrictive
rodent known to man. Obviously, if the
progeny of one pair of rats might number
20,000,000 in three years the work of ex-
tinction is likely to be somewhat pro-
longed, and no time should be lost in
baiting the trap. f

UNIVERSITY PROGRESS

At its meeting tomorrow the Univer-
ity sehate is expected to appoint men
to fill the four professorships now vacant
at that institution. These are the .chairs
of philosophy and economics, of physics,
of natural science, and of chemistry and
agricultural chemistry. It was unfortun-
ate for the university that Dr. Bailey’s
retirement and the withdrawal of three
other members of the staff to work else-
where should have to occur just at the
time when there was soon in any case
to be an addition of two mnew mem-
bers to the teaching staff to take the
chairs provided for by a portion of the
increased government grant. These are
the chairs of forestry and the second chair
in the engineering department, which were
promised to the country in the Premier’s
speech before the House of Assembly.

This journal has for some years been
a constant advocate of granting more
money to the University for expansion
along these lines and now heartily com-
mends the step in advance so taken. It
was so obviously needed, ‘that the. mere
mention of it secmed to require little
argument for its support. In speaking
thus strongly and often for the develop-
ment of this side of the University’s ac-
tivity we were not oblivious of the fact
that there is another side to that activ-
ity. There is the old story of the scholar
Erasmus who, having obtained some
money, said he would buy some Greek
books first and then some clothes. Tt is
essential to social progress in our day that
a good number at least shall display this
gpirit. But for the majority the necessi-
ties, such as time and money, make it
inevitable for them first to care for the
purely practical, for the instant pathway
to their permanent career in life, and to
take only as much culture by the way
as may be.

It is, of course, open to regret that any
man’s broadest and sanest development
should be sacrificed to the exigencies of
his profession. But we all have to saeri-
fice something in performing the work of
our daily lives, and it is a consolation
that we can at the same time give the
best we have to give and gain in doing
it. So in first opening up a better oppor-
tunity for getting to their permaneng life-
work with as little delay as possible, we feel
every confidence that the government has
done a wise act. Provision has thus been
made for strengthening the engineering
department by the addition of a second
chair, for strengthening the department
of science by making the separate chair

of chemistry a permanency, and adding to

it the feature of agricultural chemistry,
and for founding the new department of
forestry called for by a unanimous voté
of the forestry convention last winter.
The rapid growth of the university dur-
ing recent years will certainly be further-
ed by these changes. And dhey as well
as the increase in the salaries of existing
professors, also promised in the Premier’s
speech, will put the institution in a much
better position. The salaries of all these
professors ought, when they have been
proved by some years’ work in the Uni-
versity’s service, to be large cnough to
put them at their ease in our own com-
munity and on an.equal footing with pro-
fessors of any unmiversity in‘ Canada. The
raising of the salary standard would tend
to present such a kaleidoscopic rearrange-
ment as a fortuitous combinatiom of cir-

;éumstances makes necessary in
{ this year.

RELIGIOUS BELIEFS
The discussion in the Presbyterian Gen-

eral Assembly recently on the orthodoxy
iof Rev. Dr. Gordon marks another notable
gain for what may be termed the new
theology. Long one of the most conserva-
tive of churches, the Presbyterian church
is feeling the influence of the new thought,
and men in the colleges and in the pulpit
refuse to believe that there was an end of
revelation when the ancient standards of
i belief relative to the books of the Bible

!were fixed. Heresy is not so terrible
thing as in former years. The conviction
grows that in the realm of theology as in
other realms the last word has not been
spoken, and that there are yet to be made
discoveries in the @piritual realm not
dreamed of in the centuries past. It is no
{ longer sufficient to brand a man as a
| heretic in order to have him cast forth
from the church. A much wider latitude
of belief in regard to non-essential points
is tolerated, and it is discovered that re-
jection of some ancient beliefs does not
necessarily lessen a man’s spirituality or
his effectiveness as an agent of reform
and an exponent of the most truly help-
ful and religious life. The discussion of
yesterday will tend somewhat to clear the
atmosphere, and indicate the trend of
thought among men accustomed to hard
thinking, and the most serious habit of
mind in relation to matters of faith and
doctrine.

WHEAT EXPORTS

In the years 1900 and 1901, a little over
fifty per cent. of the exports of wheat and
wheat flour from the main wheat surplus
countries of the world was from the
United BStates. Last year it was ofly a
little over sixteen per cent. In the same
period, 1800 to 1905, inclusive, the percent-
age of Russlan wheat exports increased
from 17.2 to 30.3 per cent; British India,
from 0.4°to 6.2 per cent.; Argentina, from
17:to 18.8 per cent.; Australia, from 3.4
to 5.3 per cent.; and Canada, from 3.4 to
8 per cent. Here are the figures in mil-
lions of bushels and in percentages, as
presented by the American Bureau of Sta-
tistics:

Owing to the enormous wheat crop in

the United States last year, it is estimated
that the export for the fiscal year 1906
will prove to have been about 140,000,000
bushels, as compared with the 97,600,000
bushels in 1905, but the most hopeful esti-
mate of this year’s crop does not indicate
so large a surplus for 1907. And despite
recent large crops the wheat surplus of
the United States is not so large as it
was some years ago. ;
“The crop of 1901, 748,000,000 bushels,
was followed by exports of 235,000,000

bushels, while the crop of 1906 of 735,000,
000 bushels, or only 13,000,000 bushéls

smaller, will leave an export of only about
140,000,000 bushels. Taking the three-year
periods, 1902-1904 and’ 1905-1907, the aver-
age annual production during the first
period was 685,000,000 bushels and the ex-
ports (of both wheat and wheat flour),
186,000,000 bushels, or 27 per cent. of the
crop, while during the last period the
average production was 660,000,000 bush-
els and the exports (estimating the exports

000,000, or 14 per cent. of the crop. The
average Kome consumption during the
three years ending June 30, 1904, was 499,-
000,000 bushels, and during the last thres
years 561,000,000 bushels, or 62,000,000
bushels more. This is explained partly by
the increase in population, but also by an
increased per capita consumption.”

It will be seen that Canada as yet con-
tributes but a small percentage of the
total of the world’s wheat exports, but the
conditions must rapidly change. There
has been a great increase since 1900, and
the increasing area of wheat lands under
cultivation from year to year will soon
make the comparative statement much
more significant from the Canadian stand-
point.

‘In my judgment, the inheritance tax|
is both a far bettce method of taxation,

and far more important for the purpocsc‘=

I have in view—the purpose of having the
swollen fortunes of the country bear in
proportion to their size a constantly in-
creasing burden of taxation. These for-
tunes exist solely because of the protec-
tion given the owners by the public. They
are a constant source of care and anxiety
to the public, and it is eminently just that
they should be forced to. pay heavily for
the protection given them. It is,
course, elementary that.the nation has the

absolute right to decide as to the terms |

upon Wwhich any man shall receive a be-
quest or devise from another. We have
repeatedly placed such laws on our own
statute books, and they have repeatedly
been declared constitutional by the courts.
I believe that the tax should contain the
progressive principle. Whatever any in-
dividual receives, whether by gift, bequest
or devise, in life or in death, should, after
& certain amount is reached, be increas-
ingly burdened; and the rate of taxation
should be increased in proportion to the
remoteness of blood of the man receiving
{rom the man giving or devising.”

The president points out that the prin-
ciple of this progressive taxation has been.
adopted in Switzerland, Great Britain,
France and Germany. We quote again:

“In Great Britain all estates worth $5,-
000 or less are practically exempt from
death duties, while the increase is such
that when an estate exceeds five millions
of dollars in value and .passes to a distant
kingman or setranger in blood the govern-
ment receives nearly 18 per cent. I
France, under the progressive system, so
much of an inheritance as exceeds ten
millions of dollars pays over 20 per cent
to the state if it passes to a distant rela-
tive and 5 per cent if it passes to a direct
heir. In Germany very small inheritances
are exempt, but the tax is so sharply pro-
gressive that an inheritance not in agricul-
tural or forest lands which exceeds $250,-
000, if it goes to distant relatives, is taxed
at the rate of about 25 per cent. The Ger-
man law:is of special interest, because it
makes ' the inheritance tax an imperial
measure, while allotting to the individual
states of the Empire a portion of the pro-
ceeds and permitting them to impose taxes
in addition to those imposed by the Im-,
perial government. The French law has
one feature which is to be heartily com-
mended. The progressive principle is so
applied that each higher rate is imposed
only o the excess above the amount sub-
ject td the next lower rate. This plan is
peculiarly adapted to the working out of
the theory of using the inheritance tax for
the purpose of limiting the size of inheri-
table fortunes,since the progressive increase
in the rates, according to this mode, may
be carried to its logical conclusion in a
maximum rate of nearly 100 per cent for
the amount in excess of a specified sum,
without being confiscatory as to the rest
of the inheritance;-for each increase in
rate would apply only. to the amount
above a certain maximum.”

In conclusion the President gives excel-
lent reasons for such a course as he advo-
cates:

“I do not believe that any advantage
comes either to the country as a whole or
to the individuals inheriting the money by
pgrm1tting the %ransmission in their en-
tirety of such enormous fortunes as have
been. accumulated in America. Such a
heavy progressive tax is of course in no
shape or way a tax on thrift or industry,
for thrift and industry have ceased to
possess any measurable importance in the
acquisition of the swollen fortunes of
which I speak long before the tax would
in any way seriously affect them. Such
a tax would be one of the methods by
which we should try to preserve a measur-
able equality of opportunity for the people
of the generation growing to manhood. As
Lincoln pointed out, there are some re-
spects in which men are obviously not
equal; but there is no reason why there
should not be an equality of self-respect
and of mutual respect, an equality of
rights before the law, and at least an
approximate equality in the  conditions
under which each man obtains the chance
to show the stuff that is in him when
compared with his fellows.”

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ORCHARD ADDS NEW
' HORRORS TO HIS
TERRIBLE STORY

Boise, Idaho, June 11—The attack of the
Ilaywood defense on the testimony of
Harry Orchard goes on unremittingly and
the witness will probably be continued
on the stand two full days more. Orch-
ard withstands the strain with remark-
able fortitude and the end of six days

shows no indication of mental or physical
flagging.

Today began with the  ,dynamiting of
¥Fred. Bradley in San Francisco. The de-
fense made a long and determined effort
to expose several features -of it to doubt
and improbability, and to vitiate it all
by revealing the hand of the Pinkertons.

Then the play went back to Denver for
the winter of 1904-05 and in the spring
that followed, and there was an extended
effort to show that Orchard had practical-
ly no communication with the leaders of
the federation; that he received no pay
for the Bradley crime or anything else

=d that with Steve Adams, in a period

‘extreme poverty extending over a per-
iod of several months, he was reduced to
the necessity of stealing a sheep from
the Globeville stock yards that he might
bave food.

Orchard, to a laughing court room, con-
feéssed that he stole the sheep, but denied
that it was because of it. He insisted
that all through that supposedly hard win-
ter and spring he continued' to. draw
mfoney from Pettibone through Adams,
and explained that if he did not see the
federation leaders often it was because

This Globeville inquiry developed a
shocking crime. At this Denver suburb
there was a diabolical plot. Orchard swore
it was inspired by Max Malich, the de-
fense claimed that Orchard was its author
~—to dynamite’a boarding house where 150
non-union men lived and in preparation
for the murder, Orchard, Adams and a
man named Joe Mahalich broke into two
lnag@zines, stole 600 pounds of dynamite,
which they lugged home at night and
buried in their cellars. The crime was
abandoned, Orchard said, in one of the
flashes that makes his testimony remark-
able, because Haywood intervened and
forbade him to have anything to do with
it.

Carrying out the lines of testimony
‘ending to show that Orchard, regardless
of the great hold which it is presumed he
had on the federation leaders, was fre-
uently without funds, the defense show-
od that from late in 1904 until the middle
of 190%, Orchard continually drew setrike
relief supplies at Cripple Creek and then
' amatically invited Orchard to explain
_he inconsistency to the jury. Orchard re-
piied that Haywood, Moyer, Parker and
‘Davis all advised him to draw the sup-
plies because if he displayed money he
would excite suspicion.

The examination next reviewed the
earlier attempt on Governor Peabody and
the making of the bombs to kill him and
the plots against Judges Gabbert and
Gioddard with an effort everywhere to
lighten and cast doubt upon the testi-
mony. Orchard told a dramatic story of
the first attempt to assassinate Peabody—
an early morning drive through the snow
1o place the bonb and await for the vie-
tim who was spared by the unexpected
appearance of two coal wagons, which,
coming’ from an alleyway, were driven
across thas trigger string at the moment
that Peabody was crossing the mine.

Orchard brought Mrs. Steve Adams in-
to the play today. He said that while
he and Adams were watching Judge God-
dard’s house, Mrs. Adams went with
them a couple of times as a blind to di-
vert suspicion from them. Mr. Adams,
who had a scat among the witnesses,
laughed when Orchard told the incident.

Orchard, who confesses that he hesitat-
ed at no crime and took a hundred des-
perate chances in those he committed,
made an interesting contribution to the
physchological study of his personality,
when he called himself a coward. He
said he was too cowardly to openly kill
Judge Gabbert, that he regarded all his
acts as cowardly. i

2oise, Idaho; June 12—The defense today

rried the cross-examination of Harry
jrchard down to the actual crime charged
igainst William D. Haywood, the murder
of former Governor Frank Steunenberg.

The Steunenberg crime was reached at
mid-day and counsel for the defense direct-
ed their efforts in an ‘attempt to cloud
the earlier purposes and movements of Or-
chard with uncertainty and indefiniteness.
Then they emphasized the abandonment
of all efforts to kill after Orchard first
tracked Steunenberg to a hotel in Boise
and with a skeleton key gained entrance
to the room in which the governor was
living. Here they delayed for a moment
to prove that Orchard twice wrote .and
once telephoned to Bill Easterly at Bilver
City, to urge him to ¢ome and join in the
crime, and the direct implication was that
Orchard was endeavoring to inveigle an-
other federation man into the crime which
would bring discredit and dishonor to the
organization,

Then the witness was carried over his
long journey in north Idaho, and his
crimes there, including a plot to kidnap
and hold for ransom Paulson’s child, were
emphasized. Orchard swore that David
“~ates, formerly lieutenant-governor of

minute he heard of the plot. Orchard de-
nied both suggestions and, reiterating his
first story, he insisted that Coates had
consented to stay in the plot and handle
the money they hoped to get from Paul-
son.

Then the defense showed the witness in
the commission of a series of mean crimes
and reduced to poverty in which he had
to resort to pawnming and stealing to live
for a long period. :

First he pawned jewelry and guns for
$25 or $30. Then he accepted the hospital-
ity of Paulson’s home, while he was plot-
ting to steal Paulson’s child. After that,

| with Jack Simpkins, he. broke into the

Oregon Railway & Navigation Company’s
station. Then were after a trunk full of.
jewelry samples, but instead got a trunk
full of shoe samples. Next he tapped-a
cash register at Burke for $40 or $45.
Summing up this period of crime, pov-
erty and hard luck, the defense wanted to
know why, if he were in Idaho on & mis-

gion of murder for Haywood, Moyer and |

Pettibone and with unlimited credit from
them, he did not send to them for money
instead of borrowing and stealing. Or-
chard replied that he did send a letter to
Moyer at Butte, and got $100, but that he
did not send to Haywood for more because
he was temporarily off the Steunenberg
murder errand away from where Steunen-
berg lived.

Lastly there came a showing that Or-
chard had bofrowed $300 from Paulson,
on the strength of a fraudulent story that
he was going to Los Angeles to sell min-
ing stock for Coates, and that this was
the money that actually paid his expenses
when he went back to Caldwell on the
final mission of murder.

Swiftly reviewing his meeting with his
old partner, who had meantime become
rich, the defense asked the witness if, dis-
appointed and angered at his own hard
luck in selling out of the Hercules mine,
when Steunenb:rg sent troops into north
Idaho, he had not suddenly decided to
borrow enough money- from Paulson to
take him té Caldwell, where he would
murder the man whom he blamed for his
misfortune.

Orchard stremyously
was his motive.

Lived With Pettibone.

The earlier part of the day was con-
sumed with a review, from the standpoint
of the defense, of the alleged plots against
Peabody, Judge Gabbert, Judge Goddard
and General Sherman Bell. It developed
that during August, 1905, when, with shot-
gun and buckshot, he was stalking General
Bell, Orchard went to live at the Petti-
bone house. The explanation of this rela-
tionship offered by the defense in its
questions was that Orchard had gone there
to keep Pettibone company, while Mrs.
Pettibone was absent on an eastern visit.

Soon after Orchard left the stand David
Coates said:

“I do not care, at this time, to discuss
the statement made by Orchard. I will
have an opportunity to reply in full when
I go on the stand for the defense. I will
say, however, that Simpkine never talked
to me of the kidnapping of Paulson’s

child. Orchard did not speak to me about |

it in Denver, but he did come to me in
Wallace and outline the plot. He said
that he wanted to kidnap Paulson’s child
and get a bunch of money. I told him
that he was a fool and that if he at-
tempted to do so I would denounce him
publicly and that he would be run out
of Wallace.”

Coates served a term as lieutenant-gov-
ernor of Colorado, having been elected on
the Populist ticket.

After leaving Colorado he went to Wal-
lace and until a few weeks was proprietor
of a newspaper there.

Orchard regarding his conference with
Chas. H. Moyer at the latter’s home in
Denver about April 19. Orchard testi-
fied yesterday that Moyer, Pettibone and
Haywood told him at this time to go to
Canon City (Col.) to “get” Peabody.

Sending Out the Time.

The ‘Meteorological Service of the Do-
minion of Canada is now sending time
signals from the observatory at St. John

By tclegraph to the wireless station at
Camperdown, near Halifax, where special

apparatus has been installed to automatic-
ally transmit the signal to ships at sea
within the zone of that station.

Time gignals will be sent each week day
morning - as follows:—Beginning at 9h.
58m. a. m., Atlantic time, dots are made
each second up to and including 8h.
followed by a dot at 9h. 59m.; then an-
other pause of two seconds follows; the
clock then makes dots each second up to
and including 9h. 59m. 50s.; a pause is
then made, followed by a dot at 10h. a.
m., Atlantic or Standard time of the 60th
meridian west longitude, equivalent to 2h.,
p. m., Greenwich mean time.

The apparatus referred to was devised
by D. L. Hutchinson of the St. John me-
teorological observatory.

Pisarinco fish-
ermen were about her in large numbers
end they told us that the Grand Manan
steamer Aurora had taken the crew off.
The schooner looked to be nothing but an
old trap. Her aft part was all torn away,
but she looked to have a good forcastle.

“I could not make out her name, and
did not recognize the schooner, as one I
had seen before. I was told she had sail-
ed from Dorchester. The laths were float-
ing about in bunches and fishermen were
busy in salvage work. One schooner was
being loaded. I did not try to do anything
with her as I knew it was of no use. The
schooner is a hopeless wreck and will
probably go ashore at Split Rock as she
was drifting in that direction. The crew
did the only thing possible in abandoning
her.”
