WORK OF WOMEN
BRINGS RECOGNITION

Development of Women's Place-
ment Work in United States
Employment Service

The day of recognition for women has
arrived, if there is significance in the
fact that more money in pruportion now |
goes for women"s placement work in'the
United States employment service than
for men’'s. Women get 24.9 per cent. of
the funds of the service. According to
the census they are emtitled to 21 per
cent.

While, in the light of all women have
done before, during, and sinee the war,
the census of 1910 is classed with the
Franco-Prussian treaty of 1870, the im-
perial Russian government and other in-
stitutions of an earlier age, women in
the employment serviee do not prophesy
that the figures of 1920 will give them
more than or at the outside 24 per
ecent.

This condition is arrived
at by candling. The first handler, as he
iz ealled in the act; must candle the
eggs purchased and reject those that are !
unfit for food.
