FREE FOOD FIRST.
It was the opinion of the caucus that 

the Opposition should continue to ap­
ply as much pressure as possible upon 
the Government to force it if possible 
to grant free food as the first measure 
of relief, to be followed by such other 
measures as conditions require.

Boston. Jan. 26.—Radium as a cure 

for cancer is still in an experimental 
stage, and its use in the treatment of 
internal cancer results fatally in a 
large percentage of cases, according 
to the testimony before the House 
Mines Committee today of Dr. Wm. 
H. Campbell, director of the radium 
clinic of Pennsylvania. Dr. Campbell 
told the committee that so far as the 
deeper cancers are concerned, "we 
cannot tell today what the outcome 
of the radium treatment will be.”

“We can tell," he said, “that there 
is a difference of the tumor, that the 
radium causes the disintegration of 
the tissue of the cancer, but some­
thing is created in that disappearance 
which is absorbed by the blood, and 
which kills many patients. I cannot 
tell, nobody can tell for four or five 
years just what the result will be.”

“How many of your patients have 
died as a result of your treatment?” 
asked Representative Byrnes, of 
North Carolina.

Two Out of Five Died.
Dr. Campbell demurred at this, but 

finally said that two out of five of 
the cases treated ended fatally. He 
added that all were in cases where 
the disease would have resulted in 
death in a few months without treat­
ment.

Berlin, Jan. 26.—Premier Borden and 
Ms Government at Ottawa were round­
ly scored by Hon. W. L. Mackenzie 
King this evening at a large and en­
thusiastic banquet of the Laurier Club 
in Concordia Hall, for neglecting to 
announce a policy that would hasten 
the prosperous times that existed dur­
ing the Liberal administration from 
1896 to 1911.

He asked his hearers if they ever 
heard factory whistles blowing at 4 
and 5 o’clock in the day when the Lib­
erals were in power, or if there were 
as many unemployed in the cities as 
there are under the Conservative ad­
ministration. He maintained that while 
reciprocity was defeated in 1911 the 
conditions which the Liberals predict­
ed would result unless a wider market 
was provided for the farmers of the 
West have come about.

The inability of the western farmer 
to ship his wheat to a larger market 
near at hand has created a congestion, 
with the result that the trade between 
the West and the East has been great­
ly reduced and there lias been an over­
production of manufactured goods in 
the East.

Another Emergency
Mr. King also spoke on the navy issue 

at some length, and pointed out that in­
stead of there being an emergency as was 
maintained at the last session of the house 
it was merely a measure of expediency, 
he, however, warned his hearers that the 
last of the "emergency" cry has not been 
heard. He deducted from the speech de­
livered by Mr. Borden on the address from 
the throne the other day that some Gov­
ernment representative would go to Eng­
land and find out from the admiralty whe­
ther the three largest dreadnoughts in the 
world were still required, and on receiving 
an affirmative answer will return to Can­
ada to inaugurate another flag-waving 
campaign, and every Liberal or independ­
ent man who will oppose the contribu­
tion will be classed as a traitor to the 
Empire.

This projected action on the part of 
the bishops is the outcome of state­
ments made at a meeting of the mili­
tants’ union, by Miss Florence Ansell, 
recently released from Holloway, that 
while there she heard shrieks and 
moans twice daily proceeding from 
the opposite cell occupied by Rachel 
Peace, who is serving an 18 months’ 
sentence.

To Call on King.
At the same meeting Miss Barbara 

Wylie, referring to the purpose of 
the militants to call on the King, as 
announced by Mrs. Dacre-Fox a week 
ago, said that the deputation would 
not prostrate themselves before the 
throne as Sir Edward Carson, the 
Ulster Unionist leader, said the Ul­
sterites would, but would stand be­
fore his majesty erect. She did not 
think that the deputations would find 
any difficulty in obtaining an audience 
with the King. If nothing came of it 
the women still had the same right 
to fight as Ulster.

FALL KILLS IRONWORKER

St. Catharines, Ont., Jan. 26.—Floyd
