Identity of Vessel Has Hot Been Ascertained—Loss of This 
Ship Is the Greatest Sea Tragedy In the World's History

Who Embarked From Archangel For England.

{ Berlin, Oct. 11. — German-Russian 
troops under Gen. von der Goltz and 
Col. Avaloff-Bermondt, intend to oust 

Ulmanis. Lettish premier: take 
possession of Letvia and then, with the 
assistance of Baltic Landwehr, advance 
against the Bolsheviki, according to a 
private letter which has reached here 
from a German officer at Mitau. The 
letter outlines the plan of campaign, 
and tells of the intention of the Ger­
man troops to defy the Berlin Govern­
ment.

The German Government is appar­
ently anxious to liquidate the Baltic 
adventure, but lacks sufficient control, 
and this has resulted in large quanti­
ties of supplies being sent to the 
Courland troops.

BEEN CONFIRMEDLondon, Oct. 11.—Allied powers have the hardest problem that they 

have encountered since the armistice, thrust upon them by the German- 
Russian attack on Riga. It is believed the Lettish ‘Government will ex- • 
pect the peace conference to furnish troops to resist General von der 
Goltz and his Russian supporters, but who will furnish the new armies 
is a very serious question. There is certainly no enthusiasm in Great 
Britain for embarking on more military expeditions and shedding more 
British blood.

VOLUNTÉER ARMY ABSORBED.
All of Great Britain's new volunteer army has been absorbed in the 

making up of forces of occupation in the Near East. Drafted soldiers 
are still in the service, and their relatives are agitating for their return 
from India, Egypt and Mesopotamia. At the same time, more than 
60,000 troops are engaged as an army of occupation in Ireland. The 
withdrawal of the British expedition from Archangel has just been fin­
ished, under pressure of the strongest public feeling.

GERMANY SCHEMING CONTROL.
Latest news received by the Government is described as confirming 

the view that Germany is deliberately scheming to secure a controlling 
position in Russia, and that she probably contemplates the occupation of 
Petrograd. There are more than 100,000 German soldiers with head- 
quarters at Mitau. The Baltic States, with the exception of Finland, 
appear to have agreed upon a policy of arranging an armistice with the 
Bolshevik Government, but declining peace terms on the ground that the 
Soviet government is too unstable to arrange a permanent peace. Alto- 
gether. the Baltic situation is recognized as presenting acutely danger­
ous possibilities.

Washington, Oct. 10.-Ten million 

Germans and thousands of Aus- 
trians are awaiting opportunity to 
leave their native countries, accord­
ing to official diplomatic dispatches 
presented to the House Immigration 
committee today. The majority wish 
to come to America, with Argen­
tina, Chile and Peru as their sec­
ond choice.

DEMAND A REPUBLICLondon, Oct. 11.—During the past 
fortnight more than £8,000,000 in cur­
rency notes has been added to the 
amount already outstanding, while only 
£900,000 has been added to the amount 
of gold and bank notes held against 
them, according to the Daily Mail. The 
newspaper attacks the government for 
its "waste and extravagance” in thus 
creating more than £7,000,000 in paper 
money, which it says, tends to increase 
popular extravagance and such "gamb­
ling as is now prevalent in the stock 
exchange."

&A candid intimation to shippers and 
travellers of London, St. Thomas and 
Western Ontario that the newly estab­
lished all-year Cleveland and Port Stan­
ley steamship service cannot survive 
on the measure of patronage at present 
accorded it, has been issued by the 
London and Port Stanley.

The warning has been given out in 1 
the hope that a friendly interest may 
be taken in the new connection, while 
it is developing its field. The L. & P. 
S. R. commission has agreed to share 
the first month’s deficit, but the fear 
Is held that unless a change for the 
better occurs the owners will throw 
up the sponge.

Those who have used the new boat, 
which was placed in service in the lat-i 
ter part of September, are agreed that 
its riding qualities are splendid, that 
the ship is maintained in an excellent 
condition and that there is nothing to 
be desired in matter of convenience or 
accommodation. The steamer, "Pere 
Marquette Line No. 9," sails from Port 
Stanley each Tuesday, Thursday and 
Saturday night, and from Cleveland 
each Monday, Wednesday and Friday 
night. Passengers are allowed to go 
to their berths at 8 o’clock in the even­
ing and to remain there, if they desire, 
until late in the morning.

Cheap Rates.
The fare from London to Cleveland is 

only $3.70, as compared with $8.33, for 
the all rail-ride from London to Cleve­
land via Detroit, or $10.37, for an all- 
rail trip via Buffalo. Reduced rates for 

return tickets via Port Stanley afford 
an even more favorable comparison.
‘Fares from various parts of Western 
I Ontario, where a certain amount of 
Ipatronage is being found, are also ad- 
|vantageous. Even Toronto people are

Washington, Oct. 10.—Opposition to 

collective bargaining and the closed 
shop were outlined by the group rep­
resenting capital, and presented today 
to the national industrial conference 
here. Sympathetic strikes, black-lists| 
and boycotts were declared to be “in- 
defensible, anti-social and immoral."

While deploring strikes and lockouts, 
the principles set forth that the right 
of strike or lockout "should not be de­
nied as an ultimate resort after all pos­
sible means of adjustment have been 
exhausted." This right, however, should1 
apply only to private industry.

In public utility service it was pro- 
posed that the state impose such regula­
tions as would assure continuous opera­
tion, at the same time providing ade­
quate means for the prompt hearing and 
adjustment of complaints and disputes.

For the settlement of disputes in pri­
vate industry, it was proposed that each 
establishment be regarded as an Indus­
trial unit with adequate methods for 
adjustment of misunderstandings be­
tween employees and management. 
Other of the principles dealt with con­
ditions and hours of work, wages and 
the right to associate, and it was de­
clared that every association Whether 
of either employees or employers "must 
be equally subject to public authority 
and legally answerable for Its own con­
duct or that of Its agents."

Missionary enterprises are not part of the relig- 

ious policy of the Jews, and they have been charged 
with selfishness, says one of their number, "because 
they have never tried to instruct or convert other 
peoples to their own religion.” Had the statement 
been made thousands of years ago, says Dr. Max 
Huhner in the American Hebrew (New York), 
"there might perhaps have been some theoretical; 
logic to sustain it." Reflecting on the world's ex­
perience during the past two thousand years, he 
thinks, "not only should any semblance of such 
objection vanish, but, on the contrary, we should 
marvel at the almost divine foresight of the founders 
of the principles of Judaism in not advocating a 
missionary policy." To prove this, he turns to

and to note the results of missionary activity in 
other religions."

"When we recall the countless persecutions due 
to missionary zeal, are we not almost tempted to 
say that it might perhaps have been better for the

MYSTERY OF HOW RATS CARRY EGGS.
A mystery that farmers, poultrymen and many 

a housewife would like to have solved is: How do 
rats carry eggs?

This mystery is enacted, in one form or another, 
annually on thousands of farms and sometimes even 
in city homes. The housewife has an accumulation 
of eggs ready to go to market. They partially fill 
a wooden crock, set on a box in the cellar. One 
evening the contents are intact; the next day they 
have vanished, with not a sign to indicate where 
or how they have gone.

Or maybe the farm boy has a hen sitting on 
fifteen eggs, in a box high up from the floor. He 
finds the hen off after several days, and casually 
counts the eggs. Two are gone. Critically examining 
the nesting materials, he finds no indication that 
the hen has broken the eggs. The following day 
he finds a third egg vanished, the second day two 
others gone. Then suddenly the trusty broody hen 
leaves her nest, "broken up." Rats? It doesn’t 
seem possible, yet the farm boy knows the explana­
tion really is rats. They have been practicing such 
magic in the poultry house for generations.

How do rats carry eggs? Some time ago the 
query was put to the most famous of all American 
naturalists, John Burroughs, who, according to the 
Scientific American, admitted that he didn’t know, 
but that he had heard an explanation, current among 
farmers, but he couldn't say that It was the correct 
one.

The mystery of how rats carry eggs is unsolved 
"officially" after hundreds of years of conjecture. 
That eggs disappearing are borne off by rats is 
proved clearly enough by the discovery of whole, 
uncracked eggs beneath floors, in partitions and 
other hiding places. In farming communities vari­
ous theories are advanced, and every now and then 
someone actually claims to have seen rats at work. 
These eyewitnesses of a most unusual thing say the 
rat holds the eggs between chin and forefeet, or 
hugged tightly between the forefeet; that he tumbles 
off elevations deftly protecting the egg as he falls; 
that usually there is a crowd of rats about to drag 
the egg rat. lying on its back, by the tail across the 
floor to the hole.

Others say the rat carries the egg, held between 
folds, of skin under the chin, without assistance. 
The general testimony, however, would explain such 
a conflict of opinion. It is agreed that rats work 
in gangs when egg-carrying, and that it is difficult 
to determine from a distance exactly what they are 
doing among themselves. It is said there is always 
much squealing, but whether because some are 
getting hurt, or by contrast are hugely enjoying 
themselves, is not indicated.

During the past year we have raised 
money by giving dances, a garden party, 
a banquet and a rummage sale.

The proceeds—with the exception of 
the funds on hand—have been given to 
the men in hospitals overseas for 
Christmas cheer, to our Canadian sol­
diers in the army of occupation in Ger­
many for the purchase of games, to the 
Navy League, to the Salvation Army 
for their reconstruction campaign, to 
the I. O. D. E. Canadian Nurses' Club 
in London, England, to the Armenian, 
the Serbian and the French relief 
funds, to the St. Thomas Collegiate 
Cadets, and to the Zenana Bible and 
Medical Mission.

Since the 1st of January we have 
beeti sending, through the Red Cross 
Society, $25 a month for the London 
Military Hospital. We have purchased 
an electric fan for the same institution, 
and have given Victrola records and a 
crate of eggs to the hospital and the 
Byron Sanatorium. We have also col­
lected books for the Wolseley Barracks.

We have knitted socks for the sol­
diers, made clothes and knitted stock­
ings for the Belgian children.

To the navy, besides money, we have 
sent socks, and at Christmas time com­
fort bags filled with books, chocolate, 
stationery, handkerchiefs, etc.

Some of our members are on the 
Soldiers' Aid visiting committee, and 
many helped with the celebration for 
the returned soldiers of Elgin County 
held at Pinafore Park in September.

We donated $100 to our public library, 
bought and presented seven flag charts 
to our schools. As our soldiers re- 
turned, we gave several banquets. We 
could not wait until they all returned 
to do this, as many left town looking 
for employment elsewhere. We were 
much gratified to learn that none of 
our returned men needed aid, nor any 
soldier’s family.

We organized committees for sick end 
relief work, where there was need we 
gave aid, to one family where there 
was a sickness we gave $5 per week for 11 weeks.

A number of families were called on 
Who had not been sending their children 
to Sunday school. In some cases it was 
indifference of the parents, others could 
not buy clothes. Where necessary we 
bought clothes, and as an inducement 
we offered a special Christmas present 
to those who attended Sunday school 
regularly. We have had very satisfac­
tory reports from their Sunday school 
teachers.

We bought a set of books for our 
school, known as the Book of Knowl- 
edge. The set contained 20 volumes 
and cost $50. For our peace celebra­
tion we decorated six motor cars all 
alike, in which the I. O. D. E. rode 
in the procession. We also put much! 
labor on a float, on which we took first 
prize. We have furnished a room for 
our G. W. V. A. at considerable cost; 
besides this we have worked at differ- 1 
ent schemes to raise funds to carry on 
our work.

We have spent considerable time try­
ing to forward a movement towards a 
memorial hall. Having yarn left over 
we are sending a consignment ot socks 
to the Navy League. We also send $15 
per month to London for comforts for 
the wounded and ill soldiers.

HAVELOCK CHAPTER, WOOD-

On account of the war charities act, 

and the fact that Woodstock has a 
$5.000 club, our means of raising money 
were somewhat limited, yet we finished 
the year with a total of $2,155. If the 
money was less certainly Havelock 
Chapter made it up In work, and it was 
wonderful what we accomplished in 
sewing, knitting and making supplies. 
We knitted 125 pairs of socks for lonely” 
soldiers, sent 75 Christmas stockings to 
Canadian hospitals in England, Christ­
mas boxes to the trenches and socks 
to Whitby hospital, made clothing for 
the Belgians and Servians. We also 
took charge of the hospital supply 
room at the Red Cross rooms every 
Friday, when we made pneumonia 
jackets, until one member said she 
could taste them.

In October a relief association was 
organized to help "flu" patients, and 
some of our members gave their ser­
vices making soup, jellies, custards, 
etc. We also had a committee to visit 
soldiers’ families and give help when 
necessary.

However, our chief work was for the 
prisoners of war. We gave $100 per 
month to this much-needed work, and 
received such thankful letters from the 
boys, and also from their relations at 
home.

Details of Arbitration Proposal Placed Before Parliament- 
First, Second and Third Preference Stocks and Com- 
mon Stock To Be Taken Over-Value To Be Deter- 
mined by Three Arbitra tors.

, OTTAWA, Oct 10.—Negotiations which will result fm the acquisition by 

the Government of the Grand Trunk Railway System were completed today, 
and the details of the arbitration plan were placed before Parliament. This 
will give members of the House an opportunity to study them before Parlia- 
ment resumes on Tuesday after the Thanksgiving holiday.

When the House met at 3 o’clock, Sir George Foster, the acting prime 
minister, was able to announce that legislation would be introduced. Later 
in the afternoon the resolution embodying the terms of the agreement were 
made available, and at the evening sitting Hon. Arthur Meighen read a mass’ of 
correspondence covering the negotiations, including a letter of yesterday’s 
date, setting forth the terms of the agreement as covered by the resolution 
placed on the order paper of the House, and Sir Alfred Smithers” letter of to- 
day acquiescing in the proposals made.

Mr. Meighen explained that Sir Alfred Smithers’ acquiescence was recom- 
mandatory in character, while the Government had to secure the approval of 
Parliament. He invited the fullest discussion, which probably means that the 
House will remain in session for another fortnight.

The agreement provides that the Government is to acquire the first, second 
and third preference stocks, and the ordinary or common stock of the system, 
amounting to a total face value of £37,073,431.

Payment By Stock.
Their actual value will be determined by the board of arbitrators. To 

pay the award, whatever it may be, there will be issued al new non-voting 
stock. The new stock will bear interest at four per cent, and be redeemable 
after thirty years at par.

So far as the debenture stocks are concerned, they are taken over, the 
Government becoming responsible for the interest. These stocks amount to 
£31,926,125. The four per cent guaranteed stock of the company is also 
treated by the Government as an obligation, and the interest will be paid there- 
on by the country.

The immediate obligations of the country will be the payment of the in-| 
terest on this stock, and this amounts to $2,500,000 per annum. The interest 
on the debenture stock is a fixed charge of earnings. The full obligation 
assumed will not be established until the face value of the stock the Govern- 
ment is acquiring is established.

1IDOTTAWA, Oct. 10.—The civil service 
reclassification bill put through the 
committee stage in the House of Com­
mons this evening, and will come up 
for third reading on Tuesday next.

OTTAWA, Oct. 10.—An alternate plan 

of assisting veterans, according to 
length and character of service, was 
submitted to the special committee on 
soldiers’ civil re-establishment this 
afternoon by Col. J. W. Margheson. a 
member of the board of pensions com- 

missions. His plan was presented as 
coming from himself and not from the 
Government or any member. Neither 
was it presented as coming from the 
Ottawa branch of the Great War 
• eterans Association as such.

Col. Margheson’s plan is to give every 
man who served in a theatre of war as 
a combatant, 70c per diem from enlist- ment to discharge. Men serving in 
England or Siberia would receive 40c 
per diem, and men who served in Can- 
ada 20c per diem. There would be a 
limit of $1.500 on the amount any men 
could receive, this to include gratuities. 
Ln that way officers who had drawn big 
gratuities would not receive any large 
amount in re-establishment grants.

Col. Margheson would treat married 
and single then alike with the exception 
-hat regardless of the amount of 
gratuity already paid a married man, 
ne would be considered to have only 
been paid the rate of a single man.

Only $500 Cash.
He would limit the amount of cash 

to $500 and place the rest of a man’s 
re-establishment to his credit with the 
Government, so that he could draw on 
it for any amount of the Government's 
re-establishment plans.

I Under Col. Margheson’s plan widows 
I of deceased soldiers would be paid a 

stated sum, al! alike, regardless of their 
husbands service, this sum to be paid 
as additional to their pensions.

Col Margheson said his plan had been 
placed before the Ottawa branch of the 
Great War Veterans' Association, but 
had not been voted upon. Col. Marghe­
son said, including cash and credit, his 
scheme would cost from $180,000,000 to 
$200,000,000. Of this he estimated fully 
$40,000/000 would not be claimed for 
various reasons; $85,000,000 in cash 
would be needed, and $115,000,000 would 
be placed to the men's credit. He esti. 
mated 300,000 soldiers had served an 
average of 800 days in France, a cost 
to the Government of $168,000,000; 
60,000 in England costing $19,000,000, and 
172,000 in Canada, an average of twenty 
days, total cost, $13,000,000. He thought 
these figures were 10 per cent too high, 
and though that 50,000 returned sol­
diers did not ask for aid and would re­
fuse to touch the money.

T. A. Cox, officer in charge of 
gratuities, department of militia and 
defence, recalled, said the estimated 
total for gratuities was $124,000,000. 
Eleven thousand men discharged prior 
to Nov. 11 last had not yet applied 
for gratuity, but applications were 
coming in at the rate of 2,000 daily. 
Of 35,000 questionnaires sent out 7.000 
had been returned, as the soldiers had 
changed their addresses.

Covered by Order.
In regard to the charges made by 

Lieut. Greig of the Air Force Asso- 
ciation that officers were brought back 
from the R.A.F. and paid gratuities at 
their original rank. Mr. Cox said that 
was covered by an order dated Aug. 
22. This provided that gratuities should 
be on R.A.F. basis.

Some­
times the nights dragged into the morn­
ing after, with "other women,” the wife 
charged.

Hunts Trousers, Finds Letter.
She produced a letter in court as

The letter was written by White to 
Mrs. Russ, then living in London, in- 
viting her and her friend "Mina" to St. 
Thomas. The writer promised to have 
a motor car waiting at the St. Thomas| 
station to meet the two women.

Mrs. White testified that when her 
husband discovered she had taken the 
incriminating letter he had tied her 
up with a rope.

Cole, rescued the letter just before it| 
fell into the clutches of the husband, i 
and so saved it for court evidence.

The one child of the White couple is I 
being cared for by the mother, who is, 
working in this city. She worked for 
some time in London, but returned re­
cently to St. Thomas.

Magistrate Maxwell declared after 
he had heard the evidence against 
W hite that it impressed him so deeply 
he did not feel justified in sentencing! 
the prisoner the same day. White was 
remanded to jail for one week and was 
refused bail after he had been found guilty.

Predicts Heavy Sentence.
“It would be better for the com­

munity if men who fail to support their 
wives like you were sent to the peni­
tentiary," the magistrate told White, 
but he commended the prisoner's 
counsel, Charles McClurg, for his ef­
forts to secure a dismissal or a lenient 
sentence for his client.

The magistrate declared the evidence 
was so glaring against White that the 

|prisoner could not hope for anything| 
110 but a heavy jail term. Sentence will 

be imposed next Friday in the police 
court.

Southern Pacific overshadowed the 
other rails, its rise of 3% points being 
accompanied by the heaviest trans­
actions in many weeks. Other trans- 
portations, notably St. Paul, common 
and preferred: Texas and Pacific and 
Reading gained 1 to 1% points.

All the prominent coppers were in- 
cluded in the inquiry for metals, more 
stable trade conditions being attended 
by reports of foreign buying and an­
other advance in the quotation for the 
refined product.

And United Fruit, but tobacco and food 
issues manifested little of their recent 
activity. Chandler Motors led that 
group, gaining 35 points, kindred issues 
and their specialties rising 3 to 12 
points.

Thursday and Fri­
day the demand was good, the price 
going back to $27. There will be no 
market Monday (Thanksgiving Day), 
and it is expected that there will be a 
fair demand for hay next Tuesday.

Oats went up in price Friday, and 
are now selling from $2.80 to $2.90 per 
hundred. Last week the price was 
$2.75 to $2.80. Eight loads were dis- 
posed of on the market Friday, and the 
demand for next week promises to be 
good.

There has not been much wheat sold 
on the market during the week, al- 
though there was a ready demand at 
from $1.90 to $2 per bushel.

A general weakening in the potato 
market is being looked for. Prices this 
week ranged from $1.30 to $1.50 per 
bushel, and a drop of at least 10 cents 
a bushel is looked for today.

The quantity of butter and eggs dis­
posed of this week has not been overly 
large, and the demand has been brisk. 
The prevailing price for eggs, whole­
sale. has been 58 cents, and retail 63c 
to 65c per dozen.

Dairy butter sold from 58c to 60c per 
pound.

Saturday, it is expected, will be 
largely a poultry market with a good 
demand for chickens for Thanksgiving. 
Wholesalers quote live chickens from 
17c to 20c per pound, and dressed chic­
kens at 24c to 25c. while live ducks

CARTERS
TITTLE IVER PILLS WHISKEY PROFITS.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:
Dear Sir,—I called this morning at 

the Ontario Government dispensary to 
buy a bottle of Imperial whiskey, but 
not having a medical prescription I had 
to go without whiskey. They offered 
me a 40-ounce bottle of Walkers' Im­
perial whiskey for one dollar and 
eighty-five cents ($1.85), which is equal 
to seven dollars and forty cents ($7.40) 
per gallon of 160 ounces. The last 
quotation I had from Walkers for 
similar whiskey was one dollar and 
fifty-five cents ($1.55) per gallon in 
bond. The excise duty is now one 
dollar and eighty-seven cents ($1.87) 
per gallon; freight, five cents (5c) mak­
ing a cost in London of three dollars 
and forty-seven cents ($3.47) per gal­
lon, which deducted from seven dollars 
and forty cents ($7.40) leaves at balance 
of three dollars and ninety-three cents 
($3.93) for profit in favor of the dis­
pensary. In the old days of licenses I 
sold thousands of barrels of this same 
kind of whiskey at a profit of from ten 
cents to fifteen cents per gallon, or in 
other words from four dollars to six 
dollars' profit on a barrel containing 
forty gallons. The consumer now pays 
one dollar and eighty-five cents ($1.85) 
plus two dollars ($2.00) for prescription, 
or three dollars and eighty-five cents 
($3.85) per quart, or fifteen dollars and 
forty cents ($15.40) per gallon of 160 
ounces. Thia is reducing the high cost 
of living with a vengeance. It is simply 
daylight robbery of the public, but 
warticularly on poor people who cannot 
afford it. Yours truly.
