with the best field glasses obtainable, the passengers
will be able to see this land for themselves. The farm
land, coupled with the tinilwr, is one of the principal
resources of the new Townsite of Queen Charlotte, fully
»),()(K) acrres, lying adjacent to and within four miles of
the townsite. Much of this land is underlaid with the
finest coal yet discovered in Canjida. While the north-
ern portion of Graham Island has not been fully pros-
pected, discoveries of copper, gold, crude petroleum,
asphaltuin or mineral pitch, have been located and re-
ported upon as among the island's resources. The Queen
Charlotte Townsite Co. have arranged this excursion in
order that these resources may be seen, and it is there-
fore unnecessary for the writer to say any more.

TUESDAY, MAY 11th.

Those of the passengers who are on deck early in the
morning will have an opportunity of viewing the ap-
proach to the new town of Prince Rupert where part of
the day will be spent in i<H)king over the new townsite,
harbor, etc.

Leaving Prince Ru|>ert in the afternoon the Prin-
cess tJharlottewill proceed southward, passing the mouth
of the Skeena River, thence along Granville Channel,
passing Lowe Inlet and Hartley Bay.

WEDNESDAY, MAY 12th.

Steamer will proceed leisurely southward through
theFinlayson (Jliannel, Mill Bank Sound, passing Bella
Bella, Namu, and in the afternoon Queen Charlotte
