MASSEY MUSIC HALL, one of the finest auditoriums on 
the continent of America, was a free gift to the people 
of Toronto by the late Hart A. Massey, to whose memory 

a handsome bronze tablet has been placed in the foyer of the hall. 
It is not operated as a commercial undertaking, the profits being 
devoted to improvements in the building and the reduction of 
concert prices. The erection of the building was begun in 1803, 
and it was completed in 1894, being dedicated by a great musical 
festival held in June of that year, in which some of the foremost 
musical artists of the world participated. Massey Hall has a 
seating capacity of 4,000, and is situated at the corner of Shuter 
and Victoria streets, within a stone's throw of the City Hall and 
the city's new business centre.

pany, which includes Signora Ada Sassoli, the brilliant young 
Italian harp soloist, who created such a sensation on her appear­
ance here last year; Ellison Van Hoose, the talented concert 
tenor; Mons. Claude Charles Marie Gilibert, a powerful baritone, 
and Miss Llewella Davies, an accomplished pianiste. Melba is 
justly regarded as the queen of the bel canto, and her visit will 
prove a delight both to the thousands who have already admired 
her and those for whom that pleasure is still in store.

Dr. Torrington, following his usual custom, will, on Decem­
ber 15th, produce “The Messiah" with the Toronto Festival 
Chorus and a well trained local orchestra. The chorus this year 
is much stronger, especially in male voices, than ever before, and 
an exceptionally fine performance may be anticipated.

THE Star Theatre, located on Temperance Street, just west 
of Yonge, is the Toronto spoke in the admirably- 
systematized theatrical organization known as “ The 

Burlesque Wheel.” The theatres comprising the wheel are 
organized under two circuits, known as the Eastern circuit, 
operating twenty-one theatres, and the Empire circuit, operating 
nineteen theatres. These circuits have an iron-bound agreement 
to work in harmony and present a solid front against opposition 
in the burlesque fields. The managers of the burlesque companies 
in their turn are organized under the title of “ The Travelling 
Vaudeville Managers of America,” and they control the forty 
shows required to fill the forty theatres of the circuits for 
forty weeks each season. The circuits have entered into contracts 
for five years, with the travelling managers, and these contracts 
are valid so long as the shows are kept up to the required 
standard. Each theatre sends a marked copy of its weekly 
program to all the other theatres, and if any show is marked 
“bad,” a committee passes upon it and the road manager is given 
time to strengthen it. If this is not done the show is thrown out, 
and another substituted. In this way the burlesque patrons are 
sure to get good value for their money, and this is no doubt one 
reason for the prosperity of the burlesque business. Another 
advantage of this plan is the big saving in the item of railroad 
expenses, the cost of transportation being cut down to a minimum, 
obviating the necessity of jumping here and there to fill time. It 
is claimed by the managements that the burlesque business has of 
late been undergoing much the same transformation, as regards 
the elimination of vulgarity and lewdness, as did the variety 
business before it became known by the polite title of vaude­
ville. The Star is a men's theatre, smoking being permitted in all 
parts of the house.
