It will be central and total on the
meridian in longitude 91 deg. 0 min. east from Greenwich, and latitude 30
deg. 8 min. north.

IV. There will be an Eclipse of the Moon on the 2nd of September, at the
time of Full Moon in the morning, invisible. It will therefore be visible in the
opposite hemisphere, in latitude 7.90 digits on the Moon’s northern limb.
