CARDINAL GIBBONB, in an addrees re-
cently dellvered at the commencement
exerclees of an American seminary,
advized priests, and all others Interested
in the advance of the Church, to acquire
a knowledge of the questlons of the day.
Leo XIIIL inculcates the same In many of
his letters, He has proved that the res-
eon of his pre-eminent irfluence amongst
all classes, irrespective of creed, is based
on bis comprehencive graep of the problems
which vex the bralns of the century,
Falth has lost its grip upon a great many
people, who prefer a spley magezine to
the tedious discourie of a preacher who
grinds out, for half of an hour or more,
plous platitudes which have been doing
duty as sermons for ecores of years, We
may complain that the * good old times,”
when men pald thelr dues, and to boredom
were enslaved, bave pssied away, But
the men make the times. If the world
cannot be won by antique methode,
preachers should strive to forge their way
by superlor knowledge. Such was per.
baps the meaning of B:ltlmore’s dis-
tibguaished Cardinal,

Nor many months ago a prominent
dignltary of the Catholle Church re-
marked that there “ls too much rant and
nonsense in many pulpits: too much
laylng back on prlestly dignity and trust-
ing that the eacred brand of Melckisedech
will turn people’s minds from the con-
templation of verboslty and {nanity,”
Is it not true? Is not too little time
devoted to sermon.prepsration? How
often have we not llstened to preachers
whose languege eparkled with metaphors,
but who never moved an lmpulse to
nobler actlon, nor sent a thought frelghted
with bopes of a glorlous future courslng
through the brald, Such discourses
remind us of automatons dressed up in
thowy livery. They may be servicesble
in a cabinet of literary bric a brac, but
they are totally out of place in a world
where Ideas of all kinds are joetllng
one another in the wild chase after nctori-
ety, What the people of to day long for
1s eome thought they may take home with
them—meditate upon—make it thelr
own, to aid them to estlmate the prophets
of exror at thelr just value, it may be
argued, by the stald adherents of the old
order of things, that preachers should
keep aloof from the questions cf the day,
lest their dignity might be suliled : that,
year after year, pulpits should resound
with utterances written long ego, or
clipped oftentimes from a sermon book,
telling ever the same story, whbich may
please devotees but produces no effect on
those Who loathe worn-out commonplaces.
What we want are llve sermons on the
vital queetions of our century—as far as
they have relstlon to ethice, If we bad &
good, rattling sermon, such as preached
by Atchblshop Walsh at Ottawa, empty
pews would be a thing unknown to our
churches, W.F, F,D,D.

PROFESSOR (GOLDWIN SMITH, at the
Orange demonstration in Toronto, deemed
it his duty, or at least thought it expedi-
ent, to modify Mr, Dalton McCarthy’s
bullet utterances of a year ago at Stayner.
Mr, McCarthy eald in substance that if the
Jeeults' Estates Bill were not dieallowed,
and Separate schools not abollshed by
ballots, recourse must be had to bullets,
Well, the Parllamentary votes and the
electoral ballots have literally burled Mr.
McCarthy under their weight ; yet Mr.
Goldwin Smith comes smilingly to the
front and tells the Orangemen, while
they stand expecting a blcod and
thunder oration, * Happily the contest
this time will not be with bullets ; but
Orangemen will again have to prove
their cause,”

Mg SumirH is certainly more discreet
than Mr, McCarthy, and discretion is
the better part of valor, But as we had
infinitesimal dread of Mr, McCOarthy’s
threats of imminent Orange vengeance,
it may well be inferred that Mr. Smith’s
threats regarding the very distant future,
inspire an awe which is infinitesimal to
the second degree. Mr. Smith is scholar
enough to know what eftect threats of
this kird will have upon the realities of
life,

AN amusing remark was made by Major
Bennet at the Toronto Orange demon-
stration. After a most lugubrious lot of
speeches, In which the ridiculous fallures
of Orangelsm to cope with Popery during
the last year were enumerated, putting a
wet blanket over the rejoiclngs of the day,
the Major capped the climax by telling
the astembled multitude that ' the Protes:
tants of Oatarlo had not been true to
thelr principles in the past. He had seen
the time in Toronto when they would be

proud to have an O:ange Mayor aud
invite him to the platform to epeak, Why
was he not here to.dayi” (Applause),
We congratulate Torento that the time
of Orange domination in the city is
past, never to return, Orange dom.
ination euited well muddy little York,
but it would be sltogether out of place
in the capital city of a flourishing Pro.
vince like the Oatario of to day.

Ox this same occasion Mr, H, C, Dixon
caused some little flutter by stating a
very hard and unpleasant fact, He
said his complaint was that ¢ Orangemen
thought not enough of God ard too much
of Orapgeiem.”

Tae Muail of laet Saturday contained a
very pleasant article concerning the
obzervance of the 12th of July as a day
of jubilstion by our Orange fellow.citi-
zens, 8o long as this fairly numerous
secret society recognizas the Mail as its
cfiicial orgen, and extends to it a con-
eiderable share of patronage, it must be
expected that the oflicial organ will deem
the existence and growth of that body
just the proper sort of thig, It1ssome-
what eingular, however, that a newepaper
which has condemned the existence of
what it was plessed to term *medimval.

How difterent ie this langusge from
that which was epoken in the recent
Preebyterian General Assembly, where
those speakers were applauded who
wished to force Catholic children to loarn
their Caristian dostriae from books pre-
pared in accordancs with Preshyterian
ideas,

Tae Boston Pudst relates an act of
bigotry of which the overseers of the poar
of Cambridge, Maszs,, have been guiliy
recently, Tae Superintendent of the
city almshouae, Mr, Eldridge, notified the
Rev. Father John Flatley, rector of St,
Peter's church in the cily, that his relig
ious visits to the almshouse must in the
future be paid monthly, instead of weekly,
a3 heretofore, The reason given was
that “the boys needed the time for play
exercise.” Father Flatley appealed to
the Board of Overseers, but the latter,
by a vote of five Protestant against one
Catholic member of the Board, instead of
granting redress, resolved that all relig
ious exercises be excluded, except those
of the authorized (Protestant) chaplain,
The overseers give an altogether differ.
ent reason for their action, namely, that
Father Fiatley had “incited insubordi-
nation by forbidding the children to
attend the regular Sunday services of
the institution,” The assertion that
Father Flatley incited to insubordina.
tion 1s false ; but he might very properly
protest against Catholic children being
forced to attend Protestant Sunday
services, He denies, however, that he
had given any such directions to the
Catholic children, as the Board accused
him of doing,

THE prop:letors of the London edltion
of the New York Herald have settled the
Iibel eait brought sgeinet them by the
Biehop of Cioyne, by paying 100 guineas
and coets, besldes apologizing. The sult
arose out of the followlng words used by
the Bishop in his Lenten pastoral in
1889, referring to the Natlonalist agita-
tlon :

“In the efforts we make to advance the
csuse of our country the means we em-
ploy are apt to have more regard for thefr
;:i;c;}cy than thelr lawfalnees or moral.

Commenting on this, the Herald, which
{s anti-Irish and ant!.Oathollc, said :

“These words sound a good deal more
Hke the doctrine of a brigand than of a
Blshop, It would justify almost every-
thing that bad happened In Ireland for
the past twenty years, and might even be
made to excuse the Phwalx Park mur-
ders.”

It 13 to be hoped that the lesson will be
profitable to other anti-Cathollc falsehood
mongers as well as to the Heraid; and
there are in Canada some who would do
well to profit by it.

I7 HAS been the habit of the Mail to
maintam that Oatario can aftord to
bulldoze Quebec with impunity, because
the latter Province has no resource but
to submit, It has several times ac.
knowledged tkat if Quebec were to set
up for herself the Confederation would
g0 to pieces; but this, it maintains,
Quebec could not do, unless by appealing
for admicsion as one of the United
States, but as a State she would be
worse off than as a colony of Ontario,
It will be instructive to the Mail and
people of its strips to ponder on the
following words from a recent issue of
the Chicago Tribune:

The sympathy of the peoplp of the
United States will not be so eaeily ob.
tained for Mr. Balfour’s mirgovernment
of Ireland as that gentleman seems to
imagine, There is scarcely a State which
has not through its Legislature and
through ite prominent men declared that
its sympathy for Ireland in her struggle
for lTome Rule and good government ie
unalterable,

Mr, Balfour’s exguments, as sot hefore
the people of Ameiios, are quite difler-
ent from and irreconcilable with his
statements in the British House of Com.
mons, lla must rely greatly on the
gullibility of Americans if he hopes to
gain their sympathy by these self-con.
tradictions, For example, he can scarco.
ly expect to persuade the public that
wherene Iroland was prosperous twenty
years after the great famine, now, when
the number of her people has dwindled
down by emigration to nearly one half,
the population is tco great for the
resources of the couniry, Jy such
statements as these he endeavors to
hoodwink the readers of the Reviow  Ie
also represents the Irish Land Purchase
Bill as & great boon to Ireland, yet even
simultaneously with the publication of
his article, the Government was forced
to withdraw it, because its aim was to
increase the burdens of the Irish people
for the benefit of oppressive landlords,

aulay observed, has been more than
recompensed in the new world for what
she has lost in the old, which in point of
numbers is the national Church of the
States, and which holds out every pro-
mise of being in every point the uational
Church of the future.

iastics of Irish extraction or of Irish
birth, In a word, the Catholic Church

To those unacquainted with the agrar.
ian struggle in Ireland a few words are
necessary in order to the better under-

A few centuries ago confiscation, alias

ing & promise of concession, aided by the
government commissioners, who main-
tained that their demands were moder-
ate and reasonable, The bargain was
about to be closed when Smith.Barry, in
the interests of the

“EVICTION SYNDICATE,”
stepped in and declared that Mr, Pon.
sonby should give no quarter, but exter-
minate and banish the already famish-
ing victims from their own homes, Tip
genry, as | have said, stands on ground

elonging to Smith-Barry, and its citi-
zens at once recognized the fact (hat by
paying rent to such a monster they
were only assisving in exterminating
their poorer and less fortunate brethren
on the Ponsonby estate. The town’s
people appointed & deputation to wait
on Smith.Barry in London and show him
their views on the matter, requesting
him to withdraw from the *Kviction
Syndicate” and allow the Ponsonby
tenants to benefit by the good-will of
their landlord,

Tae result of this interview can be
easily understood by quoting Smith.
Barry’s own words to the deputation ;
“I would see them all hanged firat,”
These worde, uttered by the essence of
British aristooracy, supported in the
background by one of the five great
military powers of Europe, must be met

face to face and combatted by an unm.
armed and helpless community, Oer.
tainly Bmith.Barry had forgotten the
words of General Gough, Lord of India,
who, after years' experience of the in-
dividusl valor displsyed by the sons of
Tipperary during the East Indian
mmln? declared, “Give me twenty thou.
sand Tipperary volunteers and I will
bave spirit enough to conquer the
world,”  But now these same people
were called on by the savsge words of
their own lord—words which sounded
in their ears as once rang the historie
sentence, “Eat grass, for my horse eats
it.” Immediately the citisens of Tip-
perary came to a resolve,
THE EXTRAORDINARY RESOLUTION

of abandoning their own town, in which
they had sunk six millions of dollars,
where everything save the earth was
theirs, Oordons of police and battalions
of soldiers were at once poured into the
town by the humane government to aid
Smith-Barry in evicting from homes
which they spurned to hold, as they saw
that by paying ground rent they sup-
plied a fund for the destruction of a poor
and helpless neighbor. The legal farce of
eviction had scarcely begun, the first citi.

It is etated en most positive and in-
dubitable authcrity that during the
recent pilgrimages to the ehrine of St.
Anne of Besupre a large number of won-
derful cures have been eftected through
direct appeal to the interceseion of the
saint, It 1s pot this year that for the
first time such events have cccurred at
the same shrine, and many of them have,
year after year, been recorded in our
coluraus,

From the facts of this kind which have
recently occurred,the Toronto Mail takes
occasion {0 deliver an ulterance on ¢ the
Good Ste, Anne,” which is replete with
its usual flippancy and disrespect for all
Christiznity, though, of course, it takes
an occurrence within the Catholic
Church for its text,

Two miracles which aro stated to have
occurred are mada the gpecial subject
for comment, Simon Gadons, of St,
Cyprien, Napierville, aged fifty, bad been
for four years attended by six doctors,
who could do notking to relieve him
from a violent disease which caused in-
tense suffering ; and, at the time of the
recent great pilgrimage from Montreal
to 8t, Aone’s shrine, he was at the point
of death. He joined the Mdntresl pil-
grimage st the suggestion of his cure, but
was 80 feeblo that he had to be carried
to the boat at Montreal, and from it at
Beaupre, While in the Church of Ste,
Anue, praying at the feet of the statue,
he regsined complete use of his limbs
and was able to walk without further
asgistance, and he continued thus till he
returned to Montreal, deolaring during
the voyage that he had lost all pain and
that he was completely restored to
health, in which condition he still re-
mains, according to the latest accounts,

The other case is that of a sufterer
named Anna Parent, who for three years
could take no nourishment excepta very
small quantity of beef tea, She, also,
while before Ste. Aune’s statue, was com -
pletely restored, and is now strong and
healthy,

These are but samples of cures which
have been occurring annually at the
same shiine for nearly two centuries,
and the number of votive offerings left
by devout pilgrims in the church in
thacksgiving for similar favors received
is innumerable, attesting many cures stili
more remarkable,

The Mail exhibits a most woful ignor.
ance of Catholic doctrine and Christian
santiment in its remarks upon these
two cases, It eays:

“But the belief in the polency of
Ste. Anve, while not entertained by
Protestanis, is not even universally
acknowledged by Roman Catholics,
Were tho healing power of the eaint,
or rather of the relics which represent
her, admitted on all hands we may be
sure the crippled, the blind, and the
sick in the Lower Province would not
long remain in their distressing condi.
tion, The movements of the sufferers

would be towards Ste. Avne of Beaupre
rather than towards the doctors and the
hospitals,”

The Catholic Church doe2a not teach
at all that there is any healing power
either at the shrine of St», Aune or at
auy of the other famous shrines at which,
undoubtedly, thousands of miraculous
cures are daily taking place. We believe
that “thoe hand of God is not shortened
that it cannolb save, neither is His ear
heavy that it cannot hear.” (I:aias
lix, 1)

Hence we are convinced that God
may, when, and in what manner it
pleazes Him, exhibit His Omnipotence,

Whether He has doze &0 or not in the
cased of Slmon Gadona and Apna Parent
1s no matter of falth with us, nor wonld
it ever bo unless pronounced upon by the
Head of the Church by a soleran dogumatl-
cal deczee, which Is by no means likely
ever to be lssued, and wkhich certainly will
not be iseued unless, after mature examin-
atlon and dellberation, the clrcumstances
show to demonstration thal the power of
God has been exerted, Tho same is to bo
said of the muititudes of miracles which
have been wronght at other sacred shrines
throughcut the world.

Nevertheless, facts of this kind may be
ai certain 88 other ordlnary facta when

we cannot ssy positively that the two
cares alleged to bave been wrought on
this occasion are really miracler, we think
that the evidence to them is such as to
juatify that they be so regarded, snd to
sbow the truth of the statement of a Cath.
olle journsl, smeerivgly quoted by the
Mail, that “the gond Bte. Aune manifests
her mercy to us more and more.”

There is, however, no Divine revelation
that every one who approaches the holy
shrine shall be cured of all maladies.
Hence those who go do s0 In the hope that
God in His mercy will vouchsafe in thelr
cases to Interpose in reward of thelr strong
falth and plety ; and, undoubtedly, they
are frequently thus rewarded, It will be
understood from this that by no means
does the Church recommend Catholle
people to abaudon the ordinary methods
of cure, so that there s mot the least
prospect that, as the Mail suggests ought
to be done if such cures have really
occurred, “ the movements of sufferers be
towards Ste, Aone de Beaupre rather than
towards the doctors and the hospitals,”

It will be scen from this that tha Mail
fs altogether amstray In comparing the
devout Catholics who make thelr vialts
piously to St. Anne’s thrine with those
Protestants who bave adopted the * falth.
beallng ” superstition, wkich fs really
a movement from the doctor’s hospitals
to the impostors who pretend to bave
from God s universal hesling power of
falth, The Mail says :

“ Protestauts themselves are not alto.
gether free from bellef in the miraculous.
We have In cur falth bealing doctrine
preclsely the esme idea as that which
prevalls ae regards the good Ste, Anne to
the esst of ue, Ihe only dlfference
bstween the Protestant miracle and the
Cathollc mlrscle s that {a tha former case
falth 1s exerclsed with the ald of a
rellc or statue which can be ecen and
feit, wherens, in the latter, no external
asslstarce to bellef 4s provided,”

To eay no'hing of the incomprehen.-
sible mixing of the words former and
latter, we have shown one grest difter-
ence between the two cases, There is
aleo a difference between the interces-
sory power of an undoubted saint ¢f God
and the imgostors who have constituted
themeelves “ Faithhealers.” This dif-
ference is manifest in the scandalous
mauner in which the faith.healers have
slready cuueed many dreadful deaths by
their keeping away the phyeicians from
sufferers, whereas the holy shrine of Ste,
Arne has been powerful only for good,

The Mail then goes through a species
of reasoning to show that miraculous
cures are all explicable by some imagin-
ary nervous “influence of the mind over
the body,” for, “most people believe
there is no such (divine) interference,’”
We have said already that in the two
cases in point we do not undertake to
decide whether there has really been a
miracle, To do this belongs to the
proper ecclesiastical authority, after
serious examination into all the details
of the case ; but we protest, in the name
of Christianity, against this flippant way
of dealing with all miracler. If such
reasoning were correct the Sacred Scrip.
tures, in which miracles resembling
those which have occurred frequently
at Ste. Anne and meny other Cathbolic
shrines, occupy s0 prominent a part,
would become a mere romance,

Chrlst foretold that miracles would
continae to be wrought in Hls Chureh,
and He mede no restilction as to time :
“And these signs ehall follow them that
believe : in My neme they shall shall cast
out devils ; they ehall speak with new
tongues ; they shall take up serpents, etc ;
they shall lay thelr tands upon the sick
and they shall recover.” (St Mark xvi.;
17, 18)

In other passages these promises are re-
peated, and even we read in the Acts of
the Apostles that handkerchiefs and other
artlcles which bad touched the bedies of
the Apostles produced, by Divine power,
these miraculous effects. It 1s, therefore,
qulte In accordance with Christian faith
that euch effects should follow at the
shrine of Ste. Annme. But we are also
waraed agalnst credulity in belleving the
lylcg tigne and wonders which will be
wrought by Impostors and falee propheta,
(St. Matt, xxiv,, 24: St, Mark xiil ) 22
Thus we are guarded from the groes
saperstitlons which have had thousands of
followers from among Protestants In ovr
own day, euch as Mormonlsm, Spiritism
and Falth Carism,

We never coneldercd
tkat our children were to remain outide,
subjected to all the Inclemencles of the
weather, till the plous teacher had con-
cluded bis religlous exerclses, Surely no
Iaw would be framed in this enlightened
ege 80 cruel and so Inbuman, Cathollcs
cannot and will not submit to this injue.
tice. If there be any ambiguity in the
wording of thls Act it should be msde
plain at once. Justice to us in this
matter means no irjustice or inecnven!.
ence to others,

LOUISIANA STATE LOTTERY.

It may beconsldercd that the Loulstana
Lottery Bill bas practically passed thke
Leglslature of that State, notwithstand!ng
that 1t has been vetoed by the Governor
of the State, It was passad {n the House
of Representatives by a two.thirds msjor-
ity, and it will moet probably be re-en-
doreed by the requlsite two-thirds major-
ity, which will make it the law of the
State In spite of the Governor’s veto,

This Act ecntalns the strange provislon
that 1t is first to be cubmitted to the white
vote of the State, and, !f approved, to be
agein submitted to the entire electorate,
white and black, It renews the charter
of the Lottery company for twenty five
years, beginnlng with 1892, when the pre-
sant charter expires, In that year the
ccmpany will have been in ex'stence
twenty five years, during which time it
pald into the treasury cf the State $40,-
000 snnually, When the perfod allotted
to the charter was approaching its termin-
ation the company used all the irfluence
1t could exert upon members of the Legis.
lature to secure a renewal, but it was for.
seen from an early date that a much larger
sum than it had been paylrg wonld be
reqnired to be payed !nto‘the coffers of
the State to induce the Legislature to
renew the company’s charter, h

Like the other Southern States, Loulalana
suffered dreadfully by the clvil war, from
the effscts of which it has not yet re-
covered, and the annual payment of a
large sum of money was a great tempta-
tion to lay before the Leglslature of a
State so sltuated,

Recently, the Lottery Company ¢ flared
$100,000 to the Governor towards the
bulldieg and repairing of the levees of
the Missleelppi, The Governor, rightly
regarding this as a bribe to the Legls!ature
to grant the charter, rejected the offer.
In the meantime there were two partles,
some belng opposed to the lottery on
consclentious grounde, cthers favoring it
on the ground that it could be mede the
source of & large revenue which would be
collected wlithout trouble or expense,
The pro-lottery party, however, largely
preponderated.

For the renewal of the charter the
company at first offered $250,000, then
$500,000 annually, This indicated the
huge profit which la derlved from the
operatlon of the lottery, and the fear lest
the charter wonld not be renewed induced
the company to offer at last §1,000,000
per annum,

At this stege 1t 1s eald that an English
ryndicate made a bid of $1,500,000 for
the privilege of operating the lottery,
and as the Senate ralsed some difficulties,
the present company ralsed its offer to
$1,250,006 to be paid annually to the
Treasury 1f the charter were granted,
aud it ls In this shape that the Blll Las
paseed the Leg'slature. It was to be ex-
pected that a home company could be
preferred to one composed of foreigners,
This short history of the struggle now
golng on will glve our readers some idea of
the immense profits which gullible people
in all parts of this continent are paylng
every month to enrlch the capitalizts who
control the concern. It will not be supe
posed that the amount which 1s to be
pald into the ccffers of the State repre-
sents the entire surplus after the prizes
acd expenees have boen pald; for the
company are certaluly working the affair
for thelr own sggrandizement, It {s true
that a few persons gain largs prizes every
month when the drawnirgs take plage,
but these are necessarily very few In num.
ber ; for the company cannot sfford to
set aslde for pr'zis more than a small
precentage of the money received, We
are informed that about 30 per cent, of tte
receipts are set aside for the prizes,
This gives 70 cents on every dollar for
the enrichment of the company, after
they have paid their expenses, and tke

orising them to feed upon the publie,
It is evident to all that the vast masjority
of those who purchase tickets month
after month must receive no return
whatsoever, Even if the drawings were
conducted with perfect fairness, in sc-
cordance with the professions of the
committee, it would still be true that
all who purchase tickets put the greater
peart of their money into the pockets of
the managers of the conoern, with the
hope of getting back a part of their own
money, and of that of thousands of others
who have been equally foolish with
themselves, Allowing that 30 per cent,
is given in prizzs, and that the lottery is
fairly conducted, the mathematical value
of the expectation of the purchaser of a
§C ticket is just $1,50,

But there fs grave reason to belleve
that this Lottery s not falrly conducted,
It has been over and over agaln asserted
by a Philadelphia paper of extensive izfla.
ence that the proprietor bas in his posses-
slon most positive proofs that prizes have
been o allotted to localltles as to fulfil
the purpotes of an advertisement, and to
sccure an increase of the sale of tickets
in those localitles, If these charges be
corrcet, and we belfeve them to be 80,
the whole thing is & gigantlc fraud, and
this {s what the proprietor of the psper
In question calls ft,

The ixfluence of this lottery s In itself
demoraliz'ng. It induces those who spec-
ulate in it to look rather to the losses of
others than to honest Industry as 8 means
of becoming suddenly wealthy,

We learn that there are many of our
Canadian young men who futerest them-
selves every month in the sale ¢f Louls.
fana State Lottery tickete, ard who Invest
conelderable sums theveln themselves:
Oar earnest edvice to them Iz to have
vothlug more to do with the unclean thing.

We do not at all put nto the same
category with the Louislana Lottery those
lotterles or prize drawlogs which are from
time to time Inetituted in aid of charit.
able or religlous objects, Those purchas
lag ticketa for these purposes know that
they are aesisting a good work, acd this is
thelr object in making the purchase, This
{s a laudable objest, but there Is nothing
to be sald In favar of a lottery which, like
the Louisina Lottery, enriches a few
capliallats at the expense of the general
public,

THE DUAL LANGUAGE QUES-
TION.

Me. Oralg, ex member of the Loglalature
for Dutham East, who in 1859 introduced
into the Local House the measure for the-
abolition of French teaching to French.
Canadlan children In Oatario schools, 1s
not the originator of the ides that bat one
language should exist in the country in
order to ensure its prosperty, Much lees
{s Mr. Dalton McCarthy, who wishes to ex-
tend the same principle to the whole
Dominion of Canada, and to abollsh the
use of French in Parllament and the
Courts, and finally in ordinary speech,

For some yeas the Boer Ropublic hes
been worked on this principle, which was
established there by Paul Kroger, the first
President, He Inslata that all voters shall
be bourd by oath to maintaln Datch as
the wsole cfficlal langusge, and all the
buslness of the Courts is trancacted in
Dutch. The laogusge of the schools is
aleo Datch, and Eaglish is not allowed to
be taught, except ro far as is absolutely
necessary, 8o that Datch may finally pre.
dominate,

It 1s not the French who are injured by
thie churlizh policy, but the English whore
Interests In Canada are the special care of
the gentlemen with the so decidedly
Anglo-Saxon names, Dalton McCarthy and
Henry O'Brlen,

The Eoglish people of the Boer Re.
publie, however, are not #f tha oplnion of
these Canadlan Anglo.Saxons by excel-
lence, that the prosperlty of the country
depends altogether upon its homogeneity
in race and lsngusge, and they declare
that they have a natural right to teach
thelr children their native tongue, mot
merely as a stepping stone to the learning
of Datch, but becauze it is their language,
and, moreover, a language worth know-
ing.

The arguments of Paul Kruger and his
party In favor of thelr vlew are wonder-
fully similar to the contentlon of the
Equal Righters here, 30 much so that we
have grave reason to suspect that the prom-
inent Equal Righters have been purlolning
them from the Transavaal. Paul tells them
that they are the conquered race, and that
they muat submit to the will of the victors.
Paul has taken care that the ballot (if the
Boers use the ballot) sball bear him
out In his policy; bat ha does not
hesitate to say that the bullet will supple.
ment the ballot of the sufferers do mot
ablde by hls declslon, All this reminds
ue very strongly of language used just
twelve months ago by a fiery would-be
polltical leader who haa eince been burled
under an atalanche of ballots, cast by
those who are apparently not in dread of
his bullet-headed threatenings, We won.

THE TWELFTH,

On Saturday lsst the Orangemen of
Ontario beld their two hundreth anni-
vereary celebration of the Battle of the
Boyne, Very fortunately it paesed off
quietly, that is to say, without bloodshed
or without provoking, although decidedly
calculated to provoke, a breach of the
peace. We would not be willing to go
quite 8o far as to eay that such uncalled-
for and senseless celebrations are exactly
intended to provoke ciyil strife or to
kindle the fires of a religious war, Time
was, and at ro very distant period, when,
whether meant or not to insult and
harrew the most *sacred feelings, and
thus challenge opposition and resistance,
the 12th July celebration invariably pro.
duced the most deplorable results, No
doubt the friends avd adepts of the
objectionable order will tell us that no
harm or incult is intended, They assure
us that they ara the advocates of
civil and religious liberty, and that
they assemble in their hundreds (nd
march in procession with no other
object in view than that of enjoying a
quiet holiday, of expressing their loyalty
0 the Queen in their own way and
dricking to the picus and immortal
memory of Kirg William III, But
history proves the utter hollownees of
all these assurances, and stubborn facts
stand in the way of any credit or reliance
beipg efforded to such hollow profes.
sions, The very celebration itself is an
insult and a source of provocation and
anncyance to a very large portion of the
community, Where, then, is the civil
or religious liberty? Where freedom
reigne every man ought to enjoy the
luxury of sitting down peacefully under
his own vine and figtree, or, at least, at
the porch of his own household, This
Utopian state of a quiet rest after Iabor
is not granted in a country where men
fancy themseives at liberiy and use the
liberty of ineult and provocation of the
most harrowing nature, There is no
freedom in a state where peoples’ most
sacred convictions may be outraged with
impunity, There is no real perfect
peace and content where the memory
of civil strife is perpetuated and the
triumph of the victorious party shouted
in tones of derision, and, year after year,
youare told in blatant oratory and discor
dant music that you have been badly
thrashed, and that when the opportun.
ity cffers you will not only be thrashed
again but that you will be utterly wiped
out of existence,

The speeches delivered here in Lon-
don on last Saturday were not, by any
means, of a peaceful or conciliatory
character, The chairman, Past Master
Fitzgerald, said, “that two hundred
years ago liberty gained a victory over
superstition,” and that, *if success had
not crowned their arms at the Battle of
the Boyne, Protestantiem would not be
where it was to day and Catholics would
not erjoy the liberty they do.” The
Catholic religion, which is the mother
and mistress of all forms of Christian
worship, the most august and potential
influence for good n the whole world, is
designated by Mr. Fitzgerald as nothing
better than “superstition,” What lib-
erty the Battle of the Boyne obtained
for Catholics may be summed up in the
records of two hundred years of the
most galling persecution, equalled orly
by the tortures and wholesale butcheries
of Christians under Nero and Domitian,
It is true, liberty of conecience and
freedom of Catholic worship were
guaranteed by solemn treaty after the
memorable siege of Limerick, but the
ink had ecarcely time to dry on the regal
parchment when the sworn treaty was
most flagrantly and most brutally violated.
Oa the Sunday followlng the signing of
the treaty Rov. Dr, Dopplng declared in a
sermon delivered at Christ Church, Dut-
lln, “that no faith should be kept with
Paplsts.”

Such was the nature of the Illberty
obtalned for Catholics on the banks of the
Boyne, 1690, Until the year of emancl-
pation, 1529, vo Cathelic could be 8 mem-
ber of Parliament ; no Cathollc had a vote
in his own country ; Catholic worship was
forbidden under the severest palns and
penalties ; schools were forbidden them ;
and such indignities heaped on the people
as were calenlatad to rob them of every
westige of manhood.

Dr, Oronhyateka, a Mobawk chief, was

the mext speaker, The Doctor has suce
ceoded In establishiog the princlples of
Orangelsm smong the dueky tribes of his
natlve Munceytown, in the towneblp of
Delaware, They assembled in large num.
bers in London on the 12th, and, with their
painted faces and war-whoops and feathers,
were quite conspicuons,

We slways understood that Orapge.
ism was established with a view to up:
hold Protestant ascendancy in Ireland,
The Orange osth includes loyalty to the
Queen, but conditionally oa her remain.
ing a Protestant and upholding Protes-
tant ascendancy in Ireland, Were our
present gracious eovereign to feel in her
conecience that she ought to embrace
the faith of King Edward the Confessor,
and let Protestantism in Ireland stand
on its own bottom, then every Orange-
man, from Hit him.on.the.Back, the
Indian chief, down to W, W, Fitzgerald,
late of Lsmbtor, would be relieved of
his oath of allegiance, and the threat of
Rev Dr, Wilson and of Mr, J. ohnsion, of
Ballykilbeg, might be put into execu.
tion, viz: “That they would line the
ditches with rifles, from Derry to Belfast,
and kick the Queen’s crown into the
Boyne,”

With all his early training and in.
stincts, Dr, Oronhyateka was more
humane than the past grand master.
He denied what the latter ssid about
celebrating a “ victory over superstition,”
and maintained “that they were cele.
brating not the triumph of Protestants
over Catholice, but the triumph of Protes.
tant principles.”

Mayor Teylor bid a kearty welcome to
the brethren from the neigbboring
villages—not forgetting the Indians—
and “ wanted them to let each govern.
ment know that they could not give
everything to the French and the Cath.
olics.” Mayor Tayler has a heppy
faculty of making speeches concerning
questions about which he knows nothing
whatever, If some one acked him to
make good this assertion probably he
would reply “To hell with the Pope.”

Mayor Larke contrasted the charac.
ters of King James ard King William,
So did Sir John Hamilton on the day
after the Bittle of the Boyne, saying,
‘“change generals and we will fight this
baitle over again,” But not in respect
of generalship did Mayor Larke contrast
those two princes, but he said : “ King
James was thoroughly honest in bis
Catholic religion, and this was about the
only virtue he possessed, He was very
different from King William, who,
when he gave his hand to a law, stood
by it, and was faithful in every
respect.” King William did the
very opposite to this when he
allowed the Treaty of Limerick
to be violated and the seal of England,
red with Ireland's best blood, to be
most shamefully broken in the renewai
of all the horrors of a most bloody perse.

Exmanuel Thomas Essery, the little

Buftalo Bill of our mass meetings, pro-
phefied that in ten years Separate
schools would be wiped out if Protest-
ants stood shoulder to shoulder, Em.
manuel was, as is customary, very
abucive, He takes delight at all times
in makipg uncharitable references to per.
sons very far above him in every aspect
of life,
The whole gist of the speeches went
to prove the hollowness of the Urange
profeesions of civil and religious liberty,
Such professions are of a character with
the lip loyalty proclaimed by every
speaker on such occasions,

It is very evident that if the * school
master” is not driven away and com-
pelled “to live abroad,” as occurred for
centuries in Ireland, it is not the fault of
Orangemen, It must certainly be ad.
mitted that the Orangemen of the pre.
sent century are fully a match for the
treaty violators and political perjurers
of King William’s time. Thank God
Orangeistm does not permeate to any
alarming extent the bulk of the solid
yeomanry of Ontario. When the day of

PROTBSTANT PROTEST AGAINST
COKRCION,

A striking and sensational protest
against Coercion is reported from a dig-
trict of County Cork, Ireland, Father
Jeremiah Crowley, nssistant priest of
Goleen (Cork Couuty), has been “ tried »
by the notorious Castle removable, Cacil
Roche, and, as a matter of courge, con -
victed and erentenced to imprisonment,
His cftence Las stereotyped one of * in.

Cardinals Manning, Gibbons,
and Archbishop Walsh, of Dublin, have
labored so zeslouely and effectively in
harmon!z!ng permanently the relations of
the working people in thelr several jurls-
dictions, and thelr noble exsmple bas
exerted a great and most benefistal infla-
encs in every civilized country in the
world, and advanced the cauee of Chris
tianity and religion by illustrating the
tender solicltude of God’s Church for the
spiritual and temporal welfare of man.

A SURPRISING BOOK.

—
AT THE MERCY OF TIBERIUS, By Ava-
USTA EVANS WiILsON, 12 mo, pp. 616,
G. W. Dillingham,

There bave been persons cynical
enough to make fun of the literary style
of the gifted author of * St, Kimo™ and
other epochal works, But surely that
is not at all a proper frame of mind in
which to contemplate the remarkable
creations of this lady. It is true that
the world in which she moves is one
from which the rest of us are excluded ;
the atmosphere of which perhaps we
could not breathe : the denizens of which
we fail to recognize as being kin to our
common humanity, But is it not cause
for humble thankfulness that we have
smong us an  author capable,
even at twelve year intervals, of
lifting us far ‘above the cark.
Ing cares of this sordid ephere,
and bathing our spirits, 80 to epeak, in
the refined and refining medium through
which her own floats eo buoyantly 1
May we not say of her also, as was
observed of Egypt’s dusky Queen, that
‘“age cannot wither her, nor custom
stale her infinite variety!” After a
silence of tweive years she reappears
with a novel, the very title of which must
cause a flutter of joyous expectation,
* At the Mercy of Tiberius” is its name,
and it puts the reader at the mercy of
Tiberius through more than six hundred
thrilling and upliftiog pages.

No sobering change has come upon
the great style of the author of St, Elmo,
She is as true to her encyclopedia as
the needle to the pole. The noble
Johnsonese of her vocabulary pervades
description and dialogue as of yore,
The talk that never was on land or sea
still flows from the lips of such heroes
and heroires as only this classical in.
tellect could have conceived, In the
new novel there is a hercine named
Beryl : a rare and radiant maiden with a
* calm, pale, sibylline face” and figure
and features “moulded upon & scale
almost heroic.” Moreover, this statu
esque creature is singled out from all
the rest of her race by the remarkable
fact that ‘ nature had testowed upon
her firm white flesh a gleaming smooth.-
nees, suggestive of fine-grained marble
highly polished.,” To fix the identity of
Beryl it is added that she was of the
kind “whose archetype Beleda read
runic rhymes to the Bructeri in the
twilight of history.” After that of
course everybody knows exactly what
she was like. As to the hero, Lennox
Dunbar, he is a fac simile of ¢the
Chiaramonte Tiberius,” and it is Beryl
who is ‘“at his mercy” in one way or
another eil through the story. Aud
such a story as it is! Imagine a sub-
structure of criminal and detective
business, of circumstantial evidence
bringing shame and punishment upon
the innocent; but all this taken quite
out of the order of everyday happenings
by the genius of an author to whom
nothing is commonplace,

It is with something of the delighted
surprise & sudden peep into Fairyland
might be supposed to bring that we
enter this enchanted domain, in which
mallard ducks become *feathered
nomads ;" cow-bells sound ¢“a nocturne
of rest tor the closing day ;" a murder
plunges a community into* a fisrce
seething whirpool of corflicting pas
sons,” and Southern reconstruction (men-
tion of which always peculiarly excites
the intellectual secretions of this author)
appears under the most bewildering
Protean figures, as* the fabled Ragnarok
of the Sagas,” as * Pandora,” as “a
financial and social chaos,” as ““a mael-
strom,” and also as “‘a ghastly sun,”
How can one fail to draw inspiration
from a writer so fecund of imagination
that she cannou even say that a girl and
a policeman held their tongues without
remarking that they were *as silent as
two mummies in the crypts of Karnac 1"
And how can there be any common-
place in the observations of a writer
capable of eaying “the rosy glamor of
happy anticipation conquers even the
discomfort of a freight caboose?” It is
this persistent and courageous gilding of
our petty lives which is the distinguish
ing characteristic of Mrs, Wilson—more
widely known, let us be permitted to
add, as Augusta Evans. It is the luxur
iant optimizm, the lexicographic opul-
ence of her expression, which takes so
strong & hold upon the reader. Who
but she would thus have described a
young lady’s state of mind: *Appar
enly the sun of prosperity burned in the
zenith and gilded her path with happi-
ness, but analyzed by the prism of her
consciousness the brightness faded, the
color paled, and grim menace croased
all like the dark lines of Fraunhofer,”
There is & gem now—* the dark lines of
Fraunhofer,” How subtly and delicately
it indicates her acquaintance with spec
trum analysis, and with what art is the
scientific allusion idealizad .

But the story is choke-full of writing
just as fine as the above. The author is
never at a loss, never loses the high key,
never descends to the vulgarity of real.
ism. All her people, men and women
alike, fill their conversation with learned
metaphors, All of them, like one who
frankly makes the admission, have
' pored over Thucydides, Plutarch, Rollin
and Grote,” All of them can talk about
the Dionyeac Mysteries and * the stream
of Aryan migration.” When a lawyer has
to address a Southern country jury, he
compliments their erudition by remind.
ing them of the maxims which “glow in
immortal lustre on the pages of the
* Mechilta’ of the Talmud,” He would
not think of condescending so low as to
cite “Greenleaf on Evidence,” or any-
thing of that common sort. When he
has done with the criminal practice of
the ancient Hebrews he paralyzes the
jury with a citation from the proceed.
ings of the Council of Ten, Not to be
outdone, the opposing lawyer tells the
jury that the theory of the defence is
# beausiful and sparkling as tho frail
glass of Murano, and equally as thin, ss
treacherously brittle,” Indeed, the
speeches of these two atlorneys are so
wonderful as to be alone worth the price
of the book, 7

Aund then the love-making, not very
warm, to be sure, because it is rather
difficult to maintain animal heat at

reat elevations; but such beautiful
anguage, such long words, such

elaborate sentences, such lofty senti.
wments, have been seldom seen since

bad they been adapted to the com-

rehension of everyday people,

ut what then? Canit be expected
tha Mrs. Wilson should level her
style down to the public? Oa the
contrary, is it not her misslon to raise the
public taste to the plane of her style?
There are, indeed, one or two points about
manners in her world which ralse a doubt
or a feeling of dissent, Her people have
voices which are liable to ' diein a quiver
ing gurgle” and that sound somewhat
uncanny. Her people's eyes too are glven
to *flashing” in & way too suggestive of
temper, Indeed there s a pervading
ebulllence about these characters which
does not seem conpatible with the repose
of Vere de Vere, Yet the book {s amaz
ingly written ; so ameaz!ngly that we wmay
say of the author, “ None but herself can
be her parallel.” It is true that a little
of this klud of fiction goes a long way,
and perhaps once in twelve years s quite
a8 often as the public ought to be placed
‘“at the mercy of Tiberlus.”—New York

THE OBLATE MISSIONS,

New York, July 9.— A young lady of
this clty is calling the attention of charit
able people to the distressful condition of a
poor Indlan misslonary of the North-West
Territory, Canada. He Is the Rav, M. J,
P, Paquette, O. M. I, and ls in charge of
Markeg Lake Reserve, A person, who a
short time sgo returned from a visit to
the mlsslonary, eays tbat the recollection
of the euffering seen there cauces Intense
palr, Pere Pequette hes bullt his own
church and house, and he takes entire
charge of sweeplng and cleaning both,
What little food he hae he himself cooks
He hag also established a little echool for
the Indlan children.

Pere Paquette’s flock 18 compozed of
perhaps the poorest Indlans in Canada,
They are pocr not becanse they will not
work, but owlng to the fact that It fe
almost impossible for them to get even
the most common necessaries of life,
They are clothed in rags, and their chil.
dren have scarcely suffictent to cover them,
The children attend echool regularly.
They are very willing to learn. It is
touching to see the girls of the class con-
etantly wrapped up, from hesd to foot, in
old blankets and shawls, They mnever in
school removae these, for they are the only
coverlpg that hide thelr nakedness, A
Protestant min'ster 18 located on the
reserva next to that of Pere Paquette.
Several times a year he recelves from his
friends cast off clothing and other presents
which he dietributes among his Iadlans.
This makes the Catholle Indians discon-
tented, and poor Pere Pequette has a hard
task to prevent his impoverlched flock
from desertiog the falth.

The children bave two school sessions of
two and s bhalf hours each. Father
Paquette teaches them thelr own language
and the French, The Government allows
them each two hard tacks for thelr dinner
aid glves Pere Paquette the privilege of
employing them for half an hour, weed
log, catting wood or other employment of
that character. When vllltlnf the sick
tha poor Father has to travel through
snow up to his waist with the thermom-
eter from thirty to forty degrees below
zsro. And the summer is not without ite
discomforts even in that high latitude.
The mosquitoes are simply unbearable,
although he wears a bat with a novel ad-
justment of his own Inventlon to protect
him againet them, It consists of & hoop
to which netting istacked, Thisis placed
on the rim of the hat, and the netting
hanging below s drawn around the neck
with a running string. Father Paquette
says he would like to build a little caapel
at Devil's Lake some seventy or elghty
miles from Lake, Maskeg. He could eay
Mass once In & while there, and prevent
the hardship of the long journeys for his
Indlane, He wishes some one wonld send
him a bell of about two hundred pounds.
The bell he has {s too small to be of any
use {n calllng his Indians to Masa.

The New York girl whom the recital of
these facts has ,deeply touched ls Miss
Mary Hugheon, of 309 East Eighty-eight
street. A few weeke sgo she set to work
collecting contributions for the miesion.
ary’s rellef. Thus far she has been falrly
successful. The other day she sent two
boxes of new and old clothing, weighing
500 pounds, to the misslonary. She has
already recelved donations of money, altar
materials, etc Miss Hughson would be
glad to have people of other clties interest
themselves in the case of Pere Paquette.

In order to make it easy for those who
desire to obtaln ald for the misslonary ehe
has had printed several hundred cards, on
which collectors can acknowledge dona
tlons, At the head of each card is this:
 Please buy a brick to build & charch in
honor of Our Lady of Perpetual Help for
the poor Indians at Devil’s Liake, Cauvada,”
A chapel bullt there will save the miesion-
ary many journeys through heat and
cold in administering to his flock. Ten
cents Is the price of the bricks, and on each
card of the purchase money of one hun-
dred bricks, ten dollars, can be recorded.
Pere Paquette will dally remember con-
tributore in his Mags, Those who wish to
secure cards to collect or subscrlba any
sum from ten cents to ten dollars shonld
write to Miss Mary Hagheon, 309 East
Elghty elght street, New York clty, She
will forward the collections to Pere
Paquette.

BISHOP SPALDING ON WOMEN'S
RIGHTS.

In his addrees to the faculty and
students of Notre Dame University,
Bishop Spalding, of Peoria, advocated
the right of women to larger opportuni.
ties in life, He said that women are
treated now very much as the Negro
slaves used to be—kindly in the msjority
of cases, but as though considered de
pendant and inferior, e demanded
higher education, and those technical
forme of it which fit one for a profession,
for the gentle eex,

Bishop Spalding has taken bold and
radical views on many open questions in
which diflerent opinions may exist be.
tween Catholics, with mutual toleration
and perfect good faith on all sides,

But it serms to us, after a careful
survey of the situation, that Bishop
Spalding expresses the epirit of Catho.
licity, That is, he applies to the con.
ditions of American life those same
principles that the Ohurch has for cen.
turies app.ied to the different conditions
of life in the Old World, .

For, when we look into history, we
find that almost the sole power exerted
for the elevation of women, in the social
scale, has been that of the Catholic
Church, In the ancient Pagan times,
and, even among the Jews, women were
distinctly subjected to man, not so
brutally among the Chosen People as
among the Gentiles, but bratally enough,
Toere was a reacon for this, The sin
committed by Eve had placed her sex
under a curse greater than that visited
upon the eex of the partner she tempted
to share in her iniquity, But the second
Eve, in the person of Our Blessed
Mother, who yielded herseif as the im-
maculate channel of the Hypostatic
Union, redeemed the earthly condition
of her sex, just as the Saviour redeemed
mankind for eternity. Everywhere that
the banners of Christ were triumphantly
planted, there also appeared the be.
nign countenance of the Virgin Mother,
the most perfect creature that ever
came from the hands of God,
without spot, or wrinkle or any other
hlemish, In the beautiful light reflected
fom her, all women dwelt as in an
aureoln ot glory. Tbe chivalry of the
Middle Ages was, perhaps, un exagger
ated expression of (his feeiing, and cer
tain 1t is that all the respeet now paid to
women is directly due to the cultus of the

Blessed Virgin in the Oatholic Church,

Then came the Renascent snd the
Reformation—the former a revereion to
pagan idess which looked upon womsn
a8 a plaything of lust, the latter a brutal
accentuation of those ideas by making
her in addition a beast of burden, as the
savages do, For it was the Catholic
doctrine of the Virgin Motber that the
self-styled * reformers ” chiefly attacked,
and they fearlessly practiced what they
preached, Thus, Dr. Martin Luther
allowed the Prince of Hesse to have two
wives at once, while the uxorious career
of King Henry VIIL is too well known
to be worth dwelling upon.

Although the revived psgan and the
new Protestant views of women have
obtained too large a hold in sll parts of
Oaristendom, we oan still trace the dif.
ferences in the two kinds of nations. In
France, Austris, Italy, 8pain and Portu-
gal, where Catholicity has force lt}ll asa
tradition over all, even though it may
not rule as a creed over some, women
are treated as fully the equals of men,
In Germsany, to & considerable extent,
they are literally regarded as beasts of
burden. O, tuke two countries right
alongeide of each other. In Ireland
women are regarded with a widely.
recognized respect, In England a man
regards it as hiz undisputed right to
maul his ¢ woman,” and when the wife-
beater is finea a few shillings he is apt to
think that he has been hardly dealt
with,

In America women have been treated
very much according 1o nationality Jinee,
with a tendency toward Catholic ideals,
born of the very greatness and extent of
the country, Yet in the frear and wider
ranges of thought of this New World,
women have developed other aspiratious,
Of course the destiny of the vast mejor-
ity is to be wives and mothers, But
there is an ever.increasing number who
desire to live an independent life, and
in® doing s0 have equal opportunities,
Therefore, while we are rather doubtful
about Bishop Spalding’s principle of
allowing them a modified suffrage—and
that in the interest of women themselves
—we can heartily coincide with him in
his advocacy of their admiseion to pro.
tessions still largely barred to them, As
physicians, for instance, they would

rove invaluable to their fellow.women,
GVhile we dissgree with him 28 to the
expediency of woman suffrage in the
main, we believe with Bishop Spalding
that the time has come to give women
larger opportunities, and we sball add
that in this he is but following the line
of the best Catholic traditions—N, Y.

CHURCH AND STATE.

RELATION OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH
TO THE AMERICAN REPUBLIC.

AN ABLE AND INTERESTING PAPER—THE
TWO REPUBLICS HAVE GROWN UP SIDE
BY SIDE—WASHINGTON'S RESPECT FOR
THE CHURCH—PAGAN VIRTUES INSUF.
FICIENT FOR US — THE CHURCH AND
PROBLEMS OF TO DAY,

The followlng abstract of a paper on
“The Oatholic Church aud the American
R:public,” which was read at a recent
meetlng of the Browneon Catholle Club
of Mioneapolls, Micn,, is published by
Clurch Progress :

One hundred years sgo there was
founded fn the western hemisphere, on
the shores of the Atlantlc, an infant Re-
public, christened the Ualted States of
Amerlcs, with the immortal George
Washlngton as its first President, With
an area more than three times as large as
all the most clvil!zod natlons of Europe
put togother, contalning more than half
of all the fresh water on the globe, with
agricultural recources sufficlent for sus.
talning one billlon inhabitante, and a
populaticn tkat has doubled ftself every
twenty-four years since 1685, could any
one doubt for a moment the fature great
vees of our country or its vast lzfluence
for good or for evil in shaping and con-
trolling the doctrines of the world ?

Had God avy great deslgns on America,
and would He protect it from the evlls
that had wrecked all the other great
nations of history in order that it might
fulfil its destiny 7 Let us see,

Wonderful to relate, only slx months
after the founding of the republic, one
hundred years sgo, there was founded
In the western hemiephere, on those same
Atlantic shores a spiritual republic called
the Catholic Church, with the illustrious
Jobn Oarroll as fts first Bihop, These
two republics had grown up slde by slde
and walked hand in hand for a hundred
years, and the marvellous growth of the
first was not more phenomenal than that
of the second, The enemies of

TH® SPIRITUAL REPUBLIC
declare that she was antagonistic to the
American republic; that the two could
not live in harmony together, and that
one or the other must succumb, Strange,
indeed, If this were true, that two such
vigorous antagonists had not long slnce
engsged in mortal combat! There was
no_foundation for the charge in history,

The speaker then reviewed rapldly the
history of Catholicity in America from
Columbus down to the late Oatholic con-
grees at Baltimore,

General Washington’s respect for the
Catholic Church was shown from bis re.
markable order as commander.ln-chief of
the army forbldding the burning of the
Pope in efligy at Boston, The establish.
Ing of the Cathollc bierarchy in the United
States on the “ recommendation ” of Dr,
Franklin, while acting as American minis-
ter at Parle, was shown by a reference to
hie private diary, The fandamental prin.
clples of the Declaration of Independence
had been taught for centurles by the
fathers of the Church, and our republican
form of Government bore a striking re.
semblance to certain features of the rule
of the Dominican Order, where could be
found the three great divisions of Govern-
ment Into the executlve, leglslative and
Jjudlcisl, the mutual independence of states
under one general Government, the cab
inet cilicers and the four years’ term of
office,

It was a fact, not generally known, that
a portion of the ground upon whioch the
capital at Washington now stands had
been donated for the purpose bv a dis-
tivguiched son of the Oetholic Church,

Churles Carroll of Carrollton. There are
therefore no antagomsm between the
Church and the republic,

On the contrary, it was clsimed by
THR FRIENDS OF CATHOLICITY

that as GGod created a new soul for every
human body born into the world, so in
like manner the American republic was
no eooner born from the womb of time
than He created a spiritual republic to be
its constant companion and safeguard if
it would proeper and endure, |

**The Fatherof his Country ” bad said
that ¢ virtue or morality is a necegsary
spring of popular government ;" that
“reason and experience both forbid us
to expect that national morality can rre
vail in exclusion of religious principle ;”
and tbat “ while just government pro.
tects all in their religious rights, true re.
ligion affords to government its gurest

lagport."

'he epeaker then entered into an
anaiytioal argument to show that every
virtue was produced by some religion ;
either by Paganism or Caristianity.
Pagan virtues were good to a certsin
point, but were insutticient to secure the
perpetuity of our republican form of gov-
ernment, as they had failed of old tosave
the most polished nations from becoming
corrupt and perishing miserably. The
man who had only the fear of earthly
punishment and bope of earthly rewsrd
10 impel him to perform his duty to the
State might often .fail, because these
motives might often be absent, On the
other hand, the man who was actuated
by supernatural Charistian motives—fear
of punishment hereafter and hope of
eternal reward—could never fail in his
duty from lack of motives, since these
were always present, Christianity
formed in & man a conscience that gave
him no rest till he had performed his
duly to his neighbor, to the state and to
God. It was impossible to be a good
Christian without being a good citizen,
Now

THE TIME WAS RAPIDLY APPROACHING
when the Catholic Church would stazd
“the sole surviving representative of
Chrletianity in this land, asshe wasalready
numerically, though not cfficlally, the
represcutative rellglon of America.”

What was ehe doing to meet the evils
and solve the problems that alresdy
threatened the stabillty of our country ?

Teke, for instance, tbe divorcs evil,
It was undermining the family and
therefore the republic, Where could
we lcok for a moral institution with
authority and discipline strong enough
to apply a heroic remedy if not to that
Church tkat had brooked the ire of a
Napoleon Bonaparte, in defence of the
marital rights of an untitled American
girl, firmly refusiog to annul the lawful
marriage between Miss Patterson and
the Emperor’s brother Jerome ?

Again our country was shaken to its
centre by the relentless conflict between
labor and capital. Who was to be the
peacemaker? Was it not sufficient
answer to point to the two most promi
nent figures in the settlement of labor
difficulties in Europe and America,
Cardinal Manning, the head of the Cath-
olic Church in England, and Cardmal
Gibbone, the head of the Catholic Church
in the United States ?

Senator Ingalls has recently declared
the negro question “ the most forraidable
and portentous problem ever submitted
to a free people for solution,” How was
the Church solvingit? By Christianizing
and civilizing these people as she had
Christianized and civilized every barhar-
ous people before them, Was it nota
fact

OF PROFOUND BIGNIFICANCE

that one of America’s richest helresses had
suddenly become filled with the apostolic
spirlt and betaken herself to a convent,
there to consecrate her life and her mil-
lions to the ealvation of the negro and the
Indian ? The problem which divine grace
and money combiued could not solve had
never yet been named !

No, the threatening dangers of pluto-
cracy, licentlousness and anarchy could
only be met by thet Caurch that offered
the unparalleled spectacle of whole com-
munitiea of men and women practisiog
the keroic virtues of poverty, chastliy and
obedlence.

to discuss political questions, end the
courts have always suetsined the police
sud the Goverument, when appealed to.
Yet we have it from the Home Secretary
that such conduct of the police and even
of the maglstracy is an outrage when per-
petrated in Eaglard, :

There are some who assert that now, at
least, owlng to recent legislation which
places the Land Courts within reach of the
Irish tenaptry, the grievances of the coun-
try have been substantlslly redresscd.
This 18 not the case, nor will it b the case
uotl Ircland bave the chance to redress
her own grievances, Thousands of tenants
who bave epplled to the courts bave hsd
their houses torn or battered down while
their cases have been under considerstion.
The courts have &0 much buelness cn
hand that they cannot attend to it even if
the judges wished to do s0., A ssmple
case {s given in the Irlsh joumsls which
has arleen on the property of Mr, Fin-
lay Chester, of Millgrange. A tenant
named Mrs, McGes applied in 1857
to the courts for a falr rent,
and offered to psy a bulk sum to enable
her to dproceed with the case, but this was
refured, and though ehe had improved
the property largely during her tenancy
to an amount far exceeding the value of
produce of the farm, an eviction decree
was granted agsinet her. In this particu
lar caze mercy was shown her on account
of her fraglle conditior, as ehe 1s nearly
ninety years of age, and the evictors did
not proceed to evictlon, but it {s justice
and not mercy that she looked for. There
are numerous tenants on the same pro-
perty in elmilar positions, In other cases
throughout the country it Is rare fndeed
to find conslderations of mercy prevail,

Mr. Labouchere, In Truth, advises all
Irlebmen between efxtecn end sixty to
protect themsclves agalnst the police
outrsges, which bave become so frequent
{n Ireland, by providing themselves with
the same weapon which the police use,
the baton, now that the universal cry of
Indignation caused by the ruthless mur-
ders at Michelstown and other places has
caused Mr. Balfour to withdrawn the rifle
a8 an instrument of sggression, Batone,
he says, could be sapplied by scme of Mr,
Joseph Chamberlain’s manufacturing con.
stituents at slx pence aplece. United
Ircland, however, thinks blackthorns to
be quite equal to batons, as they have so
proved themselves to be in eeveral skir-
mishes, 20 that Me, Chamberlain’s constl
tuents need not be troubled In the mat.
ter. Mr, Gladstone said not long ago at
Hawarden, amid the cheers of an English
audience:

‘' Why not use blackthorns against batons
if the people are iliegally esiailed by the
police 17~ United Ireland says of the
blackthorn, It is perfectly quietif not
provoked, and one can mnever tell the
moment it will come in handy as & peace-
maker,”

1t fs not to be supposed that the use of
these Instruments is suggested for cffon.
sive purposes. But police outrages have
become 8o intolerable that such is the
remedy which has been serfously proposed
against them,

Tae Salisbury Government must be
truly in a wretched plight when the
Times sa .8 of it :

* We should not be greatly concerned
either for the fate of Ministers who have
bungled their business, or for the politi-
cal fortunes of their followers and allies
who cannot make up their own minds,
if & great cause involving the honor and
the interests of the empire were not at

And again, more recently :

* The heart has been to a great extent
taken out of the Unionist majority by
recent blunders and miskaps,”

fellows, into the baven of everlasticg
calm. Not by brililant achlevements wiil
tials be effected, but by constant perform.
ance of those little dutles, which form the
tlesue of our llves, and which, small in
themselves, will be welcomed with kindly
hands by Him who looks deep down Into
the heart of man, As knights of old they
are entering the lists of the world, Bear-
ing as arme that charity * which droppeth
as the gentle rain from heaven ” to tem
per thelr brothers’ micery, and that nobil
ity of character which meaeures human
worth by virtue, and not by wesalth or
family poeition, they will do something
towards destroying that cancer of mater-
falism which la eatlng out the vitals of
our clvilizatlon. If, however, they with
to harvest the frults of thelr collegiate
trainlng, let them hold fast to thelr text-
bocks, All that a college can glve them
s & method, for, after study within the
hallowed precicets of an alma mater, they
are led to the temple of knowledge, but
it 1s only the after years of patient toil and
thought which will throw them open the
doors and unfold before thelr wondering
eyes the vast panorama of earthly tclence,
soothing their weary brain and uplifting
their hearts to Him from whom all sclence
emanates, Lot them, in secret, silent
labor, fashlon for themselves some ready
arms whereby they ,may protect them.
selves and vallantly combat the hydra-
headed monster of luet and Indifference.

AMoNG the many publications of the
year there 1s one entitled National Health—
s review of Sir Edwin Chadwlick’s work—
which, by virtue of Its suggestiveness and
originality, will rank bigh in the estima-
tion of educationists. The volume which
comes under our notlce treats of the
exercises of childbood and youth, Those
who belleve that callsthenics 1s the * El
Dorado ” of physical development will do
well to glve the writer a careful perusal,
Calisthenics, as carried on In most of our
schools, are llable to many defects and
abuses, One of the princlpal objections
to them ls that they are practiced indoors,
These glve a generous supply of muscle,
but the oxygen, which purifies the blood
and makes the whole system ring with
exultant health, cannot find its way Into
lunge permeated by the noisome odor of
s crowded echool-room. Agaln, all
legltimate exerclees converge to one com-
mon end—the attalnment of as perfect a
physical life as possible.  Calisthenlc
motlons bring certaln localized muscles
into actlon. The result is some parts of
the body are exceesively developed at the
expense of the others, and the child’s
growth and Increase are considerably re-
tarded. This has been so often verified
that meny countries — Belgium, for ex-
ample — have almost completely dis-
carded the use of artificlal systems of
bodl!ly exerclse.

IN THR Lyceum for July there are some
timely remarks upon intemaperance. The
writer considers the feequency of the vice
amonget the working classes, and attrib-
utes it largely to the want of sympathy
between the classes. The high-bred arls.
tocrat, Who oftimes descends from kinge
by the backdoor, looks with disdain upon
those who cannot exhibit a lackey or
quarter & coat of srme on a Broughsm
door.
