A GOOD CHARACTER.
BY R8V. O. O. HVBSTLS.

A good character is not talent, or re­
markable mental ability ; fsr some men 

; thus endowed by nature, are not in poe- 
session of a good character. Others, 
who have not been favored with special 
intellectual power, have acquired great 
excellence of character. Nor is it gen- 

j ins ; inventive thought, in literature, 
science and mechanics. The history o* 

; our nice furnishes many examples of 
1 persons possessing this rare quality of 
mind, while the leading features of the 

i moral character were far below the pro- 
l per standard. Mush of the genius and 
talent of our world has been premature­
ly buried in the swamps of sensuality 
and intemperance. Mere mental en­
dowments and acquisitions are not a 
safe breakwater against the inflowing 
tides of vice. Neither is a good charac­
ter reputation : the esteem and respect 
of our fellow men, though this is gener­
ally associated with it We may lose 
the reputation without being deprived 
of the desirable character. Colton, 
with great propriety, says, “ The two 
most precious things this side the grave 
are our reputation and oar life. But it 
is to be lamented that the most contemp­
tible whisper may deprive us of the one, 
and the weakest weapon of ths other. ”

As long as hypocrisy is a possibility 
among men, reputation may be baaed 
upon a false assumption. We may 
think too highly of others as well as of 
ourselves. Of late years, our Province, 
sa well as other places, has furnished too 
many sad illustrations of this possibil­
ity. Men high in social position, men­
tally well developed, encircled with 
worldly honours, enjoying the ooni- 
deuce of the public, professed Chris­
tiana, were yet for years deliberately 
embezzling the funds of others, entrust­
ed to them for safe keeping.

If then a good character be neither 
talent, genius, nor reputation, nor the 
combination of all three, what ia it ? 
We answer with all brevity, the moral 
inclination or purpose of the soul, the 
spiritual nature. According to this de­
finition, the elements of a good charac­
ter are found chiefly in man s moral na­
ture. But this is closely interwoven 
with the intellect ; we cannot sjieak of 
one without implying the existence and 
influence of the other. Character, then, 
is not a natural endowment, nor a pro 
vidential gift, but an acquired possess­
ion. We form it for ourselves. And we 
do it more by thought, than by either 
words or deeds. Through these, others 
learn our character. As a man 44 think- 
eth m his heart, so is he.” Right 
thoughts precede right actions It is 
“ out of the abundance of the heart the 
mouth speaketh." Character is a con­
scious possession, we know what we are.

I By divine arrangement, ability and 
opportunities to form good character are 
placed within the reach of every one. So

i that those who have it not, cannot just" 
ly blame God or his providence. Al-

1 though many influences, human and 
Divine, conspire to build up a man’s 
character, the superstructure rises not

its influence. If each thought l>e pure 
and right, the soul will be lovely? and 
will sparkle with happiness ; but if im­
pure and wrong, there will be deformity 
and wretchedness.

Character is a possession wofih acquir* 
ing. “ That character is power, is true 
in a much higher sense, than that know­
ledge is power.” Duke Chartres used 
to boast that no one could have less real 
regard for character than himself ; yet, 
he Would gladly give twenty thousand 
pounds for a good one, because he could 
immediately make double that sum by 
means if it. Franklin writes well on 
this subject: “ The most trifling actions 
that affect a man’s credit are to be re­
garded. The sound of your hammer at 
five in the morning or nine at night, 
heard by a creditor, makes him easy six 
months longer"; but if he sees you at a 
billiard table or hears your voice at a 
tavern, when you should be at work, he 
■ends for his money the next day.

A good character may 'be obtain­
ed, lost and regained while we live on 
earth, but not in the next state of being. 
This solemn thought should always in­
fluence our minds. In eternity this 
mental and moral possession will con­
tins* unchanged. “ He that is unjust 
let him be unjust still ; and he which is 
filthy let him be filthy still ; and he 
that is righteous let him be righteous 
still ; and he that is holy let him be holy 
stilL”

THE AGE OP LIGHTNESS.

A SECRET OF SUCCESS.
At the last meeting of the Metropoli­

tan Methodist Lay Mission, London, ths 
Lord Mfyor in the chair, The Rev. H. 
A ilSghes, M. A,, naked why it was the 
Methodists of London had never really 
supported the Metropolitan Methodiat 
Lay Mission ? He believed it was be­
cause the lay Methodists of London had 
never really believed in the need of 
systematic house-to-house visitation ; 
they seemed to consider that if they 
built a fine chapel, and obtained a popu­
lar preacher, and got the place filled, 
their duty was done. If it did not fill 
they complained of the people or the 
preacher, or wrote to the papers com­
plaining, attributing its non-success to 
the use of the Liturgy, or to having 
too many mutual improvement societies ; 
bat at his chapel at Barry-road they had 
both, and during the last month it pleas­
ed the Almighty to grant them a most 
biassed revival of religion. It had been 
his privilege to hold an eight days’ mis­
sion ; over four hundred persons entered 
the enquiry-room, of whom more than 
100 had been admitted to Society classes. 
Why had God given them this great 
result at Barry-rued, where ten years 
ago there was no Methodism of any 
kind ? He believed it was the result of 
systematic house-to-house visitation of 
all the people who lived in the neighbour­
hood. Five thousand houses were thus 
visited with the result he had stated. 
But in the British Army the captains 
led the men ; and so it must be in Me­
thodism if they were to succeed. He

Inspiration has put on record tliat in 
the last days men, though “ having a 
form of godliness, " will be “ lovers of 
pleasure more than lovers of God. " 
The present is peculiarly an age of light­
ness and trifling among professors of 
godliness. Some readers may remember 
the missionary meeting in Brooklyn. 
N. Y., wherein two noted ministers vied 
(or the mastery in clownishness ; and one 
enthusiastic partaker in the churchly 
nonsense styled it a “ pentecost feast of 
jollity. This expression is evidence of 
the irreverence which prevails, if it is 
not begotten, even in such assemblies.

Forty years ago platform jokes and 
public witticisms were confined to 
political or convivial assemblies. Now a 
speaker, to please, even though he oc­
cupies a pulpit, must tickle the ears of 
the giddy and the gay, or be counted a 
failure. The curse of intemperance is s 
subject of tufficient solemnity to cause 
groaning* rather than mirth, but a tem­
perance lecturer is expected to keep the 
house convulsed with laughter.

We attended a “ temperance ” meet­
ing not long since, wherein a man told 
a very silly story, not at all re­
lated to the subject of temperance, and 
he was not only uproariously applauded, 
but his ‘ • speech ” was commented upon 
as the “hit” of the evening. Froi^ 
such meetings the people retire in a 
state of mental and moral dissipation. 
If good impressions are made at all they 
are lost beneath an overflowing tide 
of folly.

Once we attended a Monday morning 
meeting of Methodist minister* in Bos­
ton. The subject for discussion was 
“Sanctification.” A score or more of 
Methodist ministers met to consider 
this subject, might be expected to pre­
sent a scene of more than ordinary 
gravity. But even there it took but a 
small matter to elate them even to loud 
laughter and clapping of hands. Many 
doctors of divinity, and mostly Presby­
terians also, we saw in the annual con­
vention of the National Association to 
procure the “religious amendment ” of 
the constitution ; and even here mirth 
seemed all-prevailing. Only two promi­
nent men of the large number there pre­
sent refrained from joining fn the noise 
of cheering and stamping.

The Presbyterian Northern Assembly 
has passed through its session in Madi­
son, Wisconsin. The first business set 
the D. D. ’• in a glee ; and a correspon­
dent to the t'hrutian at Work, reports ;
“ I never saw an assembly of any delib­
erative kind start off with so much good 
humor and merriment. ”

And so they go. The whole world, 
religious and secular, ia given to trifling, 
and ia growing wild with sensational 
excitements. A Baptist paper, some­
time since enquired, “ Where are we 
drifting ?” That well expresses the 
situation— ‘4 Drifting. ” Where will these 
things end ? “ From such turn away.”

The refeience is “to the manner in 
winch the Pharisees succeeded in hid­
ing their -real character ; so that, as 
men coming unawares upon an miap. 
parent grave were, according to Jewish 
notions, defiled ; so those who, not be­
ing acquainted with the real wickedness 
of the Pharisees, were drawn into an ac­
quaintance with them, found that 
which speedily seduced and eon upted 
them also."’ Let us learn bow abhor- 
reut to the pure eyes of him with 
whom we have to do, all hollowness, 
vain pretence and outside show are. 
Jj-t us be real, genuine, sincere, what­
ever else we may be. They Weie accus­
tomed to oppress and defraud the p > n, 
ano then to seek to make a'onemeut 
by au uH'ent.items display of almsgiv­
ings. So Jesus exhorts them to tin; 
practice of a true and pure believed- 
euce from such things us tin y pos 
gessed, and then with such a character 
they would not nerd to be so paiticuiar 
about mere c -rem mini purifications.

J/.—For Magnifying the Ceremonial to 
the Neglect of the Moral Law.

They carried tbe requirement of giv­
ing tithes out so literally as to til lie 
the small herbs which grow in tin ir 
gardens, while the law n ally applied 
only to the principal fruits of tin; 
earth. How they prided thorns*Ives 
on this is^seen lr .in the ptaycr of the 
Pliai isee m the Temple (chap. xvni. 
12) But, they neglected moral duties 
—*" judgment and the love of G d.” 
“Otth-se hallowed affections, which 
Constitute the very suostance and real­
ity of religion, the heart of a Pharisee 
was wholly destitute, aud the very lig- 
idness of iiis attention to t. iflirg mat­
ters in religion only served to turn his 
thoughts from its great and vital prin­
ciples.” Let us learn that no exact 
and minute attention to ceremonial 
observances and outward duties can 
take the place of right principles and 
right moral conduct. We must attend 
to our religions duties, but not to the 
neglect of moral obligations. Our 
Saviour shows that the two should go 
together.

Ill—For andAmbition After Fame 
Applause.

They aspired to sit in the highest 
places in the synagogues, and to be 
greeted by the profound obeisances of 
the populace in places of public resort. 
In tbe sermon on the Mount, Jesus 
allows that they carried the desire for i 
human applause t < such an extent as 
t<> perform their most sacred religions 
duties, publicly and ostentatiously 
(Matt. vi). How opposite to his own] 
meek and lowly character. Such prac­
tices are recorded for our instruction 
and warning. Let r.s seek in all things 
God’s favor rather than man's.

A TEMPERANCE STORY.
Governor St. John relates in one of 

his speeches the following incident :
“ A poor woman with a baby in her 

arms came to me with a petition for 
the paidun of her husband, who was 
sentenced to ten years in the peniten­
tiary for homicide. After examining 
her papers, be said to tbe woman,—* I 
am bound by my - fficial duty, and 
must not consult iny personal feelings.’ 
The poor woman, standing with the 
child in her arms, made the following 
plea : * Hear me, and I will tell you
tbe ti ne story. We were married sev­
en years ago.

By great ex­
ertion and self-denial we finally got 
our home paid for, and were h ippy and 
prospeiotis. In an evil hour tbe State 
licensed a saloon between our happy 
home and his works lop. He was soli­
cited to enter this saloon and weakly 
yielded. Hour after hour be spent 
there playing cards. One day be be­
come embroiled in a diunken quarrel, 
and, fired by dfiak, struck a mau and 
killed hnu. He wastiied and sent to 
the penitentiary for ten years. 1 bad 
nothing to live on; and by and by tbe 
sheriff turn-'d us out of our comf st­
able home into a rough shanty, neither 
lathed n r plastered. Tbe c dd wind 
came in through the walls and ceiling. 
My old-st boy took sick and died. 
Tiv-n little Tommy, my next, fell sick 
and died. N <w this babe in my arms 
is sick, and I have nowhere to take it. 
The State licensed that saloon ; the 
State murdered mv children ; and now, 
in God’s name, I want you to set my 
husband free.”

“ I said I would and 1 dul.”

This reproof was in reply to a law­

They are ever ingenious 
in inventing burdens for others, and 
equally so in inventing excuses for ex­
empting themselves. The annals of 
the priesthood of Rome are full of il­
lustrations of this.

V.—For Being Hindrances to Others.
In verse 52. he charges the lawyers 

particularly with this. They had taken 
away the key of knowledge—by their 
assumption of being the only author­
ized expounders of the Scriptures they 
had kept the people from examining 
them themselves ; and by their false 
"interpretations they were kept from 
entering into the kingdom of heaven 
themselves, and were the means of 
keeping others out. This was espec­
ially true in relation to thrir rejection 
of Christ, notwithstanding all the 
proofs that bad been furnished them 
of His Me>aiahship. And what an ex­
act parallel to it we have in the Church 
of R;me. In keeping the Scriptures 
from the people and giving them oniy 
the interpretations wbi;h tbe Church 
,puts upon thorn, they too have takeu 
away the key of knowledge.

VI.—For their Persecuting Spirit.

To utilize the feathers of docks, 
chickens and turkeys, generally thrown 
aside as refuse, trim the plume from 
the stump, inclose them in a light bag, 
rub the whole as if washing clothes, 
and yon will secure a perfectly uniform 
aud light down, excellent for quilting 
coverlets and other purp-.aes.

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HEVIVA L SERVICES- THE 
SEQUEL.

In many Provincial circuits special 
< eligious services have been held with 
<ood apparent results. However such 
efforts may be regarded from different 
standpoint* - and just now they are be- 
*ng widely discussed—the “circuit-rider" 
kinds in them almost the single opportu­
nity for gathering in the spiritual har- 
sests of the year. ’’ The pastor of a 
Muall charge, lying within narrow lim- 
et.i, may connect more frequent efforts, 
+jI a less iq-ecial character, with his com­
munion or other regular services, and 
thus attain the same end by more satis­
factory means. Even he, however, may 
sometimes find himself led out, in pros­
pect of an abundant harvest, into more 
prominent and long-continued action.

Few faithful pastors have reached the 
ond of such sendees without a con­
ed itisness of increased responsibility. If 
■h'1 possible effort has lieen made- and 
4M) minister should enter upon such 
work until he may be at liberty to con 
finite it to the end—then he may imi­
tate the disciples who returned to their 
Master, to tel) Him “ all things, both 
«hat they had done and wliat they had 
•-aught.” Yet even then, if he, through 
weariness or satisfaction, allow himself 
to settle down to the quietness of pas 
tural life, as measured by the low stand 
ard of to-day, grievous loss, not to be 
computed by the arithmetic of earth, 
snay be the sad consequence. The need 
of rest may be imperative ; change pf 
scene may even be necessary for a brief 
space. We have known a minister who 
several times sought relief from mental 
tension in long-continued services at the 
t>ench of a neighboring carpenter, 
whence he soon went back, leaving un­
finished work, to resume his pastoral 
labor with new interest. Recreation is 
often a necessity, but under ordinary 
circumstances, and wisely chosen, will 
not long delay a return to pastoral du­
ties. j?

Two classés demand special care at 
the close of revival services. However 
large the number “ received on trial,” 
even admitting that on the roll of names 
are those of some who may have been 
swept along by the mere tide of emotion, 
a pastor should look beyond that group. 
Not unfreqnently men who have thought 
deeply, and have waited for special ser­
vices, have kept in the background un­
til interested friends have ceased to 
hope for immediate decision. This was 
nearly the case with one of the best 
Christian laymen whom we have known. 
An earnest minister, with skill for revi­
val services, and penetration into diffi­
cult cases, watched and waited for him, 
and finally went down to his pew and 
led him up to a company of kneeling 
Keekers. Of the reality of the blessing 
there found the best subsequent proof 
lay in the fact that messengers from the 
sick and dying of other congregations 
often passed the homes of their own eld­
ers as they summoned him to the house 
of sorrow. Many years since a revival 
took place in a Provincial town. Sev­
eral young men, some of whom were af­
terwards in the ministry, were led into 
the Church, but none seemed so deeply 
devoted as a youth who came quietly in 
when the usual order of services had 
been resumed. Our recollections of ear­
ly Christian fellowship with him are yet 
s'Weet. Death early called him home, 
but he received the messengér with such 
calmness that the pastor who was near 
him remarked—“ It was not death ; it 
was a transition.” Let no pastor too 
readily say of those who have seemed to 
]>aas unmoved through some season of 
grace : “ They are joined to their idols, 
let them alone.” The Omniscient may 
arrive at this conclusion ; the mortal 
never should. Faith, patience and 
prayer may yet avail to lead them into 
the Church, aye, and to fill some honor­
ed position in the Master’s service.

Watchful elite, too, should be exer­
cised over those who in the ante-room 
may be awaiting the full recognition of 
their Church-membership. Occasion­
ally, strong, earnest characters, who 
liave only awaited some special period 
to declare themselves on the Lord’s 
side, enter the Church at revival sea­
sons and thenceforth run their race as 
giants, looking only unto Jesus. But 
such are exceptions. The great major­
ity of their fellows need careful nurs­
ing. Frequent services cease ; the quiet 
of ordinary Church life seems a painful 
reaction and leaves room for doubt ; 
temptations come which the untrained 
convert may repel and yet confound 
with personal sin, and it is necessary 
that some one skilled in spiritual care 
should be near to counsel and guide and 
cheer. An oft-repeated objection to re­
vivals, arising from extensive reaction

: and calling forth a charge of enthusiasm 
arises not seldom from a pastor s ab­
sence or un watchfulness, or, we may 
add, his early removal. The true shep­
herd will rejoice over a revival—but 
with trembling. Let him simply do his 
duty as one that must give account to 
Him that shall judge the quick and the 
dead. How many happy greetings in eter­
nity will spring from the recollections of 
wise, gentle, earnest counsels given 
during the infancy of the Christian life.

The standard of the Christian life to 
be reached by the converts of the early 
months of the present year, whether 
that stardard be low and unsatisfactory, 
or high in holy aims and pure, lofty ex­
periences, will, to no small extent, be 
determined by the counsels and exam­
ples of the jastors who have led them 
into the Church. Let then the pathway 
of holiness be carefully jiointed out.

A PLEA FOR EXISTENCE.

If long experience had not accustom­
ed us to it, we might well be amazed at 
the cool presumption of a certain class 
of writers on the College question. 
Virtually they assume that they have 
the right to speak f >r nine tenths of the 
people of the Province ; and the conclu­
sions which they have reached are so 
oracularly delivered that it would seem 
preposterous for any one else to hold a 
different opinion, much more to express 
it- Nova Scotia ought to have but one 
University. That should be liberally 
supported by the state. It should be 
situated in the capital and be Dalhousie 
College. It should be calletl non-sec­
tarian, and all not connected with the 
Presbyterian Church should be bound 
so to regard it, and if they cannot but 
think otherwise, they should at least 
“ for ever hold their peace. ” These are 
axioms. Denominational Colleges must 
needs be sectarian, and only live to in­
stil religious dogma into the minds of 
their students. Their governing boards, 
their professors, and their courses of 
study are “ narrow,” “ necessarily one 
sided,” and “ behind the age.” Of 
courte they should have no support from 
the revenue of the country, and should 
consider themselves happy in being al­
lowed to exist. These are at least the 
very next remove from self-evident 
truths. Why be compelledvby the ob­
tuseness of their inferiors, to write, not 
line upon line simply but, column upon 
column, column upon column, of the 
same thing over and over again, where 
it ought to be accepted and settled at 
once i And especially when they have 
deigned to say—whether consistently or 
not—that they wish these Colleges well, 
and that they know they are doing a 
good work ?

Well, we suppose the difficulty is just 
here, that other people have given these 
matters a good deal of attention, have 
reached different conclusions, and, in­
asmuch as this is a free country, they 
have dared to question the right of these 
censors to dictate to them what they 
shall believe or how they shall act.

A few thoughts may be suggested on 
the other side, and we know they are 
such as many among us practically re­
cognise as of considerable importance.

It is undesirable that the higher edu­
cation of the Province should be entrust­
ed to one staff of professors, or confined 
to one locality. There may be a healthy 
spirit of competition in Colleges as well 
as in commercial establishments. Edu­
cation is money’s worth, and where 
there is the best value there will be the 
most demand. It is not the first time 
that richly endowed professorships, in 
Universities whose exclusive rights were 
jealously guarded by the State, have 
proved sincures to their occupants, but 
obstacles to the promotion of sound learn­
ing. By all means let us liave competi­
tion. And this will give some fine 
young men a chance who, if they had to 
go a few hundreds of miles away from 
their home, would be absolutely debarr­
ed from the opportunity of ever seeing 
the inside of a College.

It is, for our young country, as we 
believe, equally undesirable to foster the 
study of some specialty, in its higher 
forms, in opposition to a carefully pre­
pared and thoroughly taught course of 
Collegiate study. Our young men are 
as bright and as vigorous in their in­
tellectual powers as the same class in 
any other country. But even of these 
we could not hope to fill one College 
with embryo, Brewsters, Faradays or 
Huxleys. And the few whom we might 
have of first rate abilities and of 
high ambition would not be likely to 
stay here for their final training when 
Harvard, Yale, and Middletown are so 
near at hand. What our young men 
need to make life for them a success, 
and to raise the standard of our Pro­
vincial ability and enterprise is just 
what our various Colleges are fitted to 
impart to them—a thorough drilling in 
the Classics, the Mathematics, Mental

and Moral Science, the Modern Lan­
guages, and Natural Science. On the 
one hand good scholarship can thus be 
secured with the broadening influence 
of modem culture ; or a very fair scien­
tific training can be secured, yet round­
ed and burnished by linguistic study. 
It is a sham to call this narrow, or 
narrowing, and to hold forth in its place 
the acquisition of a “ specialty,” whose 
professor is so high that he connot be 
hampered with Board management and 
whose students must not be rated so low 
as to be amenable to examination.

If for nothing else, we believe the 
Denominational Colleges to be best 
adapted to our youth because they act 
a mediating part between the public and 
the professors. To the former they 
guarantee that the men employed to 
train their sons are in every way com­
petent for this task. If for any reason 
unsuitableness should be discovered, 
either in scholarship or morals, they can 
easily make a chantre, and on grounds of 
self interest are certain to do so. On 
the other hand, the professors know 
that if they have not large endowments 
to fall back upon, they have what is of 
vastly more value, not a conscienceless 
corporation, such as a political party 
might be, or might give, but a com­
mittee of Christian gentlemen, full of 
sympathy for them, and for the work 
they have in hand. Who can estimate 
such a privilege ? It is, for the purposes 
of life and of growth, priceless. It 
simply means to the diligent painstaking 
professor, that the whole religious com­
munity, whose servant he is, will stand 
or fall with him ! On this very ground 
such Colleges can obtain better men, 
other things being equal, and at even 
less cost than those which are wholly 
dependent upon the provision of the 

^tate. The element of certainty will 
compensate for a larger but insecure 
salary.

LARGE FIGURES.

A recent number of the Christian Ad­
vocate furnishes “ statistical summaries” 
of the Methodist Episcopal Church 
(North) for 1880, in advance of the an­
nual volume. There are 94 annual con­
ferences and 16 mission conferences In 
the list of the latter are Bulgaria, Cen­
tral China, Denmark, Italy, Japan, 
Mexico, New Mexico, North China, 
South America and Utah.

During the year about 700 preachdn— 
an average of about two each day—were 
received into the ministry. The whole 
number of itinerant ministers is 12,096, 
a gain of 460 in the list of the preceding 
year ; the total number of local preach­
ers is slightly in advance of that of the 
itinerants. A still more marked increase 
is seen in the returns of lay mem­
bership ; the net gain for the year hav­
ing been 40,799. If we add to this the 
losses by death—21,294, and losses from 
various other causes, we may form some 
idea of the immense numbers led into 
the fellowship of the Church during a 
single year.

To the number of deaths in the lay 
membership, already named, is to be 
added that of 143 from the ranks of the 
ministry. The total number of mem­
bers who have passed away since the in­
troduction of Methodism into the Uni­
ted States is 667,082, and the number 
of deceased travelling ministers is 3,271 
—a grand total of 670,353. How little 
credit should be given to the fre­
quently repeated statement respecting 
a growing disregard for infant bap­
tism is shown by tfie fact that 117,- 
866 such baptisms were reported dur­
ing last year. “ There has been,” 
says the Adeorate, “ a gradual and 
gratifying increase in the number of in­
fants baptized for many years. ” The 
growth of the Sunday-school work.will 
be readily perceived from the state­
ment that “ there was in 1880, an 
average net increase of 14 schools, 
85 officers and teachers, and 1000 
scholars for every Sunday of the year. 
Upon the subject of Church pro­
perty, it is sufficient to say that the 
average net increase of churches has. 
been two for each working day of the 
year, and that of parsonages three for 
each week of the year. The increase in 
estimated values of these items is about 
$2.000.000.

By those who merely listen to figures 
with the outward ear, or glance at their 
shape on the paper, these numbers may 
seem “ dry,” but to him to whom they 
become an index of the growth of prin­
ciples, or the measure of Christian 
activity, they are deeply eloquent. The 
full depth of their meaning fae never 
can fathom. “ The well is deep” and 
he gazes only on the surface.

Our readers will remember that these 
statistics do not include 0f the
Methodist Episcopal Church, South, a 
section of the Church specially visited 
during the past year with revival in­
fluences. ,

AN INQUIRY.
An “ Anxious Inquirer ” asks how he 

may be able to say “ My sins, which are 
many, are all forgiven.” He cannot re­
member the time when he had not a 
desire to love God and His people ; he 
believes that since making a profession • 
of religion he has walked consistently ; 
and many times when engaged in pray­
er has been “enabled to rejoice.” This 
friend, a type of too many in the Church 
of to-day, finds his present position an 
unsatisfactory one, since he cannot, 
with full round utterance, say with 
Paul and John, and the thousands of 
their age and our own, “I know.” We 
advise him, by all means, to have a confi­
dential talk with his pastor on this im­
portant matter. Many influences may 
affect the soul, with which a distant ad­
viser may be quite unfamiliar, and which 
should be taken into consideration in 
any effort at spiritual guidance. One 
thing we believe—that it is his privilege 
to raise his voice with the vast throng 
who can say with stronger emphasis 
than tliat of the patriarch of old, “ I 
know that my Redeemer liveth." No 
doctrine in the New Testament is more 
clearly taught than that of the conscious 
assurance of forgiveness as the privilege 
of the child of God. ¥et too often those 
who “ cannot remember the time when 
they “ did not desire to love God and 
His people,” live long without it, while 
those who have been far down the lad­
der, and have seemed to see hell moved 
from beneath at their coming, clearly 
get and steadfastly keep their highly- 
prized blessing. Such statements as 
those of our correspondent are more 
likely to be heard from men and women 
of the “ Lydia” type than from those 
who in previous life have resembled the 
Philippian jailer. How much depends 
upon a clear, definite act of faith in the 
atonement of Christ at the outset of the 
Christian life ! This wished-for blessing 
is the gift of the Holy Spirit, whom the 
Redeemer promised as the Comforter, 
to lead us into all truth. Like all spiri­
tual gifts, it does not come unasked. 
When earnestly sought it shall certainly 
be found, and he who has walked in 
dimness, until uncertainty has become 
chronic, and Christian service has been 
robbed of its buoyancy and vigor, shall 
thenceforth walk in the light of the 
Lord.

A WANT OF THE CHURCH.

We slip a short article under the 
above heading from the editorial col­
umns of the Richmond Advocate. Only 
those ministers who have been blessed 
with the presence of stewards as are 
here described—and we have seen such 
in this latitude—can properly apprec­
iate their labor of love. How much 
such men contribute to the effective 
working of a circuit, by leaving the pas­
tor at liberty to pursue his proper work, 
and how much they contribute to his 
success in other fields to which he carries 
blessed memories, they are never aware. 
With all due appreciation of the varied 
schemes now in vogue for raising min­
isterial support, and in kind recollec­
tion of the spirit which prompts them, 
we fear their tendency is not always of the 
most favorable character. The support 
of the ministry, like the pursuit of 
Christian service, should be st eady, and 
not spasmodic, the result of princi­
ple and not of mere impulse ; and 
care should be taken by the circuit offi­
cials to secure it by such methods as will 
not lessen the self-respect of the most 
sensitive pastor. It is no matter of 
“charity.” “Even so hath the Lord or- 
d.Vn >d that they which preach the gos­
pel should live of the goeptV*

To come to the point at once, a great 
want of the church is stewards—men 
who will feel the importance of the of­
fice and fulfil its duties. There are 
stewards who could raise any assessment 
made uoon any charge. But they can 
serve only in one place. The work of

On Tuesday afternoon the College 
Bill was passed in committee of the 
whole in the House of Assembly, Two 
amendments only, both emanating from 
the Government, were introduced. By 
the first the existence of the University 
of Halifax is prolonged until the first of 
August next, in order to afford oppor­
tunity for the usual examinations in 
July. By the second the Superinten­
dent of Education is only required to 
make a semi-annual visit, instead of a 
quarterly one as originally proposed. 
The public must now turn their eyes to 
the Legislative Council, with whom must 
rest the final decision of an important 
question. Between those who have 
been contending for their rights, and 
those who have sought to ignore the 
existence of these, the Government has 
been placed in a most unenviable posi­
tion. The late rally of friends of the 
University, who are more numerous than 
some imagine ; and the outside com­
ments upon the folly of a retrograde step, 
for such the destruction of the Hali- 
fax University is deemed abroad as 
well as by many at home, have not at 
all relieved them.

The subject is growing monotonous. 
Perhaps the debates in the Council may 
lend it new interest.

lack of service elsewhere. These men 
do not approach persons with complaints 
that the assessment is too heavy, and 
then give the original information that 
the times are hard. They do not defer 
collections till the day before the Quar­
terly Meeting, or wait until Sunday 
morning in the hope that the persons 
they wish to see will come to church, 
and give them a chance to collect. As 
they take time to collect what is due 
them personally, so they take time to 
do this part of the Lord’s work. Our 
system is admirable, but it needs to be 
worked more efficiently. If the stew­
ards fail in their office, either the 
preacher’s family must suffer, or be 
must obtrude his wants upon the church, 
beg the money due, and fasten upon 
himself the stigma that he is a sordid 
man.

Let the stewards be prompt and faith­
ful ; this will relieve the preachers of a 
burden, and leave them at liberty to at­
tend fully to their proper work. They 
will have still care enough, without any 
respecting the necessaries of life. The 
people should havs the tithes ready, 
and the stewards should bring them into 
the store-house ; then a blessing may be 
expected which there shall not be room 
enough to receive.

I am entirely ignorant of any facts in 
the history of the Fund which can afford 
the slightest foundation for the suspicion 
that any desirable light in regard to the 
management and operations of the Fund 
was designedly withheld from any per­
son interested in it, and seeking such 
light. I am certain that the Treasurers 
and Committee have always been anx­
ious that all parties interested should 
know about all the affairs of the Fund, 
and I supposed that the means employ­
ed were sufficient to place within the 
reach, at least, of every person attend­
ing either of the three Annual Confer­
ences, all the information which could 
lie desired respecting the Fund.

Tile General Treasurers — a layman 
and a minister—who are responsible for 
the management of “The Capital Stock” 
as well as the disbursement of “ The 
Current Income” according to principles 
fixed by the Constitution, are required 
to annually present their books and ac­
counts, both of “ The Capital Stock 
and “ The Current Income” after they 
have been duly audited by two compet­
ent business men, appointed by the 
Committee, to the General Committee 
for examination and consideration. This 
General Committee, to whom the Gen­
eral Treasurers are accountable in the 
intervals between General Conferences, 
consists of ministers and laymen from 
each of the three Annual Eastern Con­
ferences. A report of their annual 
meetings, with a copy of the General 
Treasurer’s account, is sent from this 
General Committee to each of the An­
nual Conferences concerned. And the 
annual accounts which were presented 
to the Conferences last year had been, 
by order of the Committee, previously 
printed, and a copy had been sent to 
each member of the Fund in the three 

! Conferences. To these accounts a note 
' was appended, showing how “ The Cap 

ital Stock,” '

least, to the second,—“Amount of Min­
isters' subscriptions,” and it would have 
been considerably more than equal, if 
the responsibility of each circuit, as fixed 
by the fourth Article of the Constitu­
tion, had been duly met.

2. In the Capital Stock of 1879 were 
included (1) “ certain sums of interest 
due on investments, (2) North Pacific 
Railway Stock (since sold at a loss of 
only $44), and (3) amount due on a 
mortgage in course of foreclosure, to­
gether amounting to nearly $4000, 
which yielded no income during the 
year, yet it may be noticed that the 
amount of interest for the year gives 
more than six and a quarter per cent on 
the year's amount of Capital Stock. 
Most of the investments in the earlier 
years were made at the rate of six per 
cent interest, those of the few more re­
cent ones have been made to yield sev­
en and a few eight per cent.

THE SUPERNUMERARY MIN­
ISTER AND MINISTERS' 

WIDOWS’ FUND.

NO. III.
My Dear Mr. Editor,—In my pre­

vious letters I made it appear, that un­
less a very considerable increase of in­
come for the Fund could be secured this 
year a very distressing reduction would 
have to be made from the but very mod­
erate allowances of the Supernumeraries 
and ministers’ widows in our three Con­
ferences, who are dependent upon it, 
and that the present danger of defi­
ciency arose from the fact that very 
many of the circuits in all the Confer­
ences had been failing, more and more, 
year after year, in their contributions 
to the Fund. I also mentioned what 
seemed to me the probable causes to 
which this sadly prevailing and increas­
ing circuit short-coming should be attri­
buted, chief among which was the too 
common neglect of a strict, literal ob­
servance of the 5th, 6th and 7th Rules 
of the Constitution.

A writer in the Wesleyan of the 26th 
nit., who signs himself “ One of Many,” 
and whom you, Mr. Editor, introduced 
to your readers as “ one deeply interested 
in our Church irorl/seems to have 
found, or to imagine that he has found,

647,90, was invested. Moreover, one 
of the General Treasurers has, each 
year, visited at least two of the Confer­
ences with the books, ready and willing 
to give any explanation of the accounts, 
or further information concerning the 
Fund, which might be desired by any 
member. Probably it would have been 
well if these accounts, after being read 
in the several Conferences, had been by 
them ordered to be published in their 
Minutes for the information of our 
friends not in attendance at the Confer­
ences ; and I hope that this course will 
be adopted hereafter.

The accounts for 1880, made up after 
the close of the last Conferences, have 
been examined and found by the auditors 
to be correct, and although they have 
not yet been examined and passed by 
the General Committee, I think I may, 
without impropriety, give a summary 
of them, from which I trust “ One of 
Many,” and those for whom he speaks, 
will be able to obtain the light which 
they desire in advance of the public 
reading of the accounts in the approach­
ing Conferences, so that they will deem 
it right to do all they can “ to provide 
the increased means” needed this year 
to ensure the payment of the claims in 
full.

treat with $80,000 capital, to establish a 
confectionery on an extensive scale.

The newt from the towns above Sioux 
City, Iowa, ia distressing. Vermillion, 
with the exception of a few houses, has 
been entirely swept away. It ia not be­
lieved that any loss of life has resulted. 
The town of Niobrara, in Nebraska, has 
been flooded. The whole country is 
nervously excited.

A shock of an earthquake occurred on 
the Island of Chio on the 3rd inst. It 
destroyed many houses in the town of 
Ohio, and seriously damaged nearly all 
that were left standing. Many of the 
inhabitants were killed and the remain­
der were encamped in the fields. Many 
of the neighboring villages were des­
troyed.

For several days gales and heavy rains 
have swept from the ocean coasts «cross 
the peninsula in the South of Spain 
causing many shipwrecks and loss of 
life. In the provinces south of the cap­
ital there has beeen immense destruc­
tion of property, cattle and crops. — The 
floods at Seville are most serious. Many 
houses gave way before the force of 
water. Several hundreds of the ]ioor 
are in the public buildings and the 
churches. Tliree suburbs and sixty 
streets have from one to twenty-seven 
feet of water in them. The people are 
living in the upper stories, the po­
lice taking food and provisions to them 
by boat. Twelve hundred men are 
working to strengthen the dvkea and 
railway embankments. All the valley 
and country beyond it is an immense 
lake. The tope of trees, churches and 
roofs just appear above the waters, 
which sweep along cattle and crops, and 
the river, which is five miles broad be­
fore it enters Seville, is rushing over 
gardens and quays and entering St Elm»

REMINISCENCES OF THE LATE 
T. A. 8. DEWOLF. ESQ , OF 

WOLFV1LLE.

HEV. C LOCKHART.

Tbe aged Cbristain man you men­
tioned siime weeks sg > *n ,,ne ' , J‘,u' 
editorials as having told y‘-« a blessed 
experience he bad at tbe age u twe 
years, wbde praying m h,B lal^er 8 
field. I assume was tbe late 1. A. O. 
De Wolf, Esq , who died at his resi­
dence in Wolfville, September 21st, 
1878.

Tbe revival yon mention as the tune 
when be “fell into line with the 
Church” occurred m this town. Une - 
evening during the revival Mr. De- I 
Wolf was at service in tue old Congre- i 
gational church, wbeie some were cry. 
ing for mercy and s -me loudly prais­
ing God for what He had done for 
them. He too was powerfully wrought 
upon by the Holy Spi • it. and led ear­
nestly to pray for the pardon of bis 
Bins. His prayer was answered, and 
he also rejoi ed in a conscious sense | 
of God’s pardon, and began at once to 
show his gratitude by assisting in 
prayer meetings and by ftuving to 
bring others to Jesus. And to this 
may be ascribed, in part at least, bis 
steadfastness and usefulness as a 
worker in the Church for nearly, or 
quite, sixty years.

Soon after that memorable evening 
our now sainted brother j dned the 
Methodist Church, of which he remain­
ed a warmly-attached and universally- 
respected member to the end of his 
protracted life-

My recollections of Mr. DeW df go 
back to my early boyhood, when he 
became connected with the mercantile 
business of Mr. Hatch ord, his father- 
in-law. at Parrsh'iro. From-the fi st 
time I remember to have seen and 
beard him, I was deeply impressed 
with his solemn yet cheerful counten­
ance, his musical voice, eloquent ad­
dressee, and earnest prayers. During 
the seven years he remained at P ine- 
boto’ he strove by words and deeds to 
help forward the cause of religion ; and 
no one ever heard his voice in public 
but with pleasure, aud many beard 
with lasting benefit. The very high 
esteem m which he was held was 
shown daring a visit be made ♦« the 
place sometime after be had removed 
to Wolfville. Il was in December, 
1835. A very powerful revival of re­
ligion had been in progress fo- several 
weeks, and many of the young people 
for whose spiritual welfare be bad I 
evinced a deep solicitude and ta wham ; 
be had earnestly recommended religion, 
had been converted. By these, as well 
as the older members of the Church 
whom he bad encouraged in the days 
of weakness and surrounding moral 
darkness, his coming was hailed with ! 
great joy ; and the regret that bis stay 
was neoeesar ly short was universal. 
And it was also a time of religious joy 
to Mr. DeWolf, himself. Indeed, I

But lest I sb.-uld claim too large a 
share of your valuable space I must 
hasten to a oonclnûon. I cherish the 
memory of all tbe departed I have 
known who were ornaments to the 
Ohnrcb, and a blessing to the world 
they lived in but none more s ■ than 
that of my profoundly-respected and 
sincerely-loved fi iend and brother in 
the Lord, T. A S. D-Wolf. Esq And I 
especially cherish t îe memory of the 
intercourse I had with him during tbe 
three years I labored m the Horton 
Circuit. By sound advice, woids of 
encouragement, deep Chi istiao sym­
pathy, and such personal effort as his 
health would permit, be strove to make 
tbe work of Bro. C iwpertbwaite—my 
colleague—and <>f myself, successful. 
Arid none rejoiced uivre tuan he did 
when a soul was br < u g h t to Jesuâ, or 
Christians gave evidence of deep- iiing 
piety. And wh»n, in m -m ry, I foil w 
him through life as far as at was my 
privilege to know him, 1 do u *t wonder 
that just as l.e was going into “ the 
valley a .id shadow of death” he was 
able to say, “ Underneath me are the 
everlasting arms.”

1867, when it was my privilege to be 
stationed in tbe Horton Ciicuit, and 
to be often in bis company under bis 
hospitable roof, I had tbe opportunity 
of seeing tbe subject of thi- imperfect 
sketch but occasionally. But when I 
did meet with him, the feelings of ven­
eration and aff-ction that bad been so 
early produced in my mind were ic-vi- 
ved, and I was led to see he was the 
same benevolent, condescending, ear­
nest Christian, with raoie ripened < x 
perience. I have used tbe word “ con­
descending” for the reason that he was 
always at home in the company of any 
good person who could couveise intel­
ligently upon tbe subject of Christian 

• experience, however humble his social 
position might be. For every such 
person he always bad a kind word and 
a loving heart. And m him, as well as 
in his excellent wife—another Dorcas 
—the poor had a sympathizing and 
liberal friend. In many other things 
also bis example could be safely follow­
ed—particularly bis strict observance 
of the holy Sabbath. During the 
time he represented his native county 
in the Provincial Parliament, the 
Governor of the Province was at 
Kentville on a Saturday and requested 
Mr. DeWolf to accompany him on 
horseback, the following day, through 
the Cornwallis Valley. His reply to 
this request was, “ Yonr Excellency, 
that would be against my religions 
convictions, but on Monday I shall be 
most happy to accompany you.” We 
have given this as an example of the 
conscientious regard he bad for the 
sanctity of God’s holy dar, and tbe 
promptness with which be resisted the 
temptation to do wiong, come from 
what quarter it might.

Here we may give extracts from a 
letter addressed ‘ by tbe Rev. Dr. j 
Cramp to Dr. J. R. DeWolf, bis son, 
on the da/ of ms father’s tuueral :—“ It 
would have given me great satisfac­
tion to accompany yonr late father’s i 
remains to the grave to day ; bnt pie- 
vions plane and arrangements have i 
prevented me. . . . “I wish, how­
ever, to testify to his family the high 
regard I have felt for him for nearly 
thirty years. Mr. DeWolf was a man 
of principle and unswerving integrity. 
He ever sought to do what was right 
and would not be diverted from it. 
He was a sturdy patriot, and all mi n 
held bim in respect and esteem. We 
were not accustomed to think of him, 
in regard to religion, as connected with 
any particular body, although he was 
undoubtedly true to bis conscientious 
convictions. He was an honorable 
member of tbe great Christian Chnrcb, 
and recognized the fall meaning of 
the Lord’s saying, “ The kingdom of 
God is within yon.”
