It is evident that people are slow to 

cômprehehd thév imtoèàsity of 
burden laid on their shoulders hy 
the liquor traffic. Some time ago I 
made the statement that it cost five ^

• times as much to look after the mis­
chief wrought by the liquor traffic 
as the revenue received from it. I 
also said that if the money spent in

# drink were spent in useful articles, 
it would give employment to eight, 
times as many men as are now en­
gaged in the manufacture of liquor.
I was immediately asked for proof. 
That was easily done because I only 
stated what anyone can demonstrate 
mathematically for themselves. But 
that is much less than the real facts. 
Everyone knows that there is a great 
deal of expenditure and loss that can­
not be calculated. For instance, very 
few know how much ' they give to 
private charities that are to a great, 
extent made necessary by the drink 
habit. Losses by sickness, death, 
loss of time, loss by bad debts etc. 
cannot be estimated. , So that instead 
of being five times, it may possibly 
be double that amount.

Other places report a similar pro­
portion “members of the Dauphin 
county Board of Poor Directors, of 
Pennsylvania, have announced that 
caring for the victims of the liquor 
traffic costs Dauphin cotfnty includ­
ing the city of Harrisburg, more than 
five times as much as the revenue 
received from the business.

FELLOW COUNTRYMEN 
On the 5th day of June last, 

“A Bill Respecting the Prohibition 
of the Importation, Manufacture 
and Sale of Intoxicating Liquors” 
was passed by our local Legisla­
ture. The measure, which is cited 
as “The Prohibition Plebiscite 
Act,” provides for submitting the 
question to the electors of the Col­
ony, obtaining an answer thereto, 
and ascertaining the result of the 
vote. "*

The same proceedings, as near­
ly as may be, are to be observed 
as in the case of a general elec­
tion, and the Election Act of 1913 
will, subject to the provisions of 
this Act and of any regulations, 
orders or instructions made or 
given by the Governor-in-Council 
thereunder., apply to the conduct 
of these proceedings. They 
also to be1 observed with respect to 
the powers to be exercised, the 
duties to be performed by, and the 
rights, obligations, liabilities, 
qualifications, and disqualifica­
tions of judges, officers, electors 
and penalties which may be in­
curred/

To Combat Deadly Gas

/T>HE respirators used in the 
l -L British Army for protecting, 
soldiers from the poisonous gases 
hurled at them bv the Germans 
have saved many lives and pre­
vented much suffering but they 
have not as yet given complete 
protection. *

Special fire bombs invented by 
Sir Hiram Maxim are now being 
used for combating the gas which 
at a pressure of one atmosphere 
is found to be two and a half 
times as heavy as air. When the 
gas is liberated it of course quick­
ly diffuses through the air so that 
by the time it reaches the oppos­
ing trenches it is less than one per 
cent heavier than the surrounding 
air. Although considerably dilut­
ed it is yet quite strong-enough to 
cause death and serious physical 
injury. Indeed, it has been found 
that air which contains only 
l-l’OOOth part of chlorine is ex­
tremely injurious in its effects.

Sir Hiram Maxim reasoned that 
if a fire could be produced be­
tween the cloud of gas and the 
British trenches the heated air 
would cause rapid upward cur­
rents which would conduct the 
gas to a safe distance above the 
men. He set about making fire 
bombs which could be thrown by 
hand. When tested these were 
found deficient for in order to be 
thrown, by hand they had to • be 
made too small and moreover they 
could not be hurled with sufficient 
force to start a fire as far away 
as it was desired.
