Moo much importance cannot be
given to the value of humus in the
growth of crops-and in the mainte-
nance of fertility. It is the
natural = storehouse and keeper
of ' mitrogem in' the soill, an
element’ which is the most ex-
pensive of all plant foods when it
becomes necessary to purchase it in
commercal fertilizers. Humus fur-
nishes the food upon which the soil
micro-organisms live, and . which
by their life functions convent its
organic “nitrogen into nitrates. It
possessea” cons'derable amounts of
the mineral food constituents. These,
in the further decomposition of the
humus, a process continually going
on in sommer, are liberated in forms
available to growing crops, and from
recent experiments and research by
Prof. Shutt, chemist, of the Central
Experimental Farm, Ottawa, there
is reason-to believe that the mineral
humates furnish a large proportion
of the potash, lime and so on, used
by crops. Then humus serves to in-
crease the absorptive and retentive
power. of solls for moisture. It

Kegulates and Proteets
against extremes of soll tempera-
ture. It opens up and meillows heavy
s0lls. It served to materially dimin-
ish the loss of fertil.zing elements by
drainage, dnd thus permanently im-
proves light soils in the best way.
Thus it is evident that humus shou.d
be regarded as a soll component of
a very high order. | §

The relation of humus content to
nitrogén present in soils of similar
o1izin unser smilar- meteorological
conditions is practically constanc. It
has been noticed, too, that the
amount of humus present g.ves an
exce.lent thouzgh not an infallible in-
dication of the amount of organic
nitrogen possessed by the soil. It
has also been observed that
as the humus disappears the
nitrogen goes with it. Exposing the
-substange of the soil to the air, as by
our'Aordinary methods of farming
with the plough, harrow ani so on,
tends to dissjpate the humus, and,
as a ne/tural consequonce, to decrease
the nitrogen. Nois growing grain ex-
clusively every year loge more nitro-
gen by this humus oxidation than is
removed in the crop, and this loss is
greatest in those soils which are
richest [n nitrogen. Experiments at
the Minnésota, U. 8. A(, Experiment
Station showed that for cvery 23
pounds of nitrogen absorbed by the
crop, grain-following grain for a num-
er of years, 146 pounds of nitrogen
were lost, due to oxidation of organic
matter. = :

These are facts that are of the ut-
most Importance, and worthy of
study by farmers in Canada, not oniy

method of analysis employing strong

The legumes, of which clover is &
prominent member, have a  S08rce
for thelr nitrogen other than and
additional . to that present in the
. The careful researches of Holl-
riegel, Wilfarth, and other chem-
ists, and the experiments at the Ex-
perimental farm, - at Ottawa,
have shown that the legumes
obtain the - nitrogen of the air
existing in the interstices between
the soil particles through the ageney
of certain micro-organisms present
in: the toil. These bacterla attach
themselves to the roots of the grow-
ing clover or other legume, and form
thereon nodules or tubercles. These
nodules, swarming with their eount-
less inhabitants, are to be fcand in
gizer varying from a pin’s head to a
pea and frequently scattered Im
vast numbers over the roots of the
legume. When they .are absent the
regards its nitrogenous
food, I8 in the same category as
other plaots. The nitrogen elabor-
ated by these microbes is passed om
to the host plant and it is there
built up into the usual nitrogenous
compounds of the tissues of the
roots, stem and leaves. These facts
repregsent the most important disco-

nineteenth century. The chiel
Value of Green Manuring,

or the system of ploughing under a
growing crop of clover, lies in the ad-
ditioh of nitrogen K otherwise unob-
talnable. By the subsequent decay im
the soil of the turned-under ciover
this nitrogen is set free, and con-
verted: by nitrification into avall-
able food for future crops oy graim,
fruit trees, roots, aml the like. The
growth and harvesting 'of the nitro-
gen consumers leave the soil poorer
in. nitrogen; the growth of clover
and other legumes, even when fthe
crop lias been harvested and the
roote omly left, leaves the soil lu-
variably richer in that constituent.
There are other advantages,-though
of lesser importance, accruing from
this method. Humus in large amounts
is formed in the soil from the or-
ganic matter of the clover. In ad-
dition to the funections of manurl

with clover there is the mechani

as well as the chémical improvement
of the goil, the addition of food ma-
terials, and the encouragement of
microbie life within the soil. Them,
too, congiderable amounts of potash,
phosphoric acid, and lime are ab-
sorbed and buiit up into its tlssues
during the growth of clover. These
in part are obtained from depths'of

in the older Provinges, but also in
those western areas which are over-
laid by phenomenally fine soils.
During the last thirteen years a
great many Canadian solls, both vir-

gin and cul.ivatcd, have been exam- |

ined in the laboratories of our Ex-
perimental Farms. Tae soils' thus ex-
amined have been representative of

large areas In every Province in the.

Dominion. Judged by the standar.s
accepted by agricultural chemiils
many solls in Canada proved fully as
Rich in Plant Food
as® the most fertile soils of aay port
of the world, particularly those soils
in Manitoba and the Northwest Tor-
riloriee; and the analyses by l'ro-

egc'\l’eaaor Shutt have proved them ccuil

‘to the renowned black soil of Luc i
in all the other Provinges there are
virgin soils of more than average
fertility, comparing most favorably
with those of other countrics.
The ascertained amount of
food gontained in an acre of soil
taken to a depih of eight iiches,
a quantity that would weigh
about 9,500,000 pounds, Profes-
sor Shutt estimates, from laboratical
experiments, to be, in our rich solls,
from 10,000 to 20,000 pounds of ni-
trogen, from 15,000 to 25,000 ponnds
of potash, and from 5,000 to 10,000
pounds of phospheric acid.

The educational system of the Turks
is not entirely bad, but is mostly for
religious instruction. The mekteb, or
primary schools, are general : 1d af-
ford ‘every boy and girl in the city an
opportunity to learn to read and write
and obtain a knowledge of the Koran,
Such schools are attached to every,
mosque in the empire. The ibtidaiyeh,
or secondary schools, afford opportuni-
ties for learning geography, arithmetie,
bistory and the modern languages, but
there are only twenty of thesé schools
in all Constantinople for a million and
more of people. The medresseh,-or col-
leges, teach philosophy, logie, rhetorie,
theology and Turkish law and general-
ly take the place of the universities
found in other countries.

The truly ‘'magnanimous action bf
the very prosperous Pullman mono-
poly in adding twenty-five cents a
day to the wages of Its conductors
is, of course, commendable. The con-
ductors are a hard-working lot, and
need all they can get for their wives
and children; they ara also doubtless
underpaid. The 'reason ascribed to
the company, however, inspires re-
flection. It seems that the porters
get 50 much more out of the travel-
ling public in the form of tips than
the conductors reccive ap wages that
the management felt that a step
towards equalization was in order.
Another way would have been to pro-
hibit tip-seeking and tip-taking, and
to fix both conductors’ and porters’
wages accordingly. But this method

- did not occur to the company, whose
lawful prey is the public, which is
expected to and does pay twice for
a single servlrie. No monopoly in the
country practises imposition so thor-
‘oughly nl; ihe Pullin&i. Ith _c%urges
are outrageously high, its old-fash-
loned berth system wholly anti-
fuated, and its tip necessities a per-
petual annoyance. Time wasg when
a4 porter was satisfied with a quarter
from each person on a trip ; now he
beholds 1t with pitying scorn. A half-
dollar is viewed with amused toler-
ance, a dollar (in advance) secures
he service already doubly bought
from the company, while a five-
dollar note from a John W. Gates
wine undivided attention, to the ex-
cluslon of the small fry. It is easler
to pay than to suffer, and most
people pay, ‘while the company
waxeth fat upon two-dollar receipts
for cne-dollar accommodations, with
porters’ wages added.

HOW A PERSON IS DROWNED.

It is & Fallacy to Suppose He Rises
Thrice to the Surface. !

The truth is that a dréown-
ing person may sink the first time
never to rise again, or he may, as
he indeed does in the majority of
cages, rise three times before he
sinks forever. .

As long
as ohe keeps his head above the sur-
face of the water he can float face
up without having to move hand or

While the frankness of the Gazette
is exccedingly refreshing, it is not
right in describing the preference as
4 mere present to the Brifish maunu-
faclurers. The tarifl was revised with
4 view to Canadian interests, but the
Liveral Ministers tcok broader views
ol thosc interests than those of the
Dingley and McKinley school of pro-
tectionists. They believe that freedom
is better, both for dndustry and ¢om-
merce, than restrictiol i and that
irade is a benefit and not an injury.
They are therefore not llkely to be
very deeply alarmed by the citutjon
of figures showing that Canadians im-
port large quantities of goods from
Great Britain and from tho United
States. Canadians buy these goods be-
cause they want them, and in a coun-
iry professing to be under popular
government we do not see why the
choice which, itizen makes in buy-
ing the nceessafies of life should not
be as much respected as the choice
he makes in marking a ballot. The
Dingley protcctionists tell him that
in buying foreign goods ho is striking
at hie own intcrests, Very well;
as he is the sufferer it is his
own business., If he is injuring him-
sell it is fair to use every means
to convince him of that fact, and
' to persuade him to buy Canadian
' goods instead of imported products.
; But to force him by law to buy Can-
{ adian goods is quite another matter.
. This is virtually what the Dingley

protectionists are demanding.
