and Blind.

The Jaw of Nova Scotia provides

“ free education and board for the deaf-
mutes of the Province in the institution
at Halifax, There is reason to believe,
~however, that some deaf and dumb
children throughout the county of
King's have not yet been sent to school,
and are growing up in ignorance. 1t
is possible that all arc not aware of the
generous provision made by the legisla-
ture for the welfare of these “children
of silence” whereby, instead of growing
up in ignorence and helplessnees, they
may become intelligent, happy and
useful members of society. They can
have in this ingtitution a pleasant and
comfortable home, where they may be
educated and trained for the dutics of
life and made a comfort and blessing
both to their friendsand to themselves,
The expenses for education and board
of these deafmutes arc met by a grant
of sigty dollars per year from the
Provioce and an equal sum from the
county school fund of the municipality
to which such persons belong, for each
deafmute in attendance at the Halifax
institution, and by private donations.
Any deat and dumb boy or girl, of
sound mind, from cight to cightcen
years of age, way be admitted into
this institution simply by an order from
the county warden. Admittance for
apy blind person between the ages of
ten and twenty-one years way be ob-
tained in a similar way to the Halifax
school for the blind. This school is enti-
tled to a grant of seventy-five dollars per
annum from the Provinee, and scventy-
five more from the county school fund
of the mupicipality to which the blind
person belongs, for the education and
board of each pupil in attendance. It
is hoped that the parents and guardians,
whose duty it is to care for and cducate
children deprived of speceh or sight,
may avail themselves of the provision
made for such unfortunate persons,

' Insurance in Canada.

The Superintendent of Insurance has
published his usual report upon the
Insurance business done in Canada lasg
year, There are thirty-four companies
now doing business in the Dominion,
seven Canadian, twenty-one British and
six American, The cash premiums ree
ceived Jduring last year by the fire
companies in Canada amounted to
85,588,016, exceeding those of the pre-
ceeding year by $150,753. The total
sum paid out for losses was $2,876,211,
or $197,611 less than in 1888.

The last year was a good ome for
Canadian surance, While the aggre-
gate sum received for premiums increas-
ed the losses fell off. The losses only
amounted to 5o per cent. of the prem-
iums received was 50 per cent., British
companies 49 and American companies
51 per cent,

During the twenty yeais ending with
1889 there was paid for insurance premi-
ums in Canada $80,022,000 and the losses
paid by the companies were $56,610,852°
The losses amounted to 70 per cent, of
the preminms,

The respective amounts effected are :
Canadian companies, $26,438,358 ; Drit-
ish $330,313 5
companies, $14,719,266; so that the
amount taken by vative companies
exceeds that taken by British and Am.
erican together by over $8,300,000.

The total amount of insurance in
force at the close of the statement was
$231,963,702, which shows the large in-
crease of $20,202,119 over that of the
previous year,

Twelve Canadian, nine Britigh and
ten American companies take life risks
in Capada, The total risks taken
during 1889 reached $44,556,637, exceed-
ing those of the preceding year by
$3,340,408. The Canadian companics
show a gain in 1889 of 81,562,099, while
in 1888 they gained 81,370,710,

The total number of life polici
the Domtnion is 129,786, averaging
$1,171 each, The premiums received by
the life companies last year reached
$8,330,167, while the payments to policy
holders amounted to $3,942,590, The per-
centage of preminms paid in losses was
47.30, the lowest in the history of the
country,
