upon winter weather and the ah-
rupt change from winter to apring.
Dandelion greens have their merits,
as .we shall sce by and by. DBut
thev are coarse in quality, and less
palatable than spinach. Their chief
recommendation, beyond their
medicinal properties, is that they
are cheaper than the more aristo-
cratic spinach, which, let me re-
mark in passing, 18 held at exor-
bitant prices by some marketmon,
unmindful of the gracious possi-
bilitics wrapped up in the lush,
dark-green leaves.

Spinach, when sold by the least
conscientious of greengrocers, 18
cheaper by far than medicine, if
only because, in its action, i. adds
no sorrow therewith. “I would not
owe my health to a disease'”’ says
a scornful satirist. Spring medi-
cines of man’s devising poison be-
fore they cure. dJuicy fruits, suc-
culent salads, dandelions, aspara-
gus and spinach taste good and act
pleasantly upon liver and blood, the
beneficiary, meantime, blissfully un-
conscious that he is ‘“under treat-
ment.” Meat heats and clogs the
sewerage of the human ‘system.
Green yvegetables are assuasive and
cleansing.

Spinach shrinks eo much in the
cooking that * our caterer must
make allowance for this failing in

urchasing. A quart will make a

amily soup, but two quarts are not
too much fer a dish of spinach a la
creme, or spinach boiled plain.

CHEAPER THAN MEDICINE

It ought not to costgpver 15 cents
a quart. Sho asping huck-
ster demand 2§, or even 2§, reflect
that you re treating your
houschold with “kitchen physic,”
and be complacent in the superior-
ity of your regimen over the sul-
phur-and-molasses administered by
our granddames in the times of ig-
norance in which our children can
hardly believe.

They loved us as well as we love
our bairns—those resolute dames
of yore. It was principle, and sin-
cero regard for our best interests,
that made them line us up on balmy
gpring mornings, and, begipnihg
with the baby in arms, pour g great
spoonful of treacle and brjmstone,
beaten to a baleful mess, down our
protestant throats. It was done be-
fore breakfast (also upon princi-
ple) and three days ‘handrun-
ning,”” after which oame ‘“three
days off,” and then three more of
the “spring sweetening” purgatory.
It was supposed to act directly on
the blood. Of the effect upon stom-
ach and temper nothing ‘was said—
or thought.

" USES FOR SPINACH

As soon as spinach comes home from
market, lay it in very cold water if it
is to be used that day. It will revive
and plump up, growing crisp and come-
ly, just as your out flowers respond to
the scent of water.

When ready to prepars it for cooking
plck the leaves from the stalks. The

stalks, if tender, may be utilized in uie
soup, but astrip them of the leaves.
Wash all carefully in two waters to rid
the leaves from grit and insects.

Spinach Cream Soup. }\
Put vour spinach, prepared as above, If

a saucepan, with a cupful of cold wafar,
and bring to a fast boil. Keep this up/up-
til the s=spinach Is tender and broken to
pleces.

Never forget to
drop a pinch of soda irto milk when you
boll {t. In a fryingpan melt two table- .
spoonfuls of butter, and stir into it a ta-
blespoanful of flour. Cook and stir smooth,
add to the spinach paste. Let the whole [
simmer for a minute.
stirring all the time; take from the fire,
scason to taste with salt, pepper, a little
sugar and a dash of nutmeg, and pour out.
Strew sippets of fried bread on the surface
of each plateful.

Spinach a la Creme.

Freshen and crisp the spinach as directed
in the precoding recipe. Cook the leaves,
dripping with water, in the inner vessel of
a double boller. ' Do not add water. Enough
juice will exude in cooking for all purposes.
Covor ghe kettle, and keep the water in the

outer Rt a hard boll until the leaves are
brokenj and tender. Stir and bt up from
the tom several times. Press out. the

moisture in & colander, turn the drained
spinacH into a woodén bowl and chop as fine
as possible,

Make a ‘‘roux’’ in a saucepan of two table.
spoonfuls of butter and one of flour; cook
for & minute and add the spinach, beating
it well as you do this. In a sep@rate vessel
beve half a cupful of cream heated with a
kit of soda as large as a kidney bean. Turn
this into the smoking-hot spinach, beating
diligently to get the mixture smooth. Sea-
son with galt, pepper, a little sugar, to cor-
rect the crude acid of the spinach; add a
dash .of nutmeg. Beat and cook for three
miputes and serve. Garnish with triangles
t;f l:ﬂ.d bread laid about the edges of the
Aish. .

There is no more delicious preparation of
spinach than this. It is too little known In
America. Some French cooks add lemon
Juice.

Boiled Spin¥ich (American Style).

Prerare the spinach as already directed.
Put over the flre in the inner vessel of a
rice boiler, with no water except that on the
wet leaves. Cover closely: fill the outer
boiler with hot water «nd cobk the leaves
tender. Dréln off the water and chop fine
in a wooden bow!l. Put back over the fire,
ard stir into it two tablespoonfuls of butter
with a little sugar, and pepper and salt to
your taste.

Mound on a hot platter and garnish with
hard-bolled egge cut in slices. A prettier
garnieh {s the yolks of hard-bolled eggs
rubbed to a fine powder through a sleve, and
strewed thickly over the mound.

ASPARAGUS

The favorite vegetable of all classes,
rich or poor, and one of the earliest In
the spring market, is slightly medicinal.
The mildly aperient qualities that make
fresh asparagus desirable diet are not
found in the canned stalks and tips.
Moreover, the stronger chemical agents
used as ‘‘preservatives’’ destroy much
of“the nutritive values of the succulent
plant. The slightly bitter flavor charac-
terizing the green,vegetable is lacking
from the pale, straw-colored spikes
standing erect and close in the jars that
crowd the grocer's window as the days
grow long and the new crop threatens
to push out the old stock on hand.

The falnt bltter is the wholesomest
trait * of our patrician asparagus.
Robbed of it, and cooked and canned, it
1s as nutritious as so much wet cotton
and well-nigh as’ insipid.

Asparagus a la Vinaigrette.

The salad whose popular name siards at
the head of this recipe makes a deliclous
entree in the course of a Lenten dinner
where fish has played the leading part

Cut off the thickest and toughest por.Jons
of the stalks. (N. B,—Put them away care-
fully, with an eye to a vegetable soup to be
served at the family dinner next 4day.)

Lay the edibie tips attached to the upper
parts of the stalks In cold water for an
fhour. Tie them then into loose Lur.ches
with soft strings. Put these into.a btroad
saucepan where they will not be crowded:

the stalks be thus freed from fthe cuter
casing.
Boll in hot salted water until tender.

Drain off the water and chop the asparagus
—not sp flne as to make it mushy. Make
in a saucepan a ‘‘roux’’ of two tablespoon-
fuls of oputter and the same of flour, and
add to it, when {t has cooked for a minute,
two cupfuls of milk, heated, with a bit of
soda ‘dropped Into it. Stir over the fire to
a cream; add the minced asparagus when
you have seasoned it with salt and repper,
and set it aside to get cold. Then beat into
it three eggs whipped light and two table-
spoonfuls of cream. Pour into a well-but-
tered dish and bake in a quick oven. Cover
with paper for twenty minutes, Remove
the paper and brown. Serve at once.

Asparagus a la Tom Thumb.

The tips alone are used for this dish,
Scrape the stalks and lay them in cold
water. They will work well into a cream-
of-asparagus soup.

Cook the tips—none of them mére/Than
two inches lung—in boiling watef—wefightly
salted.

They are as
peculiar in taste as in appearanceéy and
the slightly acrid, aromatic ‘“'bite” they'
give the tongue is disagreeable to some
eaters. In Italy they are cheap. In the
United States they are absurdly dear at
certain seasons. I never eat them with-
out the association, mingling with the
aforesaid ‘'bite,’”” of a whisper launched
at me by the mother of a rich and fash-
jonable hostess at whose table I was
lunching with eleven other women:

“I do hope you are fond of artichokes!"
sald the handsome dowager, leaning
well toward me. ‘‘My daughter would
have an artichoke course. She says it
is so 'chic’—don’'t you know? sthink It
awfully extravagant. For, ould you
*believe it, @ paid 50 cents apiece for
them! I shouldn't have the heart to eat
them, even if I loved the bristly things.
And I don't!"”

I was ‘“‘fond’’ of the “bristly things,”
and I swallowed the half dollar’s worth
apportioned to me the more zestfully for
the sauce of the naive comment.

To Prepare Hulled Corn

Bome one asked how to prepare hulled
comn:

Bimply boil shelled corn In strong lye
water until the hulls can be rubbed off
easlly, then wasgh through many waters,
rubbing betweén the hands to remove the
hulls. Leave the corn in water over night
to remove the taste of the lye. In the
morning put it on to cook in an abundance
of cold water and boil steadliy all day, add-
ing water as needed (use a granite ket-
tle), and stirring occasionally to prevent
burilng

Wken the corn is thoroughly done, pre-
pare as you would hominy, using a little
cream and butter, salt, etc. It is an old-
fashioned dish, and the thought of it takes
me back to my chlichood home among the
Alleghany Mountains, where ham and home=
iny, bLuckwheat cakes and maple Eyrup
formed part of the bili-of-iare in every
farmhousge. Other memories are arcused—
the ‘‘apple parings,’”’ where all the ncigh-
bors pared and quartered apj}ies until mid-
night, when they wound up with -a sgupper
of wonderful dimeneions, and then dJdauced
until morning.

Removing Stains

HEN a stain proves unusually
W obstinate and absolutely refuses
to come out by ordinary meth-

ods, wet the spot thoroughly and then
cover with dry chloride of lime. Let it

remain a few moments, rubbing well *

with the finger meanwhiie, and then
rinse until all the lime is out. It will
generally be found 1(hat the stain 18
gone also. If not, apply again. A sec-
ond application will remove anything
that is removable,

Owing to the nature of the remedy,
however, It i{s far better to make a
second application than to leave the first
one on until the stein is all gone. The
chemical action of the lime removes a
ponrtion of the internal fibre of the
material and thus eats up the stained
part. . The proportion of fibre thus re-
moved is so small as to do no injury,
but, If left on too long, the lime wiil
insinuate itself, taking a strong houu,
and finally bite through the fabric, or
weaken it so it will scon wear In ‘holes:
Chloride of lime is the base of javelle
water. which Is so often recominenued
for the remov~l of stains but using *he
powder Itsel @ ' more satisfactory in

mnny ways: and, as {t can be bought iIn
