The question 
may here be put, if Britain, our greatest cus­
tomer, could take double the quantity of tim­
ber, ashes, &c., she now does, by the 
time the “ healthy paper” was in full circu­
lation 1 or is there at present known any 
other channels, through which the vastly in­
creased produce could find vent ?

We need not proceed further with such 
interrogatories, the whole scheme, view it in 
what way we will, is fraught with absurdity. 
The commerce of a country is gradual in its 
growth and cannot be increased at the gal­
loping pace the Editor of the Toronto Patriot 
would imagine. He seems to have lost sight of 
the fact, that the trading capital must always 
bear a certain ratio to the extent of business 
done, and that it by no means follows that to 
increase the former, would extend and at the 
same time render profitable the latter.— 
Whenever the capital ia disproportionately 
small in comparison of the business, it is ra­
pidly augmented from the high profits, which 
such a state of things never fails to pro­
duce. There is a constant reaction between 
the two ; and whether or not, the establish­
ment of the Bank with the “ three millons of 
healthy paper” which the Patriot advocates, 
would effect a corresponding increase in the 
trade of the country, for a time, we are cer­
tain that the stockholders would never share, 
among themselves, any thing more substanti­
al than paper profits.

Money 44 would indeed be power,” if by 
the aid of u healthy paper,” only, effects such 
as the following could be produced :—

“ We want a Bank of at least one million 
sterling capital, all paid up, and if two millions, 
so much the better, established in the métropoli­
tain city of this Province. There are two and 
perhaps more ways of establishing such a Bank, 
but two are enough at present to mention It 
might be established by tho Province as a Pro­
vincial Bank, and confided to the management 
of the Government for the benefit of the public 
revenue, in such manner as Parliament might 
direct ; or it might be established by a company 
of freeholders, pledging their estates to the Pro. 
vince at half their valuation to the amount of a 
couple of millions sterling, on the plan of a 
Bank at New Orleans, the Province undertaking 
to borrow for the company one million sterling. 
Each mortgager to be a «Stockholder to the amount 
of the sum f-r which he has mortgaged, he hav. 
ing the privilege of a perpetual open cash ac­
count to the extent of half his stock. Either of 
these modes is clearly within our compass, end 
both offer the most substantial means of curing 
the evil so generally felt and so justly complained 
of. To the first mode there ere many who ob. 
ject, on the ground of its giving too ranch power 
to the Executive, which objection, whatever be 
our opinion on the subject, both time end space 
forbid us now to combat ; but we will point out 
the advantages both to the public end tne Stock­
holders of the letter mode.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE MORNING COURIER.

Sir,—Having enumerated a variety of oppressive 
evils which at present exist in Lower Canada, under 
the Feudal System, some of which arise out of the 
law itself, others from the pervers km of that law, and 
some from an inordinate love of money, which has in­
duced the Seigneurs or their Agents to defy the law ; 
trusting to the presumed ignorance of their censitaires 
for escaping detection, in the first instance, and to their 
own wealth and standing in society for a sufficient in­
fluence to stifle the voice of justice, should they be de­
tected; I am sory to say that there still remains an­
other exposé to make, and which a numerous body of 
my follow censitaires will not suffer me to wink at 
now that I have enlisted in their cause- How little does 
any man for see the length to which he may be carried, 
if he be honest, when he has once entered upon the 
abuses of a system which it is desired to reform.

On many Seigneurie» the practise has obtained, of 
never conceding any part of the wild lands without a 
fine, or foe, obtained from the party soliciting a lot It 
ia true that, by law, he can demand a lot, and that he 
is entitled to that lot for nothing ; neither need an ap­
plicant be deterred from pursuing his object, by a sim­
ple refusal ; he ia entitled to the most unequivocal 
proof that the lot he applies for has been kwiijWe con­
ceded to another, and it is not until he is himaeifseba- 
fed of that fact that he need refrain from an importun­
ate perseverance. The newly arrived emigrant, how­
ever, knows nothing of each right, and, if he did, would 
not know how to make it valid. He is a stranger—he 
has coroe to the country with the previous détermina 
tion of proceeding to a particular place, or he has form­
ed that determination on what he has heard since hie 
arrival, and, with a numerous family and his little capi­
tal (hie all) having once reached the point, of intended 
settlement, having diverged from the greet, continu­
ous, economical route of immigration, it is not a trifle 
that can decide him to abandon his first priced, and re­
commence travelling at the certainty of considerable 
expense, and m the uncertainty of any commuterai» 
advantage. Such a man eboeld commend tbesympe- 
thy and as datant* of any one who croaeaa he path :

Hm Steam vernal Tigris, which was oa 8a 
way to Surnom, under the expedition of Colonel 
Choosey, on her way with the Euphrates, dew* 
the Euphrates, was eeeruhuu by a torsade am 
the 91st ef May. aad sank immediately, carry­
ing dew» twepty me». The following iea brief 
account of the calamity,as commua toe led to the 
President of the Board ef Cswtrol :—■' A Bille 
alter one. p. m. on that melancholy day, the Rat 
home being a little ahead, and the Tigris land-

ing the Euphrates, » storm appeared, bringing 
with it, high in the air, clouds ol" sand !r«»m the 
wiist north quarter. At this momentw we ere pas- 
sing over the rocks of Le Gena (deeply covered,) 
and immediately after we made « signal for tho 
Euphrates to choose a berth, and make fast ; 
which was done more aa a matter of precaution, 
on Recount of the difficulty of seeing our way 
through the sand, than from apprehension that 
the «quail would be so terrific The Tigris was 
immediately directed towards the bunk, against 
«■Inch she struck without injury, but with eo 
much violence aa to recoil a u in lance of about 
eight yards, leaving two men on tiie bank, who 
had jumped out to make fast. The wind then 
suddenly veered round, drove her bow off, and 
thus rendered it quite impossible to secure the 
vessel to the bask, along which site was blown 
rapidly by the heavy gusts, her head falling off 
into the stream an she paeeed close by the Be- 
phratrs, which vessel had bean backed oppor­
tunely to avoid the concession. The engines 
were working with full power, and every endear- 
our made to turn the vessel's bow to the bank. 
One anchor was let go, but the.heel of the ves­
sel made it impossible to gel the other out, and 
she war then nearly broadside to the wind, with 
the engines almost powerless, and the waves, 
rising to four or five feet, forcing their way in at 
the windows. Lieutenant Cockburn.lhe Messrs,

I Staunton, and some of the men made ineffectu­
al attempts to keep out the water, for the fate of 
the vessel was already decided ; and the fore 
part of the deck being under water, Lieutenant 
Lynch came to report that the Tigris wae sink- 
ing, and the word was immediately passed for 
all to save themselves. At this very instant a 
momentary gleam of light faintly showed the 
bank at the apparent distance of eight or ten 
yards ; and, as there seemed every probability 
that the stern would touch it before she went 
down, Lieutenant 1-ynch encouraged the people 
to remain steady until they reached the land.-— 

i All were on deck at this critical moment, some 
clinging to the rupee of the awning, the paddle 
boards, and funnel ; but the majority were close 

j to the tiller, and all behaving with the most ex- 
emplary obedience, until tho vessel went down 

i all at once, and probably within half a minute 
after we had seen the bank for an instant.— 

j Lieut. Lynch, who was at my elbow, dived out 
| underneath the starboard ridge rope, at the mo- 
1 ment when there was about four feet water on 
I the deck, and I had the good fortune to get clear, 
j in the same way, through the larboard aide, and 
; also to take a direction which brought me to the 
‘ land, without having seen anything whatever to 
guide me through dark nets Worse than that of 
night. W lien it cleared a little, I found around 
me Lieut. Lynch and Mr. Eden, (both greatly 
exhausted.) Mr. Thompson, the Messrs. Staun­
ton, and several of the men. The hurricane wae 
already abating rapidly, and aa the distance from 
the vessel to the shore was very abort, we in. 
dulled the hope that tho reel of our brave corn- 
pen ions had reached the bank lower down. For 
eo instant I sew the keel of the Tigris upper­
most, near the stern. She went down bow 
foremost, end having et reek the bottom In that 
position, she probably turned round on the bow 
as a pivot, and thus showed pen of her keel for 
en inslent, et the oilier extientity ; but her ped. 
die beams, floats, and purls of the sides were 
already broken up, end actually floating ashore, 
•o speedily and terrific had been the work of 
destruction. From the moment of striking the 
bank until the Tigris went down it scarcely ex­
ceeded eight minutes, while the operation of 
■inking itself did not occupy more than three j 
indeed, the gale was so very violent, that Idouhl 
whether the most powerful vessel, such as a fri­
gate, could have restated it, unless she were *L 
ready secured to the bank; ttnd, for this there 
was, in our case, little or no time, as it was 
barely possible, in the position of our consort, to 
make fast and save the vessel.”

We are ir debted u> the Messrs. Topl iff. of the 
Boston News Room, for a slip containing la e 
and interesting intelligence from Spain, receiv­
ed at Boston by the ship Empire, from Trieste 
vie Gibraltar.

The internal condition of the kingdom is re. 
presented to be very unsettled, and even alarm, 
ing. The populace in Madrid and the other 
principal cities are discontented and weary of 
the protracted war. In the suburbs of the capi- 
tel their discontent had occasioned riots and 
bloodshed. In Segovia it had been neceasary to 
adopt strong measures, to seen *e the city against 
a coup de main.

Two Garîiat expeditions hid been despatched 
on Arnigon and Castile—and it was apprehend, 
ed that one object of these movements, was to 
make an attack ou Valladolid Subsequent ac­
count# however, stafed that the troops had been 
met, and dispersed among the mountains.

Mina lia» issued a proclamation, threatening

Nay, more, the 
congregations of Presbyterians, not at present in com­
munion with the Church of Scotland, am, it is well 
known, composed of the same elements, in tiw same 
proportion», as those m connection with uur Synod— 
the difference ie only nominal, between either the pas-

The re­
sult of this return, therefore, fully boars us out 
in all onr étalements, that bullion has for some | 
time past t»een steadily, though notin very heavy | 
amounts leaving this country. It also shows j 
that the Bunk of England corporation, for its I 
own safety, lies eufficirnt on its hsnda already, i 
when the relative amount of tltoir circulation ' 
and dep<isits are considered with reference to the ' 
protecting power ih**v possess in the present 
stock of bullion, and it confirme our often ex. 
pressed opinion of the folly and presumption in 
that corporation, shackled as it ie, with the pre. 
*e >t limned gol f standard, to attempt to grasp 
at tite idle, nay wicked scheme of monopolising 
and restricting the whole of the circulating 
medium of the country to the i*>ue of its own 
paper. The bank dirt c urs, recklessly enough, 
would double their issues if they could drive the 
other joint stock banks out of the field ; but we 
trust those useful checks upon tho bank, aided 
by the commercial interest», will resist any future 
attempts at thu extension of their already un­
manageable monopoly.

London, July 3u.—Money fo much more 
plentiful Mi the city than it hae been for some 
tune past. Some heavy payments were made 
today tor duties on Bohes teas, as the extended 
pen id granted to the holders under tbe order n 
council, allowing them to enter this article 
at tbe one «lulling and sixpence duty, will expire 
on Monday. Tlie East India Company haa 
made lue necessary advances for all those who 
required assistance on the last June sale.

‘I he large sahs ot indigo, colonial and other 
wools, a hich have been m progrès» for some 
days past, will also take considerable sums of 
money to complete the deliveries of these staple 
articles of trade. There is, however, no fear 
entertained in well-informed circles, that the 
pressure for capital, as tbe year draw* toward a 
conclusion, will be si ch as to occasion any ee. 
nous difficulties.

An important feature connected with the de­
mand for inonev, ia tlie increased value of all the 
principal articles of commerce, whether for 
manufactures or for domestic use. The rise in 
the value of indigo, is calculated at 30 cent, 
lo the October sales, with a large augmenta­
tion of consumption. For silks, wools, and 
other principal articles, prices have risen con­
siderably—and this, added to the increased num­
ber of labourers employed on the railways end 
other works, necessarily requires a larger 
amount of circulating medium to meet payment, 
than has heretofore been tlie case. It is, how- 
ever, highly satisfactory to know that trade and 
commerce continue in a highly flourishing state, 
and that the notion of the alarmists, that to the 
demand of exportation alone, is the scarcity of 
specie attributable, is unfounded.—Correspon­
dence of tie New York Commercial Advertiser.

gone to America or the Continent ; and it is 
conjectured that they have disposed, at a dis­
count for cash or snail bills, of property to the 
value of £30,000, which they had pare ha seed 
with bills not yet due.—Hull Rockingham.

A curious circumstance is mentioned in the 
accounts from Hamburg. The Captain of the 
Liverpool, while on hvr t"y>ige from Bahia to 
Hamburg, amused himself with fishing, and suc­
ceeded in capturing • large shark. Upon cut­
ting it open, the grester part of the body of a 
mau was discovered in the bully of the fish. The 
account states that the Cptaiu bad in his posses­
sion the )ieed of the body at Hamburg.

Loss or Fishing Vessels in Iceland.—The 
Edinbugh Courant announces the late arrival in 
j a pa Sound, Orkney, of the sloop Jean Black of 
Kothsay, from Iceland, with only three ton of 
cod. Reports the fishing is almost a total failure, 
and a loss of twelve French fishing vessels, with 
sixteen men in each, who «II perished, with the 
exception of one Hoy.

The English Yeoman nr.—The total number 
of troops in Great Britain is 338, and the num. 
ber of officers, 1,155 ; of m«n 16,210. The ex­
pense of all the corps in 1835 was £96,314 14s 
The amount paid out of the vote for Great Bri- 
tain in aid of the gratuities granted to the reduc­
ed permanent sergeants and drummers of the 
Irish yeomanry was £2,850. The probable 
amount of outstanding demands is, for Great Bri­
tain £11,60 13*. 4 b ; for Ireland £1,560. Total 
probable charge against the vote of Parliament, 
£101,685 7*. 4d.

Revenues.—The Paris Moniteur publishes the 
comparative view of the revenue for the first six 
months of this year, with the same period of 1634 
and 1835. The indirect^ taxes have produced 
297,698.000 francs, nearly 23$ millions
more than the firet six inJfekh of 1834, und near­
ly 12 millions more tharrWfe last six months of 
1836. The only diminution has been in the duty 
on salt, all the others have increased.

Tne same paper gives the following compara­
tive statement of the import and consumption o 
sugar from the French and foreign colonies dur­
ing the first six months of 1835 and 1816 :—“ In 
1835 the imports amounted to 43,(>09.51 >8 kilo­
grammes, and in 1835 to 35,863,871 kilogram­
mes, being a ducre .se in the present year of 
7,145,727 kilogrammes. In 1835 the connurnp.
lion in France wa* 30,428,000 kilogrammes, and 
in 1836 only 33,073,800 kilogrammes. Thus 
the quantity of sugar re-exported has become 
nearly doubled. During the last six months it 
amounted to 6,005,000 kilogrammes, while in 
the corresponding half year of 1835 it did not 
amount to 4,y0o,000 kilogrammes.*’

The following is the Circular referred to 
on Saturday :—

TO MY CREDITORS.
Yon have already been apprised, through the 

medium of the pnblic prints, that, owing lo cir­
cumstances beyond my comroul, and lo which 
it is not necessary now to allude, I have been 
compelled to suspend foà the present, the pay­
ment of my debts. To cluse my estate in a man­
ner that would render jnstiee to every creditor, 
and secure to his benefit all the property which 
I possessed, I executed an assignment of my ef­
fects, real and personal, to Messrs. Pratt, Allen, 
Clary, Love and Filmore, of the city of Buffalo. 
By that assignment my creditors were divided 
into two classes—to the first a preference was 
riven in the payment of their demand.'—a pre­
ference called for by feelings of gratitude to­
ward some of that class, from whom I had re­
ceived much friendly assistance in the transac­
tion of my business ; and by a sense of the obli­
gation imposed on me to protect the mechanics, 
labourers, and clerks, in my employment.

Tbo real and personal estate inventoried by 
me amounted, at the valuation which Î made of 
the property, to two millions six hundred and 
eighty-one thousand dollars—and the valuation, 
subsequent reflection has convinced me, was not 
exaggerated. The whole of my debts, of every 
kind and nature, wül not exceed one million 
eight hundred thousand dollars. It is obvious, 
therefore, that unless my estate is improvidently 
managed, it will furnish ample means for the ex­
tinguishment of every debt and demand against 
me. And it is my earnest wish, that in the set­
tlement of Ibis estate such measures may be 
adopted, aa will save the property from lose or 
sacrifice, and ensure to every creditor the full 
amount of hie claims.

Unfortunately, the aae.gnment wia not suffi- 
ciently considered, previously to its being sign­
ed, end its defects and want of particularity in 
its details, are new discovered and felt by the 
astigneea in the execution of their trust. Many 
powers essential to the due and proper manage­
ment of the estate—powers which were intend­
ed to be conferred—and without which serious 
losses mast and will accrue, have been omitted 
in the instrument conveying my estate to the 
consigne#* ; and (heee gentlemen now find exi­
gence# daily arising, calling for the exercise of 
such powers, while the instrument under which 
they act, and by which they are circumscribed, 
does not confer them.

Income mstancee.the mortgagees have already 
instituted proceedings to foreclose—and if per­
mitted to proceed, and the property be ft weed 
off—it cannot fail to be attended with ruinous 
sacrifices. Again there are contracta for, to a 
large amount, frem which great profite may be 
confidently anticipated ; and on these, advances 
to the amount of 0100,000 have already been 
made. Unless such contracts are fulfilled, the 
estate will not only be deprived of the profit, 
which can be realized, but the payments already 
made will be forfeited. Yet in these, and in 
like cases, the assignees have no power to act.

When the assignment was executed, I suppo­
sed that it conferred ample powers on the assig­
nees—it was my intention that such powers 
should be conferred—and their omierion to at­
tributable to the baste with which the instrument 
was drawn, and not to design.

We have not yet done with the subject of 
Banks and Banking, nor do we intend to drop 
it until wc are convinced that the public and 
our law-makers have taken it up in good ear­
nest ; and that there is a prospect of such 
measures being enacted as are, in the case, 
called for. We have already dwelt at some 

I length upon the necessity uf banks being sub­
jected to Legislative controul, from regard to 
the interests of the community, and we shall 
not fail to reiterate this, as it must form the 
primum molnle of all action on the subject.— 
Indifference cannot in the present circum­
stances be with safety indulged in.

The last tune we touched upon this sub­
ject, we referred to the Laws, relative to 
Banking Institutions, that prevailed in the 
State of Massachusetts.

Owing to the inducements held out by the 
proprietors of the London and Liverpool line of 
packets, numerous payments are regularly made 
by persona in thie city for the conveyance of their 
friends from Europe to this port. But owing to 
negligence or other causes, in many instance* 
no letter of advice is forwarded to the European 
agent, and consequently, the contract is not ful­
filled. Application is then made for the return 
of the money, but in many casse without success, 
and the unfortunate dupe* are frequently treated 
with the greater insolence.

Yesterday morning a case of this nature was 
tried in the above court. An individual named 
Garner was plaintiff and J. Griswold, proprietor 
of a London line of packets, defendant. It ap-

Kared that about two years ago thé plaintiff paid 
r. Griswold $36 for the passage of a friend in 
the steerage of the ship President, from Eng. 

land. On the day specified, application was - 
made to Mr. Weston, the London agent, for the 
said passage, which was refused, he having re. 
ceived no instructions to that effect. The plain­
tiff baa repeatedly applied to the defendant te re­
fund the money, but in vain ; and hit only re­
course was, to bring the present action.

His honor decided that the money should be 
repaid with interest from the time of the appli. 
cation to the London agent. J. Graham, Eeq. ap­
peared for the plaintiff.

Heavy complaints are constantly being made 
with regard to the conduct of the proprietors and 
agents of packets, and of the unfair advantage 
liken of the ignorant. A gentleman in court 
stdted that a few months since, he paid to Mr. 
Griswold money for his wife’s passage to Lon­
don. A paper was signed, wherein Mr. G. con. j 
traded to furnish the «aid passage on a certain 
day. On the day appointed •• advertisement ap- 
pea red in the morning papers recreating passe n- 
gers to be on the wharf at 11, A. M. The parties 
accordingly repaired thither, but after waiting 
nearly two hours in the rain, they ascertained 
that the vessel would not sail until the following 
day. Owing to the exposure the lady was taken 
ill, and unable to leave her bed. The husband 
waited on Mr. G., and informed him of the cir­
cumstance. elating at the same time that as the 
contract had been broken, the vesakl not being 
in readiness at the time specified, he should ex­
pect the passage money to be refunded. This was 
refuse . by Mr. G. who behaved with the great­
est hauteur. Shortly afterwards the gentleman 
made another application, when be was offered j 
one half the money as a composition in full for j 
the whole. Being ignorant of the law in such 
cases, he submitted to the disgraceful imposition, 
and signed a paper to that effect.
