New i'reatment_(—)f
Pneumonia Meets
Notable Success

New York, March 22—Remarkable
success in treating pneumonia by a
new process was reported today by
physicians connected with the staff
of St. Mary’s Hospital in Hoboken.

It was asserted that several pat-
ients who seemed to have little
chance to recover had improved
greatly under this treatment, which
is called the diathermic treatment
It was introduced in Hoboken, it
was said, by Dr. H. V. Broeser, an
X-Ray specialist of St. Id’lry'g Hos-
pital, after it had been tried in 20
cases in the United States Marine
Hospital on Statep Island. Dr. Har
ry E. Stewart, of Yale, well known
as a coach and athletic leader, and
an instructor in the' department of
physiotherapy at Yale, developed the
treatment and used it on Staten Is-
land.

The method consists of the ap-
plication of plates to the chest and
the back, and the passing of an elec-
trical current through the lungs.
This increases the temperature with-
in the lungs and its beneficial effect
in pneumonia is sald to be in break-
ing up congestion.

“The use of heat in the treatment
of pneumonip,” said.Dr. Nattrass, “Is
very old. Mustard plasters and sim-
ilar means of producing heat have
saved the lives of many pneumonia
patients, but that kind of thing is in¢
efficient in getting heat inside the
lungs.

“The diathermic treatment ubed by
Dr. Stewart introduces heat deep in
to the lungs without burning the sur-

Lumbermen’s Association .. .. .. .
. As a result of the meeting held in
Moncton on Wednesday, thq execu-
ive of the New Brunswick Lumber-
men’'s . Association representations
will be made to the Provincial Leg-
islature urging that the Lumbermen’s
Association be recognized by the
Workmen's Compensation Board,
Such recognition would cause the
adoption by the Board of Regulations
submitted by the lumbermen relative
to the application of the Workmen's
Compensation Act is respect to the
lumbering business in the province.
The foregoing decision is the climax
f an ngltnuon‘ for some time among
the lumbermen of the province with
respect to the application of the
Workmen's Compensation Act inso-
far ag it concerned them. The lumber
ng and the mining industries, it 1s
stated, are and have been the heavi-
est assessed under the Act of all the
industries in the province and the
lumbermen, particularly, complain
that the burden has become practic-
ally unbearable. While the mining
men have no association as such itie
prcbable that they will unite with the
Lumbermen’s Association for the pur-
poses of the Compensation Act, since
theirs is more closely similar to the
lumbermen’s than any other of the
industries.
The meeting was the first execn-l
tive meeting of the Lumbermen's
Association held in Moncton and the
largest since the association was
formed in 1919, and in addition te
lumbermen from all over the pro-
vince there were present several re-
presentatives of the mining men.
Consiggrable discussion took place
as to tgappllcation of the Work-
men's Compensation Act in particular

Philadelphia, March 27 A me-
thod of photographing the brain
of a living person without affect-
ing the health of/the patient has
been discovered at the Univer-
sity Hospital.

Working in the clinic of Dr.
Chas. Frazier, Drs. Temple Fay
and Francis C. Grant succeeded
in making several flashes of the
inside of the brain of a ten-months
baby. These photographs- are
the first ever obtained of the hu-
man brain and may prove invalu-
able in the treatment of water on
the brain and cerebral tumors.

It was an attempt to find a
means of relief for such cases in
children, that led to the discovery
which has attracted the attention
of the medical world to the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania.

Complete Abolition
Of Divorce Is Urged

New York, March 27. Com-
plete abolition of divorce is urged
by Supreme Court Justice Mors-
chauser, who  presided over the
Stillman case, in an article in the
April number of Columbia, official
organ of the Knights of Columbia
made public Monday . -

Declaring that he believed the
abolition of divorce should be
brought about by Congressional
icgislation, he added:

“But that is a long way ahead
because there are, unfortunately,
s0 many middle.aged and elderly
men; and some young ones, who,
for one reason or another, want
new wives.

“But one great practical step
which should be taken immediat-
ely in the passage of legislation
making decrees obtained in Paris
or elsewhere in Europe igvalid. It
is all wrdng to let ‘a rich man or
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woman run off ‘to Paris to get

on the statue books for slightly
more than two years, are not im-
probable in view of the attitude
assumed in the House of Com-
mons by Sir Lomer Gouin, Minis-
ter of Justice. Replying to the
strong support given by Quebec
members to the Casgrain resolut-
ion —calling for amendment or
other abrogation of the act—Sir
Lomer said that while he would
not hear of repeal he was convinc-
ed of the necessity of definite
amendment. -

Summing up succintly the prog-
ress of bankruptcy legislation in
Canada and ai’ssociating himself
from the plea that Quebec prov-
ince demanded absolute repeal of
the federal law Minister of Justice
declared that much of the prevail-
ing dissatisfaction hanged upon
the non-applicability of the act
to non traders and also to irregul-
arities practiced by certain trust-
ees. The ptrinciples of the act
however were just and equitable
and Canada could not afford ‘to

!dispense with it when all other

\civilized nations deemed essential
such legislation. He was prepar-
ed, he said’to support the resolut
ion provided the mover would so
alter it as to call for amendment
only of the statutes.

Following the sympathetic ad-
dress by Sir Lomer the resolution
was withdrawn. The chief brunt
of battle for repeal was borne by
two Liberal members. Messrs.
Casgrain. Charlevoix-Montmor-
ency, and Archambault, Chambly
Vercheres both of whom declared
that the working of the act in
Quebec had led to a wider state of
industrial and financial dislocation
gross abuses by officials. instabil-
ity of credit and general dissatis-
faction.
