OUR FARMERS.
Professor Robertson’s Address.

BUTTER MAKING-.

Thursday Afternoon, March 24.
The first business of the afternoon, ac­

cording to the program, was a pratical il­
lustration of the art of butter making. S. 
L. Peters, after putting a certain amount 
of cream into a Dairy chum, said, as he 
began to turn the handle, he felt very 
much pleased at the large and intelligent 
gathering here assembled to see and dis­
cuss the proper method of butter making. 
That gathering was a test that the farmers 
were alive to their own interests and that 
of the province. Prof. Sherley, under the 
advice of Manchester, Robinson & Allison 
of St. John, gave an impetus to the mak­
ing of butter by proper methods. The 
speaker had himself given lectures and 
illustrations in different localities during 
the winter with good results.

This cream, he said, is as it should be, 
clear and well separated from the milk. 
His plan was to keep the cream as cool as 
possible till there was sufficient for churn­
ing. It should then he brought to the 
proper heat so that it has the right acidity 
and then churned. In winter it was dif­
ficult to make a sample that would please 
the taste and eye. The aim should be to 
make June butter all the year round, and 
to do this a little coloring matter is neces­
sary. We use Wells & Richardson’s or 
Thatche’s butter color, as these assimilate 
only with the butter and do not in the 
least color the buttermilk.

The cows which had produced the 
cream in the chum, he said, had been fed 
on roots and buckwheat. He had seen a 
statement to the effect that buckwheat 
was equal to the cotton seed meal for but­
ter making.

In the cream he was churning, he said, 
there would be five pounds of butter. To 
this quantity he added scarce a teaspoon 
of coloring. Customers liked good yellow 
butter.

Ladies would be much relieved if all but­
ter making was left to the factories. He 
thought they should be relieved of the 
churning at any rate. In winter the 
cream should be at a temperature of from 
63° to 67°, the higher the temperature as 
the cows are forward in milk. In summer 
the cream should stand at 60°. .

In reply to J. S. Clark, he said that the 
chum should be worked as rapidly as he 
was doing it at that moment (about seventy 
revolutions per minute).
He had been churning fourteen and a half 

minutes and examining the churn, it was 
seen that the butter had formed. He 
then added cold water reducing the tem­
perature to 50°, the proper temperature 
for washing. He then drew away the 
buttermilk and closing the chum set it in 
motion once more washing the butter. 
He said the gentlemen always churned 
when the old dash was used now they 
should be delighted to work the Dairy. 
Stopping the motion, he said, it was well 
to let the butter remain in the water for a 
time to harden.

Farmers sometimes waited till they 
found spare time to churn, but it was 
wrong, it should be done when the cream 
was fit. Men should be careful of their 
reputation as butter makers. They could 
not afford to see the whole business going 
by default. If the churning was put off 
for a day the cream should be kept as cool 
as possible. As a test of the washing, he 
said he washed the butter till the water 
showed no sign of the buttermilk ; and it 
sometimes took four washings to complete 
it.

Answering a question he said that glob­
ules other than grains of butter were 
found in the strainer which did not color. 
He said this was a curdy matter and hap­
pened when the cream was too ripe the 
curd being formed by the acid. This 
would give a curd, which was first class in 
a cheese factory but out of place in a 
creamery. He said the cream he had been 
working was from an ordinary cow. In 
regard to a statement respecting Mr. 
King’s cows, he knew for a fact that one 
of them made 500 pounds of butter in a 
year.

He had been at the churn up to this 
time forty-six minutes and now put in the 
salt, one ounce to a pound of butter. He 
said it was a matter of taste but this was 
the average ■ quantity used. Samples of 
the butter were then passed round and 
much admired for its appearance and taste. 
It was a very fine illustration of butter 
making, simple and concise, and those 
present will be hard to please in this arti­
cle henceforth.

Cream Testing.

W. W. Hubbard then explained the 
milk tester. He said it had been difficult 
to determine with any degree of accuracy 
the exact quality of milk. Chemical an­
alysis was too slow and expensive, but 
this had been remedied. Milk was com­
posed of solids and water. The solid part 
is the only food product and determined 
the quality of the milk. About eighteen 
months since, Dr. S. M. Babcock had in­
vented the Babcock test. The solids in 
the milk are dissolved by sulphuric acid 
of a specific gravity of 1.82. Seventeen 
and a half centimetres of milk are put in 
the test bottle and the same amount of 
sulphuric acid of the above strength. The 
milk would then begin to burn and the 
sugar and cheese in it begin to dissolve. 
The test bottles are then set in the ma­
chine which was revolved so that the fat 
remaining undissolved would be pullèd 
out of the solution by centrifugal force. 
The temperature should be warm so that 
the solids should be kept in a liquid state. 
The bottles are then filled with hot water. 
Then the machine is whirled for two 
minutes to divide the fat to the top so 
that it reaches the graduation in the neck 
of the bottle. Each space shows how 
many pounds of fat are in one hundred 
pounds of milk.

He said that the milk he was then test­
ing were samples from three cows owned 
by Z. R. Estey of Kingsclear. One of 
them [showed 4 per cent of fat, another 
4.04 and the third 4 per cent. He said 
this was far above the average, and the 
cows were good ones indeed.

He could not get the acid that he re­
quired but had got the commercial acid 
which was said to have a strength of 90 
per cent, but he did not think it was so 
strong. He believed the machine to be 
the best test and it was so accepted in all 
creameries. Three and three-quarter per 
cent is a good average for a cow. In re­
ply to a question, he said, that four per 
cent meant four pounds of fat to the hun­
dred of milk.

He was applauded for his address and 
the machine was critically examined by 
nearly all present. At this stage Prof.

Robertson entered and went on the plat­
form. His Honor, Sir Leonard Tilley, 
was present and evinced a very active in­
terest in the illustration.
Prof. Robertson's Address on Economic 

Butter Molting.
The professor said, after he had got his 

charts securely fastened to the wall, that 
he was glad to meet so many farmers. He 
had intended to speak on the economic 
value of ensilage, but as Mr. Peters had 
been giving a pratical illustration of butter 
making he would follow in the same line 
and speak on the economic production of 
butter. When he had first visited this 
province the meetings were small and 
little enthusiasm was given to the work, 
but there was a great change. He believed 
it was better in all cases to get a man en­
thusiastic than to load him with informa­
tion. All should attend a meeting where 
the making of butter was explained. Some 
would say that he had no time to attend 
to farmers’ meetings. Farmers require to 
have a clear head and good judgment now 
more than ever before. If he does not 
put enthusiasm into his work he is in a 
bad condition to do it. He, himself, had 
a workshop where he kept many chisels. 
He spent a great part of the time sharpen­
ing them but he could gain in his work by 
having,hia tools in order. He said our 
farmers b' 3 been working with dull 
tools. The farmers’ meeting was a sharp­
ening time. Going back to the substance 
of his speech, the production of butter, he 
first thought of the men who turn the 
product out. As they thought so would 
the excellence of their product be.

We have a fine climate, fine crops, pure 
air, but when we want good cattle we go 
to Ontario and they go to England. In 
the matter of horses and swine it is the 
same. Not because they have better cap­
abilities, but because they have been 
trained in the work of producing them. 
Farmers in England have to obey the 
rulings of another class ; here they are 
free to follow their own thoughts and so 
much the more should they think and 
acquire knowledge.

Good butter did not come by chance. 
We get nothing good without working for 
it. The Hindoo expression, “ To labor 
the gods give all things,” is a very true 
one. When the farmer learns more and 
thinks more, the value of his production 
will be enhanced. A man should be 
above apoligizing for his presence on 
earth. He is here and should make the 
best of it.

In a visit to Cookstown he had spoken 
of the value of com fodder as a food for 
cows. On his next visit he found that he 
had made fifteen farrilers think and fifteen 
silos had been built during the year.

There was no economy in making butter 
in small lots. No one should spend three 
hours in making five pounds of butter 
when one person in five hours could make 
one hundred and fifty pounds in a cream­
ery. The farmers must have confidence 
in one another. It appeared that they 
had confidence in none but shapes. 
Farmers thought that their good milk was 
mixed with somebody else’s bad milk. 
Now, however, we can tell all about the 
quality of milk and this cannot happen. 
Farmers should work together ; one man 
could do little but a corporation would do 
what they undertook.

Economy was never mean. Economy 
was watching the charge of the markets 
and supplying the products the people 
wanted. Butter of Ontario was competing 
with that of New Zealand in the English 
markets. This was thought development. 
We should have a share in this market, 
and by making butter cheaper we can 
thus compete at a profit.

It was economy to sell butter more than 
to sell any other product of the farm. In 
the sale of products from the farm three 
constituents are carried off, nitrogen, phos­
phoric acid and potash. All crops take 
these out of the soil. Two and a half tons 
of hay carry away more than two tons of 
beef. The hay meant $25 while the beef 
meant $200. So it did not pay to sell 
hay. Neither is it economical to sell 
mutton. We should, however, sell more 
swine as the waste milk will help to feed 
them, they are a bye product of butter. 
One ton of hay to a ton of cheese, $10 to 
$20, better to sell cheese than hay.

He said that last fall cheese were sent 
from this province to England to see if it 
could be made here for that market. The 
cheese were not as good as they might 
have been as the factories had not all the 
necessary appliances. It sold higher than 
the cheese from Ontario. It was proved 
that cheese could be made here at a profit 
and that it took well in the English 
market, so there should be 200 factories 
running in the province.

Referring to the chart he 'showed that 
the principal constituent of butter, nitro­
gen, comes from the air and does not rob 
the soil, that peas and beans got this con­
stituent from the air and therefore an 
economic plant Hardwood ashes makes 
the lands of plants green so that they act 
more readily and store up a greater quan­
tity of nitrogen. A fermer could not af­
ford to buy nitrogen at a cost of seventeen 
cents a pound, he should make the pea 
grafts gather it for him and by using 
ground bones and ashes he could secure 
the phosphoric acid and potash and thus 
fertilize his farm.

Referring to cows, the distinguished 
lecturer said that the farmer should ex­
pect a cow to pay for her board. If he 
kept a cow boarding house on the benevo­
lent plan it was a different thing but it 
did not pay. There was no economy in 
keeping a cow unless she paid her cost. 
There was as much difference between 
cows as there was among men. It was a 
question of quality not quantity. A good 
little man was better than a big useless 
one. So with cows. There should be 
judicious selection. Good milkers should 
be chosen and bred from.

The old style cow did not make more 
than fifty pounds of butter per year and 
he believed there were some of them yet 
in Canada. Some of these if properly 
cared for should give 250 pounds.

Geo. Allen, of Ottawa, had a herd of 
four cows. The first year each cow aver­
aged 78} pounds. The next year he fed 
bran and hay and had 131 pounds. Next 
year he fed more succulent food and bran 
and had 204} pounds. Cows must have 
bulky and succulent food. Rich foods will 
cost more than the butter made and could 
therefore not be had. Com ensilage and 
meal pays a profit of one hundred per 
cent. Succulent food also prolongs the 
milking season. Cows at the experimental 
station milk 10J months while some on 
the farms do not milk more than five 
months. Succulent food all winter gives 
a good quantity of butter and starts the 
cattle out better in the spring.

The butter sent from here to England 
as an experiment did not bring as high a 
price as it should. It was too high in 
color. Danish butter brought twenty-four 
cents while ours brought fifteen. We 
should send a large quantity of butter to 
that market, but they are prejudiced 
against our manufacture. They believe

we follow the plan that the French do 
with their wine and believe that the 
older it is the better. Butter sent from 
Woodstock this year was allowed to be 
the best sample of Canadian butter put 
upon the English market, but instead of 
bringing 125 shillings per hundred it 
brought seventy. Butter from fresh 
calved cows takes the best there, and one 
fresh calved cow in twenty-five will add 
to the value of the product in that market, 
so that we should try and have the cows 
fresh during the winter.

It is said that if everyone were to pro­
duce butter the market would be glutted 
but there was nothing in that.

It was economical to produce good but­
ter only, poor butter was a bad article to 
handle. In Manitoba the merchants give 
the bad butter to the Indians, and as a re­
sult bad friends were made of them at the 
same time.

There is economy in milking cows. 
Tests had been made as to the quantity of 
fet different milkers would get from the 
same cow. Some got one third more but­
ter from the same feed. The elaboration 
of milk is a drain on the nervous system 
and means the operation of very delicate 
and strong machineiy. If the nervous 
system was disturbed by a cold chill or 
by a dog the flow of milk would be 
changed. Men disturb this system in 
many ways and in some cases twenty-five 
per cent of the butter fet is lost. Gentle­
ness and kindness would give the best re­
sults. A man who would strike a cow 
even if she deserved it was not fit to 
handle one.

He said the attention paid by the audi­
ence made it an easy matter for him to 
speak. It operated on his nervous system 
and roused his enthusiasm. He detailed 
lecturing to a report and said there was 
not much magnetism in that.

Milk set to cream, he said, should have 
perfect rest. Experiments made proved 
that more butter was got when the milk 
was put in shallow pans than in deep set­
ting pails. Deep setting pails put into 
cold water left thirty-one per cent of the 
butter fet in the skim milk. There was a 
loss in this way at any time of from ten 
to twenty per cent while shallow pans 
gave a loss of but five per cent.

Cream in the fell of the year should be 
at a temperature of sixty-eight to seventy 
degrees and the butter is not spoiled by 
having the cream too hot. The churning 
should be done in three quarters of an 
hour. He had received samples of cream 
that had been churned for two days, had 
sent samples to a butter maker who had 
got the butter in three-quarters of an 
hour because the cream was at the right 
temperature. There are no witches at 
present, he said, no use to put a five cent 
piece in the churn.

He said that this province was fortunate 
in having a governor who took such an 
active part in the improvement of the 
dairy industry.

Thursday Evening.

At eight o’clock the discussion of papers 
read in the morning was taken up. S. L. 
Peters broke the ice in remarking on the 
natural results of a depletion of the soil.

Corn was the Natural Solution 
of the question of how to carry more stock 
in better shape than formerly. To winter 
a cow on ensilage, five tons, at $2 per ton, 
and a half ton of hay as against two tons 
and a half of hay, at $8 per ton, made a 
large saving in favor of ensilage. He 
thought cattle should be housed all day 
in a warm stable in preference to letting 
them out for four or five hours to keep the 
bam yard warm.

The Silo.
In reply to a question : Will Mr. 

Peters give his experience in growing and 
stowing corn in a silo ? Mr. Baxter said 
he grew corn last year, and his first and 
greatest trouble were the crows. The next 
difficulty was to build the silo. He built 
it, however, put his corn in and on top 
ofs that put a crop of green oats. He 
opened the silo the 24th day of December. 
The oats were roasted but the corn was 
all right, except at the corners where the 
rats got in.

Mr. Reid thought that perhaps it would 
be better to grow turnips than corn.

Mr. Stopford, of York county, gave his 
experience in growing corn. His was the 
first silo in this county. He thought that 
where the land is not adapted to corn it 
is better to put grass, clover, oats and peas, 
vetches, etc.

Thomas A. Peters, of Hampton, gave 
his experience. He thought the silo was 
the greatest friend of the upland farmer 
where it is hard to grow hay. He had 
better crops of com following sod than 
after any other crops.
Talk on the Formation of a Dairymen» 

Association.
Mr. Baxter then put forward the ques­

tion : Should we form a dairymens’ as­
sociation in addition to the provincial 
fermera’ association ? He thought not.

J. B. Hamn thought in the way of get­
ting assistance from the government we 
should commence at the fountain head and 
elect farmers to represent us in the legis­
lative of assembly.

J. W. Stout thought that a dairymens’ 
association should be started independent 
of the farmers’ association, otherwise dairy 
work would be greatly neglected.

J. W. Robinson was in favor of making 
a dairymens’ association independent.

Mr. Hubbard spoke in fevor of a separ­
ate society. If the farmers meet to enjoy 
themselves the present association was 
sufficient for their needs. But as they 
were here for business and to help the 
dairying industry of the province, and as 
this association was general in its proceed­
ings, it was right that they should have a 
dairymen’s society to do special work ; 
and that they should have assistance from 
the government to make it a success. He 
thought that the public schools should 
have a good text book on agriculture for 
this province.

The meeting adjourned till two o’clock 
Friday afternoon.

Friday, March 25th.
A number of farmers of the province met 

in the council chamber to consider the ad­
visability of forming a dairymens’ associa­
tion.

The meeting was called to order at quar­
ter to ten o’clock by Mr. Owens. On mo­
tion, Mr. Mills, of Sussex, took the chair.

Mr. Hubbard gave in detail the prelim­
inary proceedings carried on by himself 
and others during the past year ; also sug­
gestion given by Professor Robertson.

It was moved .that S. L. Peters act as 
secretary. Carried.

Mr. Hubbard read a long list of names 
of those who were in fevor of starting a 
dairymens’ association in New Brunswick. 
There were over one hundred names on 
the list.

Julius L. Inches made a few remarks 
cautioning the meeting against forming 
two associations.

Mr. Hubbard gave a list of provisional 
directors of the proposed association : Geo- 
E. Baxter, Herbert Manger, Victoria ; Jas. 
N. Sloat, J. A. Baxter, Carleton ; Thomas 
N. Colter, M. P. P., and Chas. Murray,

J York ; Chas. Burpee, W. W. Hubbard, 
Sunbury ; S. L. Peters, Queens ; Mr. Slipp, 
T. A. Peters, Kings ; J. D. Grimmer, Judge 
Stevens, Charlotte ; Edgar Stevens, Albert; 
S. S. Hall, Fred Hatheway, St. John ; J. 
R. Taylor, H. Trueman, Westmorland ; J. 
B. Snowball, Northumberland; Wm. Brait, 
Kent.

John E. Slipp said that if a dairymens’ 
association was formed it should be their 
business to present their claims to the gov­
ernment.

Thos. Colter, M. P. P., said that he was 
under the impression that the $10,000 was 
to be given to a dairymens’ association, 
but to be under the control of the govern­
ment.

Mr. Sloat was of the same opinion as 
the last speaker.

S. L. Peters said that he did not think 
the provincial farmers’ association should 
be sacrificed for a dairymens’ society, but 
rather to amalgamate the two ; that a 
dairymens’ society would shut out every­
thing except matter bearing directly on 
dairy work, whereas the work of the 
formere’association covered all the ground, 
and as was just, took up the horse, horti­
cultural and other branches in their turn 
and excluded nothing.

Howard Truman was of the opinion that 
we could not run two farmers’ associations 
in New Brunswick.

Mr. White, of Carleton, thought we had 
better start a good dairy before we under­
take to form a dairymens’ association.

Mr. Baxter moved the following resolu­
tion:

“ In the opinion of this meeting it is 
not advisable to form two associations in 
the interests of agriculture in the province, 
but in order to combine all interests we 
advise that the name of the provincial 
farmers’ association be changed to the 
farmers’ and dairymens’ association of 
New Brunswick, and that a corresponding 
charge be made in the constitution to 
serve all interests.”

The motion was seconded by Mr. Al- 
ward.

Professor Robertson gave his opinion 
that it would not be wise to form two as­
sociations under two names for the same 
ends. But to act under one name, such as 
the above resolution suggests, to become 
incorporated, and thereby be able to 
handle a grant of real estate and be in a 
position to do business and carry on dairy 
work for a few years, but not forgetting 
other branches of farming, such as horses 
and sheep.

The following was added to the resolu­
tion and the motion passed unanimously :

“ And that steps be taken to obtain let­
ters patent from the provincial govern­
ment to form a corporate body.”

It was moved and seconded that the 
chairman report the proceedings of this 
meeting to the provincial farmers’ associa­
tion this afternoon.

Professor Robertson then took the floor 
and addressed the meeting on subjects of 
general interest. He said, among other 
things, that as the government of New 
Brunswick would probably help the dairy­
men in a local capacity, so the Dominion 
government were ready to assist in a fed­
eral capacity. The professor’s remarks as 
usual were full of interest to the farmers, 
very pithy and interesting. He said that 
he would be willing to send down an in­
structor again this coming season, and ex­
plained to the meeting the proper way to 
carry on the work. He showed how 
the addition of three quarters of one cent 
per pound in cheese added' over $400,000 
annually to the amount received for that 
product in Great Britain. He said that 
to all fermera sending their names to the 
Central farm, Ottawa, there would be sent 
a three pound bag of corn which was 
thought to be the best for ensilage pur­
poses ; also enough seed potatoes. On be­
half of Professor Saunders of the Experi­
mental farm he wished to say that he 
wants the province to make a good dis­
play at the international exhibition to be 
held in Chicago in the near future and by 
so doing induce immigration to this 
country.

The closing proceedings of the session 
will, for want of room this, be published 
next week.

THE BALAKLAVA CHARGE.
The Russian Version of the Gallant 

Six Hundred’s Death.

Reuter’s special correspondent now in 
Russia, met in the course of his investiga­
tions a steward, Ivan Ivanovitch, who 
had been through the Crimean War. 
He was wounded at Balaklava, and gave 
me (the correspondent writes) a vivid 
description of the charge of the Light 
Brigade :

“ We were so sorry for them,” he said, 
“ they were such fine fellows, and they 
had such splendid horses. It .was,the 
maddest thing that was ever done. I can­
not understand it. They broke through, 
our lines, took our artillery, and then, 
instead of capturing our guns and making 
off with them, they went for us. I had 
been in the charge of the Heavy Brigade 
in the morning and was slightly wound­
ed. We had all unsaddled, and were 
very tired. Suddenly we were told,1 The 
English are coming.’ ‘ Confound them ! ’ 
we said. My colonel was very angry, 
and ordered his men to give no quarter. 
I was lying at some distance with my 
wound bandaged when I saw them com­
ing. They came on magnificently. We 
thought they were drunk from the way 
they held their lances. Instead of holding 
them under their arm-pits they waved 
them in the air, and, of course, they were 
easier to guard against like that. The 
men were mad, sir. They never seemed 
to think of the tremendous odds against 
them, or of the frightful carnage that had 
taken place in their ranks in the course 
of that long, desperate ride. They dashed 
in among us, shouting, cheering and 
cursing. I never saw anything like it. 
They seemed perfectly irresistible, and 
our fellows were quite demoralized. The 
fatal mistake we made in the morning 
was to receive the charge of your Heavy 
Brigade standing, instead of meeting it 
with a counter shock. We had so many 
more men than you,that had we continued 
our charge downhill, instead of calling a 
halt just at the critical moment, we should 
have carried everything before us. The 
charge of your Heavy Brigade was magni­
ficent, but they had to thank our bad 
management for the victory. We liked 
your fellows. When our men took prison­
ers they used to give them our volka. 
Awful stuff it was, more like spirits of 
wine than anything else. Your fellows 
used to offer us their rum, but we did not 
care for it ; it was too soft and mild. The 
Russian soldier must have his volka.”

FINE HORSES.
A Result of the Government Importation.

A fine colt by the government stallion 
Aurora, bred by E. Lundon of Canterbury 
Station, was shipped to a horseman in 
Rhinelander, Wisconsin. This colt was 
large,finely gaited,and with little handling 
was showing considerable speed.

Beside this colt Mr. Lundon has several 
other good ones. A handsome yearling 
filly, Lalla Rookh,standard and registered 
half-sister to the celebrated Rosalind 
Wilkes, record 2.141 ; this ought to be a 
good one. Her full sister Molly Bawn, 
now owned by W. S-Saunders, of the firm 
of Saunders Bros., Woodstock, N. B., can 
make some of the older ones hustle. Mr. 
Saunders can sell her any day for five 
hundred dollars.

Besides the above mentioned are two 
well bred mares in foal to Elation. One 
of these mares is by Membrino Charta 
868,record 2.301. The other is the standard 
bred mare Norah Wilkes,by Harry Wilkes 
1396, sire of Rosalind Wilkes, record 2.14}.

Mr. Lundon made no mistake in breed­
ing to Elation, as he is by the King of 
trotting stallions, Electioneer. Electioneer 
has to his credit one hundred trotters in 
2.30 or better, among them the fastest two 
year old record, the fastest three, four and 
five year old records,and the fastest record 
in the world. Hit lam is by Volunteer, 
sire of the greatest family of race horses 
that ever lived, among them St. Julian 
2.11}, and over 30 others with records 
from 2.11} to 2.30.

Mr. Lundon has also invested consider­
able money in draft stock. As there is 
always a demand for large horses of 
Clydesdale breed, the investment will 
prove profitable. The heavy stock at 
present consists of two imported Clyde 
mares, five years old, pure bred, weight 
1600 lbs.

A magnificent two year old, sire Knight 
of Chester (imported), dam Miss Ramsey 
(imported).

Two yearlings, one a stallion, sire Gipsy 
Boy (imported), dam Charming Beauty 
(imported).

The other a filly from a pure bred dam, 
and by an imported pure bred sire.

But requiring special notice is the 
celebrated sweepstakes stallion Jamie the 
Laird 3704, G. B. & I. Stud Book 600, 
Canadian Registry. Jamie has made an 
enviable reputation in the prize ring,hav­
ing one first and the sweepstakes prizes 
at Maritime Provincial Exhibition, in 
1889,and the winner of two first prizes and 
the sweepstakes prize at Canadian Inter­
national in 1890. He took first at Whitby, 
Ontario, in 1885, and at Windsor and at 
Pictou in 1887, and at Fredericton in 1891- 
In color he is a dark brown, 16} hands 
high,and weighs 1660 lbs. He was foaled 
in May 1885, and imported from Scotland 
by Arthur Johnston,of Greenwood,Ontario; 
the noted breeder and importer of Clydes­
dale horses. But his value does not con­
sist so much in his triumphs in the show 
ring, his individual excellence or royal 
breeding, as in his ability to produce good 
stock of the right stamp. His colts shown 
at the Maritime Provincial Exhibition in 
1889, and at Canadian International Ex­
hibition in 1890, show Jamie to be one of 
the leading sires of draft stock in Canada.

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THE SESSION.

The past week has been largely devoted 
to the work of legislation, not quite two 
days of the six being taken up with the 
rehash of opposition gabble. This is a 
marked improvement upon previous 
weeks and is probably owing largely to 
the feet that to retail the same old story 
for the tenth or twentieth time within a 
month has become wearisome even to the 
retailers. The opposition has been doing 
the government a service in public opinion 
by their methods of warfare and we appre­
hend so long as they continue working on 
these lines the friends of the government 
will not seriously complain. Very little 
criticism was passed upon the resolutions 
to impose a tax upon banks, insurance 
companies and other monied and privi­
leged corporations. There was a chôme 
of indignant shouts from opposition 
throats at the outset when the intention 
of bringing in the measure wTas announced, 
but it simmered down and soon died out 
when the resolution in detail came to be 
submitted. The chief objection was that 
this tax is the entering w'edge of direct 
taxation and that having once entered 
upon this method of raising a revenue it 
would be possible to push it still further 
until the weight of the taxation might be 
quite burdensome. To this it was an­
swered that the same might be said of 
every and any tax. The opposition to a 
man approve of the system and incidence 
of taxation at Ottawa. They approve of 
an impost of fifty cents a barrel on flour for 
instance, and yet that tax could be in­
creased and become one of the most op­
pressive and ruinous burdens ever imposed 
upon the people. It was also shewn that 
the tax proposed is not a direct tax upon 
the people, only upon a few corporations 
enjoying special privileges in the com­
munity, and subject to similar taxation in 
nearly all countries. It was to avert 
direct taxation upon the people generally 
for our roads, bridges, schools, etc., that 
the government have adopted their pres­
ent policy, and from the total absence of 
hostile criticism even in the opposition 
press, it may be reasonably assumed that 
the country does not disapprove of the 
action so fer taken.

The radical weakness of the opposition 
in the discussion upon the tax resolutions, 
if discussion it can be called, lay in the 
fact that they could not dispute the 
premises upon which the tax was justi­
fied, nor had they any better plan to pro­
pose. It was shown that railway sub­
sidies had enormously increased the debt 
and therefore the interest charge that the 
subsidizing of railways had been forced 
upon successive governments by the de­
mands of the people, through their repre­
sentatives, and, therefore, perhaps, it 
would be fair to the old government, by 
whom the debt had been largely increased 
and almost wholly caused, to say that all 
sides were alike responsible for its in­
crease. The population had not grown 
as was anticipated on all hands, and, 
therefore, the expected increase of $30,000 
from the dominion subsidy, which had 
been calculated upon, had not come. 
How was this deficiency to be made up. 
We could not a fiord to cut down the 
usual grants. That they must be sus­
tained was admitted on all sides. As 
we are not possessed of Egyptian ingen­
uity, we cannot make bricks without 
straw. Belief must therefore be had 
from some quarter, and no better or more 
available source could be suggested. We 
think the government exhibited a great 
deal of both courage and foresight. They 
boldly and pluckily grappled with the 
danger which confronted our provincial 
finance through no fault of their own, 
and without imposing burdens which the 
country will feel, have planted us once 
more upon solid ground.

MR. HANINGTON RETIRES.

Mr. Hanington’s retirement from the 
legislature to accept a judgship, is in some 
ways quite a loss to the country. There 
was much in the new judge’s character we 
have not been able to admire, but there 
was also much to respect. We regard him 
as an able man — much abler than any of 
his party associates. He has left no suc­
cessor in intellectual power and grasp, or 
in parliamentary experience, within his 
own ranks. He was a Triton among the 
minnows, and unless the methods of the 
sapper and miner, of underhand cunning 
and trickery, which will distinguish the 
opposition under its present leadership, 
are more effective than bold and open 
warfare, the opposition will sigh for 
some time to come for the discomforts 
and responsibilities of office. Mr. Han- 
ington, as a leader and member, was too 
violent and extreme, in debate he could 
not possibly act or speak within any 
reasonable bounds. He seemed to enjoy 
saying the bitterest things and charging 
or insinuating against his opponents the 
worst crimes of which public men could 
be guilty, but the instant the spasm had 
passed off he seemed to be oblivious of 
having said or done anything that wras 
discreditable. Naturally, as a man of 
violent impulses, he had, when standing 
at ease, as it were, a very kindly and 
courteous disposition, and would take 
pleasure in doing any person a friendly 
act This phase of his character has per­
haps been remarked upon more particu­
larly in him, than it would be in 
other men who had the same quali­
ties, on account of the great contrast 
it presented to his normal belligerent 
attitude. As a working member of the 
house Mr. Hanington was very useful. 
He had no faculty for constructive legis­
lation, never having, so far as is known, 
during all the years he sat in the legisla­
ture, originated, introduced or promoted 
a measure of any magnitude or import­
ance. His was more of the critical ca­
pacity. He could detect weakness in the 
principle or construction of a measure as 
readily as any person in the legislature, 
and was exceedingly useful in that way. 
It is not every man of ability who would 
be content with the status of an opponent 
of all change, of one who rebelled and 
protested against almost every measure 
as being a useless innovation ; but this 
attitude harmonized with the bent of his 
mind, and so long as there were enough 
to overrule hie ultra conservative and anti­
progressive opinion, he did no harm, but 
on the contrary much good. We have no 
doubt' Mr. Hanington has ability enough 
to make an excellent judge. Neither will 
he be wanting in industry which is the 
reproach of at least one of our ablest 
judges. After his long public service ju­
dicial preferment will be exceedingly 
grateful to Mr. Hanington, and we trust 
he may worthily fill his new position.

The leadership of the opposition has 
devolved upon A. A. Stockton, of St. John.

Mr. Stockton first came to the house in 
1885 as a friend of Mr. Blair and his 
policy, and continued in the ranks of 
government supporters until Mr. Ritchie 
was appointed police magistrate of St. 
John, at which Mr. Stockton took offence. 
At that time he called his platform “ a 
platform of local, responsible, self .govern­
ment," (a curious and very high sounding 
name for religious bigotry and intolerance) 
and upon that platform he was elected in 
1890, coming to Fredericton as the defen­
der and discoverer of the new principle. 
In the session following the 1890 elections 
his first act was to take the deputy leader­
ship under the present Judge Hanington, 
who in the same election had denounced 
Mr. Stockton and his friends for raising 
the religious cry and riding into the house 
on an anti-Catholic agitation. Since that 
act of political self abnegation in Mr. 
Stockton, we have heard nothing of the 
local responsible self government princi­
ple, but may, perhaps, look for its decayed 
remains to be disinterred now that he 
has become the controlling spirit in the 
opposition party and entitled to shape its 
policy.

Announced»

DR. ATKINSON SHOWN UP.

Mr. Wilson, on Friday last, took oc­
casion to reply to some remarks made by 
Dr. Atkinson. Mr. Wilson said the tone 
of the speech of a certain hon. gentleman 
to-day, was different from that of a report 
of the same member’s speech during his 
election. Then, according to the report of 
his speech, he charged that the asylum ex­
penditures had increased because election 
funds were wanted by the government. 
To-day, he admits that the prices charged 
for asylum supplies are reasonable, and it 
is shown that the contracts were mostly 
held by opponents of the government. It 
was absurd to suppose that every part of 
a farm was fertile and who could find fault 
reasonably for the selling of that part of 
a farm which was shown to be so rocky 
that it could not produce even a turnip ? 
He would take the expenditure at the 
asylum last year at $130.20 per patient, as 
claimed by the opposition, and would still 
be able to show a saving under the govern­
ment for the past five years as compared 
with the old government’s expenditure 
from 1875 to 1879 inclusive. The figures 
per patient from 1875 to 1879 were as fol­
lows : —

1878 ............................................... 115 72

An average per year per patient of $116.56. 
Under this government, taking the figures 
of the opposition, the rate per patient each

An average per year per patient of $114.-
87 as against $116.56 per patient under the 
old government. The attack made by Dr. 
Atkinson on Mr. Quinton was unfair and 
cowardly, Considering that he was not 
here to defend himself, and considering, 
too, that it was made at a time when it 
was known that he would be summoned 
here in connection with the Balcom mat­
ter, and then could explain any connection 
of his with liquor purchases for the asy­
lum. He (Wilson) was now in a position 
to say that every drop of liquor purchased 
for the asylum patients had been pur­
chased not by Mr. Quinton, but on the 
order of Dr. Steeves himself.

A Tongue Picture,
Continuing, Mr. Wilson, said: “Now, 

Mr. chairman, I will refer for a few mo­
ments to the Hon. nember for Carleton. 
He took occasion the other night to refér 
to me in terms which I suppose he thought 
were scathing in the extreme, and he 
seemed to have the support and sympathy 
of the honorable members of the opposi­
tion. He said I was the frowsly-headed, 
blearey-eyed, foul-mouthed member ofjthe 
government party, and that I voted at the 
bidding of the government. I could have 
withstood an attack upon my political 
career, my political knowledge, my char­
acter— upon anything—but when the 
honorable gentleman attacked my beauty, 
I was quite overcome, and nothing but a 
sense of my duty to my country would 
have enabled me to bear up under the at­
tack. This attack has interfered with my 
prospects. I had intended, in company 
with the Hon. Thomas R. Jones, to have 
my picture taken so that we might to­
gether hand down to posterity our features 
for their admiration and delight. But the 
high-minded, truth-loving, whole-souled 
member for Carleton has blasted my pros­
pects and that of my friend, Mr. Jones.

The Doctor’s Portrait.
“ I do not, however, blame the honor­

able gentleman, upon second thought, for 
his contempt of my beauty arises from 
an habitual practice of gazing upon his 
own beautiful features. The mirror dis­
closes to him a cranial formation in the 
form of a sock head without compare in 
the range of human experience. Its frontal 
and parietal bones, its occipital protuber­
ance are of such exquisite rotundity of 
formation that he has nothing but con­
tempt for those less lavishly endowed. He 
also beholds inlets of vision such as adorn 
no other human! being since the flood. 
They wink and blink like the stars of 
heaven when heaven’s eternal melodies 
roll, and it is a pity that they are not put 
to better use than to peer out political filth 
for the use of the opposition. Then he 
sees a nasal organ which is a thing of 
beauty ; I can compare it to nothing but 
(he piece of dough too small for a biscuit, 
too large for a tart, which I used to see my 
mother, after she had cut out a pan of bis­
cuit, stand in the comer of the bread board 
for future use. Then when he views that 
cavity where hangs by the middle that 
tongue of scandal, what feelings of de­
light possess him ; and then the smile — 
such a smile — it lingers like an unpaid 
bill, it’s as receptive as a baby’s mouth, 
as infectious as the small pox — it would 
make a monkey laugh and send a thrill 
through the whiskers of a baboon. Nor 
is this all, Mr. Speaker. When he thinks 
of his ancestry, when he realizes that he 
is a cross between a baboon and a lath ; 
that he can trace his pedigree through 
scoundrels for a thousand years he is over­
joyed and has nothing but contempt for 
ordinary human beings. But sir, in all 
his beauty there is danger. I would ad­
vise him to study the story of Narcissus 
who, we are informed, fell in love with his 
own beauty, and so violent was his pas­
sion that he dwindled away and was final­
ly changed into a flower. Such may be 
the fate of the Hon. member for Carleton, 
and if such should happen the members 
of the opposition would adorn their cen­
tre tables with the dear doctor and then 
they would have “ a thing of beauty and 
a joy forever.”

The sessions of Saturday, Monday and 
Tuesday were taken up with the intro­
duction of bills, many of which should 
receive special attention, but we can only

Hon. Hr. Hanington’s Valedictory.
Immediately after the reading of the 

journals of the house on Wednesday after­
noon, Mr. Hanington, who was received 
with prolonged applause, made a farewell 
address to the assembly. The announce­
ment having been made of his elevation 
to the judiciary he asked, as a matter of 
courtesy, the privilege of saying

A Few Words of Farewell.»
In doing so he could assure all present 
that, while appreciating the high and 
honorable distinction conferred upon him, 
he parted with his friends on the floors of 
the assembly, as well as those who were 
not on the floors, with the very greatest 
regret. He believed he would not cease 
to have a longing for the old legislative 
halls that had been a home to him for al­
most a quarter of a century. (Applause.) 
When, as a law student, he had first come 
to the city of Fredericton — this beautiful 
city of Fredericton — the citizens of which 
had uniformly shown to him, as to all the 
members of this legislature, the utmost 
kindness and the most generous hospital­

ity, (applause) he had been received with 
a courtesy and a good will which had 
never abated in after years, and which no 
one could appreciate more than himself. 
That was in 1854, and since that

Many Changes had Taken Place 
in the legislative halls ; not one voice 
sounded in the assembly now that was 
heard in that day. The names of John 
R. Partelow, of Street, of Hazen, of 
Chandler and Hill, who had led succes­
sive governments in this province, were 
only echoes of the past. They-had passed 
away and their places had been filled by 
gentlemen who still, in one walk or 
another, adorned the political history of 
the country. One of the most prominent 
members, though still a very young man 
of those olden days, was our present most 
respected governor, Sir Leonard Tilley. 
(Applause).

Mr. Hanington then referred to the late 
judge Fisher, who, he said, had never been 
excelled for constitutional knowledge and 
ability as a legislator in the province ; to 
chief justice Ritchie, who so well adorns 
his present position ; to John M. Johnson, 
who had possessed one of the cleverest 
and best of legal minds ; to chief justice 
Parker and to that most wonderfully 
eloquent and gifted man whose oratory 

Had never been Surpassed 
on the continent of America — the late L. 
A. Wilmot. (Applause).

Passing on, he referred to the very 
cordial relations that had always existed 
between himself and his colleagues, both 
in the late government and in the present 
opposition. He was now the oldest mem­
ber of this house except the hon. member 
from Sunburv (Mr. Perley). When he 
(Hanington) was a student-at-laW, Mr. 
Perley was a representative for Snnbury, 
and he had almost continuously ever since 
held the confidence of the county. There 
were now coming up in the legislature 
young men of ability, in whose hands he 
believed the destiny of this country would 
be perfectly safe, and who would transmit 
the traditions of our legislative history 
unimpaired. He. had never regretted 
entering upon a political career while 
still a young man, and to the young men 
of New Brunswick he would say that a 

Country that Is Worth Living In 
is worth helping to govern well. (Ap­
plause.)

Mr. Hanington referred to former 
clerks of the assembly, Mr. Wetmore and 
Mr. Bliss, who had for so many years dis­
charged their duties faithfully and well, 
and in this connexion said that from the 
officials of the house, from the highest as 
well as the lowest, he had always ex­
perienced the greatest kindness and intel­
ligent helpfulness. He felt that he repre­
sented the unanimous sentiment of the 
house when he made his most heartfelt 
acknowledgments to the generous hospi 
tality and kindness of the citizens of 
Fredericton.

Next he wished to express his warmest 
thanks and appreciation of the hearty 
good will and support given him by the 
people of the noble *county of Westmor­
land. It had been a matter of fancy, per­
haps, but still of earnest pride with him 
in his early youth, that he might be al­
lowed to fill the position so long filled by 
his father in the confidence and in the 
affection of the people of that county. 
Nine times he had sought their suffrages 
and with one exception had been success- 
fill. In the

Inner Hearts of the People
of New Brunswick there was a high 
toned, moral sentiment and he had found 
it so among the honest sons of Westmor­
land. They had overlooked his many 
faults and failings, and he believed would 
give him the credit of having tried to do 
what he believed to be his duty both 
to them and the country. He wished 
also to thank the members of this legis­
lature for their kindness and forbearance 
towards him. If, on any occasion, in the 
heat of debate or from the warmth of per­
sonal feelings, he had used any expression 
that had wounded any members of the 
house he deeply regretted it. (Applausé.) 
He was leaving the house, thank God, 

Without the Slightest m Will 
against any gentleman on the floors of 
this legislature. (Applause.) He wished 
for them all the greatest personal success 
and the attainment of all that would make 
men truly happy. With the present op­
position, who had now elected unani­
mously Dr. Stockton to be their leader, 
he had the most pleasant associations. 
There had been no discord nor dissension 
among them. (Applause.) This he felt 
it due to them to say not from a political 
but from a personal standpoint. Though 
he was about to assume a position in 
some ways more responsible than he had 
hitherto held, yet he felt that no man 
could occupy a high position in this land 
than to occupy a seat in this house by the 
free will of the people. (Applause.) He 
could not but

Deeply Feel the Courtesy 
shown him by so many of his friends — 
he felt like saying to his dear friends— 
who had come to the house to-day in 
such numbers to listen to his last words 
here. He might disappoint them in 
what he had to say, but he would not 
disappoint them in giving them the as­
surance of the very high appreciation he 
had for their kindness.

To Mr. speaker, for his fairness and for­
bearance, he must express his acknow­
ledgments. He hoped it would please 
kind Providence to grant to all assembled 
here all that would make them really and 
truly happy. “ I pass,” said Mr. Haqing- 
ton, “ from this life into another with 
that most ardent and earnest and sincere 
hope.” (Prolonged applause.)

Attorney General'» Address.
Hon. Mr. Blair, in rising, was received 

with great applause. It might not be 
thought inappropriate if he said a few 
words, not only on'his own behalf, but on 
behalf of those who acted with him in 
the house on this occasion. He could not 
but realize and fully share in the interest 
attaching to the announcement that had 
just been made. The hon. mem­
ber who had just said his word of 
farewell to the house had filled a very 
prominent and conspicuous place in the 
public eye, and his withdrawal from poli­
tical life was an event of widespread 
interest. It had been his (Blair’s) fortune 
for many years to be in conflict with the 
hon. member, and they had been unable 
to see eye to eye on many questions of 
public concern. Not only politically, but 
professionally had they occupied the posi 
tion of antagonists. He had found the 
hon. gentleman, both on the floors of the 
house and in the courts, to be a

Foeman Worthy of any Man’s Steel 
one who had the courage of his convic­
tions and who always fought vigorously 
and strongly. To him, therefore, the 
withdrawal from the arena of Mr. Han­
ington was an event of scarcely less mo­
ment than it was to the hon. member 
himself. He thought the hon. member 
had fought conscientiously and as strongly 
as he could, and he felt that he (Blair) 
was entitled to the same measure of 
credit. (Applause.) He had recognized 
privately — and he would now recognize 
publicly — that the hon. member pos­
sessed many qualities of a very high order, 
AVhen removed from direct and active 
conflict no man had a more kind and 
generous heart. He would not say that, 
for all reasons but for many reasons, he 
sincerely regretted that his career in this 
legislature was about to terminate. Out­

side of party conflicts the hon. member 
had been a most useful and valuable 
member of the legislature. He believed 
that no one in the house would deny that 
in losing him the country was losing a 
most capable representative. He hoped 
and he believed that in his new position 
the hon. member would be able to pre­
serve unimpaired the

Beat and Highest Traditions 
of the bench of this province. (Applause.) 
That he might live long to adorn that 
position and be an honor to his native 
country and to the province he had so 
long represented, was the sincere wish of 
the government supporters in the house. 
(Applause.)

Hon. Mr. Blair then said that he had a 
painful duty to perform, namely, to an­
nounce to the house the information which 
he had just received of the death of the 
president of the legislative council, hon. 
Mr. Ryan. That gentleman had worthily 
filled for many years a seat in the popular 
branch, and when promoted to the coun­
cil had proved to be a most zealous and 
indefatigable member. He would move, 
seconded by Dr. Stockton, that out of res­
pect to the memory of the deceased, this 
house stand adjourned until to-morrow 
afternoon at 2.30 o’clock. The motion 
being adopted the house adjourned.

Thursday, March 31. 
Bills were introduced by Mr. Stockton 

respecting the use of tobacco by minors ; 
by Dr. Atkinson, authorizing the county 
council to charge any amount for confined 
debtors’ board to settlement to which such 
debtor belongs ; by Mr. McKeown, pro­
viding ior the study of the effects of al­
coholic drinks and narcotics on the human. 
system in the public schools ; by Mr. 
Blair, making certain provisions respect­
ing the registry of deeds and wills ; by 
Mr. McQueen, amending a law relating to 
the justices in the civil courts ; by Mr. 
Pugsley, relating to the clerks of circuit 
courts ; by Mr. Blair, to authorize the ap­
pointment of a commission to examine 
into and report upon the general subject 
of laws regulating the assessment of rates 
and taxes throughout the province, and 
municipal taxation generally ; also by Mr. 
Blair, amending the act consolidating and 
amending the law relating to elections to 
the general assembly ; by Mr. Wilson, re­
lating to controverted elections of the 
county councillors in the county of Vic­
toria. Mr. McQueen presented the peti­
tion of the maritime W. C. T. U. in fevor 
of women’s suffrage.

Friday, April 1.—The principal topic 
of discussion at the house on Friday was 
in respect to the solemnization of mar­
riage by the salvation army officers. The 
bill as committed by Hon. Mr. Pugsley 
was to amend the law of marriage so that 
commissioners and staff officers of the 
army could perform these ceremonies. 
In reply to Mr. Phinney, he said, that it 
was not intended to give the power to 
female officers. Progress was reported.

In the matter of amending chapter 99, 
consolidated statutes, Mr. Colter said he 
was in fevor of biennial elections, bat 
thought the question should be left 
optional with the councils as proposed by 
the amendment.

What the CitUettl m Talking About.

Much regret is expressed at the sudden 
death of the Hon. Jas. Ryan and the con­
tinued illness of G. S. Turner. It is hoped 
that the latter may soon be able to resume 
work.

Hon. D. L. Hanington’s elevation to the 
bench is an appointment that appears to be 
pleasing to all, unless it may be his follow­
ers in the opposition. Entering a fight un­
der a leader like Mr. Hanington is an alto­
gether different matter from what it will be 
under Dr. Stockton, the new commander. 
Lieutenant Phinney also is thought to be 
rather a weak man for the position. Many 
in the city and county would like to see Mr. 
Powell at the bead of this side of the house 
but the members have thought otherwise.

Matters in Scott Act circles are lying very 
low, waiting for the next step to be taken by 
the city council, then there will be a rush.

A sign of prosperity is apparent if the 
newly painted barber poles seen on every 
street are to be believed. There is shaving 
and shaving.

It appears to be the opinion in country 
districts that the Sunbury horses are able to 
down those of York on the ice. This should 
not be.

The farmers are beginning to feel that 
their turn has come and now that the agri­
cultural interests are to be advanced by the 
government particularly, they believe that 
it is the dawn of a more prosperous era in 
farming. The construction of the Kings- 
clear creamery and its success will mean a 
great deal to this county, as should this 
venture turn out well there will be other 
creameries erected at once.

Death of Hon. Jas. Ryan.

Hon. Mr. Ryan, president of the legislative 
council, died at the Waverly hotel, Regent 
street, at three o’clock on Wednesday after­
noon. The announcement was made in 
the legislature upon Mr. Hanington con­
cluding his valedictory, and the house im­
mediately adjourned out of respect to de­
ceased’s memory.

Service was conducted at the hotel, Thurs­
day morning by Rev. Mr. Weddall, assisted 
by Rev. Messrs. McLeod and Pay son. The 
body was followed to the depot by the offi­
cers and members of the legislative council 
and assembly, the members of the council 
displaying badges of mourning on their 
sleeves. The deceased’s widow, daughter 
and one of his sons were with him at the 
time of his death, and accompanied his re­
mains. The pall-bearers were hon. Messrs. 
Young, Jones, Flewelling, McManus, White 
and Harrison.

Hon. Jas. Ryan was a native of Kings 
county, but had been resident at Coverdale, 
Albert county, for some years. His father 
was Matthew Ryan, a Waterloo vetran, who 
reached almost 100 years of age. The de­
ceased was elected to represent Albert Co. 
in 1870 and in 1874. He has been a repre­
sentative since.

Hallway Strike.

The men who left this city and vicinity, 
with few exceptions, have returned, the 
strike being ended. Although quite reticent 
themselves as to the state of affairs 
while the strike was in progress, yet their 
friends are not so inclined. Wild stones of 
daring deeds and bloody adventures are be­
ing told that would terrify the stoutest 
hearts.

One man was shot in the arm, but jump­
ing to the platform with a derringer in each 
hand he drove the strikers before him like 
so many cattle. A youth from this city was 
coupling cars when a stranger asked him for 
his lantern. He handed it over when the 
stranger immediately smashed it across his 
head. Several were kicked and compli­
ments in the shape of car pins and links 
were continually passing. A trick that ap­
peared to be general, was to withdraw the 
pins as fast as put in place by the brakeman, 
so that the cars could not be pulled out of 
the yard.

The men that have come home will take 
their old places. There is talk of one how­
ever going to Montreal to take an import­
ant position.

At the special meeting of the city council 
it was decided to fix the assessment for the 
year at $42,000, $1,500 less than last year.

Mr. Harrison as a member 
of the executive council and of the lunatic 
asylum commission, and that his honor the 
lieutenant governor had called him (hon. 
Mr. Emmerson) to the vacant positions. 
The announcement was received with ap­
plause, and Mr. Emmerson immediately 
took charge of the government business, 
his first act being to commit a bill amend­
ing the joint companies act. Mr. Harrison 
was a member of the executive for more 
than nine years, having been sworn in 
when the government was formed in March, 
1883. ______________

The Whole Family.

Stockford Lewis, a young man with only 
one arm, residing a few miles out of Salis­
bury had a rather thrilling adventure one 
day last week. He started alone on a hunt­
ing expedition out near Canaan river armed 
with a repeating rifle ; arriving on the 
hunting grounds he soon ran across the 
bear’s den. He routed out the inmates 
which consisted of the old she bear and her 
family of three, supposed to be yearlings. 
The old bear promptly advanced in a hostile 
manner on Mr. Lewis and was in the act of 
knocking the rifle out of his hand when he 
fired on her killing her instantly ; he then 
shot the three young ones. — St. John 
Gazette. ________________

Best Industry.

R. A. Estey has completed his shipment 
of lumber by the C. P. R., to this city from 
Burnside. The last carloads he has taken 
to the river at the railway bridge where 
they will be rafted and brought to the mill 
as soon as navigation opens. He was com­
pelled to do this as the hauling got so bad. 
He has had several teams hauling from the 
train to the mill the past two months. The 
lumber is both hard and soft wood. The 
west end mill is one of the city’s best 
industries.

CRANK JOURNALS.

What the Opposition are too Manly to 
Say They Advance for Them.

Some of our crank journals, speaking per­
haps for the opposition, complain that the 
official reporters at the house do not pay 
enough attention to the speeches made by 
their friends. In this case, as in all others, 
only speeches that contained something of 
importance were considered worthy of a 
place in an official report.

It is making light of the 
member named, it is holding him up to 
ridicule, it is putting into his mouth words 
that he never uttered nor had any inten­
tion of uttering. If the opposition do any 
thing beneficial it will receive full credit.

BLIND CONCERT.

A Pleasant Gathering to Help the Un­
fortunates.

The concert given in the interest of the 
Halifax school for the blind, at city hall, on 
the 30th, was the largest gathering ever met 
in that building. Sir John C. Allen pre­
sided. All the members of the local gov­
ernment and many prominent citizens oc­
cupied seats on the platform. Among the 
exercises gone through by the pupils were 
geography, arithmetic and reading, their 
aptness in these studies pleased and aston­
ished all. The musical selections met with 
much applause. A very fine address was 
made by Mr. Fraser, superintendent of the 
institution,appealing strongly to the govern­
ment for a laige grant, so that a wider sphere 
of usefulness might be given the institution. 
He asked the citizens to contribute $400 to­
wards the liquidation of the debt on the 
Sthool. Attorney general Blair was called 
on and in. his address hoped that the citizens 
would respond heartily, giving a larger sum 
than that asked for by Mr. Fraser. The af­
fair was a success and the Halifax school 
and its pupils will always have a warm place 
in the affections of the people of this city.

At City Hall.

Monday evening’s concert at the city hall 
was a very successful one. The house was 
crowded and the program met with much 
praise. Mrs. Harrison, with the galaxy of 
local stars made the concert all that could 
be desired and it was without doubt, the 
best held here for years. Prof. Bristowe’s 
work was pleasing and the F. O. M. W. 
orchestra came in for a large share of praise. 
Miss B. Tibbit’s mandolin solo was well 
received. Too much credit cannot be given 
to Mrs. H. S. Bridges and Mrs. Harrison. 
Mrs. Mary K. Hunt addressed a large gather­
ing at the hall on Sunday evening after the 
churches had closed. She had addressed 
the Methodist Sunday school in the after­
noon.

Nothing In It.—The investigation of 
matters connected with the Balcom draft 
came to an end on Tuesday. The opposi­
tion were very sorry that they ever brought 
the matter up. There was nothing in the 
least in connection that could form a charge 
of wrong doing against the government or 
anyone else. The straight forward state­
ments made by Messrs Balcom, McLellan 
and Quinton showed that all the trans­
actions were legal and right and that the 
draft had no connection whatever with elec­
tion • purposes. Perhaps the opposition 
could be better employed than in wasting 
time and money in needless investigations.

A Good One.— The government stallion, 
Aurora, will be sold at auction at Phoenix 
square, this city, on Wednesday, the 20th 
April, at 12 o’clock noon. Aurora is by 
Daniel Lambert, 102 ; dam, Fanny Jackson, 
by Stonewall Jackson, son of Williamson’s 
Black Hawk, and is considered one of the 
best Morgan stallions in existance. He has 
shown his ability to trot and trot fast. 
Some of his colts have brought handsome 
prices here, one bred at Canterbury and now 
in Manitoba is held at $1,000. Those seek­
ing a good horse should not miss this chance 
to buy.

Presentation.— A large number of the 
residents of Stanley, met at the residence of 
D. L. Kelley, on the 25th ult. Dr. Moore 
was appointed chairman and in a neat 
speech presented a purse containing $40 to 
Rev. L. Wasson, resident pastor of the 
Methodist church, as a token of respect and 
esteem.

The Governorship.— Every one in the 
city and the province at large would be 
pleased should Sir John Allen be appointed 
governor. He is one of the men who has 
no enemies. He has lived an honored and 
honorable life and it is only fitting that this 
honor should also devolve upon him. The 
hon. Peter Mitchell is also spoken of in con­
nection with the position. This would also 
be a pleasing appointment to many, but the 
citizens of Fredericton and York would 
naturally prefer to see one of their own 
chosen. We will welcome either.

Centreville Railway.—On Tuesday last, 
John Stewart, of the Tobique Valley rail 
way, passed through this city en route to 
Ottawa. He was to meet some members of 
the dominion legislature to press upon 
them the need of at once building the Cen­
treville railway. Mr. Stewart says the road 
will be twenty-two miles long and will run 
through the best part of Carleton county, 
about six miles from the riVer and parallel 
with it. He has great faith in the paying 
capacities of the road and it is therefore 
hoped that it may be built.

Deer Killing.— It appears from reports 
sent in by our correspondents that despite 
the most stringent measures taken by the 
wardens, deer are being killed. This is es­
pecially so near the American border, 
hunters from the other side violating their 
own laws as well as these of the province. 
There does not seem to be a great amount of 
harm in shooting a deer, it is the killing of 
many that is reprehensible, especially as 
the bodies are left to rot in the woods, only 
the skins and legs being taken.
