For the past three weeks the 

Government has persietenly obw 
straeted the vote of necessary Buy- 
ply. Votes amonnting to several 
millions have been passed, much of 
it not for services of an argent 
character, bnt estimates for public 
buildings and other works which 
will drag on for years. For some

paper.- So at last Mr. Fostir in­
troduced it as an amendm int to 
supply. It was voted dowa »? the 
Rspal party mMorlty. Mr F siding 
pronounced it a motion of wi jt of 
confidence, though Mr Ijorden 
showed that on si$ recent ooeisions 
the Government accepted aocjf sup­
ported motions submitted 5) the 
same way, and on the following 
Friday Sir Wilfrid added a seventh. 
The resolution is a pRrt q( the pro. 
gramme of the Conservative party, 
and is unanimously endorsed by the 
Opposition. It was explained and 
defended by Mr Foster in a non­
partisan speech, modeste, well 
reasonetj, and convincing.

CANADA STANDS ALONE
The motion was supported in the 

House by Mr Borden, Dr. Sproule, 
Mr. Armstrong, Mr Fowlgr, and 
Mr Lsnno^. It was shown that 
the patronage system was long ago 
abolished in Great Britain, and has 
almost disappeared in the United 
States. It has been swept away in 
progressive European countries, 
Australia is adopting the British 
system. Çinada remains the one 
country which makes no progress 
towards oivil service reform- On 
'.he contrary, a Royal Commission 
of Liberals appointed hy the Laur­
ier (government, has just reported 
that the Canadian oivil service I

j acted to the motion and the dis­
cussion as inopportune, and refused 
to discuss it on its merits, promis­
ing a partial measure of reform 
during the present Session. Mr, 
Emmerson, a recent Minister was 
the only other speaker on the Gov­
ernment side. Hie address was an 
emphatic plea for appointment by 
patronage and a protest against ed­
ucational standards as a basis for 
public appointment. No such de­
fence of ignorance; no such attack 
on education, has been made pub­
licly since the days of Jack Cadet. 
The former Minister of Railways 
professed himself well satisfied with 
the appointments which he had 
himself made with tie help of local 
patronage committee, and declared 
that he did not propose to overlook 
the party record of a candidate 
when he made appointments. This 
attitude of Mr Emmerson helps to 
explain bis several I. O. R. land deals.

A COLD STORAGE WAR MIN­
ISTER.

On Wednesday and Friday the 
House discussed an interesting deal 
in which the Minister of Militia is 
concerned. Sir Frederick some, 
times turns his attention from mar­
tial pursuits to financial operations. 
Cold storage attracted his attention 
two years ago, which happened to 
be about the time when a cold stor­
age subsidy act was devised by the 
Government, of which he is a mem­
ber.

George S^oA-vity of S. John, Pres 
ident of the local Liberal organiz­
ation.

Lastly F. E- Williams, a prom, 
inent wholesale provision merchant 
ol S'--. John, who desired to establish 
a cold storage warehouse and carry 
i t on as a business proposition.

A BUSINESS UNDERTAKING.

Mr Williams handles largo quan­
tities of meats, fish and fruit. He 
first proposed to establish s bait 
freezing and fish gtoilug warehouse, 
siçpi,a? ta those receiving Govern­
ment subsidies in Nova Scotia, with 
the idea of adding other cold storage 
plants without public assistance. 
He was told by the Minister oi 
Marine that bait freezing could only 
be subsidized as a geparale enter­
prise, b,Rt that the Department ol 
Agriculture had a cold storage 
measure suitable to the case. It 
was in this year, 1906, that Mr 
Fisher introduced his b 11 authoriz­
ing bonuses of 30 per cent, on the 
cost of cold storage plants.

Mondays Elections.

The Provincial elections 
held in Ontario and Quebec 
on Monday last went strong­
ly in favor of the Conserva­
tives. It was certainly a bad 
day for the Liberals. In 
Ontario before the dissolution, 
Premier Whitney had a ma­
jority of 45 in a House of 97 
members ; that is to say 71 
Conservatives and 26 Liber­
als. The new Legislature 
will have 106 members and 
so far Premier Whitney 
seems to have 87 ; the Liberals 
18 and 1 independent. In 
Toronto where 30 candidates 
were running for 8 seats, the 
eight straight Conservatives 
were elected, turning down al 
the Grit independents, labor- 
ites and socialists. Every 
member of the Government 
was elected. These figures 
give Whitney a majority of 68 
Later returns may improve 
even this. There were great 
predictions by the Grit 
papers as to tihe losses 
Whitney was likely to sustain 
From the facts all must admit 
that Whitney is all right, anc 
that the electors of Ontario 
are capable of appreciating 
good Government,

In Quebec the Gouin Gov 
ernment suffered severely in 
the day’s contest ; but unfor 
tunately not sufficiently 
severe to put it out of action 
The figures at present avail 
able seem to indicate that 20 
members in opposition to the 
Government have been elect 
ed. In the last House there 
were but seven Opposition 
members. It will thus be 
seen that great gains have 
been made. The most excit 
ing part of the day's battle 
was in St. James district of 
Montreal, where Henri Bour 
assa was running against Pre­
mier Gouin. This was sup­
posed to be an impregnable 
Liberal stronghold ; but Bur 
rassa was successful, defeating 
the Premier by something in 
the vicinity of 40 votes. 
The Premier took the pre­
caution to run also in Port 
Neuf, a Liberal stronghold. 
Here he has been elected by 
a small majority. Bourassa 
also ran in two constituencies. 
His other f district was St. 
Hyacinthe, a strong Liberal 
riding, and he was elected in 
this district, too. All these 
things show how the tide is 
running against the Liberals, 
even in Quebec. Later in­
formation may show that the 
Conservatives have done still

Chedabucto Bay, N. S., was literally 
alive with mackerel on Sunday and Mon­
day, It is twenty years since the fisher­
men have done so well as they have this 
season. One man,took twenty-two hundred 
from hie nets, another eighteen hundred 
from six nets while some with large fleets 
out topped as high as five and six thousand 
per boat, besides the large quantities that 
the dealers are baying. Captain Phillpot 
has been there with a schooner buying for 
the new Government freezer at Port 
Hawkesbery. He expects to have between 
twenty and thirty thousand. Besides the 
great quantities that are being sold fresh, 
hundreds of barrels are beiog salted, by 
the fishermen themselves, ant^if run con­
tinues another day It is feared the supply 
of both barrels and salt will be exhausted, 
80 great and unexpected is the demand. 
Many of the nets are completely sunk with 
the weight of the fish and some of the fish­
ermen are finding difficulty in locating 
them. It is doubtful if .there was such 
mackerel fishing before in the history of 
Chedabucto Bay.

Sir Robert Reid, one .of Canada’s 
weathiest citizens, a man who has been 
ranked with Strathcona, Mount Stephen, 
Messrs. Angus, McIntyre, and others 
famous in work of construction, which 
essential to the present progress of the 
country’s commerce, died in Montreal on 
the 3rd insfc. His latest work was 
Newfoundland.

On .Sunday morning a fire took place at 
Dundfts, by which a barn belonging to Dr 
Morris and a warehouse alongside, owned 
by Mr. Neil McKay, were burned to the 
ground. Two horses and a cow belonging 
to Dr. Morris were burned in the building 
and Mr. McKay lost a sleigh, driving 
wagon and harness and some agricultural 
implements.

Harry (J. Pray, of Boston, walketi Sat­
urday from Lake Placid in the Adirondack 
mountains, to Plattsburg, fifty-three miles, 
in nine hours, 54 minutes and 50 seconds. 
He finished strong and was greeted by 
cheers from fully 1,000 people. The first 
five miles of his walk was up a steep grade, 
and then came miles of sand in places ankle 
deep.

In a head on collision between two 
special cars of the Washington and Anna­
polis Electric Company, at Annapolis Md. 
on the 6th. eight persons were killed outr 
right and a score of others were seriously 
injured, some of them perhaps fatally. 
The collision was due to a confusion of 
orders as the line has been running several 
extra cars each way, in connection with 
the commencement festivities of the Naval 
Academy.

The steamer Lady Eileen is a total wreck 
on Newport Island Quebec. Passengers 
and crew were saved. Newport is about a 
hundred miles from Dalhousie, N. B. and 
is a difficult harbor to approach during 
certain winds. The vessel left Campbell- 
ton and Dalhousie Saturday morning with 
a full cargo of freight and several passen­
gers, for Baio Chaleur and Gaepe ports, in 
charge of Capt McPherson, Sfinday was 
the hottest day of the season in the Bay 
Chaleur section, and it blew a gale of wind 
in the afternoon. The gale grew so strong 
as the steamer approached the Gulf that 
in entering Newport harbor she was itlowD 
against the Island and struck so heavily 
upon t}je rocks that she soon filled. The 
Lady Eileen was owned by a joint stock 
company, composed of Campbell on, Dal, 
honsie, Bonaventure and Gaspe citizens. 
She was built in Glasgow, Scotland, ex 
presely for the Bay Chaleur and Gaepe 
coast service at a cost of $90,000. She is 
well insured. The annual grant from the 
Doipinion Government to this service is 
$12,500. It is^prob»b)e that the com­
pany will acquire or build a much larger 
and more convenient boat for this route, 
which is fast growing in importance.

On Friday last Dr. Peterson, Principal 
of McGill College, wao entertained and 
luncheon by the Canadian Club of Chart 
lotte town, and afterward.s delivered an ex 
cellent address on “Poetry in the schools.” 
During the course of his address he em- 
phaized the fact that language study was 
one of the beat forms of mental discipline. 
9e did not agree with those, of whom we 
hear from time tp time, who would like to 
set aside, to a great extent, the study of the 
olassics and devote the time given to them, 
to a study of science. He did not dispise 
science ; but no scientist could attain 
eminence without an accurate knowledge 
of languages. Some, so called, spientjsts 
could scarcely express themselves in res 
pectable language. That surely was most 
inconsistent. He quoted the declaration 
of a great writer who included the essen­
tials of education under five heads : 
Character, physique, imagination, manners 
and information. He considered that 
no means of education was more potent in 
the teacher’s hands, than poetry. The 

(study of poetry stimulates the imagination 
and ifiouloales good ideas in a pleasing 
way. At the close pf tfie principal’s ad­
dress the thanks of the club were tendered 
him by Premier Hafzard seconded by Mr. 
J. À. Mathieson Leader of the Opposition, 
Vice-Presidents of the Club.

The case of the British Admiralty against 
the owners of the Amerioan line steamer 
St. Paul, came up for hearing on Friday 
before Sir John Gerrell Barnes in the Ad­
miralty Court, London. The British 
cruiser Gladiator collided with the St. 
Paul off the Isle of White on April 25th, 
and as a result the cruiser had.to be beached 
The Admiralty claims damages for the loss 
of the Gladiator, alleging negligent naviga­
tion on the part of the St. Paul. There is 
also a cross-action by the owners of the St. 
Paul, who claim damages against Captain 
Lnmtden and the navigating lleutenxntrtif 
the Gladiator.

Fire which broke out in Switzer’s bakery 
at East Aurora rear Buffalo, N. Y., on 
Saturday, consume.1 a score of residences 
and business places before the flames 
were checked. Morris Graf, a baker, was 
terribly burned, and n)»y die, The family 
of Wm. Taokaberry, who lived over hie 
bakery, barely escaped with their lives. 
Among the buildings destroyed was the 
Opera House, the Taokaberry building in 
which were located t6e lodge rooms of the 
Oddfellows. The loss is estimated at $100,- 
000, on which the insurance is only about 
one ball,

The heavy rains of the past three weeks 
have produced the natural expected results, 
near Lethbridge, Alberta. The water in 
Belly River is very high and is rapidly 
rising, jyith little hope of abatement for 
some time, as the water from the snow on 
the mountains has not yet started to go 
out. In the foothills around Pinoher Creek 
and West, the rainfall has been very 
heavy—so great, in fact, that some fear the 
crops will be injured. At Frank, the dam 
supplying the town burst and the town 
water supply is completely out off.

We deeply regret tbe d.e^th of Mr. 
Edward Jardine, Morell, which occurred 
very suddenly, during the night of Wed­
nesday last. Mr. Jardine had worked 
with his team in his field all day Wednes­
day, and retired about 9 o'olook, In appar­
ent good hpaftb, although very tired. 
Thursday morning, as he had not pliep at 
his usual hour, tils sister went to «all him, 
and wai shocked to find that he had passed 
away during the night, His death was 
due to heart failure. Deceased who was 

years of sge lived with his two un­
married sisters. He was one of the form- 
est fermera In that seotlon of the country 
and had a splendid property. He was 
president of the Morell Cheese Board, a 
kind and obliging neighbor, and In all the 
relations of life a model oitisen and. a 
thorough gentlemen. He hed no enemies. 
He wee a life long eturdy Conservative, 
and was always found ready to lend hie 
aid and exert his influence in the cause of 
good government. Hie father Dr. John 
Jardine was a member of the Legislature 
and tipeejrer of the House of Anembly, 
Dr. Jardine wai a native of $ooletfeohen, 
Scotlaod, end wai e school mete of TLomai 
Carlisle. He oame to this Province when 
a young man, and established himeelf at 
Morell, where he enjoyed a large medical 
practice. He established a splendid 
homestead which was inherited and oc­
cupied by his ton, Edward, whose death 
we are now regretfully oalled jjpon to 
record. He leaves \ mourn, besides his two 
sisters at home, another sister, Mrs Mc- 
Ewen in California, also one brother at 
Morell, besides many other relations and 
• umeroni friends.

Eight inches of snow on the level washed 
into the slush by rain have cut Butte moun­
tain off from the outside world. No tele­
phone lines street car or power lines are 
working, and many mines are closed haying 
lost their electrical power by the flood. 
The situation in Western Montana is more 
serious than it has been at any time since 
the thirty day’s rain began, and the streams 
are al| at danger points. The railway sit­
uation iff the East is serious. The North­
ern Pacific has not moved a train between 
Missoula and Helena or Bntte since Mon­
day. The fight against the waters is being 
carried on by 10,000 men, but water is 
gaining steadily and the rain continues to 
fall in tofrente. Missoula has had no 
trains from east einoe Sunday, but the 
service from the west has not been inter­
rupted. There are 500 passengers on the 
trains stalled between the washouts. This 
happened on the 6th.

manager Mr. Grabem who was alter 
wards made President of bis Com­
pany. Mr. Graham took the matter 
up with Hon -Mi Fi-ber, beginning 
his letter with the statement tba 
“ Sir Frederick Borden requested me 

’ to interview yon in reference to aid 
for our cold storage propositions at 
St John and Halifax.” Mr Fisher 
was able to tell* "Mr Graham at once 
that what be proposed was "quite 
satisfactory.” The end of it was 
that the Company wi b which Sir 
Fred Borden was “ connected" go' 
the subsidy.

ANOTHER CONCESSION.
But that was not quite the end. 

The best sit* in S’. John for the 
warehouse was on Government rail­
way property. There was a lot that 
the Government bad bought for 
$54,000, and on which it spent 
§4,000 or $5,060 afterwards. This 
was leased for 60 years to the Ma. 
conn Company for $250 per year 
with freedom from taxation.

MR PUGSLEY'S BELP.

Next came a deal between the 
favored Company and a New B.-one 
wick corporation in which hon Mi 
Pugrley, head of the Provincial Gov 
eminent, had taken a friendly intei• 
est, George McAvi'y, Mr Pngsley’r 
party manager in St J ho, at d the 
late Mr Trueman, Mi Pogi-ley’s 
former law partner, we:e direotois 
They obtained a guarantee of prin­
cipal and interest ot $60,000. The 
McAvity Company and the Maonnr 
Company having a poll with both 
governments were amalgamated, 
They have now a contract with the 
Dominion Government for $37,500 
bonus on the 30 per cent basis, and 
the Government admits that it is 
considering an increased grant, 
bringing it up to $45,000. They 
have a $60,000 guarantee from New 
Biunswick, and when the late Pro­
vincial Government was turned out 
of cfiSoe, it left on record a promise 
to increase it by $30,000.

APPEAL TO THE PREMIER

Mr Williams appealed to Sir Wil­
frid Laurier. He told the Premier 
that be bad taken np the matter 
with the Ministers in 1906, had been 
gammoned to Ottawa in January, 
1907, had there met Sir Frederick 
and his son-in-law, Who told 1 im that 
Mr Fisher bad already promised 
them a grant under the Act not yet 
passed, that Sir Frederick offered to 
take him in but not on fair terms, 
and that the M nister had boas id 
“that he would bave it fluence ec.

COULD NOT VOTE THIS 
DOWN.

Messrs Foster, Fowler, Daniel 
Porter and Lennox, reviewed this 
correspondence and other evidence.

“ Ministers of the crown should 
not be connected with associations 
or companies seeking oontrsete, aid 
or subsidies from the Government 
of which they are members.”

Mr. J. J. Hughes and the 
Fish Drier.

Following the examination before 
the Public AccountsCommittee at Ot­
tawa a short time ago of Mr James 
McEaohern, of Sopris, Mr J W Bren­
nan, bookkeeper for J J Hughes fc 
Company, was examined on May 
21st. The Ottawa Citizen of that 

ate gives the following account of 
what tock phot :

J W Brennan, bookkeeper for J 
Hughes and pompany, Souris, P 

E I, was examined before tk? J’ublio 
Accounts Committee again ibis 
morning in reference to materials 
supplied by the firm, the senior 
member of which is J J Hughes, M 
P, to the Government fish drier.

Tbe egawinetjop of the witness 
by Mr Crockett was made d'/jftoult 
by the constant intervention of 
Meters Maclean, of Lunenbaig. and 
M'lcpherson, of Vancouver. For in­
stance, wbeo be was asked if the 
ledger which be bad brought to 
O tawa contained eptriee of sale to 
McEtobern of materials that went to 
tbe Souris fish drier, the e members 
oljrcled.

Finally, after piuoh effort, Mr 
Crockett elicited fiom Brennan that 
the ledger which ho and Mr Hughes 
brought to Ottawa contained records 
of the accounts for the material in 
question. He also said that he saw 
the ledger on Thursday last, and 
after looking thieugh it, gave it to 
Mr Hughe* on Saturday in a room 
in the parliament buildings But 
bo could not remember an) thing 
about the prices charged, to McEaoh- 

i ern.

Witness admitted that it was he 
who made out tbe account lor $270 
lot 90 tons of timber for tbe fish 
d.r er, which McEaohern sent to the 
department of marine. But he 
would not say that he took tbe fig­
ures from Hughes end Company’s 
books.

Mr. McLean again objected. 
He said that if it were intended to 
show that Mr Hughes, M P, had sold 
goods directly or jr.direo-ly to the 
Government iu violation of thp inde­
pendence of pa liament sot, Mr 
Cro keti’s examination wouid ue 
quite relevant, but an investigation 
of that character should be had b - 
fore the committee on privileges 
and elections and not -before the 
Public Accounts Go* mit tee. Ail 
the latter could er quire into was 
whether the prices charged for ma­
terials for the Government fish drier 
were fair or exoessive.

Mr Crockett coo ended that he

was endeavoring to get at the orig­
inal prices and those charged to the 
Government. In view of the ad- 
mieeson of the witness that the 
lodger now in O tawa contained en­
tries of the eoconnts iu question, he 
would move for the production of 
the book.

The chairman ruled that the 
ledger could not be accepted in evid­
ence until it had been shown that 
the original books of entry were rot 
available.

Finally Mr Crockett elicited from 
the witness that tbe prices which 
McEaohern charged tbe marine de- 
par: ment were precisely those 
obaiged to Mi Eachern by tbe 
Hughes fiim.

Mr Crockett moved that the 
chairman (Mr Finlaysfcn) direct the 
witness to produce the ledger con­
taining tbe account of McEacnern 
with J J Hughes and Compary.

Oa a party vote ol 7 to 5 the mo­
tion was defeated.

It was decided to compel the 
attendance, by warrant if necessary, 
of George E McFatlane, a former 
partner of J J Hughes.

Grand Trunk at the Franco 
British Exhibition, Lon­

don, England.

It is a well known fact that at all 
the World's Fairs and International 
Exhibitions, held in the past decade, 
the Grand Trunk has been most 
prominently represented with at- 
attractive displays, and in each case 
gold medals and diplomas have been 
their award, At the Franoo-Briiiab 
Exhibition which is to be held at 
Shepherd’s Bush, London, May to 
October, this year, the Grand Trunk 
are not behind in their progressive­
ness and have erected a beautiful 
pavilion covering about 2,000 square 
feet of space in a picturesque spot 
known as the French Court.

Tois structure follows in design 
the Renaissance style of architecture 
with an artistic psllared entrance. 
Over the entrance rises a group of 
statuary representing the Grand 
Trunk Railway system as “ speed” 
with an electric star surmounting 
the head of the central figure em 
blematio of the “Star of Empire,” 
and on each side of this figure is 
represented in smaller figures the 
Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, the 
central figure joining their hands, 
representing the spanning of the 
continent by the new Nations 
Transcontinental Railway. Thii 
allegorical group <’a a very imposing 
one and the idea is appropriate.

The interior of the building is 
arranged ip a Combination of color 
harmony of olive green and red, 
Tbe scenic views of the Grrnd Trunk 
Railway, 88 well as views of the 
summer tourists districts and fishing 
and banting resorts in Canada are 
beautifully portrayed by a series of 
promide enlargements finished fn a 
sepia tint apd framed in a dull 
quartered oak. The photographic 
work has been executed by Mr J W 
Swan, the well known landscape 
photographer, who bas excelled him 
self, if possible, in this collection. 
T'hege pictures cover the walls to a 
distance of twe feat irpm the nailing, 
and tbe entire interior has been set 
off by a beauüfnl friez i made np of 
grains and grasses from Ontario, 
Manitoba, Alberta, Saskatchewan 
and the West. In this frieza are 
Embedded specimens of Canadian fish 
and game mounted in aa attractive 
way, the whole forming a unique and 
pleasing efleet.

Jo the centre of the room a pyramid 
has been erected, on which is shown 
samples of the cereals of the Province 
of Ontario, as well as natural samples 
of fruit from the “Garden of Canada.”

Animated moving picture machines, 
projecting fishing, hunting and rail­
road scenes, are other features on the 
flror space. Interesting and instruct 
ive literature has been specially pre­
pared for distribution, and it is esti­
mated that from fifteen to twenty mil 
lion people will visit this exhibition 
during its lifetime. Panada and the 
Grand Trunk Railway system will 
secure a tremendous amount of pub­
licity through this medium.

Among the special features on dis­
play in this building will be two ex. 
ceptionally fine moose heads, one the 
record bead taken from the Province 
of Ontario, and the other a freak 
head that will attract a great deaT of 
attention.

Mr S W Cummings, who until re­
cently was CJenerjl Passenger Agent 
of the Central Vermont Railway, has 
been appointed to the position of 
Director of this exhibit.
