In London Mr. Carling is meeting 
with strong opposition from Major 
Walker, a Conservative, who was vice 
piesident of Sir Hugh Allan’s Pacific 
Railway Company. The premier will 
stand for Lanibton notwithstanding the 
story that ho intended to hand it over 
to his brother. Sir John Macdonald 
will be opposed in Kingston by Mr. 
Garnit hers who ran him so close at-last 
election. In all other parts of the coun­
try the prospect is yery encouraging.
