THhis season th
new England papers admit that their
fish supply is very short and  that
they will be unable to furnish the
immense Trequirements from the
Western States. In consequence the
price has gone up. I may be consid -
ered a visionary, but T firmly believe
in the Hudson’s Bay route, and that
when it is opened it will give us a
new market for our produce. In this
view we'should prepare for it. Have
our own representative to go over the
ground and study the whole situation
and its possibilities. ;

Anglican Bi-Centenary.

The Bi-Centenary  Celebration of
thie Church of England in Canada will
open at Halifax on Mon’day next. It
will commemorate the first service on
record held on the mainland, accord-
ing to the use of the Church of Eng-
land.  The date of this service was
Tuesday, October 10th, 1710, accord-
ing to the old calendar. The offi-
ciating: clergy were Rev. John Har-
rison, chaplain to commodore Martin,
of HM.S. Dragon, who read the pray-
ers, and Rev. Samuel Hesker, chap-
rison, chaplain to Commodore Martin,
marines, who preached the sermon.
Rev. John Harrison/ became the first
English chaplain to the garrison, and
in 1720 he was chosen by -Governor
Phillips as one of the first council
lors of the Province of Nova Scotia.

Newfoundland holds the records o'
an earlier date. In Prowse's History
-Dr! Pilot, who wrote the chapter on
“The Church of England in Newfound-
land,” writes:

The history of the Church of Eng-
land in Newfoundland may be said
to date from the first attempt to colo-
nize the Island by Sir Humpnrey Gil-
bert in 1583, when by authority of
Queen Elizabeth he ordained that the
laws and policy of the Island should
not' be “against the true Christian
faith or religion now professed in the
Church of England.” This attempt at
enlonization failed, and it was not till
1611 that the first clergyman landed
on these shores. This was the Rev.
BErasmus Stourton, who came cut with
John' Guy on his second visit to the
Island. His headquarters were at
Cupids and his mission ¢xtended

around Conception Bay, and froml

Cape St. Francis to Ferryland. He left
this country in 1628, and became
chaplain to the Earl of Albermarle.

“The connection of Newfoundland
with  the Bishops of Nova Scotia is
set forth partly as follows by ' the
same venorable ‘author:—

In 1787 ‘the See of Nova Scotia was
constituted, and Newfogndland, which
up to this time had been nominally
under the care of the Bishop of Lon-
don, was included in the lefters pat-
ent, but Bishop Inglis was never
once able to vigit the Island. It was
not il twenty years later that it re-
cdved its first Episecopal visit from |
mzhop ‘Stanser, when five clergymen :

The Council met at 7.35, the Mayor
presiding, with full Board and repres-
entative of the News present.

When the minutes were read, Coun:
cillor Mullaly wjshed to point out that
he had not been reported as speaking
on the question of drains, in connec-
tion with which the Mayor had spoker
at som2 length. He wished to re
peat what he had said at last meet-
ing that he agreed with the remarks
made by the Mayor. He read the fol-
lowing extract from an Editorial ir
one of the city papers:

“We trust the Mayor’s remarks arc
an indication of #the policy of the
Council on this matter (sewerage con
nection). We observe that his ex
pression of opinion gave rise to none
on the part of the Councillors. Thisg
is an important matter. It does not
concern the giving of a day's work on
the roads. It may prove unpopular
among the landlord class. Do these
facts account for the silence of the
Councillors?”

He thought this most uncalled for,
and that it reflected seriously on the
character of the Councillors. On his
part, he resented the low insinuation
contained in the extract, and wished
to say that while he was a member
of this Board he would allow no per
sonal interest to interefre with his
endeavours to do his best for the city.
He wished to be reported properly
and intended to see that he was, even
if he had to report himself.
Councillor Myrick said he did not
quite see the necesrity of an expres-
sion of opinion. He thought that as
nobody disagreed with the Mayor, it
was plain that all were unanimous in
agreeing with him. He could not see
how the Editor referred to could have
drawa such a conclusion as prompted
the remarks read.
