Municipal Commission.
Mr. I. C. Morris gave notice yes­

terday that he would move a résolu 
tion which meant to voice a request of 
the Commission for another period of 
office on the ground that they had 
not had time to draft a Municipal 
Charter, owing to the time taken up 
in the administration of the city. This 
would entail an alteration in the Act 
of last year which postponed the 
usual election until July 1st, 1915, 
and gave the Commission office until 
the regular body was elected at that 
time in due course. We shall defer 
final judgment of the matter until 
we have heard the views of the mem­
bers of the Commission on the mat­
ter; but we do not like Government 
by Commission and have no wish to 
see it prolonged more than necessary. 
The object of giving the Commission 
charge for one year was to give them 
experience in administration to aid 
them in drafting a new charter. By 
June 30th, they will have had a year’s 
experience, and if they are then re­
lieved of administration they will 
have all the more time for drafting 
the charter. There are, however, ob­
jections to thfe course, mainly that 
under the present law the elected 
Council would hold office four years 
and this is generally considered too 
long to wait for the new regime.

Operations in
the Dardanelles.

The first serious losses in the at­
tempt to force the Dardanelles’ occur­
red on Thursday evening. After ten 
days’ mine-sweeping a bombardment 
was arranged for Thursday. It seems 
to have been designed to continue with 
little cessation for the better part of 
24 hours, probably to give the gunners 
of the Turkish batteries no rest. From 
quarter to two in the morning until 
after midday there were six British 
ships engaged, the Queen Elizabeth, a 
battle cruiser and two battleships in­
termediate between the Dreadnought 
type and the older battleship type, and 
two of the older battleships. They 
directed their fires at eight forts, sit­
uated at the Narrows of Chanak and 
at points on each side of the Straits 
stretching some five miles from these 
Narrows towards the entrance of the 
Dardanelles. It is evident that since 
thfse forts include some of the forts 
previously reported destroyed in 
Greek despatches from Tenedos that 
these Greek reports must be classed 
with those of Copenhagen and little 
reliance placed on them. Shortly af­
ter midday four old French battle­
ships joined in the bombardment, and 
two hours or so later all the six older 
battleships were withdrawn and re­
lieved by six more British battleships 
of a similar type. The loss of the 
French battleship occurred while this 
withdrawal was taking place. She 
struck a mine in an area that had 
been swept and sank in three mintes, 
the end being hastened by an internal 
explosion and the disaster intensi­
fied by the loss of most of her comple­
ment Of 630 men. The Bouvet had a 
displacement of 12,000 tons and car­
ried two 12 in. and two 10.8 inch guns. 
The Irresistible and the Ocean also 
struck mines and sank, but fortunate­
ly they sank slowly and the crews of 
780 and 750 men respectively were 
rescued under heavy fire. The sink­
ing of the three battleships is as­
signed to the same cause, drifting 
mines in areas already swept The 
current of the Dardanelles is said to 
run about two knots an hour. The 
Admiralty will cope with the special 
danger, now that its formidable nature 
lias been demonstrated so tragically.

OFFICIAL
Governor, St. John’s:

LONDON, Mar. 19.
The Admiralty on March 19 an 

nounced the following: “Mine-sweep 
ing having proceeded for ten days in. 
side the Straits a general attack by the 
British and French fleets on the Nar­
rows and fortresses was made at 
10.45 yesterday morning. The Queen 
Elizabeth. Inflexible, Agamemnon and 
Lord Nelson, bombarded the forts, and 
the Triumph and Prince George shell­
ed the batteries. Heavy Are was re­
turned both from the Turkish how­
itzers and field guns. Later the 
French’ squadron—Suffren, Gaulois 
Charlemagne and Bouvet—advanced 
and engaged the forts at closer range. 
The forts replied strongly, but were 
silenced, though the ships were hit 
several times. At 1.25 p.m. the forts 
had ceased firing. Then the Ven­
geance, Irresistible,, Albion, Ocean, 
Swlftsure and Majestic advanced to 
relieve the ships1 in the Straits. As 
the French squadron, which had en­
gaged the forts brilliantly, passed 
out, the Bouvet was blown up by a 
drifting mine, and sank in 36 fathoms 
in’ about three minutes. The relief 
battleships renewed the attack on the 
forts which re-opened fire. During 
this attack mine-sweeping continued. 
The Irresistible next quitted the line 
listing heavily, and an hour later 
sank, being probably struck by a 
drifting mine. The Ocean also struck 
a mine and both vessels sank in deep 
water, but nearly all the crews were 
saved under hot fire. The Gaulois 
and Inflexible were damaged by the 
Turkish gunfire. The o lie rations 
terminated at darkness. The damage 
to the forts cannot yet be estimated. 
The ships were lost by mines drifting 
with the current into the swept areas. 
The British casualtts are not heavy, 
considering the scale of the opera­
tions, but nearly all the Bouvet's 
crew were lost, an internal explosion 
having followed the mine explosion. 
Two additional warships, the Queen 
and Implacable are being despatched 
to replace the lost ships- and are due 
almost immediately. Operations are 
continuing and ample naval and mili­
tary forces are present. On March 16 
Rear-Admiral John Michael DeRo- 
beck succeeded to the command of 
the allied fleet in the Dardaneils, 
Vic-Admiral Carden being ill.

Trouble Over
Desoto’s Crew

On account of the Chinese crew of 
the wrecked steamer Désola not be­
ing able to get a passage on the Red 
Cross Liner Stéphane to New York, a 
disorderly scene occurred last night, 
and while it lasted commotion and ex­
citement vied with each other. Fear­
ing a riot the police, volunteers and 
other elements interfered. A general 
mix-up followed with result that ten 
Chinamen were landed in durance 
vile. From what we could1 gather it 
appears that no one is directly re­
sponsible for the trouble, and the 
Celestials are blameless in the 
matter, and the position they are 
placed in elicits much sympathy.

About séventeen days ago the S. S. 
Désola was abandoned near the dry 
dock caused by her acid cargo catch­
ing fire. Her crew of 39 men (offir 
cers excluded) comprising 33 China­
men, 2 Russians and four others of 
British and American nationality, 
were then stranded and arrangements 
were made for them to be kept at the 
Seamen’s Institute. They lost all 
their clothing on board the steamer 
Ifor which they received the paltry 
sum of $10. The seamen understood 
from their captain and others, as they 
were told every hour of each suc­
ceeding day, that they were go­
ing to be brought back to New York, 
where they last sailed from, on the S. 
S. Stephano to be paid their wages 
Up to six o’clock last evening they 
were filled up with the idea of leav­
ing. Suddenly they found out that 
they were not going, the reason ad­
vanced being that all the passenger 
accommodation was occupied. Later 
the Chinese discovered that six of 
their fellow-shipmates, of different 
nationality than theirs, had secured a 
passage. This naturally caused much 
uneasiness to the Chinamen who fear­
ed they were being deserted and who 
waited for their captain whom they 
knew was going on the ship and as 
soon as he hove in sight hiked after 
-him and other officers "\to topev(arf* 
them from going and held on! to an 
engineer named Maher. Then the ex 
citement and disorder began, the ten 
arrests following.

To-day in court the Chinamen were 
not held on any charge by the au­
thorities and were so informed by 
Judge Knight who sympathized with 
them, as he had heard from Mr. Jones, 
Supt. df the Seamen's Institute, who 
testified that their conduct was most 
exemplary and that they were one of 
the finest crowds of men he ever had 
dalt with. His Honor advised the 
Chinamen if they had ends to gain 
not to attempt to gain them by 
force. They were then discharged. 
Their interests are now being looked 
after by Shipping Master Carter who 
will arrange a passage for them.

RUSSIANS OCCUPY MEMEL.
LONDON, To-day.

Beyond the operations in the Dar­
danelles, the most important news 
concerns the reported occupation by 
the Russians of Memel, a German 
port on the Baltic. Memel is a town 
of importance in Northeast of East 
Prussia. The presence there of Rus­
sian forces is taken by military ob­
servers here to indicate that the Rus­
sian Generals have decided' to at­
tempt a big sweep down through 
East Prussia in an endeavour to com­
pel the Germans to fall back from 
Northern Poland. Again North Po­
land has been transformed into an 
immense bog by a thaw which has 
set in. just as Field Marshal Von 
Hinderburg has started his offensive 
against Przasnysz. It is declared It 

impossible except at widely separ­
ated high places to move, let alone 
fight. The Germans, however, have 
started the offensive in Central Po­
land where they have commenced an 
attack on the Russians in the region 
of Pilica River. There is also heavy 
fighting in Galicia, Carpathians and 
Bukowina, despite heavy snow. On 
the Western front no operations of 
great importance have taken place, 
although the French continue their 
efforts to work their way forward in 
Champagne and Argonne regions, and 
the Belgians «till are active in the 
little bit of their territory remaining- 
in their hands. The political situation 
as regards Austria and Italy remain 
obsecure, but there is persistent re­
ports is circulation in London that 
negotiations for the cession of Aus­
trian territory to Italy have broken 
down. Italy’s demands have been 
considered excessive.

BERLIN, March 19.

LONDON, March 19.
The Admiralty to-night gave out 

the following statement regarding the 
operations in the Dardanelles: Mine- 
sweeping has been in progress dur­
ing the last ten days inside the 
Straits. A general attack was de­
livered by the British and French 
fleets yesterday (Thursday) morning, 
upon the fortresses at the Narrows. 
At 1.45 a.m. the Queen Elizabeth, In­
flexible, Agamenon and Lord Nelson 
bombarded Forts J.L.T.U. and V.. 
while the Triumph and Prince George 
fired at batteries F. E. and H. Heavy 
fire was opened on ships from how­
itzers and field guns. At 12.22 o’clock 
the French squadron, consisting of 
the Suffren, Gaulois. Charlemagne 
and Bouvet advanced up the Dardan­
elles and engaged the forts at closer 
range. Forts J. U. F. and E. replied 
strongly. Their fire was silenced by 
ten battleships inside the Straits, all 
the ships being hit several times dur­
ing this part of the action. By 1.25 
p.m. all the forts bald ceased firing.

The Vengeance, Irresistible, Al­
bion, Ocean. Swiftsure and Majestic 
advanced to relieve the six old bat­
tleships inside the Straits. As the 
French squadron, which had engaged 
the forts in most brilliant fashion, 
was passing out. the Bouvet was 
bfbwn up by a drifting mine. She 
sank in 36 'fathoms, north of Aran- 
keuo village in less than three min­
utes. At 2.35 p.m. relief battleships 
renewed attack on the forts which 
again opened fire. Attack on the 
forts was maintained, while opera­
tions of mine sweepers continued. At 
4.09 p.m. the Irresistible quitted the 
line, listing heavily, and 5.50 o'clock

How British Heroes
Won the Victoria Cross.

London, March 10.—A fourth sup­
plement of the London Gazette con­
tains a record of rewards for services 
rendered in connection with the op­
erations in the field. How some . of 
the services were performed for 
which the Victoria Cross, the dis­
tinguished service order and the mili­
tary cross have been awarded is here 
told.

The King has approved of the grant 
ijie Victoria Cross to the under- 

bieniioned officers and men for con­
spicuous acts of bravery and devo­
tion to duty whilst serving with the 
expeditionary force:

Liuet. Colonel Ernest Wright Alex­
ander, 119th Battery Royal Field Ar­
tillery.

For conspicuous bravery and great 
ability at Elouges on 24th August, 
1914, when the flank guard was at­
tacked by a German corps in handling 
his battery against overwhelming 
odds with such conspicuous success 
that all his guns were saved, notwith­
standing that they had to be with­
drawn by hand by himself and three 
other men. This enabled the retire­
ment of the Fifth division to be car­
ried out without serious loss. Subse­
quently Lieut. Colonel Alexander 
(then Major), rescued a wounded 
man under a heavy fire, with the 
greatest gallantry and devotion to 
duty.

Drummer William Kenny, Second 
Battalion the Gordon Highlanders.

For conspicuous bravery on 23rd 
October, near Ypres, in rescuing 
wounded men on five occasions under 
heavy fire in the most fearless man­
ner, and for twice previously saving 
machine guns'by carrying them out 
of action. On numerous occasions 
Kenny conveyed urgent messages un­
der very dangerous circumstances 
over fire-swept ground.

Lieut. 3,ames Anson Otbo Brooke, 
Second Battalion the Gordon High­
landers.
. For conspicuous bravery and great 
ability near Gheluvelt on the 29th 
October, in leading two attacks on the 
German trenches under heavy rifle 
file and machine gun fire, regaining 
a lost trench at a very critical mo­

ment. He was killed on that day. By 
his marked coolness and promptitude 
on this occasion Lieut. Brooke pre­
vented the enemy front breaking 
through our line, at a time when a 
général counter-attack could not have 
been organized. 1

HEROIC DEATHS.
Captain John Franks Vallentin, 

First Battalion the South Stafford­
shire Regiment.

For conspicuous bravery on 7th 
November at Zillebeke. When lead­
ing the attack against the Germans 
under a very heavy fire he was struck 
down and on rising to continue the 
attack was immediately killed. The 
capture of the enemy’s trenches 
which followed was in a great meas­
ure due to the confidence which the 
men had in their captain, arising from 
his many previous acts of great brav­
ery and ability.

Lieut. Frank Alexander de Pass, 
late 34th Prince Albert Victor’s Own 
Poona Horse.

For conspicuous bravery near Fest- 
ubert on the 24th of November, in 
entering a German sap and destroy­
ing a traverse in the face of the ene­
my’s bombs, and for subsequently 
rescuing, under heavy fire, a wound­
ed man who was lying exposed in 
the open. Lieut, de Pass lost his life 
on this day in a second attempt to 
capture the aforementioned sap, 
which had been re-occupied by the 
enemy.

Private James Mackenzie, late 2nd 
Battalion Scots Guards.

For conspicuous bravery at Rouges 
Bancs on the 19th December, in res­
cuing a severely wounded man from 
in front of the German trenches, un­
der a very heavy fire and after a 
stretcher-bearer party had been com­
pelled to abandon the attempt. Pri­
vate Mackenzie was subsequently 
killed on that day whilst in the per­
formance of a similar act of gallant 
conduct.

Lance-Corporal Michael O’Leary, 
1st Battalion Irish Guards.

For conspicuous bravery at Cuin- 
chy on the 1st February, 1915. When 
forming one of the storming party

himself killed five Germans who were 
holding the first barricade, after 
which he attacked a second barricade 
about sixty yards farther on, which 
he captured, after killing three more 
of the enemy and making prisoners 
of two more.- Lance-Corporal O’Leary 
thus practically captured the enemy’s 
position by himself, and prevented 
the rest of the attacking party from 
being fired upon.

Lieut. Arthur Martin Leake, Royal 
Army Medical Corps, who was award­
ed the Victoria Cross on 13th May, 
1902, is granted a Clasp for conspic­
uous bravery in the present cam­
paign.

For most conspicuous bravery and 
devotion to duty throughout the cam­
paign, especially during the period 
29th October to 8th November, 1914, 
near Zonnebeke, in rescuing, whilst 
exposed to constant fire, a large num­
ber of the wounded who were lying 
close to the enemy's trenches.

Membership in the Distinguished 
Service Order has been conferred 
upon:

Captain Felton Vessey Holt, the Ox­
fordshire and Buckinghamshire Light 
Infantry, and Royal Flying Corps,

For gallantry on 22nd January, 1915 
in engaging single-handed a group of 
twelve German aeroplanes which 
were attacking the town of Dunkirk. 
He was subsequently joined by two of 
our own biplanes, which resulted in 
one of the German machins being 
brought down and its pilot and obser­
ver captured.

SHOTTING ABILITY OF CANA-
DIANS EXCITES ATTENTION.

Ottawa, March 9.—Semi-official ad­
vice received from England by the 
militia authorities here, continue to 
speak in, the highest terms of the 
markmanship of the Canadians on 
the firing line. The shooting ability 
of Canadian forces have evidently ex­
cited the marked attention of the 
British commanding officers. The 
Ross Rifle is apparently proving en­
tirely satisfactory, and no complaints 
whatever have been recèived with re­
gard to it. In this connection- it is 
worth noting that the Russian Gov­
ernment has put in an order (for a 
million Ross rifles, while the- British 
Government is asking for a supply of 
500 Ross rifles per day from the fac­
tory at Quebec.

THE BATTLESHIP AGAIN.

(Boston Post.) .
It is clear enough to anyone who 

gives the least study to the European 
war that the question of the form that 
naval offence and defence shall take 
in the near future is by no means 
settled.

For a while, in the early days of the 
submarines’ triumphs, there was a 
great furore on both sides of the wa­
ter ever what were called the “com­
ing naval weapons." Military men of 
high reputation were heard to de­
clare that the doom of the battleship 
had been sounded. Neutral nations 
were advised to wait a bit in their 
naval porgrammes and see the cen- 
tain triumph of the “sinker” and the 
utter humiliation of the dreadnought. 
Their argument was not unsupported 
by facts.

But of recent weeks the pendulum 
of world opinion has swung the other 
way mostly, of course, on account of 
the gorgeously spectacular and very 
effective Work of the battleships in 
the Dardanelles. Nothing else than 
the tremendous shells from the long 
range guns on the superdreadnoughts 
could have reduced the forts previ­
ously fancied impregnable. If Con­

stantinople falls—and its capture 
seems inevitable—there will be but 
one answer to the query as to what 
made its taking possible: battleships.

But this is not all that the 
ships have done. Their preponder­
ance in possession of the allies has 
swept German commerce off the seas; 
it has kept the German navy bottled 
up, and powerless; It has prevented 
invasion; it has made the transporta­
tion of soldiers across the channel 
safe; it has aided the military forces 
along the Belgian coast; it has, in a 
word, kept Germany at bay and 
ably prevented a German triumph.

The submarine is a dangerous little 
antagonist, but its accomplishments 
thus far have been infinitesimal in 
comparison with the mighty results 
of battleship power.

THE WORD “TON” IN SPEAKING 
OF SHIPS.

It puzzles many people to know 
what is meant when one speaks of a 
ship of 50,000 tons, especially when we 
read that the ship has a displacement 
of 57,000 tons, gross tonnage of 52,- 
117 tons, deadweight capacity of 12,- 
000 tons.

To begin with, the word ton has not 
the same meaning as in the case of 
a ton of coal. It is not a ton weigh 
but a measure of capacity represent­
ing 100 cubic feet of space in a ship 
Several kinds of tonnage are spoken 
of by shipping men, and the method 
of asceertaining them is sometimes 
very complicated indeed, so compli 
"cated that it has been said that no 
two men could calculate the tonnage 
cf a ship and reach exactly the same 
result.

The two chief tonnages are dis­
placement and gross tonnage. Dis­
placement tonnage, which is usually 
spoken of in conection with warships 
means an actual weight of water dis 
placed by a vessel when, say, she is 
leaving port fully laden. This, in the 
case of a battleship, includes not on­
ly the weight of the ship’s fabric, but 
that of all the coal, guns, ammuni­
tion, officers, men, stores, that she is 
carrying. The estimate is made b.' 
calculating the exact number of cubic 
feet occupied by the vessel—including 
the rudder, propellers and propeller 
shafting—below the water-line and 
dividing this by 35 cubic feet of sea 
water weighs one ton.

Gross tonnage is the cubic con­
tents of the vessel’s interior, ascer­
tained by measuring all spaces below 
the second deck and all permanently 
enclosed spaces on that deck and all 
decks above, and dividing the result 
by 100.

All ships’ dues, such as those which 
have to be paid by a vessel passing 
through the Suez Canal, are levied 
in respect of net registered tonnage 
which represents the actual capacity 
of a vessel for carrying cargo, and is 
obtained by subtracting from the 
grss tonnage the cubic contents of all 
the space that “cannot be used for 
carrying freight by being employed 
for carrying passengers or merchan­
dise.” This would include, of course, 
engine-rooms, crews’ quarters, chart 
rooms, ventilating shafts and so on.

The number of tonnages is not yet 
exhausted. There are two other terms 
—measurement capacity, which is 
found by measuring the cubic con­
tents of the holds, and dead weight 
capacity, which is the maximum num 
her of tons avoirdupois that a Vessel 
can carry In her holds when she Is 
fully laden with coal and stores.—Se­
lected. V -
