BALKAN SITUATION CRITICAL.
PARIS, Nov. 17.

Our expedition to the Balkans is 
reaching a critical stage, telegraphs 
the correspondent at Salonika to the 
Journal, under date of Sunday. He 
adds: Notwithstanding appeals by 
competent personalities, our rein­
forcements are not anything like the 
number required. Our enemies have 
decided to nip in the bud, at any cost, 
our offensive in the -east, and are 
prepared to adopt any means to ob­
tain the necessary assistance. We 
hope that this formula is well under­
stood. Serbian resistance is weaken­
ing daily. The defenders of the Ba- 
buna Pass will soon be surrounded, 
and the road from Britepe to Monas­
tir will then be thrown wide open to 
the Bulgarians. Hosts of Austro- 
Germans are hurrying southward, 
and sending detachments ahead by 
forced marches on all availably 
routes. Do not expect to find a sec­
ond Belgium. Greece will not hesi­
tate to permit passage by the enemy 
through her territory, as she now 
permits ours. We must defend our­
selves alone and unaided against the 
triple attack of Germans, Bulgarians 
and Turks, and the enemy’s plan be­
ing carried out, tnay be realized rap­
idly. The German fleet of submar­
ines in the Mediterranean has just 
been tripled. I advance nothing 
whereof I am not absblutely sure. We 
must be prepared for any news, even 
the most unexpected ; even that 
which seems craziest. We must have 
reinforcements in large numbers at 
once, or re-embark while there is yet 
time.

The sad Intelligence has reached 

the city that another St. Jolin’s boy 
had laid down his life on the battle­
field. This tinge it is James Mallard, 
of Quid! Vidi, who is reported to have 
been killed in action in France, of­
ficial notification of thpt having being 
received yesterday from Ottawa by 
Mr. and Mrs. Patrick Mallard, par­
ents of the deceased young soldier. 
James Mallard left here some few 
years ago and worked in Canada, 
where he was doing well. At the out­
break of the war he was one. of the 
first to respond to the colors and en­
listed with the First Canadian Expedi­
tionary Force. He was amongst those 
who in the earlv part of the war were 
drafted to the firing line on the west­
ern front, where he served in the 
trenches for a considerable while. He 
figured yi several big engagements 
and wa^ wounded five different times. 
On each occasion he recovered from 
his injuries, but no sooner was he 
out of Jiospital when he would be at 
the firing line again, a splendid tes­
timony to tlie young soldier’s valor 
and determination to fight the Huns. 
Only quite recently he received the 
fatal blow in the head from which he 
never recovered. However sad it 
may seeni, Mr. and Mrs. Mallard, who 
will have widespread sympathy in 
their sad hours of affliction, will also 
have the consolation of knowing that 
their beloved son died the death of a 
true British soldier and in the cause 
of Righteousness and Justice.

The late James Mallard, we under­
stand, held a non-commissioned offi­
cer’s rank with the Canadians. He 
was well known in the East End of 
the city. He has two first cousins at 
present with the Newfoundland Expe­
ditionary Force, now at the Darda­
nelles, and not long ago was enquir­
ing about them. He is a nephew of 
Mr. Edward Skiffington, our esteemed 
city night watchman.

The 
Count asserted that if the money was 
expended wisely it should provide for 
Spain. 40,000 more soldiers, and mean

mier Dato announced that he would 
lay before the cabinet the qeustion, 
and demandings vote of confidence.

We are 
told that her soldiers are no longer 
well fed. We are told she can no 
longer find men to continue her ac­
tivity on all the war fronts.

There is something strange certain­
ly in the psychology which selects 
this conjuncture for a defiance of the 
universe so brutal as to stimulate the 
enemy to even greater efforts than 
ever before, lest by any chance the 
dire threats so ferociously uttered 
should come within the possibility of 
realization.—American paper.

nations, while Denis Cochin, member 
of the French Cabinet, who was 
given an enthusiastic reception at Al­
liens by the Municipal authorities and 
people, is expected to express, very 
firmly the French view of what is con­
sidered the unsatisfactory reply of 
Greece to the Entente Powers’ request 
for safe conduct of both Serbian and 
Allied-forces, should they be com­
pelled to retire into Greece. Like 
Italy and France, England now de­
mands that Greece shall either join 
the Allies or translate her benevol­
ent neutrality toward the Entente in­
to clear declaration that she will not 
attempt to disarm neither Serbians 
nor Allies should they be forced back 
over lier frontier, and that she will 
afford further facilities for landing 
and transportion of Allied troops. 
There are no changes on the French, 
Italian or Russian fronts, but the 
presence of Russian warships in Ger­
man positions suggests that Genera! 
Inzsky has not concluded the offen­
sive which he undertook east of Riga. 
Loss of the British hospital ship An­
glia in the English Channel, and of 
anbtlier which went to her assistance 
is believed to be due to mines which 
broke from their moorings in the re­
cent storms. Of four hundred per­
sons aboard tlie Anglia, three hundred 
were saved by a patrol boat. A Lon­
don official communication concern­
ing the disaster was made public at 
the War Office: Reports hospital 
ship Anglia struck a mine in the 
Channel to-day and sank. Total num­
ber aboard 13 officers and 372 men 
and other ranks, of whom about 300 
were saved by a patrol boat. Another 
ship proceeding to the rescue was al­
so sunk by another mine. Another 
official communication says that King 
George was shocked to hear that the 
Anglia, which was so recently con­
voyed across the Channel had been 
sunk. His Majesty is grieved at the 
loss incurred, but trusts survivors 
have not unduly suffered from terror 
and exposure.

BRITISH STEAMER ESCAPES.
COPENHAGEN, To-day.

The British steamer Thelmas’ de­
parture from Trelleborg. Sweden, 
where she had been lying since the be­
ginning of tlie war, was marked by 
an exciting naval adventure in which 
the vessel escaped capture by a Ger­
man destroyer through the assistance 
rendered by tlie Swedish torpedo boat 
Pollux. On Tuesday, when south of 
Landsltrona, sixteen miles northeast 
of Copenhagen, the Thelma was* pur­
sued by the German destroyer U-132 
into Swedish territory waters; while 
the Germans were In the act of board­
ing, the Pollux forced them to return 
to their boat and running between 
the vessels' informed' the Germans 
that every means would be employed 
to prevent the Thelma from being 
taken. After an interval of silence 
during • which both warships cleared 
for action, the German . destroyer 
steamed away.

THE ANGLIA.
DOVER, To-day.

The hospital ship Anglia, with 
about three hundred wounded men 
aboard in addition to the crew, nurses 
and attendants, bound from France to 
Dover, struck a mine in mid-Channel 
to-day and sank in a very short time. 
Nearly one hundred men, most 6f 
them seriously wounded, and there­
fore in their cots, lost their lives. The 
collier Lusitania, which was nearby 
at the time of the accident, immedi­
ately went to the assistance of the 
Anglia, and her boats had been just 
lowered when she also struck a mine 
and foundered ; all the crew were 
saved. A patrol vessel succeeded in 
resucing three hundred of the An­
glia's passengers and crew, including 
some nurses. A number of bodies 
were recovered.

VISCOUNT HALDANE SPEAKS.»
LONDON, To-day.

Viscount Haldane, former War Sec­
retary, speaking at Hampstead to­
night declared the Germans would 
have reached Paris perhaps Calais, 
had not the Government taken prompt 
action upon warnings which he him­
self and others had given as to the 
German intentions. The British Gov­
ernment, he said, did everything pos­
sible to get aggressive ideas out of 
other nations on the continent, but 
that did not preVent the Government 
from taking precautions. Britain was 
not taken unawares but was able to 
mobilize the army and navy the mo­
ment of the outbrfeak of th,e war. Hal­
dane expressed the belief that there 
was not a single Government among 
the Powers that has not been wholly 
surprised and taken aback by the 
magnitude and duration of the strug­
gle which had since developed and 
that nobody has been so much sur­
prised as the German general staff 
which had expected a walk over in 
about three months.

GERMAN TORPEDO BOATS FOR 
THE NORTH SEA.

LONDON, To-day.
A despatch to Exchange Telegraph 

Company from Copenhagen, dated 
Wednesday, gives the report that a 
flotilla of 25 German torpedo boats 
and big .cruisers passed Holsingborg, 
south west coast of Swenden at six 
o'clock in the morning proceêding at 
high speed northward 3 a.m. Holding- 
borg is at northern entrance of the 
sound which separates Sweden and 
Denmark. Vessels passing Holsing­
borg proceeding north would enter 
Cattegat which leads by way-of Slta- 
gerrat into the North Sea.

REDMOND TO VISIT TRENCHES.
LONDON, To-day.

John Redmond, Leader of the Irish 
Nationalist Party, has arrived at 
Boulogna on the western front. It 
was announced several days ago that 
as soon as arrangements could be 
made, Redmond intended to pay a 
visit to the men in the trenches.

FOREIGN LOANS TO BE FREE OF 
TAX.

LONDON, To-day.
In the Commons to-day, on motion 

of Right Hon. Edwin Samuel Mon­
tague, member for Cambridgeshire, a 
new clause was added1 to the finance 
bill empowering the treasury to free 
from income tax, all foreign holders of 
future loans issued, whether . made 
here or abroad. Montague explained, 
when the Anglo-French credit loan 
was issued in New York such provi­
sion was found necessary to attract 
investors. The imposition of the in­
come tax in the past had proven a bar 
to obtaining foreign subscriptions to 
loans, Montague added, and by grant­
ing all foreign holders similar exemp­
tion the Government had been assur­
ed that foreign subscriptions to future 
loans would be greatly increased.

ANOTHER U. S, NOTE.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

A memorandum which will fofm 
the basis of a note to Britain regard­
ing contraband is now in course of 
preparation at the State Department. 
It was learned to-day it had not been 
definitely dfecided -yet what attitude- 
the United States would take in re­
gard to the action of Britain in plac­
ing on contraband ’ list cotton'and ot­
her products never before treated as 
contraband; it was said to be probable 
that this décision would be reached 
within the next few days and that 
soon thereafter the first draft would 
be made. Several .drafts may be re­
quired before communication is ready 
for tfansnrissioh.

Dear Father,—Just a few lines to 
let you know that I am back to 
Egypt. I was taken sick about two 
weeks ago with dysentry from drink­
ing bad water. I was sent on board 
of the hospital ship and from there 
back to Egypt, but I am nearly all 
right again now. I am leaving the 
hospital to-morrow going to the Con­
valescent Home where I will soon 
get my strength back again, please 
God. Its good to be out of the trench­
es again for a while, even if I was only 
there for three weeks. I tell you it 
is horrible out there, dead men every­
where, their heads and feet sticking 
out of the side of the trench. Then 
there's the bullets whistling around 
one’s head, and shrapnel bursting 
over head. It makes you wish you 
were home again,.but we have got to 
stick it if we want to win this war. 
There were four of our boys killed 
and about twenty wounded before I 
left. I don’t know how many since 
I left. Winifred Dawe, from the Gul­
lies, came aboard the ship 
the day I did with a bullet in his leg, 
but he is much better now. Do you 
remember the Sunday last summer 
that Gordon Dawe, that’s the young 
fellow who was with me at home with 
the Frontiersmen’s uniform on. Well, 
he was killed by a sniper. The bul­
let went in his forehead and blew his 
brains out. We buried him the next 
day down on the beach. Well, father, 
I don’t know how long this is going 
to last. I wish it was over to-day so 
as I could get home to see you all 
again and get a good feed what I 
never had since I left home. But nev­
er mind, please God, I will soon be 
home and I don’t think I will leave it 
again in a hurry. I think I have said 
all for this time. I will write again 
before I leave for the trenches. Re­
member me to all the friends. Tell 
mother to keep a brave heart, give her 
and Clarence my best love. That’s 
all. Good bye and God bless you all.

Such a fruit­
less sacrifice of men and ships might 
be magnificent, but it would not be 
war. The Germans are as helpless 
so "far as tlieir navy is concerned, as 
if every vessel were at the bottom of 
the North Sea. Whatever errors may 

die ascribed to the land forces of the 
Allies, the sea -forces are beyond crit­
icism. "Germany can never dictate 
terms of peace while they maintain 
their supremacy.—Philadelphia Pub­
lic Ledger.

London, Nov. 12.—The Morning 
Post’s Petrograd correspondent says: 
I have had the honor of discussing 
the present situation at some length 
with M. Sazonoff, the Foreign Minis­
ter. He said: “We are grappling 
with a power which threatens to 
overturn the whole fabric of civiliza­
tion as developed by the world of 
Christendom. The future of Euro­
pean culture as opposed to German 
kultur depends upon the overthrow 
of this Power and means taken to 
prevent its ever breaking out again. 
We must have the policy of this cen­
tury based firmly upon an alliance 
between Russia, England and France.

CHAPTER II.
We sometimes travel far afield to 

see the novel or the rare, and to find 
something worthy our attention ; 
while all the time the same things 
may be found at our very doors. So 
was it with the contents of this 
chapter; our thoughts were afar off, 
bin .it our feet we found quite an in­
teresting relic of our country’s coloni­
zation. It was at Hopewell, near 
Seal Cove, in the district of Harbour 
Main, and some twet*y-three miles 
from the city. It was one of June's 
most beautiful days—a day in which 
nil Nat tire spoke to the soul and re­
vealed to the children of men its 
own majesty, and its ■ Divine origin. 
The waters of the bay reflected the 
splendour of the sun; the greenery of 
1 he forest relieved the glare of the 
mid-day. the gentle zephyrs played 
amid foliage, and to it all, the music 
of the birds seemed to add a requiem, 
melodious and deep. Who would not 
be good, or at least who would not 
desire to be good? Alas! that we are 
not às good as our desires. It seems 
to me that all men desire to be bet­
ter than they are; but we live too far 
from Nature to attain our best. Doc­
tor Geizel was very emphatic on this 
point. Her entire series of lectures 
could be expressed in one sentence, 
viz.:—“Back to Nature and Nature’s i 
God.”

And so it seemed that though we 
were so near the city, we were in the 
v ; y heart’of Nature itself, and for 
the time being had thrown off the 
burden of daily business life. My 
companion was my daughter, who 
had gone to. spend the day with one ■ 
of her sisters nurses of the General 
li.'MPtal. and who was on leave for a"j 
couple of weeks, and at whose home ' 
we were being entertained. During I 
the conversation it came out that the ] 
nurses grandfather had lived to the 
age of one hundred and two years, and 
that he arrived in Newfoundland 
from Ireland on the same day that 
peace was proclaimed after the bat­
tle of Waterloo.

Ip further discussing the career of 
such an old gentleman, we learned 
that his tool chest which he had 
brought out w*ith him from Ireland 
was still to the good, and that it was 
out in a corner of the stable. Wc of 
course expressed a desire to see It. 
and very soon stood near the relic. 
Only a box we say? Yes, only a box, 
a common tool chest, the - tool chest 
of the carpenter lad who left his home 
in the morning of life, and sought a 
living in the New World.

The chest was of hard wood, but not 
-.of oak, probably teak; its size was 

that of the ordinary trunk, and its 
internal construction at once reveal- 
t ! : no taste and characteristics of the 
o-v; r. There was a place for each 
t ■"! and in some of the fixtures were 
still left a'few of the finer tools which 
comprise what in the industrial 
world is known as a “a tradesman’s 
bit": a small moulding plane, a punch 
or two and an old gimlet and a piece 
of old chisel made up the lot; dust- 
covered the chest lay and like its late 
owner it is out of date and forgotten.

Gut the old tool chest suggested a 
lot of lessons to us, and we being of 
the industrial class, we perhaps saw

more meaning in it than would occur 
to the mind of more professional peo­
ple. Ah, yes! the old tool chest was 
full of meaning and full of history. It 
was the stock-in-trade of the young 
mechanic, and it represented the 
hopes and enterprise of an industrial 
emigrant. When he left his home he 
left all that was dear to him, and 
came to our shores a skilled workman, 
and during his long life he instructed 
others of Conception Bay in the art 
of boat building, and house carpenter­
ing. His industry and art were a 
valuable asset to the country; and if 
he brought not wealth with him, he 
did that which was of equal import­
ance, he brought industry and skill 
by which wealth is produced.

He was a tradesman, but to be that 
he had to pay the penalty of a seven 
years apprenticeship. Some of ,us 
know what that means ; but better 
days are upon our children and a 
fairer chance is theirs than ours. The 
terms of a seven-years apprentice­
ship were nothing more nor less than 
a relic of barbarity, tyranny, and in­
dustrial slavery. For long years it 
was in vogue in Newfoundland and 
some of our readers who paid the 
price will carry with them down into 
the grave the feeling that they pre­
fer not to express. Seven years of 
one’s beautiful youth, seven years of 
one’s best, indentured to learn the 
trade that any common intelligence 
ought to. learn in five at most, and so 
with our owner of the tool-chest, he 
first served his seven years, and then 
he was allowed to take his place 
among the men. I do not know who 
it was that instituted the seven years 
term of apprenticeship, but sometimes 
1 think that the custom must have 
emanated with Jacob who served sev­
en years for his wife, Rachael, and 
then before he got her he had to 
promise to put in seven years more. 
Fourteen years servitude was a long 
time for a wife, but there are some 
men who serve much longer than 
even fourteen years—they happen to , 
serve after they are married.

With the drudgery of his seven ' 
years of apprenticeship past the I 
young mechanic heard the call of the ! 
West, and with tens of thousands of | 
others he decided to try his luck. His 
trade and his tools were his capital 
and represented his entire estate. On 
finding a ship he packed his chest, 
and after the usual storms and delay 
of old-time ship-sailing, he stepped 
ashore in that part of Conception Bay 
known as Port de Grave. There he 
found himself a wife—the best herit­
age of all true men—and there he 
built himself a home, and spent the 
earlier part of his life. At middle- 
age he decided to change his quarters 
and so made his home at the place 
where the tool chest now lies. His 
memory is still cherished by his fam­
ily, and a white marble slab tells his 
age to those who pass in and out of 
the churchyard. The centenarian 
was one of our country-builders. His 
industry helped in the progress which 
is fast dawning upon us; and though 
his old tool chest, which he brought 
so far, now lies dust-covered in the 
corner of the stable, the spirit of in­
dustry which denominated its owner 
still lies in the people.

Hr. Grace Notes.
The very high west wind of yester­

day was felt very much here. The 
harbor was churned into foam, and 
every schooner owner was kept busy 
securing floating an<) other property.

A small schooner, owned by a man 
named Mugford, of Cupids, left St. 
John’s the previous evening laden 
with provisions, etc., and ran in here 
in the early morning out of the storm. 
The crew' was pretty well exhausted 
after the drubbing they received dur­
ing the night, and were quietly rest­
ing. But look, the Mary F. Harris, 
owned by Messrs. M. and R. O’Brien, 
and anchored further in the harbor 
began to drift, having parted one 
chain, and down on Mugford’s craft 
she went with considerable force 
breaking off the little schooner’s 
foremast and bowsprit. In giving the 
small schooner chain to clear her 
from the other her anchor lost its 
hold, and she was seen to drift out 
the harbor, which in her helpless con­
dition would probably mean a watery 
grave for her crew. But fortunately 
she was far enough to the north side 
to catch on the Point of Beach where 
she threw herself down apparently 
in a very comfortable position. The 
cargo, v'hich was not in any way 
damaged, is being removed to-day, 
and it is thought probable that owing 
to the soft bottom the schooner will 
be floated and repaired.

A number of electric light poles 
wTere blown down near Carbonear 
last night, consequently we were 
without the lights last night, and as 
the damage is not completely repair­
ed yet, the factories that run by elec­
tric power are shut down for to-day. 
We are sure the company are push­
ing the work of repairs, and will have 
everything O.K. in a very short time.

Neutral Rights.
Ask anybody you meet if he has 

read the Lansing note to Great Brit­
ain and he will respond that he has 
looked at the headlines and read a 
few sentences. This is in striking 
contrast with the interest in the notes 
to Germany. Every line of the Wash­
ington notes over the Lusitania was 
carefully scanned. The country was 
then in a fighting mood and any call 
from the White House would have 
been promptly responded to by the 
whole nation.

Now the feeling is that the note of 
p-otest to Great Britain is just one 
of those state papers that had to be

written to preserve precedents and 
make clear that while we might be 
powerless in the premises we would 
not legally or mentally admit as a 
principle the right of Great Britain 
-to interfere with the commerce of 
neutral countries.

Of course, as this matter has been 
many months under consideration in 
this country, it may be many months 
under consideration by Great Britain 
and we should not expect answer to 
our last note before next year.

Mr. Lansing is contesting for prin­
ciples. We have no force in this coun­
try with which to dispute the prac­
tices, unless we elect to cut off our. 
industrial noses and stop exports of 
food, arms, ordnance and other sup­
plies to Great Britain. This, under 
the circumstances, would be equiva­
lent to our entering the war on the 
side of the invaders of Belgium—an 
unthinking proposition when we con­
sider how lately we have assumed, to 
quote from Mr. Lansing, this task of 
championing the integrity of neutral 
rights.

The time for the United States to 
become the champion of neutrals was 
when Germany invaded Luxemburg 
and Belgium in violation of all lav/ 
and morality. It is Great Britain in 
control of the seas that is to-day the 
champion of neutral rights and of 
national integrity and international 
morality.

The German idea is that the state 
is unmoral ; has a national duty to 
grab and to hold and may do with 
impunity, what individuals might not 
do. The Prussian idea is that the 
state stands not only for physical 
force and success and that no inter­
national moral law has been estab­
lished.

Great Britain and her Allies are es­
tablishing an international moral 
law; they are seeking the peace of 
the world and there can be no peace 
without national morality and inter­
national integrity.

People who are looking for peace 
and the return to antebellum condi­
tions are acting without full consid­
eration of the demands of the world’s 
progress.

Coûld a giant hand be laid upon all 
the belligerent forces of Europe with 
a command “peace," the war fires 
would again blaze forth the instant 
the hand was lifted.

It is not fundamentally arms or 
armies that are now in conflict; it is 
principles of nationality and of hu­
man rights. To-day the United States 
is not the world’s champion either of 
integrity or of neutral rights. We 
lost that opportunity when we raised 
no voice in protest over the forceful 
invasion of Belgium.—Boston News 
Bureau.

PROCESSES AND WAR WORK.

The attention which., is being call­
ed here to the fact that Princess 
Adelheld of Lippe, who, is related to 
the reigning Duke of Lippe-Detmold, 
is now occupied daily as. a teacher in 
a German provincial elementary 
school, would seem to indicate a lack 
of acquaintance with the fact that 
the women members of ouf own Roy­
al House have done, and are doing, a 
very great <}eal of work in connection 
with the war. The example set by 
the Queen at the very outset, when 
her Majesty established her Work for 
Women Fund, has been admirably 
followed, and those acquainted with 
her Majesty’s labours in connection 

/ with that fund are aware that it has 
received an amount of personal care 
and attention that the outside public 
have not realized. Her Majesty’s ap­
peal on behalf of her Needleworic 

* Guild, so as to ensure a supply by the 
women of the Empire of winter com­
forts and hospital requisites for our 
forces in the field is a further exam­
ple of her organizing and administra­
tive zeal, and the success of Princess 
Mary’s Christmas fund last year is so 
well known as scarcely to need re­
calling. In other directions our Prin­
cesses have been active, and fore­
most among them Princess Arthur of 
Connaught, who has gone through a 
regular course of training in a Lon­
don hospital in order fully to qualify 
herself for waiting on the wounded. 
The Lippe Princess, therefore, in her 
desire to do effective .service in time 
of war, . had admirable exemplars 
here ,and if all that has been done in 
this regard by our various Princesses 
could be recorded people generally 
w-ould be as rejoiced as they would be 
surprised.

IN,THE MINISTERIAL CHANGES 
RUSSIA.

The new Ministerial changes in 
Russia are regarded in well-informed 
Russian quarters here as a new sign 
of the unhealthy state of domestic 
affairs in that, country at present. 
Prince Stcherbatoff’s resignation is 
no doubt due> to the false step he re­
cently took in suggesting the réin­
troduction of a preventive censorship 
for papers such as had existed in 
Russia before the Constitution. In 
this he had acted on a vague sugges­
tion of M. Goremykin, the Premier, 
who had complained of the violent 
language which distinguishes to-day 
even the most moderate section of 
the Russian press. When Prince 
Stcherbatoff’s plan became generally 
known there was such an outburst of 
indignation on the part of all sections 
of the public, and even of papers of 
tlie type of the “Novoc Vremya,” that 
M. Goremykin himself thought it "pru­
dent to disavow both the plan and its 
author. In these circumstances, be­
ing repudiated on every hand, Prince 
Stcherbatoff naturally offered his re­
signation, which has now been ac­
cepted. The recent Moscow National 
Congresses of the municipalities and 
county councils, with their joint pro­
nouncement in favor of what practi­
cally amounts to a responsible Gov­
ernment, indicates the growth in 
Russian political consciousness. It 
is worth mentioning as a sign of the 
times that this Moscow pronounee- 

^jnent has been placarded ail over 
Russia—the first instance in Russian 
history of, such a procedure. -

FERDINAND OF BULGARL4. '

Londoners recall with mixed feel­
ings the appearance of the Czar Fer­
dinand of Bulgaria the last time he 
visited this country. He was one of 
the eight foreign Sovereigns who 
rode in the funeral procession of King 
Edward, one of the most remarkable 
corteges in modern history. King 
Ferdinand in Bulgarian uniform rode 
on a magnificent charger, abreast of 
three other kings. The amplitude of 
his proportions made him an ungain­
ly figure on horseback, although he 
sat erect in his saddle. Nor was 
there anything to attract in his beard­
ed face. What a contrast he was to 
another kingly figure in that group, 
and the contrast is moral as well as 
physical. That other was Albert, the 
King of the Belgians. We did not 
know that handsome, tall, clean fig­
ure then. We never guessed th,e no­
bility of purpose latent in the charac­
ter of the " young Monarch. His 
watchword has been Honon. That of 
Ferdinand has been ambition, not cf 
the high-souled, but of the intriguing, 
aggrandising kind. Both Monarchs 
spring from the house of Saxe- 
Coburg and Gotha. It is interesting 
now to recall that they met at the fu­
neral of King Edward.

THE AFRICAN CAMPAIGNS.

A correspondent in touch with Af­
rican affairs sends me some com-, 
ments on two interesting pieces of 
news about the little African wars in 
the papers of October 13. . The an­
nouncements .of the capture of Wum- 
biagas, in the South of the German 
Cameroons, iê important as showing 
that dry weather, in which alone op­
erations are possible, has set In. 
There is usually a short dry season in 
those regions lasting until Christmas, 
and it is expected that the Allied for­
ces now systematically subduing the 
Cameroons will be able to complete 
the .conquest within the next two 
months. The other point is the curi­
ous report that the Germans in East 
Africa have succeeded in rearming 
native troops with modern smokeless 
rifles. The question naturally arises 
how they have got the rifles into tile 
country, seeing that they are sur­
rounded by enemy territory and 
blockaded at sea. That they have 
been supplied from the Portugues'e 
colonies or the Belgian Congo is out 
of the question. It is_ probable, my 
informant thinks, that the rifles have 
been smuggled into the country by 
some daring neutral ship that has 
taken the risk of running the block­
ade of some point in the enormous 
coastline.

STRIKING THE TENTS.

Most of the Territorial battalions 
in training in the South of England 
are preparing to quit canvas for win­
ter quarters in billets or huts. This, 
-of course, involves a much he#vier 
charge on the State, particularly in 
the case of private billets, but the 
hardships of wintering in tents are 
reflected to such an extent in the sick 
state that it is impossible last year’s 
experiments will be repeated. To 
keep down the cost of billeting it is 
proposed in .certain divisions to es­
tablish common mess-rooms, where 
the men will attend for meals, thus 
obviating the difficulty of dividing 
up the rations and distributing them 
round the private -billets to be cook­
ed.

are known as the best clubs at the 
order being enforced, in clubs.

is not one that will evoke any en­
thusiasm among the men, who not 
unnaturally are averse to having 
what they describe as a route mardi 
attached to each meal. But these are 
hardships which will have to be 
borne along with others if last year’s 
lavish rate of expenditure „on training 
troops is to be curtailed in the inter­
ests of national economy. In many 
other respects the troops in training 
will be much better off than they 
were at the beginning of the war. 
The equipment at home is now elab­
orated almost if not quite up to the 
standard obtaining at the front. One 
of the greatest boons to the men is 
the provision of field kitchens. Many 
divisions are now fully equipped 
with these, and the advantage of hav­
ing properly cooked meals -qn the 
march and during field operations is 
one that the men thoroughly appre­
ciate. Indeed the arrival of filed kit­
chens has made possible under the 
old system of cooking over open fires. 
In connection with the evacuation of 
canvas I may remark that as far as 
possible the brigades in each divisioh^ 
arç mutually exchanging their train­
ing centres with a view no doubt to 
counteracting the inevitable state­
ness1^ that overcomes a unit after five 
or six months training.

THE NURSERY ARSENAL.

It is a relief to turn from the Bud­
get to the enterprise of Britisii toy 
manufacturers. Some of their Christ­
mas novelties have already been re­
ferred to in these columns, but the 
ingeniously designed toy which pro­
vides for a miniature air raid upon 
German cities has now made its ap­
pearance. It is one of the series of 
war games, and is called “Bornbo.” 
Colored illustrations of German 
towns are attached to a central pivot, 
through which circle two.of the Al­
lies’ aeroplanes. Bombs are carried 
by the aeroplanes, the arrangement 
of springs making them go off with a 
realistic sound when a particular 
spring is touched by a player. Other 
new war game toys include “aero­
plane shooting" and “hunting "the 
Huns.” An anti-aircraft gun, which 
is to be sold at a very moderate price, 
is also a very well-devised toy. It 
has jx periscope and elevating screw, 
and like the famous 75mm. which has 
proved so useful, to our French Allies, 
all the parts are interchangeable. 
The “Big Lizzie” brass cannon, the 
“Tiny Tots’*’ metal field gun. and a 
double-barrelled pop-gun from Japan 
are other toys for the nursery arsen­
al.

MOTORS FOR SOLDIERS.

The following is the cheery story 
of how an elderly London motorist 
does his bit. He was impressed, like 
the rest of us, by the sight of so many 
beautiful motors in the streets whose 
owners seemed to be doing nothing 
in particular for the war. His plan, 
worked out entirely on his own initia­
tive, is on these lines. As he drives 
about thé streets he marks down 
some fine motor with plenty of room 
in it and follows it unobtrusively 
home. After the owner has gone in, 
the patriotic motorist rings the bell 
and requests an interview', explaining 
that he is arranging motor trips for 
wounded soldiers and will he lend his 
car. He has never met a refusal, and 
now has about a hundred motorists 
on his list. He makes all the ar­
rangements with the hospitals, and. 
working quite alone, has been suc- 
cesful in giving thousands of soldiers 
free drices in the country. Another 
plan of this resourceful person is to 
drive into the country, and, selecting 
likely looking mansions, he asks foi-

permission to bring out parties of 
wounded men for afternoon tea in the 
gardens.

AUTUMN FASHIONS.

No one expected any very drastic* 
changes in the fashions this season, 
so that no one is disappointed at the 
comparative dulness of the shops now 
that the “latest things” are on view. 
On the contrary, most women are' re­
joiced to find that for once they will 
be able to “make things do” that in 
other years had to be cast on one 
side. The new note is simply an in­
tensification of modes that have been 
in some time. Short skirts, for in­
stance, and the high boots are still in 
fashion. These latter may or may 
not have a Russian touch in a band 
of fur as a finish. > But to be as Rus­
sian as possible is the correct thing, 
and fluted skirts to coats with a 
broad hem of fur is the smartest 
wear.

Appendicitis.

Appendicitis is something that 
usually happens just before some doc­
tor buys a new automobile. Fifty 
years ago nobody heard of appen­
dicitis. Also no one heard of the 
automobile. Now a man cannot be 
said to be up-to-date unless he has 
had apendicitis, while the doctor and 
the automobile are boon companions.

Appendicitis is a peculiar pain in 
the region of the vest-pocket, which is 
later tiansferred to the region of the 
check-book pocket. It is said by 
some people to b.e a disease. Others 
claim it to be a fad, while the doc­
tor regards it 'as an opportunity. It 
comes from an insurrection of the 
vermiform appendix, a small annex 
to the intestine. There are two ways 
of curing it. It can -he reduced by 
outside manipulation, or it can be cut 
out. In the latter case, the appen­
dix is not reduced, but the surgeon’s 
bill can, by con and economy, be 
reduced in installments to a normal 
size.

Between peo­
ple who have been diverced from their 
appendixes, and people who have 
been in Europe, life is hardly worth 
living for the common skates who 
can’t afford to have alterations and 
improvements made on them every 
year or two.

The appendix was formerly a mem­
ber in good standing of the human 
body, but it was discovered that it 
was not only useless, but stirred up 
trouble by diverting objects from 
their proper path through the human 
system and then getting swelled up 
over it. When this was found out, 
the doom of the appendix was sealed. 
Thus it is evident that the appendix 
is no politician. A politician can be 
perfectly useless, all swelled up and 
can divert anything from an assist­
ant’s salary to a grand piano from 
the body politic, and yet the people 
very rerely cut him out.

. .A fault, often laid to the mother, is 
the habit of unnecessary fault finding 
or nagging. One reason many moth­
ers have so little influence with their 
children, is the habit of insisting on 
non-essentials. They make a fuss 
about trifles and lay down the law on 
points which are of no great con­
sequence—like the kind of stockings 
or gloves the girl must wear—and 
then, when there Is need of protesting 
igainst some really wrong course, 
:hey have used up all their force on 
unimportant details and their words 
carry no weight with their children.

You cannot begin too early, how­
ever, to teach your children to obey. 
If there is occasional rebellion it 
should be checked immediately, al­
though I think it a child is taught 
obedience from earliest infancy, the 
idea of revolt will never present itself 
as possible.
