London, June 17 — (via Reuter’s 

Ltd.)—Harrowing details of the de­
struction of one of the largest and re­
cently constructed German submar­
ines are given in a despatch from a 
neutral correspondent This submar­
ine was one of the last to leave Zee­
brugge before the entrance to the har­
bour was blocked by British forces on 
April 24.

The U-Boat struck a mine and out of 
the crew of forty only two survived on 
reaching the aurtace after a terrible 
struggle with death tor one hour and a 
half, twenty fathoms below the sur­
face.- Some of the crew committed 
suicide, having lest all hope of leaving 
the boat alive.

MET TERRIBLE DEATH.
The only chance of escaping was 

to force open the coning tower and 
the forward hatches and trust to the 
compression of air in one part of the 
vessel to force each man like a torpedo 
to the slrface. The air pressure in the 
submarine had become so high that 
the great majority of the Germans’ 
could not keep their mouths closed.

AUSTRIANS’ HEAVY LOSS.

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WHY NOT.
To-day is the 421st anniversary of 

the discovery of Newfoundland by 
John Cabot, who sailed from Bristol, 
England, on the second of May, 1497, 
in a little ship called the “Matthew,” 
of 50 tons burden, manned by one 
Burgundian an4 sixteen English sail­
ors. An old manuscript thus briefly 
notes what was, perhaps, the most im>- 
portant discovery of any age:

“This year (1497) on St. John the 
Baptist’s Day, the land of America 
was found by the merchants of 
Bristowe, in a ship of Bristowe call­
ed the Matthew, the which said ship 
departed from the port of Bristowe 
(Bristol) the 2nd of May, and came 
home again the 6th of August fol­
lowing."

From that day, it may be said that 
the growth of the British Empire com­
menced, and Newfoundlanders surely 
are proud of being inhabitants of the 
oldest of Britain’s possessions. It has 
for long been a cause for wonder why 
no attempt has been made to com­
memorate publicly this day. Being the 
eldest daughter of Britannia is no 
small honour, and yet it is strange that 
we do not appear to realize our dis­
tinction and our standing in the Im­
perial family. We observe holidays 
by proclamation and arrangement, but 
so far as is known no effort was ever 
put forward to include our natal day 
(by discovery) in the list. Are we 
ashamed of it by any chance? It 
would appear so, for neither in the 
Government’s nor Mercantile Associa­
tion’s schedule of whole holidays is 
any provision made for St. John the 
Baptist’s Day, June 24th. Such an 
omission is not creditable to our loy­
alty and our love for Newfoundland. 
Birthdays are looked upon by nations 
and individuals alike as a time for re­
joicing, but for 421 years there has 
been no —bile celebration (apart 
from the quarcentenary of 1897) of 
the appearance of Newfoundland into 
the history of the world. Not even In 
the school system of the island is 
there provision for the children to 
keep and commemorate the day when 
Cabot first sighted our shores. No 
one denies that the love of country is 
strong in the hearts of Newfoundland­
ers, and we consider ourselves second 
to none in our devotion to our native 
land. Is it not then passing strange 
that we neglect our birthday, and in 
that neglect do a wrong to the chil­
dren who will become the future men 
and women, to whose care the concern 
of our Dominion must be entrusted. 
Are we not somewhat slack in our du­
ty, by this failure to fittingly com­
memorate "the day?” Opinions may 
differ on other points, but (In this par­
ticular one there will, we think, be a 
unanimity of sentiment that we owe 
it to ourselves, our forefathers, and 
cur coming generations to perpetuate 
the 24th day of June by making it *he 
National Holiday of Newfoundland.

Dominion Day.

Dear Sir,—In this morning’s issue 
of the Daily News, I have read with 
much interest and pleasure a sugges­
tion by Dr. Bond, that the 1st July 
be made a National holiday, with the 
rev. gentleman I entirely agree. As 
a matter of fact I have a letter writ­
ten for publication in the Cadet un- 
derder the heading of “A Glimpse of 
the Past and Future,” in which ap­
pears the following, (in part). To 
commemorate July 1st, we are glad to 
note that the Veterans’ Association 
under the leadership of Sergt. Harold 
Mitchell are making arrangements to 
fittingly celebrate the historic battle 
of Beaumont Hamel.

I was in London, July 1916, when 
our wounded were arriving at Wands­
worth, and the other great hospitals. 
We were present at the Pay and Re­
cord Office, when they received the 
long list of killed and wounded. At 
this time the London Press published 
graphic details which thilled Great 
Britain with the heroic deeds and 
bravery of Newfoundland’s soldier 
boys.

If I am spared and well at the next 
session of the Legislature, I propose 
to introduce a bill making July 1st a 
legal National holiday to be named 
“Dominion Day, in everlasting mem­
ory of those brave soldiers of our 
country, who fought and shed their 
blood, and gained for us the name 
(Dominion) approved and sanctioned 
by His Majesty the King. The 1st of 
July we wish to have enshrined in the 
memory of the present and future 
generations of the. great drive on the 
Western Front, known as the battle 
of Beaumont Hamel, in which this 
country took a leading part, where our 
soldier lads brought glory and lustre 
to this country which should never be 
forgotten. If spared and well, Dr. 
Bond, I promise you to father the bill 
in the Legislative Council next ses­
sion to make July 1st, each and every 
year a legal holiday.

A few days ago I noticed in the 
Press a suggestion, that our Wednes­
day holiday should be changed to 
Thursday, July4th,the glorious fourth, 
the day The Declaration of Independ­
ence was adopted 1776, over one hun­
dred and forty years ago.

To make a beginning we humbly 
suggest to the Importers Association 
to change the holiday from Wednes­
day to Monday, July 1st, as our first 
National Dominion holiday.

FAILURE TO CARRY REQUISITE EVIDENCE

or premises in which he is, he shall thereupon be pre­
sumed to be a person at the time liable for military 
service and to be a deserter or defaulter without leave, 
and subject to prosecution as such and to the penalty 
provided under the Military Service Act.

Here is a sim­
ple direction for making a knitted 
sweater for dolly.

Use one hunk of shetland wool and

I a pair of knitting needles about n,-in­
ter five. CSast on twenty stitmes for 
the back and knit twenty ribs. Then 
cast on ten more stitches, knit arross 
and cast on ten at the oppositî side, 
you have on the needle now, forty 
stitches which gives the width from 
sleeve-edge to sleeve-edge. When you 
have knit ten ribs, the sleeves will te 
finished up as far as the shoulder line. 
Aboui eight stitches may be bound off 
for the back of the neck. You have 
knit sixteen stitches bind off eight for 
the neck, and continue to knit across 
the remaining sixteen stitches. Slip 
eft the sixten stitches on the oppo­
site side of the bound-off portion, on 
a big safety pin and fasten securely.

Take the empty needle and com­
mence knitting where the end of yonr 
worsted Is, knit as far as the bound- 
off place and back twice, which will 
give you two ribs for the shoulder.

The Canadian Premier appro 
datively referred to the manner 1l 
which the United State* had worked 
in sympathy and co-ordination with 
Canadian war legislative enactments. 
He dwelt with the importance of the 
very great step in the constitutional 
development of the Empire by the 
summoning of the Overseas Premiers, 
to the Imperial War Cabinet where 
they met on terms of equality. As the 
Prime Ministers Of self-governing na­
tions they were all optimists regard­
ing the war, because it was undertak­
en In a cause which should not be per­
manently defeated, though It might be 
temporarily defeated and optimism 
alone would prevent euch a disastrous 
outcome. It would be idle to pretend 
that serious mistakes had not been 
made and Idler and more foolish still 
to dwell upon them merely for the 
sake of pointing them ont.

STRIKERS DEMAND PEACE.
LONDON, To-day.

Strikers Ih various factories at Vi­
enna, on Saturday, formulated a de­
mand that the Austrian Government 
show itself ready for a general peace, 
and invite the Governments of enemy 
countries to enter into peace negotia­
tions, says a despatch from the Hague 
to the Times. Representatives of the 
workers submitted the plea to Baron 
Burian. the Austro-Hungarian For­
eign Minister.

NO FOOD: NO WORK.
LONDON, To-day.

Extensive strikes broke out Thurs­
day in Cologne and Muelheim on the 
Rhine. Owing to a reduction in the 
bread ration, twenty thousand per­
sons quitted work in munition factor­
ies, according to a despatch to the 
Daily Mail from the Hague. A Dutch 
workman returning to the Hague re­
ports that the military and police in­
terfered, but failed to prevent a street 
procession of more than nine thousand 
strikers at Cologne. The strikers, who 
included women, marched in a dense 
mass to an open place where a mass 
meeting was held. All the speakers 
including foremen and forewomen, 
made this declaration : “Unless we 
get more to eat we shall not work.” 
The Dutchman said that smallpox is 
increasing greatly among the Krupp 
workmen at Essen.

WITHOUT GERMANY’S KNOW­
LEDGE.

LONDON, To-Day.
Preliminary negotiations, presum­

ably regarding the Dobrudja, have 
begun between Bulgaria and Turkey, 
and Germany only learned of them 
through its espionage service. The 
Daily Mall correspondent at the 
Hague says he Is Informed Austria 
will participate in these separate ne­
gotiations in the course of a few 
days.

SPLIT IN LABOR PARTY.
LONDON, To-day.

The manifesto issued by eight labor 
members of the British Government, 
according to some of the morning 
newspapers, is connected with threats 
of a serious split in the Labor Party, 
due, some papers say, to the efforts of 
the Pacifist group to embarrass the 
Government in the prosecution of war. 
The Daily Telegraph says that the 
party stands in imminent danger of 
a cleavage which will divide it into 
rival warring factions. The causes 
of dissatisfaction are so deep, and the 
prejudices and passions so great, that 
it is difficult to see, it adds, how an 
agreement can be reached. The Tele­
graph says that speeches and actions 
of the Labor Ministers have been 
twisted and misrepresented, to 
suit sectional purposes, and 
the minds of their constituents 
have been poisoned by insidious pro­
paganda. It charges that a campaigfn 
is being waged ruthlessly to force lab­
or out of the coalition Government, 
and break up the present administra­
tion. George H. Roberts, Minister of 
Labor, and George N. Barnes, Minis­
ter without portfolio in the War Cab­
inet, are quoted by the Daily Mail aa 
saying in an interview, that they are 
so sick of the “mean lies and envenom- | 
ed calumny” of their opponents within 
the party, that they would gladly re­
sign, but feel by doing so they would 
be shirking their duty. They intend to 
continue working to the utmost, but 
could not and would not continue 
without the goodwill and support of 
their constituents. The manifesto, it 
seems, was called forth by the deter­
mination of the Labor Executive to 
move at a conference fixed for Wed­
nesday, that the political truce observ­
ed by the consent of all parties since 
the beginning of the war be termin­
ated. It this is endorsed by the con­
ference, whenever and wherever a con­
ference occurs, an official labor can­
didate will oppose a candidate repre­
senting the other parties to the truce, 
and the position of the Labor Minis­
ters becomes impossible.
