A Famous Swiss Poet.
The Nobel prizes ane now recogniz­

ed the world over as honors of the 
highest rank, awarded only on the 
basis of merit, by judges who try to 
be as impartial as possible. The 
fund out of which the prizes are 
provided consists of the greater part 
of a fortune of almost nine million 
dollars, left by the late Alfred Nobel 
of Swedenr-the inventer of dynamite, 
who died on December 10, 1896. By 
his will he created a trust out of the 
income of which were to be paid sub­
stantial cash prizes each year to 
those who had made the largest con­
tributions to the common good. There 
are five annual prises—one each for 
pre-eminent service in physics, in 
chemistry, in medicine, in literature, 
and in the preservation of peace.

The awarding of the prize for litera­
ture for 1919 was considerably de­
layed, and it was only recently that 
the announcement was made that for 
that year it had been awarded to the 
Swiss poet, Carl Spitteler.

This Swiss poet, a man of 75 years 
of age. is of German origin and it is 
in German that his poetry is written. 
Switzerland, it will be remembered, 
is divided by language and lineage 
into .three parts. One contains the 
Swiss of ranch origin, one those of 
Italian Origin, and the third those of 
German origin. Carl Spitteler belongs 
to the latter. He is best known in 
literature as the aqthnr of three 
poems, each with a classical basis, 
and expressed in English, their titles 
are Olympian Spring, Prometheus, 
and Expimetheus.

Carl Spitteler vigorously denounced 
Germany’s war policy and in turn he 
was denounced by official and literary 

'Germany.'-

A Christmas Tragedy.
As a result of drinking upon the 

part of the victim, William George 
Adams, of Toronto, is dead, his wife, 
Isabella Adams is charged with mur­
der and the two children are in a 
children’s home.

On Wednesday, January 20, 1790,
John Howard, the pious, self-sacrific­
ing philanthropist, when about sixty- 
four years of age, died at Kherson, on 
the Black Sea, 19 miles up the river 
Dneister, which he visited because he 
had heard of the sickly state of its 
army and its defective hospital. Hè 
caught camp fever while in attend­
ance on a young lady, who had thus 
been stricken down and died there. 
As a sickly child he spent his early 
days at Cardington, near Bedford, 
where his father, a City of London 
tradesman, had a small property. 
After his schooling he was apopint- 
ed to a grocery firm in Watling 
Street, but as his father in'1742 left 
his two children fairly well off, young 
Howard obtained legal release, and 
went on a Continental tour. Return­
ing to Cardington, he for nine 
months suffered from ague. On his 
recovery he erected model cottages 
there, and provided elementary educa­
tion for children of all sects. On be­
ing (in 1773) apopinted High Sheriff 
of Bedfordshire, he was shocked to 
find that the necessities of prisoners 
were not supplied by Government, but 
had to be purchased by themselves 
from their gaolers,, who had no fixed 
salaries. Mr. Howard also found that 
prisoners who had been declared not 
guilty were not released until the 
gaolers’ fees had been paid. He gave 
special attention to the ravages 
amongst prisoners of smallpox and 
typhus fever. In 1774 he gave evi­
dence before a House of Commons 
Committee, and two Bills were pass­
ed for the abolition of gaolers’ fees, 
and for improving the sanitary condi­
tions of prisons.

(John’s (^London's Weekly.)
The adopted son of the Duc de Riche­

lieu, an emigre who held a high post 
in Russia, the Count de Rochechouart 
was an aide-de-camp to Alexander I., 
and served in the 1812 compaign, was 

tin the advance of the allies, and be- 
Vame Commandant of Paris. His mem­
oirs, of which an authorized transla­
tion by Mr. Francis Jackson has Just 
been published (Murray, 16s.), are of 
great interest The Count lived in days 
when Europe was going through a 
convulsion similar to that we are ex­
periencing to-day. He knew some of 
the protagonists and has some shrewd 
things to say and good stories to tell.

The Spendthrift
M. de Richelieu told him the follow­

ing anecdote about his grandfather, 
the Marshal de Richelieu, "that scep­
tic par excellence” and spendthrift!
“The Marshal, who had been in luck at 

cards at the King’s table the night be­
fore, kissed the boy. saying: ‘See, here 
is a purse with forty louis for your lit­
tle amusements.’ A fortnight later, in 
the same room, the Marshal said: I 
will fill up your purse; it must be emp­
ty.’ ‘No, grandfather, I have still the 
forty iouis you gave me.’ The Marshal 
opens the window, and seeing a beggar 
passing by throws the purse to him, 
saying : ‘Look, my good man, here are 
forty louis that my grandson could not 
spend in a fortnight,’ ’*•

The Marshal was called by his sold­
iers “the first marauder in France,” 
but his grandson’s honesty was pro­
verbial in Russia.

A Painful Duty.
Here is a sidelight on the Russia of 

the old days:— ■ •
“A despatch from the Emperor to the 

Governor-General of NëW Russia had 
been lost, and numerous inquiries fail­
ed to discover the guilty outpost. I left 
Odessa with the order to see that all 
the men entrus-ed with the delivery of 
despatches were punished. On arriv­
ing at each outpost, I assembled all 
the Cossacks, and said: ‘A despatch 
of His Majesty the Emperor has been 
lost. Here is the order to see that the 
Cossacks of each detachment receive 
twenty-five strokes with the knout. 
The order was carried out at once; 
each man in turn lay down, face down­
ward, and received from his chief, 
without a word of protest, the number 
of strokes ordered; then the oldest 
soldier inflicted the same punishment 
on the chief of the outpost. Not a com­
plaint, not a murmur, was uttered. As 
soon as the order had been carried out, 
1 got into my carriage and went'on to 
the next outpost. It took me six days 
to discharge this painful duty.”

1812.
The Count paints a terrible picture 

of the campaign of 1812. He was then 
aide-de-camp to Alexander I. He tells 
of the pursuit of the “Grande Armee.” 
In one place:—

“Both sides of the road were strewn 
with dead, frozen in every attitude, or 
with men dying' of cold, hunger, and 
fatigue, with their clothing in rags; 
they begged ns to take them prison­
ers, and enumerated all the things 
they could do. We were assailed with 
cries) ‘Monsieur, take me with you, I 
can cook,’ or T am a valet,’ or ‘a hair­
dresser,* ‘for the love of God give me 
a morsel of bread, and any rags to 
cover me.’ In spite of our great wish to 
do so, we could not help them.”

The Allied Advance.
The Count gives a remarkable ac­

count of the advance of the allied army 
in 1814, when they Were surprised by 
a French column at Fere-Champenoise.

“The order to charge having been 
given to the cavalry, our staff had not 
time to move aside to let them pass; 
we were compelled, under pain of be­
ing crushed, to follow the torrent. In 
two minutes the Emperor Alexander 
and the King of Prussia found them­
selves in the midst of the enemy col­
umn, borne along by a cavalry charge 
of sixteen thousand Russians, Prus­
sians, and Austrians, cuirassiers, dra­
goons, hussars, and Cossacks. Never 
again shall I see such a melee. I can 
scarcely relate it, the confusion was 
so great, the incidents so many and 
Strange, it was all over in less than 
it takes to write it.
' The Brothers.

"At the moment when I found my­
self in the midst of the principal 
sguare, together with the Emperor of 

'Russia, the King of Prussia, and the 
officers of their numerous staff, carri­
ed away by the charge of the hussars 
and Cossacks of the Guard, I* saw a 
French officer rear me, struggling with 
come Cossacks, who were trying to 
despoil him in spite of his cries and

protests. ‘Take me to my brother; I 
have a brother in the Russian Army- 
‘What is your brother’s name 7 I ask­
ed. ‘Rapatel,’ was the reply. I threw 
myself between him and the Cossacks, 
ordering them to leave him alone. I 
said, ‘Your brother is my comrade. 
Come, that I may have the pleasure of 
taking you to him.’ I had scarcely 
spoken when Brozine, one of my col­
leagues, came rnssing to me and said: 
‘Oh, Rochechouart! What a misfor­
tune! The Emperor has lust heard of 
the death of poor Rapatel; he has sent 
me to look for his body.’ ”/

A Story of Fouehe.
A story of Fouehe, one of Napoleon’s 

men, who was the subject of an ar­
ticle in a recent issue:—

-The Minister of War related to me 
that Carnot, who was on the Due dr- 
Otrante’s list of those to he banished, 
and who had been, together with 
Fouehe, a member of the Provisional 
Government a fortnight before, was 
indignant at this act of his late col­
league, and wrote to him: ‘To what 
place would you have-me retire, Trai­
tor?’ Fouehe replied at the foot of the 
same letter: ‘Wherever you like, Idiot.’ 
This laconic correspondence in the 
Republican style gfves a better picture 
of these men than ten pages of his­
tory.”

Execution of Marshal Key.
It was Rochechouart’s duty as Com­

mandant of the Fortress of Paris to 
carry out the death sentence on Mar­
shal Ney

“A few hundred yards from the iron 
gate of the Luxembourg, in the Avenue 
de l’Observatoire, the procession stop­
ped. As the carriage door was opened, 
the Maréchal, who expected to go to 
Grenelle, and probably was aware that 
a manifestation would have been made 
there in his favour, Said : ‘What ! there 
already!’ He, of course, refused to 
kneel down and be blindfolded ; he 
merely asked the Commandant Saint- 
Bias to show him where he should 
stand. He stood facing the platoon, who 
held their guns ready to fire. Then, in 
an attitude that I shall never forget, 
it Was so noble, calm, and dignified, 

• without bravado, he took off his hat, 
and availing himself of the moment 
when the Adjutant stepped aside and 
gave the signal to fire, Jie. said these 
words, which I distinctly heard : 
‘Frenchmen, I protest against my sent­
ence; my honour . . .’ As he said 
these words he placed his hand on his 
heart, the volley was fired, and he 
fell. A rolling of drums and the shout 
of Wive le Roil’ from the surrounding 
troops closed the mournful ceremony.

Sauer Kraut Making.
The devotees of this delectable dish, 

which is surprisingly little known 
outside a few sections of our big 
country, was introduced by the early 
German settlers. Those who judge 
kraut by odor class it as one of { 
the rank foods only palatable to a 
perverted taste.

If you do not make your own kraut 
—as many do not—know your dealer. | 
Good sorts are to be obtained at gro­
ceries prepared by big manufacturers,, 
but the best is that made In small, 
quantities by an up to date farmer. ; 
The best kraut is made from white, j 
firm cabbages, not too old, and, above , 
all, not rotted. The whiter the cab­
bage thq more delicate the kraut.

Halve and .quarter the cabbages, 
throw away the outer leaves, the 
stalks and large ribs. Cut into narrow ; 
strips with a sharp knife or cabbage 
cutte*. Have a well washed' wooden 
or stone firkin; put in the bottom 
some clean cabbage leaves and 
throw in the cabbage as it is shredd­
ed. Sprinkle evenly with salt; stamp 
down hard with a potato masher. 
When the jar is closely packed to 
within three or four, inches of the 
top cover with fresh cabbage leaves,

. a linen cover and a'fiat lid that fits 
closely into the jar and has a heavy 
stone upon it. !

Stand the jar in a rather warm 
place to ferment. Small white glob­
ules should appear above the brine 
in about three days. In about ten 
days wash the -linen cloth and put on 
fresh cabbage leaves. Do this every 
ten days whether the kraut has been 
taken out or not. In about six weeks 
the mixture is ready for use and 
should last all through the winter. 
Do not use too strong brine for 
pickling or the cabbage will not fer­
ment. A good double handful of salt 
is enoujfh for a five gallon firkin. If 
the cabbage does not show signs of 
fermentation in a few days pour in 
one cupful of salt water, not too 
strong.

Drastic Changes in U. S. 
Naturalization Law.

Drastic changes in the United 
States naturalisation law, especially 
as applying to ‘women, are provided 
in a bill reported favorably by the 
House Immigration Committee. Wo­
men under the bill no longer would 
derive citizenship from the naturaliza­
tion of their husbands, but would be 
required to make individual applica­
tions for citizenship. They also would 
not lose their ifnited States citizen­
ship by marrying aliens except when 
an alien husband cannot lawfully be­
come à citizen of the United States, 
or when a woman leaves the United 
States and resides two years in her 
husband’s country, or five in some 
other country. Once expatriated, a 
woman desiring to regain United 
States citizenship would be required 
to follow ,the same procedure as any 
other alien. Women aliens also un­
der the bill would no longer automati­
cally become citizens on marrying 
citizens of the United States, hut 
would be requested to make applica­
tion for citizenship after a five years’ 
residence In the country. Children of 
naturalised parents under the meas­
ure no longer would derive citizenship 
automatically from the parents, al­
though they would be made eligible 
to apply for citizenship when be­
tween the ages of 18 and 21, and upon 
proof in open court of their qualifica­
tions and “their attachment to the 
principles of the constitution.”

Lord Leverhulme’s Story
(From Forbes Magazine.)

One of the latest and most pro­
gressive employers In Britain is on a | 
visit to this country. Perhaps the 
chief reason for his rise from a cor­
net-store grocer to control of about 
150 companies is, his never-wavering 
faith in what the future always has 
in store. He is a trifle nauseated by 
the amount of pessimistic talk he has 
heard in this country.

“Work more for prosperity and 
talk less about depression” is his ad­
vice. He not only infuses optimism 
into all his business activities, but 
believes in plenty of laughter and 
happiness In social life-. Like John 
D. Rockefeller—who visited New 
York purposely to have a heart-to- 
heart talk with this man, Lord Lever- 
hulme—he keenly relishes witty 
anecdotes. Here Is a story Lord 
Leverhulme told which contains a 
point for some of our employers and 
executives who are given to compil­
ing all sorts of rules and regulations 
and “dont’s” for their workers. Lord 
Leverhulme some time ago bought an 
island off the coast of Scotland, with 
a view of Improving the lot of Its 
30,000 inhabitants, mostly small far­
mers, farm workers and flsherfolk. 
Lord Leverhulme’s lawyer drew up a 
very elaborate contract to be signed 
by each tenant It contained no few­
er than twenty-six clauses or stip­
ulations.

“One old fellow," relates Lord 
Leverhulme with great gusto, "re­
turned the contract unsigned, and 
sent with it this note:—T havena 
been able to keep ten commandments 
for the sake of a mansion In heaven, 
and I’ll be A—d if I’ll agréé to keep 
twenty-six commandments for a sma* 
hoose In the Island o' Lewis."

All that remains is for each in­
dividual clan in Scotland to assert its 
ancient right to rule in Its own par­
ticular glens, under its own chief­
tain, and the pibroch of “MacCullom 
More” to skirl its defiance to all the 
other tartans and claymores north 
of the Tweed. Through tl\e Welsh hills 
again shall sound the horns of Owen 
Giendower, and the world generally 
shall go back to its little pieces, which 
so many centuries of common sense 
have done their best to persuade Into 
a companionship of civilization, each 
fraction working for the -whole, racial 
prejudices and tribal boundaries for­
gotten In a common humanity. But, 
alas, these perilous superstitions are 
once more alive and aflame—because 
a great magician has pronounced the 
spell-word "self-determination."

Colour plays a larger part In die- 
tectics than-most people Imagine. At 
a lecture given before the Institute of 
Hygiene, the lecturer mentioned the 
curious preference on the part of 
children for pink foods. He said also 
that to cultured and Intellectual peo­
ple chocolate colour In food appeals 
most strongly, while with those less 
educated yellow is the qolour prefer­
red.

When Whisky Looks Like Water.
Speaking of brown food brings to 

mind the fact that brown eggs sell 
much better than white ones, al­
though there Is no real reason for 
this peculiar preference. The fact of 
the shell being brown or white makes 
no difference to the flavour, yet deal­
ers have been known to stain white 
eggs brown so as to sell them more 
quickly.

The Londoner has a prejudice 
against pure white milk. Some time 
ago a dairyman at Chippenham wrote 
to a morning paper, commenting on 
this fact, .and saying that it was 
"necessary to get London people to 
realize that pure milk was white.”

Tea Is also often treated in some 
way or other to make It "conform to 
a popular delusion as to colour.
' Now take the case of bread. The 
modern demand is for a perfectly 
white flour and bread, and there is 
much complaint because, owing to 
the world scarcity of wheat, our 
bread Is not of the pre-war hue.

Everyone who knows anything 
about flour and milling is aware that 
good bread owes its food value to the 
retention of the ‘“germ” or Inner 
kernel of the grain. In order to make 
flour white this germ is got rid of, 
and nutrition is sacrificed tor appear­
ance.

The germ is rich in protcide or 
fat, and its presence or absence in 
flour makes all the difference between 
a bread that is palatable and nutri­
tious and one which Is tasteless and 
indigestible.

Half the delight in eating fruit is in 
its colour. The purple of a ripe 
plum or grape, the crimson of an 
apple or the rich scarlet of a staw- 
berry enables the eye to assist the 
palate and make such foods all the 
more enjoyable.

Whisky from the still is colour 
less. Yet who would care to drink 
such whisky? Certainly no one 
would buy It. The spirit must he 
kept in chqrry casks and coloured 
before being put on the market.

Fiction is full of allusion to colour 
In food. You read of crusty brown 
loaves, creamy yellow butter, the 
rich brown crackling of pork, black 
plum cake, while references to ruby 
port or the liquid amber of cham­
pagne are even more frequent.

“Faked” Wreck
Ship in Disguise Stolen by the Crew.

The stranding recently of the 400- 
ton- screw steamer Ferret in a fog at 
Reef Head, west of Cape Spencer. 
West Australia, recalls a picturesque 
Stevensonian romance of her young 

| days. She is now a total wreck, but 
In 1880 she was a fine vessel, and a 
group of men stole her and used her 
fer several inofiths.

Built at Glasgow in 1871, she was 
used by the Highland Railway Com­
pany for their mail and passenger 
service.

Early in October 1880 a man call­
ing himself Henderson and Co., ship- 
brokers, took an office in Gracc- 
church-street, London, and sent “Mr. 
Walker, purser of the Ferret," to 
Messrs. Douglas & Co., the leading 
ships’ chandlers in Glasgow. He or­
dered a large quantity of ships’ stores, 
which he said were for “Mr. Smith, 
a relative of Mr. W. H. Smith.”

It was purported that Mr. Smith 
had chartered the Ferret from the 
Highland Railway Company to take 
his wife on a 6 months’ health cruise 
In the Mediterranean. The boat was 
overhauled, and at Cardiff she took 
dn coal and a crew of'strangers, and 
on October 25, 1880, she put into Mil­
ford Haven for a week owing to rough 
weather.

Underwriters t’ay.
On November 11 she passed through 

the Straits of Gibraltar and, after 
having shown her number, asked to 
be reported. After the conspirators 
had got well away from the signall­
ing station they altered the appear­
ance of the vessel and went back 
through the Straits. On the way they 
Jettisoned a couple of boats, some 
casks, lifebelts, and other articles 
bearing the ship's name.

They succeed çd so well in giving 
the impression that the Ferret had 
foundered that the Highland Railway 
Company was paid its claim to the 
underwriters tor the total loss of the 
steamer.

The Ferret then went to St Vincent, 
Cape Verde, as the Benton. She took 
in nearly 4,000 bags of coffee and 
went on. to Cape Town. Her appear-1 
ance was further altered and the 
name again changed to India. She 
discharged her coffee at Cape Town [

Daring the p«et century the meet 

cherished and valuable ornarittnt Is 
the houses of.our well-to-oo people, 
more especially clergymen, .mer­
chants and planterswas a grand­
father's clodk, which usually occu­
pied the place of»honor In the hall or 
on the landing Of the stairs. Of la­
ter years these time-honored relics 
of the handiwork of the famous arti- 
zans have become somewhat rare, and 
it Is seldom that we now see one oc­
cupy its place of honor In the resi­
dence of the aristocrat, or any other 
of our fellow-citizens.

A few days ago we had the pleas­
ure of viewing 'one of these time- 
honored relics of a past and gone 
generation, which for so many^yware 
occupied the place of honor in the 
Presentation Convent, Harbof drees, 
and which Is indeed, a beautiful speci­
men of artistic workmanship, and 
reflects the greatest credit upon the 
skill of the artisans of those early 
days—all the parts being made by 
hand.

The woodwork of this Grandfather's 
Clock is of English manufacture, 
beautifully carved, and the dial is 

^and-painted, with an allegorical fig­
ure of Britannia on the top, shipping 
under full canvas sailing over the 
blue waters of the sea, a beautiful 
representation that “Britannia Rules 
the Waves."

The dial is surrounded by a beau­
tiful scroll, evidently hand-painted, 
with drawings of shells, flowers, 
etc. In the centre of the dial is paint­
ed the name of Richard Shortill, Har­
bor Grade. We are informed, on 
credible authority, that Richard Short- 
ill was a well known watchmaker in 
Harbor Grace in the early part of the 

But i past century, a most skilful work­
man, who had served his apprentice­
ship In. England before he came to. 
this country. His place of business 
was on Water. Street, \just west of 
Munn & Co.’s, and Murray & Craw­
ford’s premises, Hr. Grace, and had 
practically the entire watchmaking 
business pf Conception Bay. He left 
the country, and was succeeded by 
the well known firm of watchmakers 
and jewellers, Jlllard Bros. This 
clock was purchased from Shortill by 
the ladies of the Convent about 80 
years ago, and latfly has been pur­
chased by the Knights of Columbus

Coil Fields, Ltd.

‘T1LRGRAM’ iETBBVHWS THÉ 
MANAGER.

Upon Inquiring at the office of The 
•Bt. Geerge’e coal fields, Ltd:, thir 
morning, we were informed that de­
velopments are still being oàrrled on 
at the coal fields, and they are at 
present driving on the Furlong seam 
with considerable apccees. This 
seam, when first opened near the bed 
of the Barachoie River, showed near­
ly two feet of. very high grade coal, 
and was traced by cuttings on the 
surface for about 500 feet A tunnel 
(to ascertain Its Value) 18 now being 
driven at a depth of about 150 feet 
below the surface. Capt Furlong 
predict* that this seam will, at a low­
er depth, ylSKL about 4 feet of coal ae 
It seems to improve the further they 
drive under the ground. Recent ex­
plorations show that this seam Is only 
one Of the Seven seams running paral­
lel with the Jukes and Cleary. The 
Jukes no doubt being the parent seam 
in this locality.

On beng asked if the Company had 
any prospects of working the mine on 
an extensive scale in the near future, 
we were informed by the manage­
ment that the prospects never looked 
brighter, as they had enough of coal 
In sight to warrant any reputable 
Company to start operations ae soon 
as the spring opens up.. Meantime, 
he said, they were meeting with con­
siderable opposition on both sides of 
the Atlantic. This. be thought, could 
be overcome, as the prospècts of put­
ting to rest an old ghost that always 
seemed to apepar on the horizon 
"whenever an earnest effort was made 
to open up coal mines in Newfound­
land. was also well in hand. /

Mr. Freeman also stated that he 
thought it would be wise on the part 
of the Government to enact some form 
of legislation to enable mine owners 
in this country to round up and punish 
the viiifiers and traducers of mining 
properties in which such slanderers 
fail to become Interested themselves. 
On being asked to whom he referred, 
we were told that for .the present he' 
would refrain from giving any names, 
but he would guarantee the fullest 
exposure at the opportune time, as he 
had the proofs of the most uncalled 
for and damaging propaganda being 
circulated agalust the coal areas.

We were also informed that the re­
cent shipments of coal coming in 
from the West Coast, were freely ad­
vertised by certain parties and by 
those who ought to know better, as 
coming from the property of the St. 
George’s Coal Fields, Ltd. This, Mr. 
FTeeman advises ue, is not so. The 
coal delivered to the Gas Co. was 
mined at South Branch, a property 
owned by the Reid Nfld. Co. We also 
asked him if motor trucks would be 
used by his Cofhpany, to convey coal 
to the railway, if the property was 
operated during the coming summer, 
which elicited the following reply: 
Motor Trucks in a virgin country 
such as we have on the West Coast 
would be madness. In, the first place 
a road suitable for motor trucks 
would be more expensive than a line 
of railroad. Motor trucks of the 
heavy, five ton type, require roads 
With a bed superior to any existing 
In Newfoundland not excepting St. 
John’s. On being asked if there was 
any information regarding the rumor­
ed negotiations, our representative 
was told that nothing could be said 
on this phase of the proposition, as a 
full report would be submitted to the 
shareholders at théir annual meeting 
which takes place on February 7th 
next.

The lecturer was introduced by Rev. j The Apple,Woman 
Dr. Bond, In a short but witty1 
speech. Mr. Squires gave a brief ac­
count of his voyage across the At­
lantic, and of hie impressions of 
Wolverhampton, etrattord- on- Avon,
Oxford and London, relating sever­
al amusing anecdotes to illustrate 
some of his points. He paid a glow­
ing tribute to British efficiency as 
shown by his visits to Wolverhamp­
ton and London. When he visited 
the battlefields of France, the lectur­
er said, that he was amazed at the 
terrible havoc which had been 
wrought there. In spite of the de­
vastation, however, the French peas­
ants were coming back and rebuild­
ing their farm houses. One man in 
particular, he said, whose house had 
been destroyed three times, was re­
building it again. The graves of 
Newfoundlanders, said Mr Squires, 
were particularly marked, they being 
Well kept and the crosses being sur­
mounted with laurel leaves. He re­
marked toe antagonistic feelings of 
the. Germans, stating that stones 
were thrown at his car even when 
passing through a town in Allied oc­
cupation. The Premier 
about his visit to Italy, 
said, was sufficient proof that com­
merce does not make for permanence 
for this city ' which was once the 
foremost commercial centre of the 
modern world was now in a state of 
chaos. The lecturer also dwelt upon 
the many beautiful and historiq,1 
buildings of Rome. Genoa, however, 
was now in the hands of the Bolshe­
vists. Everywhere -^edition was 
preached and was causing Italy to 
decline from being an industrial and 
manufacturing county to being a 
pauper amongst nations. The lec­
turer dwelt also on the unveiling of 
the cenotaph in London and said that 
he had paid personal tribute to New­
foundland’s dead at the cenotaph.
A few more words brought the lecture 
to an end. At the conclusion of the 
remaining items on the programme 
Mr. Arthur Mews, C.M.G., moved and 
Mr. A. H. Salter seconded a vote of 
thanks to the lecturer which was 
carried by acclamation.

CHRISTMAS PRESENTS.
LONDON, Dec. 29th, 1920.

This has been rather a bad year 
for Christmas presents. During the 
war people at home made Christmas 
the great occasion for spending all 
they could afford on their friends at j 
the front or when home on leave, and 
there was a big lot of organised 
schemes for group Christmas presents. 
Last Christmas and the Christmas 
before there was a mirage of pros­
perity, and many demobilised young 
officers who had drawn their gratuity 
and had more money in hand than 
they had ever had before spent it 
royally. This year almost everyone 
has felt the pinch. The more exclusive 
and expensive shops and the cheap 
establishments have done best, but 
the middle-class shop trade has been 
very languid. The big country-house 
parties with their Christmas trees 
and tenants’ and servants’ dances, 
which meant a good deal of Christmas 
trade, have been very rare this season. 
Many owners of large houses have 
migrated to London, and many have 
drifted abroad. Presents have taken 
a character of utility such as articles 
of apparel, gloves, shoes, and silk 
stockings. Books not expensively 
bound and mainly memoirs and biog­
raphies, and new editions of popular 
libraries were very popular gifts.

SECOND-HAND BOOKS FOR
CHRISTMAS.

Second-hand bookshops also did a 
good trade this Christmas. There are 
more of them in London than ever 
before, for so many people through 
lack of means or of house-room have 
had to sell cherished books, and their 
prices are often high—sometimes on­
ly a little less than the price of the 
book’s latest editions. Yet people who 
have never before thought of giving 
second-hand books as presents know 
that the gifts will be valued to-day. 
The recipients would rather have 
good printing on finè paper and a 
worn binding that it is still a pleasure 
to handle than the poorer qualities of 
paper and binding that are all the 
publishers can now afford.

NO MORE BUSINESS PREMISES.
The vast amount of building repairs 

which had to be done after the war is 
now practically completed. Building 
of offices and factories, too, is ceasing. 
It began on the most expensive scale 
after the Armistice, because people 
were under the impression that this 
country was about to capture the 
trade of the world. Now we are sad­
der, and wiser. We know that the 
chance, if there was one, slipped by 
us while Capital and Labor were 
squabbling, and that now half of the 
world has no trade to do, while the 
British bankers’ credit plans for over­
seas trade, on which Lloyd George 
put such hopes, suffer from the prac­
tical difficulty that the banks have no 
money on credit to spare, and most of 
Europe has no goods. For years, there-

FARROW'S BANK FAILURE.
The failure of Farrow’s Bank, caus­

ing losses estimated at over $8,000,- 
000, mainly to small depositors, is an­
other example of the inevitable fate 
that always overtakes institutions of 
this kind, the Birkbeck Bank, the Na­
tional Penny Bank, and others having 
gone before in the same way. The fail­
ure does not touch ordinary banking 
at all. These banks belong to an out­
side circle that pay interest on cur­
rent occounts and do a lot more things 
that are not recognized as wise. Far 
row’s has been in existence for getting 
on for nine years, false balance sheets 
being issued during that period to in­
duce depositors to continue putting 
the-r money in. The special trouble 
at the present time is that any man or 
group of men can open a financial 
concern, call it a bank, receive de­
posits, and issue cheque books—this 
last being apparently the one thing 
necessary to persuade the ordinary 
man that the affair is all right. Those 
who deal with what they love to term 
“high finance” are accustomed, when­
ever one of these little concerns goes 
down, to assume a lofty air and say 
that the failure is of no consequence. 
Naturally it would not be to a Roths­
child or a Rockefeller, but .it 6s of dis­
astrous consequence to the small and 
thrifty man, who is the one always in 
these cases the most hardly hit. When 
the Liberator went bankrupt close on 
forty years ago, bringing the London 
and General Bank down in the crash, 
thousands of hard-working and saving 
folk were ruined. The Government, 
all will allow, has no responsibility for 
the individual case, but there will be 
a feeling that it will incur a respon­
sibility if it takes no step in the early 
future to amend the law of hankng, 
which it now admits to be faulty.

DYING OUT.
The London street hawker has be­

come a romantic figure. Behind that 
vigorous human, so enthusiastic in his 
wares, so eulogistic of the virtues of 
golliwogs, so assertive of the child-, 
amusing qualities of rubber faces 
which can be twisted into alarming 
expressions, so vociflerously enamour­
ed of the excellence of cardboard gen­
tlemen who politely raise their hats 
on the pulling of a string, the Lon­
don sees the dark figure of a great 
tragedy. And not a domestic one. The 
sorrows of scant sustenance anl 
monotonous leanness are too well 
known to possess that romance with 
which this new tragedy is endowed. 
It is the tragedy of decay, of elimina­
tion, like the Red Indian, he is retreat­
ing by degnes into the ranks of the 
hosts that have been. In 1911—there 
is a tempo" I jdefiniteness even in the 
weaving of abstract sentimentalism— 
the shrill cries of the hawker smote

irksomely on the official ear. The pow­
ers were unmoved by the mute appeal 
of paper dolls with long tongues which 
could be shot out at will. A special 
Act was passed whereby only those 
hawkers who had been standing in 
the gutters for three years were al­
lowed to continue to do so. The favor­
ed merchants became automatically a 
close corporation, for .no more licen­
ses were to be issued. In those days 
there were 1,700 accredited hawkers, 
and yearly they kept the interests of 
clay mice and squeakers before the 
public. But their numbers are shrink­
ing. There are no more than 800 ply­
ing their trade this season. In pro­
cess of time there will be only three 
left, then two, then one. And then will 
come the days when empty kerbs will 
rouse in the emotional pedestrian 
memories of the days when he used 
to fall victim to the temptation to ex­
change twopence for a jumping Jack 
or a puzzle, which, he was assured, 
would “cause endless laughter.”

PAN-“DRY” REVUE AND “WET* 
TOMIME.

London theatrical enterprises are 
lucky—or perhaps unlucky—enough 
to have two powers presiding over 
their conduct—the Lord Chamberlain 
and the London County Council. The 
former authority is responsible for the 
supervision -of legitimate theatres, 
while the variety houses come under 
the Jurisdiction of the L.C.C. An in­
stance of how this dual control works 
is provided by the case of the Hip­
podrome, one of the greatest of West 
End houses. Having produced revue 
continuously for the past ten years, 
the house was technically a music 
hall, and therefore was ruled by the 
L.C.C. Year after year it had repeat­
edly tried to persuade that body to 
grant - it permission to sell alcoholic 
liquors. But the L.C.C. was deaf to all 
appeals. The theatre, however, has 
abandoned revue. for pantomime, a 
change that permits it to throw over 
the authority of the ,C,C. and pass un­
der the control of the Lord Chamber- 
lain. This latter power has granted 
the desired drink license, and patrons 
Of the house now find themselves per­
mitted to sustain their spirits during 
four hours of pantomime with strong 
beverages which were forbidden them 
as an accompaniment to revue.

LONDON, Jan. 13.—Pete Herman, 

the United States bantamweight, won 
over Jimmy Wilde here to-night. The 
referee stopped the battle and award­
ed the decision to Herman in the 17th 
round.

Wilde was sent to the floor three 
times in the 17th. and the referee 
stopped the contest to save Wilde, 
who was helpless.

There was a terrific fight on the 
ropes in the 15th. Herman, with left 
to the ribs and right to the jaw, ap- 
peered to have Wilde half out, but 
was unable to finish him before the 
bell.

Although in the last round Wïlde 
three times had been knocked through 
the ropes, he was still coming back 
for more punishment when the referee 
caught him in his arms, ended the 
battle aid gave the decision to Her 
man. The fight had been advertised 
as being for the bantamweight cham 
pionship of the world.

The men had agreed to weigh in at 
118 pounds, but Herman was 1% 
pounds over the stipulated weight 
The first five rounds were in favor of 
Wilde. Then the advantage alternated 
until the fifteenth, when Herman’s 
weight began to .tell on the Welshman.

Herman surprised the crowd by his 
boxing, which discounted Wilde’s ag­
gressiveness. The bantam fought, a 
sportsmanlike contest throughout and 
was well received by the spectators.
