The calls tor mrormmon of this na-
ture are becoming so numerous as to
seriously interfere with the regular
duties of the switchboard operators
in general and the information oper-
ator in particular and tend to slow
u) the service to the public.

To give an exampla of the efféct on
the regular service of giving informa-
tion of this sort:

During a twénty migute perlod im-
mediately following sn alarm of fire
recéntly, no less than sixteen hundred
subscribers called “Central” to ask
where the fire was, during the same
twenty minute period the . operators
had to try and respond to over twealveé

< hundred ordinary telephone calls; ‘the
| resuit was a complete tie-up of tbe

service.

Had another fire taken place at the
time in another part of the city, it
would have been impossible to have
reported same by phone, as it was, &
number of urgent calls had to be laft
unheeded by the operators.

During the busy hours of the dly
when the operators are handling over
thirty-six hundred calls pér hour, an
additional two hundred requests for
“the time, please,” are added. - What
chance has a subscriber under these
circumstances to get information

‘ quickly “say, an unlisted number re-

quired perhaps very urgently.

Our object in discontinuing the giv-
ing of thig information {which for the
mast patt is not at all nécessary). is
simply to improve the speed and qual-
ity. of thé vregular telephone service.

Why Do We Some-
, times See Distant
| “Rays” From the Sun?

Rays, the waves of light from the
sun, are in themselves invigible to the
naked eye, and only become apparent

atmosphere.

So it is that in the ordinary room
I we can see-no separate ray. Bat if we
\ | darken it by puiling down the blind,

‘L and at the same time leave a tiny hole
in that biind, by standing to one side
wé can see a distinct ray with myraids
of specks of dust dancing in ft. It is
really the dust that we see, "every
particle helping to reflect the light.
In a perfectly dustless room, no ray
would be apparemt.

In exactly the same way, where the
san happens to shine through a little
hole in a cloud, its light is often re-
ﬂected by the :particles of moisture |
and matter in the atmosphere, and so
under sueh conditions we say that we
see a ray or rays-from the sunmn.

Where London
Still Leads

While New York bankers are mak-
ing many loans which would have
been floated in London in the pre-war
days, New York has not entirely su-
perseded London in intermational
finance, notes The Wall Street Journ-
al. The remark is made in comnection
with the perusal of the London Stock
Exchange Daily
seemg to show that the London ex-
change does a bigger and wider inter-
national business than the New York
securities market. As we read in The
Wall Street Journal:

The Lomdon Stock Exchange quouu
251 issues of foreign Governments and
provinces, almost all of which are in
terms of sterling; 83 issues of foreign
municipalities; 176 different bonds of
American railways, in terms of dol-
lars, sterling or gold; 48 American
railway stocks; and 261 issues of
stock or bonds in foreign railways
other than those of United States. In
addition there are .quoted a huge
number of obligations of British
dominions and colomies, and their in-
dustries, as well as many stocks and
bonds of public utility, mining, planta-
tion and industrial concerns all over

i the worl.

The New York Stock m lists
about 30 bond issues of various foreign
railroads, almost entirely Canadian,
Mezxican or South American; and 118
issneg of foreign Governments and
cities. A few stocks of foreign cor-
porations are also dealt in here, most-
ly Canadian and Meximn rails, and
foreign " shipping, oil and mining
stocks.

And in like
manner, the germs that produce in us
the symptoms of disease may have
diseases of their own, produced
in turn by smaller parasites. Ob-
viously it is worth our while to culti-

done by their discoverer, a French
bacteriologist, and by others. Writ-
ing in L'Echo de Paris (Paris), Dr. R.
de la Vaulx gives interesting particu-
lars of this discovery and its possible
results.

“Of all these infinitely small crea-
tures, the most curious ‘and interest-
ing, on account of the services it may
render us, would seem to be the bac-
teriophage, discovered and studied hy
d'Herelle, of the Pasteur Institute,
The facts that led this eminentl bac-
teriologist to his discovery were these:
If we form an emulsion with bouillon
of some of the discharges from a pa-
tient recovering from bacillary dysen-
tery, for instance, and filter it, we ob-
tain a limpid liquid devoid of visible
germs, but'if we add several drops of
this apparently sterile filtrate to a
culture of dysenteric bacilli, we find
that in 18 to 24 hours, the culture be-
comes clear—the bacilli have disap-
pepred, they have_been killed, ‘bac-
teriolyzed.” (Several drops™. of ° this
