.;\ sudden and ignoble end has Leen
made to the great case of Tichborne vs.
Tichborne, which, for more ‘than a year,
has been on trial .in England. Pereciy
ing thaf his cause was lost, the claimant
decided to withdraw, wherenpon he was
arrested for perjury, and is now lying in
Newgate jail. He has failed to obtain
possession of the Tichh i ne estates, has
proved himesel to be only a swindler, and
is lodged, at last, in w felon's cell. The
history of the case is one of the most re-
markable and rowmantic on record, and
the claimant, Arthur Orton, or Thomas
Castro, will be invested with a certain
interest which will remind men of famous
rascals as-well as noted mysterious per-
sonages. In spite of the unvailing of
Arthur Orton, he will always bear some
suggestion of the Man in thé Tron Mask,
as well as of Dick Turpin, or any of the
famous impostors of history.

The claimant pretended to-be Roger
Tichborne, son and heir of the late Sir
James Francis Doughty Tichborne. 'T'he
real Roger Tichborne, who, if living,
would be the eleventh baronet of that
name, sailed from England to South
America, in 1853, on a pleasure journey
in the latter country. After a short stay
in South America, he left on .the ship
Bella from Rio to New York ; that ship
was never heard of, and, in due time, the
insurance officers gave her up as lost,and
settled their risks accordingly. In 1863,
the father of Roger Tichborne died, and
the title and estates descended to a post-
humous son of a younger brother of tho
absent Sir Roger, then given up for dead.
Lady Tichborne, mother of the missing
man, never could be hrought to believe
that the ship Bella and all on board had
perished, and she offered large rewards
to those who might find her son, or give
any information concerning his existence.
Advertisements to this end were widely
cireulated, and one. announcing the death
of Sir James, and offering a reward for
the discovery of the oldest son, was sent
to the journals of Austrglin and New
South Wales. No tidings reached this
faithful mother until 1866, when she re-
ceived a letter from a pérson, writing
from Australia, who professed to be her
son. - The writer of this letter arrived in
Paris, where Lady Tichborne was then
sojourning, Jan. 10, 1867. This was the
claimant in the late case; LadyTichborne
recognized him as her son in the most
positive manner, and made him an allow-
ance of $5,000 a year. This man im-
mediately commenced proceedings in the
English courts to recover the Tichborne
estates from the trustees by whom  they
were held for the infant heir. In March
1868, Lady Tichborne, then 64 years old,
died, and thus the claimant lost a moit
important witness, whose death he aserib-
ed to foul play by his antagonists in the
case. :

His story was, that, being wrecked at
sen, on the Bella, in 1854, he had been
picked up, the sole survivor of the ship’s
company, by & vessel bound to. Australia,
where he had, for private reasons, passed
as Thomas Castro. - Seeing the death of
his father (ashe ealled him), Sir James,
noted in the Australian papers, he had re-
turned to England to claim his own ; and
so his troubles began. The trial, finally,
after many delays, commenced about!a
year ago, before Lord Chief Justice Bovill,
and, with brief vacations, has been con-
tinued ever since. Mr Serjeant Ballantine
and others appeared for the claimant,and
the Attorney-General, with other counsel,
for the trustees of thie estate. The evi-
dence was, at first, contradictory and
baffling, the question of identity being
»d by witnesses, some of whom
sitively identified the claimant as Sir
Roger, while others equally competent and
equally certain, showed that he could not,
by any possibilty, be the genuine Tich-
borne. The most damaging testimony
failed to
give a clear and connected account of his
anderings, wreck and rescue. No evi-
dence concerning his reseners was intro-
duced, except his own word, and he was
especially confused on this particular,and
several times changed the name and
nationality of the ship which picked him
up at sea. Worse than this,when cross-ex-

HAMILTON A\ID NORTHW
RAILWAY.

We see by the [amilton papers
that a meeting of the Provisional Dir-
ectors of the above Railway was held
on Thursday,when it was resolved that
stock books will be opencd in Ham-
ilton on the 1st of April. Thereport
of M¥. Askin, the eugineer who made
& preliminary survey of the propos-
&d route, was submitted to the Dir-
ectors, A committee was also ap-
pomLed and empowered to engage
an engineor and secretary, as s00n.as
a gaurantee fund . of two thousand
dollars is obtained, and to obtain a
map of the route.. prepare & pros-
pectus, and to attend to any other
preliminary business that may. be re-
quired.

From Mr. Askin’s report we gather
that the country through which it is
proposed the line should pass is very
favourable for the construction of a

railway. There are less than ordin-
ary difficulties on the portion of the
proposed line from a point near
Waterdown and Nelson,through Mil-
ton to Georgetown. The valley of the

ing by the numerous mill sites on
that stream to Cheltenham, and
thence to Paisley and Lockton, over
perfectly level ground to where the
hl"hl.m(h known as * the Caledon
Hills ” are met.
