In 1758 they were sent to Ameri­
ca and constituted part of the division of 
the British aimy under Mnjor General 
James Abercromby, which attempted the 
reduction of the strong fort of Ticonderoga 
on Lake Champlain. Their valor on that oc 
casion waa rewarded by an order dignifying 
the regiment with the title of the “Royal” 
Highlanders. They next were included in 
the expedition for taking possession 
of tne island of Martinique, 
which, after severe fighting, was 
surrendered in 1762. After taking put in 
the incursion into the Spanish island of 
Cuba, they again proceeded to the conti­
nent of America. The regiment reached 
Cork in 1769 and remained on home duty 
till the outbreak of the American colonies, 
when they again visited the scenes of their 
former duties. In 1789 the regiment re­
turned to England. In 1802, after having 
been on foreign service in Flanders, the 
West Indies and Egypt, the “Black 
Watch” waa included in the West Indian ex­
pedition, and in-their attack upon the is- 
and of St Vincent the Highlanders were 

praised for their “heroic ^ardor.” They 
next served on tho continent for 

number of years and at the
severe fight at Cornnna, the gallantry 
of the Highlanders cheered the dying mo­
ments of Sir John Moore. They were also 
engaged in the battle of Waterloo, and 
coming down to montamodern timi s they 
served in the Crimea, took part in suppress­
ing the Indian mutiny and followed Sir 
Garnet Wolseley in his celebrated march 
through Abyssinia. The colors of the 
regiment bear the names of Egypt, Cornnna, 
Fuintes d’Onor, Pyrenees, Nivelle, Nive, 
Orthee, Toulouse, Peninsula, Waterloo, 
Alma, Sabastopol, Lucknow aud Ashantee.

OCCUPYING THE SUEZ CANAL.
Port Said, Aug. 21.—The British fleet

The strike of the 
New York freight handlers also demon­
strates the weakness of employes no matter 
how numerous or how righteous their cause 
when pitted against powerful rings.

These as well as many other organised 
demands for increased wages are far from 
being the outcome of greediness but are 
simply the natural workings of a desire for 
justice and inherent rights, and for that to 
which the laborer is conscious of being en­
titled. But so far in the struggle he has 
got the worst of it.

CANADIAN AND AMERICAN OFFICIAL SAL­
ARIES.

The Moncton Transcript publishes a table 
of the salaries paid to Canadian officials 
and to like officials over the border. The 
statement is one that furnishes considerable 
food for reiieotion.

To commence at the beginning, we pay 
the figure head which forms the link be­
tween this dependency of ours and England 
$48,666 per year for taking excursion trips 
and holding a small court over five millions 
of people. The United States pays its 
president
officer of fifty millions of people $50,000.

The United States has an executive 
government composed of seven men who 
receive a salary of .$8000 per year. Can­
ada with one-tenth the population of the- 
states, has an executive of thirteen them- 
here, one of whom receives $8000, the 
others $7000 per year exclusive of $1000 
each, as members of parliament.

The salaries paid the governors of the 
different states range from $1000 to $10,000, 
while our lieutenant-governors receive from 
$7000 to $10,000. New York and Penn­
sylvania are the only states that pay $10,- 
000 and one ot them is larger in population 
than the whole dominion and the other 
nearly as large. Our governmental machin­
ery is very expensive and if we are able to 
keep it up and have a surplus with our 
five millions of people it is *> wonder that 
the debt of the United States is being paid 
off at such an astonishing rate. Verily we 
are too much governed.

>
Sunday Pastimes In the West.

There is some reason to believe that 
the Western States are becoming more 
moral than religious, 
triumphant in Kansas and Iowa, with fair 
prospects of speedy victory in other Sûtes. 
But while prohibitory liquor laws are 
strictly enforced, we 
disposition to recognize the obligation of 
those statutes which forbid secular pursuits 
on Sunday.

They 
may be in the amount of the appropriations.

Go at it, little World, and try. and per- 
euade parliament to appoint a railway board 
to fix rates both for goods end passenger», 
so that, if there was a monoply, it may not 
matter much wheu the chargee are fixed by 
law and changed when thought necessary.
