We left Roberval, yiJuly 16th,
drove to Pre. Bleue, wheresll our baggage
had beef sént, and arranged“#o take some of
the-provisions by road to a small village, St.
Fl&, up the Ashameuchouan, while the
men took the twocanoesand the remaindernp
by the river.  We slgpt at St., Felicien that
eveningand spent, next day in waiting for the
men, whohad been unable t6 come up by way
of the river pwing to the rough water of the
lake outside. Wednesday night our “men
Joined us and we camped up the river at the
mouth of the Riviere au'Saumon, Our
journey may now have been s&id to have'fair-
ly begun. On the following day we left éamp
at'6 a. m., passed the last clearin@; and bade
good bye to! civilization, as we thought, for
some menths.
