bas handed in his resignation as Minister of

Public Works. The resignation of Sir Hec-

tor bas proved a verih‘)le bomb shell in poli-
tical circles. It was totally unexpected at
this stage of the proceedings and is the
absorbing topic. =

Before the Privileges and Elections Com-
mittee this morning Sir Hector. Langevin ap-
peared and made a statement. He preceded
it-by saying that he had read the evidence
in the case, and, as his name had been con-
neéted with the charges, ho had decided of
his own free will to come and roake a state-
ment under oath.

He was sworn and read his testimony from
a type-written document. He said that if
Mr. Tarte in making his charges in the
House had then direcq{' implicated him he
would have resigned, the custom was in
England in such cases. But Mr. Tarte's
cl were aimed at Thomas McGreevy,
and so far as they had touched bim (Sir
Hector) they were vague and indeterminate.
When the evidence was adduced it became
clear that he too was assailed. Had
he known this at the beginning of the
investigation he would have been repre-
sented gn counsel while the evidence was being
taken. said heintended to meet the charges
with & definite denial, but he also intend-
ed to lay in the hands of the First Minister his
resignation as Minister of Public Works, so
that he might meet the accusations as a priv-
ate individual. He denied that any one had
infl d him in ction with the ad-
ministration of -his department, or .that he
bad ever received money from Larkin,
Connolly & Co., or from any one else in their
behalf, He denied that during the years
Thos. McGreevy was his guest when in
Ottawa, from 1879 to 1890, he had ever re-
ceived from him (Thos. McGreevy) any
money presents or loans., Thos. McGreevy
had never used undue influence to obtain ad-
vantages for any one from the department.

McGreevy and the Connolly’s.

He has never given Thos. McGreevy
information which his  duty would
require him to withhold. He had
no kunowlédge that the. Messrs. Mc-
@reevy were connected with the firm of Lar-

kin, Counolly & Co. at any time. He}he

gead the respective temnders of Beaucgge,
@allagher, Peters & Moore and Larkin, Con-
»polly & Co, He read g,letter from Gallagher
&ﬁal;g that be had in the meantime taken
er contract. -Beaucage wrote that he

bad made an error, and so did Larkin, Con-
nolly & Co., but the latter firm stated that
they would stick by their offer. He (Sir
Hector) knew nothing of the manipulation
of the tender nor of any collusion between
the tenderers, nor did he ever suspect Per-
ley, who was his chief adviser, in matters of
that kind. He was not in the least influenced
by the $1000 subscribed by Larkin, Connolly
& Co. to the Langevin testimonial fund. He
read similar statements with regard to the
Esquimalt dock and the dreduing io
Quebec Harbor. As to the south wall he
did not try to-influence the Harbor comm is-
sion. He never knew that McGreeyys were
interested in this work and never talked to
Murphy sbout .it. ' Refejring again te ‘the_
Esquimalt dock, he said that Hon, Mr.
Trutch was the superintendent of the work.

The tenders were opened on March 4, 1884,

and a few days afterwards two of the ten-

derers vg;ote that they had made important
errors, #nd in September next tenders were
called and Starr & O’Hanley were lowest;
but the chief inspector said their tender was
too low, and they were accordin ly asked to
increase their deposit. This they refused
. and withdrew their tender. An order-in-
council then authorized the acceptance of
the tender of Larkin, Connolly & Co. Sir
-Hector then quoted extensively the statistics
given by the engineer in bis report on this
work. In the fall of 1885 Mr, Perley visited

Esquimalt and told the department that

an additional $25,000 would be necessary to

complete the work. Sir Hector assented to
the change on condition that no additional
price be given to the contractors. With re-
gard to the plant taken over by the contrac-
tors . the - minister said that Perley had
granted a remission of the price to be paid
y-the contractors. He reminded the com-

1 that with 30,000 letters a
his department it was im-
%«cssible to be cognizant of all that took place.

/ith regard to McGreevy’s letters to Robert
to the effect that he (Thomas) had frequent
interviews with him (3ir Hector) about the
contractor, Sir Hector declared that the only
part be had in this was that of a friend, and
that Thomas McGreevy was mistaken when
ho said that.he (Sir Hector) was willing to
give anotoer subsidy for that of the Baie des
Chaleurs Railway. Sir Hector swore that
Murphy never gave him a cent of money,
nor gave anythiog to his (3ir Hector’s) son.
Inanswer to Murphy’s statement that he
offered 25 per cent. of the profits of the
Esquimalt deck, -he denied 1% positively,

' Never Got the $5000.

He also sworé that he never got the
$5000 for the<Three Rivers elections, Asto
Valin’s evidence about the document signed
in bis (Sir Hector’s) house he -swore that
Valin denied having anything to do with Mr.
Tarte’s charges in Le Canadien. He there-
fore got him tosign a letter to that effect.
This letter was produced and Sir" Hector
read it to the effect that Valin stated that
Tarte did not understand him (Valin), but
told Tarte that he had nothing to say against
Sir Hector, nor that he (Valin) wished to
run in Montmorency as the Opposition can-
didate. To Mr. Davies Sir Hector said that
he wrote that letter himself, and that Valin
signed it in the presence of two electors.
Coutinuing, Sir Hector swore that he never
promised him a senatorship nor told him to
take Sir A. P. Caron’s promise for that ap-
pointment. He swore that he did not know
anything of the names of subscribers to the
Langevin funds. Mr. Symard never spoke
to him about anything of the works. He
recollected that Bennett was unsatisfactory
to the countractors and that his place was
likely to become vacant. = He might there-
fore have asked Perley to look -out for an-
other engineer, but be never recommended
Williams for that position, neither did he
ever recommend O. E. Murphy to the British
firm as & contractor for the Halifax graving
dock. He admitted that Thomas McGreevy
discounted his notes and paid the interest
regularly since 1878. He said that he had
no irterest in Le Monde and gained nothing
from what Mr. McGreevy paid to that paper.

OTTAWA, Aug. 11.—When the orders of
the day were called in the House of Com-
mons this afternoon Mr. Laurier said he un-
derstood that the Minister of Public Works
told the Committee on Privil and Elec-
tions this morning that be resigned. He
wanted to know whether the resignation was

accepted. 4

Sir John Thompson said that the Minister
of Public Works tendered his resignation to-
day. No action had been taken on it except
that another Minister would take charge of
the department.

Hon. Frank Smith will be appointed Act-
ing Minister of Public Works to-morrow. -

$ir Hector's Career.

Sir Hector is a son of the late Jean Lan-
gevin, formerly assistant civil secretary un
der Lord Sydenbam, ‘ while Governor-Gen-
eral. Sir Hector was born in Quebec in 1826,
He was editor of different French papers ix
Montreal until 1849, Wasa member of the
Executive Council, Canada, from March 39,
1864, until the union, and held the office of
Solicitor-General, L.C., from March 30, 1864,
to November, 1865, and Postmaster-General
from latter period until the union. Was
sworn of the vy Council July 1, 1867,
when appointed Secretary of State of Can-
ada, in which office he umaine%otcmtu trans-
ferred to the Public Works . 8, 1869.
Was, while at the State Department, ex-
officio Re -General of Canada, and
Superintendent-General of Indian affairs.
‘Was a commissioner to assist Mr. Speaker in
the management of the interior econom of
the House of Commons; also chairman of the
Railway Committee of the Privy Council
Created a Companion of the Most Honorable
Order of the Bath (civil) by Her Majesty,
1868; Knignt Commander of the Roman
Order of Pope Gregory the Great, 1870;
Knight Commander of the most distin-

ished Order of St. Michael and St. George,

y 24, 1881. Was a delegate to the Char-
lottetown Union Conference, 1864; to that
in Quebec in the same year, and to the Lon-
don Colonial Conference, 1866-67, to com-
plete terms of union of B.N:A. Provinces.

W hile the act should be viewed in the light
of the testimony which is yet to come, the
fact that the resignation was made at
such a time will cause a painful feeling. 8ir
Hector might have resigned when the
charges were first preferred, and still bave
asked his friends to hold him fuiltless. The
only ground on which he cotld continue in
office was that he had a perfectly good de-
fense, and that at the close of the inves tiga-
tion the public would be convinced that he
bad done fiothing which made it improper
for him to remain in office as an administra-
tor of/the Government and an adviser of His
Excellepcy. Having decided to remain be
should rewmain to the end. To withdraw
while under fire is to open the door to most
unpleasant anticipations as to the coming
testimony. Still, the investigation is not
ended. 1t is still wise to wait for the end—
to hear what all the witnesses have to say,
then to find the verdict.

Hamilton Times (Lib.): The Minister of
Public Works has at last done what he ought
to have done long ago. He has resigned his
office—stepped out to avoid being kicked out.
The revealed record of his misconduct is
strong, though not complete. He was in
league with contractors to rob the public
treasury. {

Hamilton Herald (Ind.): The news from
Ottawa is that Sir Hector Langevin has re-
signed, wiser counsels hnving evidently pre-
vailed over his apparent determination 10
stand with his back to the wall and fight it
out. He would have done better had he act-
ed on the hints of the better class of Con-
servatives and left the ship of state some
time ago instead of sticking to the party and
dragging it with him through the mire of the
disgraceful relations which have come from
Ottawa. - Since he had to go, it was better
that be should go alone, freeing active Con-
\servative politicians from the unpleasant
association, It has been a sad thing for
Canada to see one of her foremost men made
such an exhibition of. Sir Hector is an old
man now. He has been in public life many
years and it was said of him that he was one
of the most efficient departmental heads the
country has ever had. But the revelations
which have come to dishonor his gray hairs
and besmirch his reputation, ‘showed one of
two things very clearly: he' was either a
knave or a fool, and his blunders, if they
were blunders, were worse than crimes. Sir
Hecter did the wisest thing he could for
himself and for the Conservative party when
he resigned.

Had the latter hesitated at this supreme
moment he would have been unworthy the
confidence of the country for a single day.

Dr. Sweatman was summon He
examied the man but did not anticipate
gerious results. He, however, ordered his
removal to the hospital, whither he was
taken in the ambulance. The man mever
fully ref:’ised consciousness and died at 8
o'clock night. A fracture at the base of
the skull was the cause of death.

During moments of semi-consciousness he
said his name was Edward Allingham antd
that he had a friend named Lewis Aliing-
bam living at 75 King-street west. The hos-

ital and police authorities endeavored to

nd him, but without success. The World
also took o band in the search, but could
neither find the man Lewis Allingham nor
anyone who knew deceased.
o unfortunate man was evidently about
55 years of age and was of fine physique.
He was 6 feet in height and weigbe«i about
200 pounds. His face was large and full
and with the exception of a:mustache was
clean-shaved.

i Ashbridge’s Bay. .

Dr. Allen has prepared a report according
to direction on the reclamation of Ash-
bridge's Bay. He recites the various sources
of pollution which deflle the bay. Among
them he enumerates Peuchen’s paint wor
and the cattle byres. He recommends as
ope means of cleansing the bay the opening
of a channel 150 feet wide and 40 fegt in
depth, to be cut from the lake to the oay at
the east end and another at the westend.
Joining these two openings a channel not less
than 100 feet in width and 10 feet in depth
should be cut approximately parallel with
the north shore and at such distance from it
that the materfal dredged out would be suffi-
cient to fill in space between the channel
agg the shore toa de of at least 4 feet
above m%h water leve

This work, the doctor says, should be com-
menced at once, as any delay may give rise
to & most serious epidemic. Should any such
outbreak occur, the momuz in the vicinity
of Ashbridge’s Bay would almost certainly
be very great, as theresidents in that locality
are at the present time in apything but a
healthy conditiog and would gro'n fit sub-
jects for any co! disease to which
they might be exposed.

WONDEES O THE COLORADO

PHENOMENA THAT FOLLOWED
LARTHQUAKE SHOCKS,

Indians Doscribe the Awful Calamity ky
Which They Lost Their All—Infante
Suffocated by Foul Gases from Scores
of Mud Voleanoes—A River of Sulphur
and a Bottomless Fissure,

SAx FRANCISCO, Aug. 11.—Further details
of the great earthquake and tidal wave at
the mouth of the Colorado River show that
the first reports were pot exaggerated. Jose
Perez, a cattleman from Lerdo, has reached
Yuma. He says that on tae forenoon
of the day of the earthquakeseveralmen
were building ferices on his place when sud-
denly the fence toppled over. All threw
themselves on their knees and began praying.
In the midst of  their devotions a hundred-
foot tidal wave showed up, The prayers
were cut short, and, juwping over an unex-
pected crevasse in the roadway, the Andrade
hill was reached by themen. From that
peak, Perez states, the sight was sublime,
Across the Colorado turbulent volcanoes
could be  seen in brilliant eruption.
On the bed of the river and some miles be-
yond its banks reddish-colored, foam-covered
Wwater rushed ahead at the height of full
100 feet. . Below Lerdo could be seen a wide
river of bluish-purple fire ﬂo?n down into
the Colorado near the fulf, where it
steamed, sputtered and added to the general
contusion. This riyer of fire is undoubtedly
from Sulphur Mountain, which, it is feared,
has been set on fire from the volume of burn-
ing and inflammable material thrown
out from the volcanoes, which hereto-
fore have never been known to throw
out anything but mud and hot
water. General Andrade, head of the
Lerdo colony, bas received private advices
from the scene of the earthquake, ~He says
the force of the shock was severe, and was
much moreso than was at first reported,
One of the largest houses in the colony was
eracked from top to bottom, and the roof
fell in witha crash that sounded like &
dynamite blast. Luckily, the inmates ran
out when they felt the premonitory shake,
and thus escaped death. A large stable,
built partly of brick and partly of adobe,
was levelled to the ground and several other
buiidings were more or less geverely damaged.
The most striking phenomenon was a chasm
three feet wide and between 200. and 300
feet long. Although weights attached to
lines several hundred feet in length were let
down, no bottém could be tound. . From this
remarkable fissure issued smoky . vapor,
which disappeared after a few hours, but
the air is permeated with a gaseous’ odor
irritating to the lungs. The people in the
neighborhood are alarmed, fearing a repeti-
tion of the earthquake, and the superstitious
Indians are holaing religious rites to placate
the Evil One,

Yuma, A.T., Aug. 9.—Reports continue to
corue in from the earthquake region at the
head of the Gulf of California. Two Coco-
pah Indians, of the tribe that live near there,
arrived here yesterday. They tell a thrill-
ing story, Early Thursday morning hun-
dreds of mud volcanoes, 50 miles off, burst
into a violent eruption. The &iF grew denser
and mapy infauts were suffocated. Ab
last a _violent thunderstorm cleared
the air, only to show the i
wave approachil with frightfal rae-
pidity. ‘the waters rose, swallowing
up their caitle, horses and grain fields, and
driving them for their lives to thoe top of the
mesas, & hundred feet above the river. The
earthquake shocks then began. The fourth
shock vhrew every one down, seriously injur-
ing many. The dust darkened the air. 'The
rumble of the earthquake,the sharp explosion
of the distant volcauoes, the bellowing of ihe
crazed’ q?me,-made qunbearable the uproar
and the rigi‘ltenad Indians fled wildly u
the river. Two only succeeded in reachin,
here, who tell the story. The others drop)
exhausted along the route.

A CITY. COVEREKD WITH ASHES,

The Shoe on the Wrong Foote

The time has gone by when Canadians
plaster the American flag all over the coun-
try to promote fraternul feelings. Too long
have we invited sneers by this good-natured
weakness, but the past two years have séen a
wonderful change in popular, spirit. Find-
ing that all efforts did not promote recipro-
city in friendship, the American flag has
gone into disuse as a Canadian ornament.
All will remember the episode at ‘Windsor
on the 24th of May, whea the Ameri-
can ferry boats refused: to fly the
British flag, and a customs ofhcer ordered
the captain to comply at omce or submit to
seizure. It is customary at that point for
the ferry boats to fly the Union Jack on
Canadian holidays and the stars and stripes
on American holidays, but the captain of one
of the boats on this particular occasion
thought to gain some cheap glory among the
England-haters by showing contempt for the
flag.

A peculiar thing, which shows that it
makes a great difference whose bull is gored,
is that The Buffalo News yesterday came out
with a powerful editorial on “Silly
Canadian Loyalists,” and scored  those
of us who object tosee a strange flag wav-
ing in all directions. It revives the above
incident but has the facts changed about.
1t says that until this year the ferry boats
carried the Stars and Stripes on the Fourth

“ of July, “but this last Fourth a super
officious chump of the Canadian customs ser-
viee compelled the captain of one of the boats
to remove the American flag under threat of
refusing him clearance from Canadian
waters. No one paid much attention to the
incident, and it was laughed at, somewhat as
an ox might laugh atv the futile efforts of a
bee to sting his horn.” . This is very nice
but the holiday was Canadian, and the
chump in the case was an American ferry
man who impertinently broke through the
courteous custom long in vogue. The Buffalo
paper then refers to the action of Windsor
people in objecting to being smothered in
the American® flag during the G.A.R.
rally at Detroit. ‘*‘Many hospitable citizens,
Wwith or without American leanings”—there
is the mischief of it. "It is necessary to show
no particular respect to the American flag,
else the flag will presume upon our ** Ameri-
can leanings.”

The suspicions of the people, the
charges of corruption, and the growing. be-
lief in the substantial truth of those charges
would not be told you. His presence would
testify only to the feverish anxiety of the
company to get the contract signed and the
whole matter ended, be it good or bad. You
have pursued instructions and along with
Mr. Laidlaw have drawa up the contract. It
only requires signature.

‘When you reflect, particularly on the fact
that Mr. W. H. Wallbridge, a lawyer of re-
pute, voluntarily stated in Examiner Bruce’s
office that he personally knew the
foreign bank wherein the bribery fund was
or had been deposited and also knew parties
here who had received portions of it, can
you not devise a way .of doing the city a
timely servicei If the city does not call
upon you to advise it, could you not volun-
teer advice as a citizen? Could you not say
that that statement made by Mr. Wallbridge
is too important to be idly heard and un-
heeded. Do you mnot think, even from what
facts you have gathered at your present dis-
tance, that it would bea wicked and unwise
thing to permit a settlement without an in-
vestigation?

When the' mayor doubts and fears and
aldermen preserve an unreasoning faith in
their fishy associates that enables the latter
to anticipate success through the scandalous
haste that they continually urge; when the
city solicitor is- out of town, thereby losing
a chance to be useful that ‘‘occurs but once
in thirty years”; when it is openly suspected
that the solicitor’s able young assistant,
from the facts that are before him, favorsan
investigation but islistened to with a deaf ear
—then whatmore proper than that you should
be thus called upon to intercede a word in the
cause of right. Accepting your advice so
far the council dare not publicly disregard
it at this time. Were you present, we can
infer fromi your record what your course
‘would be, but trust that from the facts we
mention, together with Mr. Mowat’s letters,
you will be able to master the situation and
prevent a precipitate and evil settlement of
this street railway matter.
