Appaliing Railway D inY
The “Flying Scotchman™ cmhu‘t-to
@ Freight Train With Terrible Results
~Railway Directors and Members of
the Nobility Among the Injured.

Lo¥pox, Nov. 2.—An appalling railway
accident occurred early this morning near
Thirsk, in Yorkshire, by which 10 persons
were killed and a large number injured.

The east coast express irain for London
left Edinburgh at 10 30 o’clock last night.
The express train, being unusually beavy,
was divided into two sections. The first
section proceeded safely to London,nrrivi:.\g
st the usual hour. The second section b
over 100 ngers on board, includin
several noblemen and other distinguish
})coplo. The train, which consisted of coaches

rom Dundee, Perth,Abroath and Aberdeen,
swept safely th h Southern Scotland and
the extreme north of England. A thick fog
?revnilod and the express train collided at

ull speed with train on a siding at
Manor House. The wreck of the express
train was complete. The o8 were
broken and jammed together, and most of
the passengers were caught in their com-
partments as in so many traps. The wreck
took fire almost instantly from escaping

, and the smoke and flame and the
shrieks of the dying and wounded made a
horrible scene.

Those who managed to extricate them-
selves uninjured hastened to assist others
who were yet 'alive and caught in the
wreck. It was difficult work, owing to the
way in which the carriages were crushed to-
gether, and the frouble in openl:g com-
partment doors that were fastened after
the usual British fashion.

Men and women could be heard ;hrieking
for assistance, and one man who vas being
slowly burned to death and who could not
get out begged the rescuers, in heaven’s
name, to kill him.

Awful Scenes.

To add to the horror the carriages caught
fire and were soon destroyed. A large
pumber of persons from near-by places were
soon at the scene and did everything pos-
sible to extricate the dead and injured.
The burning cars greatly hampered their
efforss, but had it not been for their bravery
the loss of life would have been much
greater.

The scene at the wreck was pitiable.
Some of the bodies taken out of the debris
had been burned beyond all semblance to
humanity. The clothing had been de-
stroyed, and in some cases the jewelry worn
had been melted by the intense heat. This
will render the identification of ‘the dead in
some cases extremely difficult, if not im-
possible.

A wrecking train was despatched to the
scene as soon as the fact of the disaster be-
came known. A number of physicians were
carried to the wreck, and they at once de-
voted themselves to relieving the sufferings
of. the injured.

The Marquis of Tweeddale, the Marquis
of Huntley, Gen. Lambton and Mz Kynoch,
a railway director, were n the Pullman
coach. Lady Stewart was in another car-
riage. All got a severe shaking up. The
Marguis of %untle_v said that everything
possible seemed to have been done to help
the sufferers. The Marquis said he under-
stood the accident was due to a signal man
Leing asleep. As soon as possible the
wounded were taken to North Allerton.

The Marquis of Tweeddale, with the
Marquis ofqﬂuntley and a number of other
passengers, came from the wreck on a spe-
cial train. The Marquis of Huntley got off
the train at Peterboro. He seems to feel
more severely than the others the effects of
the shock.

Among the dead is Capt. Duncan McLeod
of the 42nd Highlanders.

Pullman car was little short ot miraculous.
The wheels were torn off, but the body of
the coach stood the erash with but little
damage,

Pinioned bemeath the huge engine the
rescuing party saw a woman. She was in
great agony and screaming for help. They
were powerless to help her. She was burn-
ed to death and her body reduced to ashes.

The fire burned fiercely until noon, when
the flames were gotten under control.

The occupants of one carriage were im-
prisoned by debris and in great peril. They
could see the flames slowly approaching
and suffered from the increasing heat. They
were rescued in the nick of time.

The engineer of the express train, him-
self badly- injured and held down by the
debris, implored the rescuers to save the
passengers and not mind him,

Signalman Holmes is in a pitiable condi-
thon of mental distress. His child had died
on-the previous night. He had usked the
station master for leave of absence, but had
been refused. He had vo' take his turn on
duty though greatly fatigued, and was so
tired that he fell asleep and neglected the
signals.

T0 RENDER THE CONDlle SAFE.

Views of Engineers om Mr, MeDougall's
Plan to Improve the Quality of
i the Water Supply.

Superintendent Hamilton was seen by
The World yesterday and asked his opinion
of the new scheme advanced by Mr. James
McDougall in Monday’s World. He said:
“The scheme is an old one. It was brought
forward in 1887 and considered by the
Waterworks Committee. It was then
thrown out, as it was thought better to
make a perfectly tight pipe and save the
continual and increasing expense of a
waterworks plant at the Izsland. There are
only two flexible joiuts between the
Waterworks dock and Hanlan’s point
and 14 between the point and the old
filtering basin. The water is still conveyed
through the old wooden conduit from the
lake shore to the filtering basin, and it is
there that the sand and some of the -bad
water get into the pipe. The pipe can be
made tight, and the department intend to
make it so0.”

Mr. John Galt, C.E., expressed about the
same opinion. “The pipe can be made so
tight; that not a drop of bay water can get
in, bdt it will cost money. The scheme to
avoid that expense by undertaking the per-
petual expense of maintaining a station at
the Island is the sheerest of folly, The
Jeaks will never grow less, bat will be apt
to increase, and the Island station would
be busily engaged in pumping lake water
into the bay.”

Principal J. M. A. Galbraith ef the School
of Practical Science was interviewed, but
he declined to speak. He made the trite
remsrk that ‘‘a professional man’s opinion
is no good unless it is paid for.” The
World would ask Mr. Galbraith if he drinks
city water and gives it to his family and if
as a citizen he takes any interest in the
welfare of his fellow-citizens?

Mr. Alexander Manning said: “It isa
question of expense; will it cost more to
make the pipe good or to build and main-
tain & new pumping /plant! In my mind
there is no doubt that the former is the
proper alternative.”

A Pumping Station On the Island,
Editor World: I notice the article in this
morning’s World regarding a pumping
station on she Island. I think I am the
firss person who recommended the pressure
plan on the conduit to prevent sewage from

being sucked into the water we drink.

I am of the opinion no engineer can
make of a flexible joint Eipe a water-tight
pipe ; to attempt to make the flexible pipe
tight is not feasible, no matteg how much
Gowanlock may swear, spit Or splutter :
then the only remedy in sight is the one I
propose, i.e., pressure. The men who put
down the pipe and who drew up the con-
tracs for the pipe should know gow much
Bre.uure it will stand. 'Certainly it should

e able to stand enough pressure to force all
leaks in the conduit out instead.of in as
now. In so far as pressure is concerned it
is simply a question of increasing the pres-
suie in the conduit to a greater pressure
than the welght of the water outside in the
bay. I do not care whether this is done as
I ‘proposed by pumping or as Mr. Me-
Dougal proposes, by a screw, 8o
long as it is done in the cheapest
effectual manner possible. When this is
done, if the City Engineer will then turn
his attention to a filtering basin and build
one as an outside circle to the reservoir
and say 10, 15 or 20 feet higher than high
water mark in the present reservoir, with
from 15 to 20 removable filters of gravel,
sand and charcoal - that can be removed
every two weeks and replaced with new
and fresh ones; then clear out the privy
pits and flush the sewers of the city once
each week, as is done in Paris, France, and
the death rate will fall from 8 to 10 per
cent, in 1893, providing the Don is turned
into Ashbridge’s Bay and all sewers now
emptying in the Don are carried to the
Toronto Bay along its banks. This will
put the city in good shape to fa.‘b;‘ cholera

Hurona and Monkseaton were
not affected with pleuro-pneumonia, buv
with broncho-pneumonia, or cornktalk
fever. They have all been slaughtered.

Free FromjDisease,

StraTFORD, Nov. 2.—W. P. McClure,
V.8., received instructions from Prof. Mec-
Eachern, Dominion Inspector, to visit sev-
eral herds in Oxford, which he did, and
ascertain beyond doubt that pleuro-pneu-
monia did not exist among the cattle. The
nerds visited were those of Mr. Kennedy,
James Munroe and Councillor Munroe, all
of whom sold cattle recently to Mr. Me-
Culloch, the well-known shipper. In this
shipment there were 42 head, and it was
claimed on their arrival in England that
one of the cows was affected with disease.
It is thought this must be a mistake, as all
the other.cattle are free from any disease.

W. H. Gilcher, which is supposed tb have
gone down in Lake Michigan, has given the
boat up as lost. He said shortly before
noon to-day: ‘I am convinced that the
;;qon we have not heard from the Gilcher
is because there is none of the crew alive to
tell the tale,

“Therg were:d8 men aboard, with Capt.
Weeks of Vermildon in command. His
first mate was Capt. Ed. Porter of Lor»
aine. Sydney Jones of Marine City, Mich.,
was chief eng'aﬁ . There wasa wheelman
named King, ‘who

formerly lived in Ver-
millicn, but has lately made his home in
Chieago.

“The eonly sailor known by me was a
young man named Thompson, who hailed
from Vermillion. Formerly nearly the entire
crew were from Vermillion, but about a
month ago Capt. Weeks whilé in Buffalo
discharged most of his old men and shi%ged
new sailors whose names have never been
reported to the general office.”

The Gilcher was an iron boat, built by
the Cleveland Shipbuilding Company and
put into service a vear ago last May. She
was valued at $200,000 and was insured for
$180,000.< She had a cargo of 3080 tons ot
coal and was bound from Buffalo to Mil-
waunkee. She was last heard from when
she passed Mackinaw Friday. Itis the
general supposition here that she must have
struck upon the South Fox reef during the
storm of Friday night and had a bole
knocked into her bottom.

The builders of the Gilcher claim that
the wreckage now being washed ashore does
not tally with any part of the work done
on this boat. Her owners are convinced,
however, that she has gone down with all
on board.

She carried a large metallic life-boat and
enough small boats to carry about 30 men.
8o far as is known here there were no

In most civilized countries there is &
 public prosecutor, whose business it is to
set the criminal law in motion against all
who seem to be within the grip of it. We
have not any such officer in Ontario. Per-
haps we do not like the notion of a mominee
of the crown kept up to his work by the
jealousy of public opinion, which would
criticise his salary tor the work done for it,
prying ex-officio into all our acts, seeking
whom he may prosecute, going about ‘to
sniff out moral taints and call the devil over
his own coals.” Perhaps we do not like the
notion, because we think we can get along
pretty well with the machinery for prose-

cntion already at our disposal.

The Attorney-General, who is the chief
law officer of the crown, is indeed in one
sense a public prosecutor. It is his duty,
on being satisfied that a punishable erime |
is committed, to take such steps as are cal-
culated to lead to the punishment of the
eriminal. He is bound to see that the sus-

P P are arrested; that a full in-
quiry: is had into  the case before s magis-
_ trate; that, if committed for trial, the
_prisoner shall be duly pursued at the
assizes or sessions; and it is his duty
to demand judgment and execution of
the sentence in the event of a
_tyerdict” of guilty being returned.

But the Attorney-General proceeds in a
case or abstains from entering upon it dc-
cording to his discretion, and his interven-
tion is practically, limited, as indeed _it
should be, to cases of great public interest, |
to cases where the Crowh is direotly con-
perned, or to cases which it would be scan-
dalous to leave unquestioned. Many minor
offences’are prosecuted by the authorities of
the counties in which they are committed.

The World does not favor the appoint-

ment of a public pr tor, but it t bus
point out the existing unsatisfactory manner
manner in which affairs are conducted.
The desirability of having a properly
organized provincial police force of say
half a dozen men, in chargo of a responsible

. head, thoroughly familiar with the detec-
tive service, is a desiderata, the necessity
of which has frequently been pointed out,
and the great increase of crimes of unusual
gravamen in this province of late em-
phasizes the demand for such an auxiliary
of the Attorney-General’s office.

Mr., Blake at Harvard,

The Honorable Edward Blake on the
sducational platform is usually both elo-
guent and wise. The character of his mind
is didactic, hjs failure as a politician arises
from his ineapacity to subordinate this
faculty to the practical exigencies that eon-
front a‘statesman.

What ought to be is one thing, which so
often antagonizes what can be, that he who
is bent upon some ideal is apt to let oppor-
tunities slip for the accomplishment of less
desirable, but the only possible policy or
scheme.

Mr. Blake in a speech at Harvard Uni-
versity declared that ‘‘the wider the basis
of demoeracythemore extended the theory of
wbsolute populargovernment, themore essen-
\ial is it that there should be provided for
jhem trained and schooled leadersof thought
\nd influence, hence in a country governed
like the States and Canads the most im-
portant institutions that can be suggested
to the imagination are the universities of
the land.”

“ Without derogating from the value of
universities we should be inclined to regard
the education of the people as of supreme
importance in a democratically-governed
state. Universities flourish, and have for
centuries flourished, in lands where the
“common people,” so-called, that is, the
classes outside the professions, are, and
have been, kept without political or social
liberty. The most potent ‘‘leaders of
thought and influence” the world has known
in the realm of politics have been nien with-
oni the great advantage of university train-
ing.

An{ideal democracy is an educated people;
with that assured there will be no lack of
leadersof high intellectual culture, asdemand
oreates supply, and the more general educa-
tion is diffused the higher is the apprecia-
tion of those educational accomplishments
which are the fruit of university training.

Mr. Blake made a good point in stating
to his American audience that ‘‘the sys-
tem of the Republic is not free enough for
Canadians.” Here we can change the
Executive any day, there it is immovable
for a term of years.

In discussing the Irish problem Mr.
Blake showed his preference for mere
doctrinaire theories to practical ideas. He
declared that “‘the only way to settle the
question in Ireland is to convert the occu-
pant into the proprietor of the soil,” which
he said would make that land ‘‘the crown
and glory and strength, instead of the
shame, weakness and despair of the British
Empire.” We feel like crying, ‘‘Question,
question!” on hearing such a dogmatic ut-
terance about the land problem, when the
one before the country is not, who shall
own the soil of Ireland, but, by whom, and
how, shall it be governed?

Mr. Blake, it has been proclaimed by
himself and friends, has entered the British
Parliament to advance the cause of Home
Raule in Ireland. Yet at Harvard he stated
his egnviction to be that, the ‘‘only way”
to pacify the Irish was to convert the oc-
supants of land into its proprietors,to make
svery tenant his own landlord. We venture
}o prophesy, if Mr. Blake says this to Mr.
[ladstone, he willbe reminded of the fact
that the question ‘*before the meeting” " is
mot one of land tenure, but the policy of
giving self-government to the Irish and
that turning tenants into landlords is not
st present ‘‘practical politics.”

In another part of his Harvard speech
Mr. Blake said: ““The ultimate satisfactory
solution of the Irish question to be achieved
with the ripening of public opinion is more
eomplete federation of Britain itself.”

| nor does one to any degree involve the

other. Yet each are said by Mr. Blake to
be alone capable of settling Ireland: We
are as much puzzled by the Harvardspeech
as to this distinguished publicist’s views as
we were and are as to thése set forth in his
celebrated post-election letter.

. A Suggestion to Lenders,

In view of & number of properties falling
into the hands of loan companies and banks
it is desirable for them to consider well the
best policy -to adopt under the circum-
stances. It needs no argument to show
that & loan company or bank cannot man-
age and handle real estate as well as a per-
son interested therein and familiar with
such work. The care of property, the
making repairs, the renting, the watching
tenants, all are things needing special ex-
perience and special promptitude. We
submit that in any case where the loan has
been made to & person capable of discharg-
ing these functions it would be most
prudent when trouble occurs for the lender
to place such property in the borrowpr's
hands until the elond lifts. Further, as
the depression will pass away, it would be
good policy to make some concession to
borrowers in the way of a lower rate of in-
terest, and by all possible means to help the
properties to be “carried,” rather than to
force sales, which will only ' make matters
worse. By the exercise of a little patience

bd judgment, as suggested, and by ex-
nding the time for payments, say for two
years, to those whose ability and probity
can be relied upon, we are satisfied the loan
companies and the banks will . best serve
their own interests and do a public service
in quieting the public mind.

Sand in the Hoists of Eleyators Comes

Expensive—suggested Proviso in
Agreements. \
The meeting of the Waterworks Coin-
mittee yesterday afternoon was character-
ized by some ‘‘higher criticism” of the sup+
erintendent of the department by Ald. Meo-
Murrich.

Ald. Gowanlock presided and there were
present Ald.

THe said that
on the recommendation of Mr. Hamilton
the committee had placed an order for a
steel lining for the old pumping well, ‘but
to-day,” continued Mr. McMurrich, ‘‘he
sends in a re})ort. in which he states that
the broken plates can be replaced and the
well made as good as’a new one. He should
have discovered this before.”

This clause was added to the superin-
tendent’s report:

“Qwing to the number of claims for dam-
ages to hoists, etc., caused by sand, and as
there will be a certain amount of sand com-
ing in with the water until the six-foot
wooden pipe is replaced by a metal pipe, I
think it would be desirable to stop supplying
water for power unless the parties using
water for that pu will agree to take
water as we get it. In fact legislation should
be obtained if necessary for that purpose.
When hoists get out of order it is a very
difficult matter to decide the amount that is
due to the ordinary wear and tear of
machinery or from the presence of foreign
matter that may get into the water.

It was decided to notify the authorities
at Upper Canada College that if they de-
sire to continue the use of city water they
must not allow their main to be tapped.
Dr. Larratt Smith, who has already tapped
the mam, will not be interfered with.

Superintendent Hamilton's printed re-
port will be considered at the next meeting.

THE NEW DISINFECTOR.

It Is Said to Be an Lmprovement on the

Old One,
The Health Department received its new
superheated steam disinfector yesterday.
1t is to replace the one given to the Do-
minion Governmentfor use at Grosse Isle.
It cost $2500 and will be defray the
Federal Government. 1

The disinfector is a ‘'steel cycinder ten
feet long and by four and a half feet in
diameter. Oue end projects into the
disinfecting room, where clothing from
infected houses is deposited. The cloth-
ing is subjected for 15 minutes to dry
steam at a temperature of 230 degrees,
and is then taken out and re-
tarned to the owners. The steam
is 80 dry that the finest fabric is not dam-
aged by the process. Postcards are being
issued to householders where contagious
diseases exist requesting them to notify the
Health Department when they are ready
to have their clothing disinfected.

Dr. Allen is as proud as can be over his
new disinfector. ‘It is an improvement
on the one we had betore,” said he to The
World. “In fact, it is the best in the
world.”

TORONTO'S ICE SUPPLY.

What the Health Department Intends
Doing to Ensure Its Purity.

Aggressive will be the measures taken by
the Health Department to ensure a pure
supply of ice for the city. 9

The cutting of ice, either for caoling or
domestic  purposes, will e prohi-
bited on Toronto Bay, Ashbridge’s
Bay, the Humber and Don Rivers. Packers
may be permitted to cut icer in (renadier
Pond, but there is even a possibility of this
being prohibited, there having been a good
deal of decayed vegetable matter, etc., dis-
covered there. Small’s Pond will probably
be also condemned.

Medical Health Officer Allen is being
flooded with communications from brewers,
packers, etc., praying for permission to cut
bay ice for cooling purposes. Not a few of
them pray that their petition be granted on
account of the high rate of taxation.

A large congregation of them is expected
at Friday’s meeting of the Board of Health.

He Ran Against the City.

A short time agoa Mr. Lock put a grano-
lithic pavement down in a private lane run-
ning north from 16  Front-street
west, the costs being borne in equal
parts by himself and three others
baving access to the same. It is claimed
that one of the parties to the agreement has
broken faith. And so yesterday Mr. Lock
tore up a portion of the crossing in front of
the lane with a view to obstructing the
entrance. In doing this he ran pgainst the
city, and now Street Commissioner Jones
is after him with a long and sharp stick.

The City and the ;—tl'oet Rallway.
Next week Judge Macdougall will hear
the arguments in a case of the City of To-
ronto against the Street Railway Company.
The question involved is the revenue on
which the company should pay a per-
centage. They aver that they should not
pay the city on the tickets as they are
sold, but as they are collected, for a ticket
until used is ooly a promissory note. The
other bone of conteation is the revenue re-

ceived from the advertising in the cars.

Building Permits,

During the month of October the City
Commissiéner’s Department issued permits
for the erection of new buildings and al-
terations to cost $192,025, compared with
$246,810 for the same month last vear. The
total for the year up to Oct. 31 was §2,-
169,805, against $3,837,465 for the same
period of 1891. Yesterday the Bell Tele-
phone Co. took out a permit for the erec-
tion of a onme-story brick storebovse in
Price’s-lane, to cost $2000. William Briggs
was granted a permit to put up a one-
story brick addition to stores at Maitland
and Yonge-streets at a cost of $500.

Bloor to KElm-avenue, and upon all such
streets in the vicinity of the Union Station
as may from time to time be ordered by the
Cil& ngineer.

ooden poles may be erected in other
streets, but the City Engineer may order
their removal with the approval of two-

rate of 150 per annum.

The wooden poles now erected may be
continued provided they are equal to the
standard. In streete upon which tracks
may hereafter be laid the company is to
place iron or wooden poles according to the
discretion of the City Engineer. g

The poles are not to be less than 110 feet
apart, and the trolley wires are to be sus-
pended at least 18 foet from the ground.

Personal Liabllity on Mortgages.

Editor World: Iam glad to see from
your article on ““Real Estate” that the per-
sonal covenant in mortgages is to be dis-
cussed in the,coming soseion of the Ootario
Leguslature. It may be hoped that the re-
sult will be its abolition, for in ‘the first
place most people when they siga a mort-
gage are mnot aware of this cdvenant being
contained in the mortgage, and in the next
place such a covenant is vicions in princi-
ple, for it gives double and undue security
to the money-lender, who by valuing“the
property previous to making the loan ~has
full opportunity to measure his risk, and
has.therefore no more moral right to per-
sonal security in addition than the
trader who examines his goods be-
fore he purchasesgll them has to
hald +the seller if the goods do mot
realize his expectations, When a man buys.
goods he is supposed to satisfy himself as to
their value before the sale is made; but
after the bargain is struck be has to take
all risks, and so should it be with land;
and even then the capitalist has ‘an ad-
vantage over the trader because the land
can’t run away, while the merchant may
lose his moveable goods if they gefinto the
hands of dishonest persons. 4.5

1 observe, further, that...The.World
quotes Bailiff Gegg as saying that the land-
lord has not, in the present state of the
law, sufficient security to induce him to
invest in houses. ere Mr. Gegg evi-
dently has an .eye to his, own bosiness,
for he well knows thaf the landlord
can require his rent inadvance, and it is
his own fault if he does not let on this
principle. If he choose to credit a tenant
with rent why then he is in the same box
as the.storekeeper who credits his goods,
that is all, except this that his house can-
not run away; while the debtor can, so that,
as in the matter of land, he still has an ad-
vantage over the trader.

The fact is that if ever right rules the
world the advantage of the capitalist over
the trader must be abolished. The capitalist
is a non-producer and lives on the labor of
others; and on an average has more intelli-
gence and judgment as to risks than the
worker, for the reason that he has
more leisure to acquire intelligence than
the worker, who is occupied with his work.
Why then should he hold both the work
and the worker to the last grain of his
pound of flesh?

And yet the world wonders at the in-
crease of suicides! Why the factis that
when a man has lost all the gains of his
life work at the hands of the capitalist
and the bailiff, who, while non-producers
themselves, gobble up all he has produced
and rear fartunes on his ruin, it is the
thought of this and the loss of hope
through these men that lead him to suicit}e.
It is, in fact, the capitalist and the bailiff
who are the main cause of snicides, when
there is no woman in the case (and many a
poor woman has been slowly murdered in
the same way). Equrry.

The road-house is almost completed, the
stables will be finished in a week, the
foundation of the grand stand is laid{" and
the grading of the track is almost done.

The track will cost $75,000 or $100,000,
whiéh is‘more than the original estimate;
but vhe directors wisely decided to spend
more than they had first intended and
make it not only the best in Canada,but one
of the finest in America. The trotting track
on the inside is a full mile, and 60
feet wide, and the running track nine fur-
longs and 70 feet wide, They are separated
by a low fence, except in front of the grand
stand, where the width for some distance is
130 feet, giving plenty of room to starta
large field of horses. The home stretch is
about a guarter of a mile long and the tracks
are so laid that the spectators can'have a
splendid view of the races. The diameter
from fence to fence inside the tracks is 729
feet.

When the grading is done a loam will be
spread on the track for the runners. The
land is well drained, and in the event of
rain the water will be quickly carried away.
The turns are easy and, with such long
back and home stretches, the - tracks are

\bound to be fast.

The road-house is built of brick, two
stories high, with & pavilion from where
the club members can view the races if they
g0 desire. It is situated at the southeast
corner. 'There are three stables p3 ft. x 24
ft. and one 20 ft. x 12 ft. along the side
road. These will accommodate 70 or 80
horses. The main entrance will be off the
side road, and there will be an avenue
drive to the grand stand and another to the
road-house, These carriage urives will
extend around the outside of the tracks.
The saddling paddock andianother
stable 100 ft. x 40 ft. will be builtdouth of
the main line of the Grand Trunk.! The
grand stand, which will be 250 foet long,
will accommodate 2500 or 3000 people. ft
will be & short distance trom the paddock,
and east of the stand will be the betting
ring, which will be ‘100 feet x 24 feet.
There will be a lawn in front of the stand.
No money will be spared to provide good
sccommodation for the spectators, and as
the directors have scen the best tracks in
the country all modern ideas will be intro-
duced.

The track will be opened with a running
meeting the first weck in June, following
the Ontario Jockey Club, Purses of $15,000
will be hung out and inducements wiil be
offered to get the best horses in the country.
As Buffale is talking of holding & running
meeting it is likely that a circuit composed
of Hamilton, Toroato, Montreal, Buffalo and

,perhaps London and Detroit will be formed.

“After the track is opened a program of
stake events for future meetings will be
acranged, and the Ontario Jockey Ciub will
be asked to consens to the race for the
Queen’s Plate being run here every ‘other
year. The Jockey Club has not been
organized, but when it is J. M. Lottridge
wﬁl probably be the president.

Two running and two trotting meetings
will be held every year. - Trotting races
have not been very popular here of late
years, but large purses will be given and
ﬁ:od horses are bound to enter.
