a jury at 6.45 last

evening found Walter

MacWherrell guilty of

the horrible butchery

perpetrated on the

Middle-road, Toronto

township, on Thureday; Deo, 14, last. The

jury were out an hour and ten minutes, but

there was no balloting. The twelve men

were unanimous as to the man’s guilt when

they entered their room. They remained
out solely for the aake of appearances.

The acoused was tried only for the
murder of James Williams, the law
providing that = person cannot be
charged with two murders on onme
indictment even it they are committed at
the same time. Of course the second in-
dictment will not now be tried.

The same jury declared that John Walk-
er, indicted jointly with MacWheryell for
the murder, was not guilty. They were
practically unanimous in this degision be-
fore leaving the box, only one juror having
any suspicion that Walker sccompanied
MacWherrell to the Williams place, and he
was speedily converted. Under the new
criminal code a man indicted
for murder cannot be found guilty asan
accessory after the fact. To this circum-
stance Walker may owe his discharge. He
was remanded back to jail, and will have to
answer at the Fall Assizes on the charge of
being an accessory after the fact to the
murder of Eliza Williams.

John Cory, the hired man, will still be
held in custody pending the next trial.

MacWherrell’s counsel is considering
whether to carry the case to the Court of
Appes), but it is not likely this will be
done. No effort will be made for executive
clemency.

MacW Lierrell was sentenced to be hanged
on Friday, Juoe 1, the day of execution
being purposely and rightly delayed in or-
der to afford plenty of time for any cir-
cumstances to develop which might tend to
throw further light on the tragedy.

After MacWhetrell had been  sentenced
a remarkable scene occurred. In a state-
ment, which occupied one hour and 22
minutes in the making, he corroborated in
almost every minor detail the chain
of circumstantial evidence established
by the ‘crown, but denied the
commission of the crime and “repeatedly
called upon God to witness his innocence.

The opening day of leafy June will in
ail human probability witness thefirst hang-
ing in Peel County. There have been three

der trials here before, but all escaped
sthe gullows. Singular to eay in .two -of
these cases the evidence was purely cir-
cumstantial and both of them were com-
mitted in Caledon Township, of which

Fortunate in His Co

ability. On all points of law Mr. Robin-
ette displayed learning and alertness.

MacWherrell Cails God to Witness His
Innocence —Speaks for an Hour,

At 6.32, jast 62 minutes after they had
retired, the sheriff announced that the
jury were ready to return. His Lordship
ascended the bench and adjusted his
glasses, the crowd in the court room be-
~ame silent and the prisoner Walker
turned his eyes anxiously toward the jury.
MacWherrell, however, kept his eyes on
the judge and never once glanced at the
men who were about to pronounce his
doom,

Deputy-Sheriff Daggan having polled the
jury, the clerk of the court asked: *What
say you, gentlemen of '!he jury, are the
prisoners at the bar guilty or not guilty?”

Amid an ominous gilence Foreman James
Stubbs arose and said: “William Walter
MacWherrell guilty; John Walker not
guilty

“Oh

MacWherrell twisted around in his seat
and a hard look of desperate defiance
darkened his face like the shadow of an
evil angel’s dusky wing., Then - he called
his counsel over and announced that he
wished to make a statement before being
sentenced.

To Walker His Lordship said: “John Ed-
ward Walker, the jury have on this trial
found you not guilty. If there was nothing
more against you you might receive your
discharge. 1t would be improper, however,
to have you tried at these assizes by a panel
of the same jurors on the other <charge
against you, and this will be trav ersed to
the next assizes. 1n the meantime you will
remain in custody in charge of the sherif.”
Walker was then removed from the dock.
In passing the jary box he bowed his thanks
to the jurors,

A Dramntic Scene,

County Crown Attorney McFadden then
moved for the sentence of the court upon
MacW herrell.
* Justice Ferguson: Prisoner, stand up.
William Walter MacWherrell, have you
anything to say why the sentence of the
court should not be pronounced upon you
for the felony of which you bave been con-
victed?

Then occurred a scene the like of which
for dramatic effect had nevar previously
been witnessed 1n & Canadian court of jus-
tice. Bravado never made such an exhibi-
tion before. As early as Tuesday last,
when Mr. Osler gave bis opening - address,
the prisoner had seen the gathering black-
ness of the storm; had heard the halting
gtep of the fate that dogs the guilty; he
knew the tread of Nemesis and had eyer
since waited, despairing but unconquered,
for the coming doom.

I'm an innocent man and I wish: to Jet
the people see that I am innocent., The
jury that convicted me are responsible for
my life.”

His frequent bursts of blaspbemy, his ac-
cusations against Moody and John Cory and
his final remark that on the day of his
hanging he would be five feet nearer
Heaven than any of those whojhad accused
him disgusted evenfthose who have become
accustomed to exhibitions of this nature
and destroyed what little sympathy might
otherwise have been entertained for the
man, 1t showed him utterly . devoid of
fesling. It clinched the theory thut he
was the murderer, for it roved him a
stamp of man_quite capable of butchering
inoffensive old men and women.

Although told with a nicety as to details
that was wearisome, the story was listened
to throughout by every man and woman
present.

To Hang June 1

His Lordship: The sentence of the court
upon you, William Walter MacWherrell,
is that you be taken from whence you came

and there remain until Friday, June 1,
when you shall be hanged by the neck until
ou are dead.

«All right,your Lordship,”remarked Mac-
Wherrell, resuming his seat, “I'll have
a better chance to get to heaven than
some of you, for I'll be five feet higher than
you will be on June 1.”

Simultaneously with the -sentence there
was a wild burst ot hysterics from some
women in the gallery.

MacW herrell faced round and called out:
“Don’t. ery, I'm not afraid to die. Fmno
coward.”

The prisoner was promptly suppressed.

The court was then cleared and Mac:
Wherrell was taken back to jail and s
death watch immediately placed upon him.

After he had spoken about an hour his
counsel advised him to cut his remarks
short. This he did to a certain extent.
When he thought the judge or reporters
were not followiog him he frequently stop-
ped talking and: waited till they turned
their eyes in his direction.. Three times he
complained either the reporters or his coun-
sel were not taking down what he said.

MR. ROBINETTE'S ADDRESS.

A Masterly “Plea On Behalf of His
Ullent, o

Mr. Robinette s address to the jury was
a fine effort. He claimed that the crown
had pot produced sufficient evidence to
warrant the jury in concluding that the
prisoners were guilty, notwithstanding the
stupendous efforts put forth by theauthori-
ties to collect all material faots, All the
testimony was of the class called circum-
stantial evidence. No onesaw the deed com-
mitted. Certain ciggumatances and facts have
been provenfrom Which the crown ulu{ou to
infer that the accused are guilty o the
murder. There has been a great deal of
evidence given by detectives and police
officers—men whose business iz the hunting
down of crime. It is necessary that you
should be warned against this class of evi.
dence, for the professional zeal of detectives
teads them to set up a theory and then to
concentrate their efforts in hunting up cir-
cumstances that will fit into tbat sheory.

Mr. Robinette then proceeded to review
the evidence, Great stress was laid on the
fact that while numerous witnesses testified
that there was blood bespattered in all
directions, the crown had been unable to
prove that there was & speck of blood
on MacWherrell’s clothes, although they
were all produced. Why had not the crown
brought forward the report of an analyst
with respect to these clothes? Wasit because
they knew that there were no blocdstains
on the clothes? The Crown will contend

Is that prob-
able?  The evidence of the scattering of
blood was overwhelming, and it was not &
likely possibility that the murderers nad
escaped without receiving @ spattering of
blood. They had failed to trace the pipe
found in the Williams’ house to the prisoner.
They proved that he had a different pipe
when he returned to the one he carried away
with him, but both wereshort pirl. and to-
tally unlike the one found, Now as to
the knob of the crop known to bcloni_to
MacWherrell and the Xonion of the whip-
stock which was found at the Williams
place and which fitted into the knob., Al-
though there had been frequeunt searches of
the premises between Dec. 18 and Dec. 29
this stick was not found until the last-men-
tioned day. And besides it has been
proven that this stick was not the oue
which belonged to MacWherrell. The at-
tempt to prove that a purse and revolver
sold by Walker belonged to Williams had
failed. The only identification of the purse
was that of a former hired man, who said
he saw it once when Mrs, Williams was

But the young newsboy. who
purchased it admitted that he also had
mended the purse and might have made
the stitches which the hired man testifies
were made by Mrs. Williama. Then
they had u{duccd evidence to show
that the crown had refrained from
producing anothsr purse found. They had
suppressed this because it answered to the
description of a purse carried by old man
Williams a few days before his death,
Walker happened to sell & revolver and the
crown proved that three or four years ago
Williams had a revolver of ancient date.
Where was the revolver? Why had the
crown not produced the pistol and establish-
ed its identity with the one which young
Moody saw at Willinms'?

The Outter Tracks.

Mr. Robinette claimed that the cutter
tracks formed an important link in the
evidence. He contended that the descrip-
tion of the tracks as given by the first per-
sons on the scene unmistakably established
that the tracks musy have been made on
Friday night. Supporting this was the
fact that -the authorities were unable to
ascertain where the horse and rig were
stabled on Thursday night. And they
were assisted by the publication of an ex-
cellent portrait of the horse and rig in
The World newspaper, & paper W ich
had already by this very means
brought about the identification of one or
more unknown persons. Notwithstanding
a request that persons who had seen
the cutter on Thursday night, Dec. 14, send
in their names, not one person came for-
ward, except Police Consta le Cross, whose
evidence was utterly worthless. He swears
that he saw two men in a cutter drive past
him in College-street at 10 o'clock Thursday
night, And with only this glimpse of the
turnout he is prepared to come here and
testify that he believes the horse Coltie aud
the democrat rig were the oneshe saw, and
the prisoners, the two men, who were seat:
ed in the cutter, would any jury be ustified
in concluding that these men had the horse
and cutter Thursday, iu the absence of any
corroborative testimony, and in view of the
fact that Cross did not sse the taces of these
men?

A Torrible Arraignment -Against the Ace
ocused Prisoners.

“*You are here, gentlemen,” began Mr.
Osler, “‘to enquire whether the two men in
the dock have forfeited their lives to their
country’s laws or not. You must approach
the question courageously snd fearlessly
and do your dutiyﬁto your country -and to
the prisoners, t us first touch on the
facts not in dispute, or not substantislly
in dispute, First, it is admitted that the
murder was committed by someone unseen
~~some one or some two. At all events, on
Friday the horse and cutter were found in
the possession of the prisoners. Then, can
it be substantially disputed that the time of
the killing was the time of the stealing? If so,
then it goes far to prove that the prisoners
committed the murder. It is a presumps«
tion of law that he who is found
in possession of stolen goods is
the thief, and the law casts
upon him the burden of proving that ho is
not the thief. The ordinary excuse that
they got possession of the goods from s man
they had never seen before—some one that
had since vanished into air—that excuse
ordinarily does not prevail. That burden
of proof is upon the prisoners and not upon
the crown. How did they get those goods,
und oubtedly the dead man’s property, un-
doubtedly stolen at the time of tge murder
If there is no good, if there is no reasonable
excuse given for possession of the goods,
what can, what should the jury do? Have
the defence shifted the onus by their ex-
planations back again to the crown? The
statements made by MaoWherrell to differ+
ent persons told against _his 1nnocence.
First he said he purchased the rig on
Thursday and again he claimed it was Fri«
day. If on Thursday the old people must
have been murdered while he was at Wil-
liams’. He says he reached Scholes’ at 8
o'clock, That statement brings him to
Williams’ at the time of the murder. Look

A Remarkable Coincidence,

Can you imgaine such a coincidence thut
he should be there looking for work, that he
should be overtaken by two men who were ab
the house murdering the old couple,and that
MacWherrell should purchase the horse
from them?

One or Two Men?

Let us take up the question whether the
murder was committed by one or two men.

The first blow re-
ceived by the old lady wasat the back door.
How would one man strike the old lady at
the door and still leave the old man at the
_table not even attempting to get his legs
up, which would be his first instinct. Did
one man go in and strike the old man with
some instrument u blow he never knew of ?
There is no doubt that the men went there
for the purpose of doing what they
did, and it was done like a flash.
We suggest that he brought that
crop. The case doesn’t . depend
upon it by any means. No man goes
to commit murder, however, without tak-
ing somiething to do it with. The handle
to that knob broke, and he had to fall back
on the boot or potato masher. The doctors
say one of the wounds on the man was ap-

the case. The counsel nad so well and so
minutely gone over the evidence and its
bearings on tbe prosecution and defence
that to go over it again might seem a repe-
tition. He was not called upon nor did he
intend to go into the smaller details. His
duty was to refer to the salient points of
the testimony.

He would now do what in the earlier
part of the trial he did not intend to, refer
to the medical testimony introduced pro-
bably to throw doubt upon the mode ot
death. The attention of the jury was
called to the fact that James Williams was
dead. The question was, was he murdered?
It was claimed that he was murdered by
some one. It was mnot a question
of who committed the act, but whether
the prisoners or either of them
did it. The issue that the crown
undertakes is to prove bayond a reasonable
doubt that they were the men. The
prisoners were not obliged to say anything.-

The medical men show with certainty
that death was caused by the blows. No
one ¢an fail to conceive that the person
who killed the one killed both, leaving no
one to tell the tale. Four medical men
were sworn and all admitted that the
wounds caused death.

The evidence was then reviewed, be-
ginning with that of Cory. Cory had met
MacWherrell in Fitzgerald’s Hotel and
there told the prisoner of the place he had
left. The prisoner could not have gone
there except to look for work. Up to that
time he hadno motive to gotherefor the pur-
pose of committing a crime. From the
conversation MacWherrell had with ggveral
people, it was evident that, in his own
Janguage, he was *‘strapped.” He may have
had some money, but not much. What he
said on his way to the Williams’ place may
have a bearing on his conduct throughout.

It seems to me there
is much evidence that is strong. The
evidence against Walker is not so strong as
against MacWherrell, but I am very far
from saying thav there is no evidence
sgainst Walker.

HRE EXPLAINS RIS POLIOY TO AN
EVINBURGH AUDIENCE.

An English Majority Not Necessary To
Convince England of the Justice of
Ireland’s Canse—The Lords, He Says,
Oannot Longer Thwart the Commons—
Gladstone Still a Political Factor,

Loxpox,March 18,.-Mr, Gladstone’s season
of rest at Brighton by mno means implies
that he has freed himself from the turmoil
of politics. On the coutrary he is very
much in evidenece in the political - trials
now going on before the country. He
keeps up regular communication with the
Ministers, advising them in all matters
submitted to him, and has written to the
Liberal whips that he is in readiness at any
time Lo respond to their summons to ' take
part in any important division or debate
should his presence in the House of Com-
mons become necessary. The conviction
is growing in the inpef ministerial circle
that the Grand Old Man’s retirement
is not final. The .general expectation is
that he will make occasional reappearances
in Parliament pending the result of the
operation which is to be performed upon
his eye. .

The Irish Party.

The changes in the Irish Nationalist Com-
mittee which took place at the recent three
days’ meeting in committee room No. 15,
in the House, will give the Dillonites a ma-
jority, but will not_impair the solidarity of
the party. The Healyites have accepted
the deposition of Arthur O’Connor from the
secretaryship in favor of William Abraham
with fairly good grace, and have been
thrown a sop in the selection of Donald
Sullivan, member for West th, to act as
joint secretary with Abraham.

Opposition to the New Ministers.

The Unionists have decided to put up
candidateés to oppose the return of the min-
isters whose change of office in the minis-
try has necessitated their re-election to
Parliament. The only exception made is
in the case of Herbert Gladstone, who was
returned yesterday without opposition.

An English Majority Not Necesdary for
Home Rule,

Lord Rosebery was received in Edinburgh
Saturday by cheering crowds, Thousands
filled the streets on his royte from the rail-
way station to the Corn Exchange. More
than 50,000 Liberals had gathered at the
Exchaage to hear him speak.

The most important part of the Premier’s
address was his -explanation of the state-
ment made by bim on March 13 in the
House of Lords concerning his attitude to
Home Rule:

“When I spoke in the House of Lords,”
he ssid, *I declared with frankness and
perspicuity 'my  attitude to Home
Rule. Unfortunately the interpretation
which my opponents put upon my
words was not what I meant when I utter-
ed them in the House of Lords. If rightly
interpreted my words must have carried
the conviction to the hears of England that
whar I said was a truism, although not at
all in the sense in which the Unionists in-
terpreted them. The advocates of Home
Rauie know ;yt if they were to wait for the
predominating vote of England they might
never carrying anything. The present
Government have carried the Parish Coun-
cils’ bill for England with the Irish vote,
It is not necessary'to demand an KEaoglish
majority to carry 8 Home Rule bill or to
beat the English vote in order to convince
the English people of the justice of Irish
Home Raule.,” [Cheers.]

The Times the Organ of Dissension,

The situation to which he had referred,
he continued, was a familiar one. The
House of Lords, for instance, might be said
to have England at its back; yet in ordinary
circles of the country just now the people
had risen ten to one against the Upper
Chamber. Why his words had been mis-
interpreted was quite evident. A certain
party sought to sow dissension between
the Irish and Liberals. The organ of this
party, The London Times, had wilfully
misrepresented his utterances.

Wiil Face the Vital Danger of the Upper
Chamber,

After paying bis respects to The Times,
Lord Rosebery said that he would leave the
subject ot Irish affairs in which the Govern-
ment policy had remained exactly as it was
under Gladstone, and would: speak briefly
of the Government’s intentions in other
directions. He promised that Scottish and
Welsh disestablishment should be made
Government measures, The Government
would also give ‘a day, he said, to debate
on the Miners’ Eight Hour bill, and would
spare no efforts vo secure its passage. The
(abinet were determined to maintain the
supremacy of the navy as the best guaran-
tes of the peace of Europe. He himself had
often pointed out the dangers of an here-
ditary chamber. The Government must
now face the vital danger of such a cham-
ber, because the Commons could no longer
be thwarted by theaction of a non-elective
body of legislators. [Cheers.]

Loxpox, March 19,—The Times says: In
Edinburgh Lord Rosebery * admitted that
Home Rule for all immediate practical pur-
poses was completely shelved. His own
instincts are clearly imperial.

THE TARIFF MEASURE READY

THE BUDGET CONFIDENTLY EXPEC-
TED ON WEDNESDAY ABTERBNOON.
PRSI "

Finishing Touches to the Tarl Bill Made
Saturday Night—The House Wil Ad-
journ from Wed day to Tuesd
Archbishop Tache Says the Manitoba
Minority Will Not Appenl.

Orrawa March 17.—The only topics of
conversation about the lobbies to-day have
been the announcement made by Sic John
Thompson on Friday afternoon that the
Mipister of Finance would make his
Budget Speech on Wednesday and the
question of the Easter holidays. Of
course, a8 the address has mot been
passed, it  is im possible t>  say
positively  that  the budget  will
be delivered on Wednesday, because it is
within the power of the Opposition to ob-
struct the adoption of the address, and so
throw the Budget Speech over until after
the Easter holidays. From the best infor-
mation which can be had it does not, how-
ever, sppear to be the intention of the Op-
position to obstruct, and Sir Richard Cart-
wright’s bombastic talk on Friday night
about a long debate on the budget is re-
garded as mere effervescence on the part of
that doughty knigbt and not to have any
serious meaning.

The Tarllf Bill Ready,

The Government is quite prepared to
bring down the tariff measure. Counsel
sat ull day yesterday and had another
meeting last night av which it is understood
the last touches to the tariff were made,
and Mr. Foster will be quite prepared to go
on with the Budget on Wednesday. The
present program is understood to be
to get through with the address to-morrow
if possible and if not on Tuesday.
Then Mr. Foster will make his budget
speech on  Wednesday afternoon and Sir
Richard Cartwright will reply and the de-
bate will be adjolgned till after the Easter
holidays, which will extend from Wednes-
daiy night to Tuesday afternoon.

t is said that the Government will not
press the continuation of the budget debate
immediately after the Easter recess, but
will allow a few days to elapse so that the
Opposition may-have all the time they
please to study the tariff changes, and
vhat some of the usual returns of receipts
and expenditure which Sir Richard
Cartwright will ask for to-morrow may be
brought down. ‘All things considered it
does not appear at all probable that the de-
livery of the budget will be delayed, and it
may therefore be confidently expected
on Wednesday.

Manitoba Minority Will Not Appenl,

1t is currently reported, but I bave no
confirmation of the report, that a letter has
been received from Archbishop Tache, in
which His Grace states that the minority in
Manitoba will not sppeal to the Privy
Council from the opinion expressed in' the
Manitoba school case by a majority of the
Supreme Court judges. His Grace is under-
stood to say that he does mot regard the
opinionof the judge ass judgmentand that he
considers that the Dominion Government
still has the power to initiate the remedial
legislation and that it should exercise that
power.

Canadn’s Great Opportunity,

We are pleased to see that Lieut.-Col.

Of all the canal schemes at
present under consideration in various
quarters of the world none is fraught with
bigger consequences than this. Twenty-
foot vessels now run as far east as Buffalo,
This year a new line of steamships will be
put in commission between Duluth and
Buffalo. The vessels composing it are to
be the largest on the lakes. Like the C.
P. R. steamships on the upper lakes they
are as suitable for the ocean as for the lakes.
The lake and rail traffic between the west
and the seaboard would be completely revolu-
tionized if these large, vessels were able to
pass from the lakés to the ocean and vice
versa. ‘
