LARGE CARDS emphasizing three laws
for the protection of childhood have been
posted in town by the Council. = These
laws are as follows and will be enforced :
1.—No child under 16 years of age is per-
mitted to be on the streets without a
guardian after 9 p.m. 2. No child under
15 years unaccompanied by adults shall
be permitted to attend any exhibition by
Cinematograph, etc. This law is being
evaded, but the persons so doing—such
as pretending to take children in, are
liable to a fine of not less than $50. 3.
It is a crime to directly or indirectly sell,
give or furnish to any person under the
age of 16, cigarettes or cigarette papers,
or tobacco in any form. The first offence
is $10, the second, §25. These laws are
made by our legislators to safeguard our
children and are meant not to curtail
their pleasures but only to keep them
from vices.

The speaker received a very
attentive hearing and was warmly ap-
plauded at the close of his address.

Dairy Branch

The following is a sample of what
is discovered by the simple weighing
of milk and testing of samples. A
four year old cow gave inone month
920 pounds of milk containing 35
pounds of fat. In the same herd a
five year old gave only 330 pounds
of milk and 19 pounds of fut. Thus
the first cow gave more than the
other two combined.

This further fact is infteresting :
this particular cow was sold by a
man absolutely ignorant of her value
or dairy capacity. The present
owner, though . keeping individual
records, knows her better and would
not sell her for less than thirty
dollars more than he paid for her.

Another fact is worth careful
attention : the total of the herd
fora day or a month will never
reveal these good individuals. What
the owner needs to know for certain
is, obtained only from a record of
each cow he keeps. You can save
labor and gocd feed by bestowing
them on cows that you know are
worth keeping : you will then be in
a position to keep your best cows,
and will not lose money by selling
good cows cheap.

The reader reported that there was
& considerable difference between the
ityle of *“The Aeronaut” and that of
Mr, Hayes' other works. There was a
crudity in it that indicated he had
written it befors he had had much
practice.

Chandler Bros. were in a quandary.
They had published two novels for
Haythorn Hayes under his initials, “H.
H.,” with very good success. They had
advised bim to print his full name on
the title page, and he had ignored their
advice to his sorrow, for with success
came a desire to be known as a suc-
cessful author. But since “H. H.” was
well known to the public and Haythorn
Hayes was not, a novel by the latter
would not reap the benefit of the ad-
vertising of one by the former. He
was: therefore obliged to continue to
publish under his initials.

“There’s no hope of reaching Hayes,”
said the head of the publishing firm.

A
paragraph in a literary journal had an-
nounced Mr. Hayes' departure with a
view to getting material for a unique
novel, and his publishers occasionally
jogged the memory of the public by an
item as to the singular possibilities of
such a theme.

However, when *“The Aeronaut” ap-
peared it very soon became manifest
that it must stand on its own merits.

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uA CRITICISM ON WATFORD MORAL
REFORM”

To the Editor of Guide-Advocate ¢

DEAR Sik :—I would like you to grant me the
favor of a small space in the Guide-Advocate, as
1 wish to bring before the people of Watford a
certain matt.r of importance which I think
ought to be known, % X

1 have been informed that certaiu ladies of the
town held a meeting lately for ihe purpose of
discussing the ‘‘pros” and "CONS" O local
“MORAL REFORM,' and at that meeting a strong
feeling prevailed in the minds of the ladies pres-
ent that the ministers of the town had not been
doing their duty in the way ql counteracting cer-
tain evils supposed to exist in connection with
the new armory, and the influence of same
among the young men and boys who frequent
that place, "I also understand that it is the aim
and purpose of these ladies to bring about a cer-
tain reformation in the “RUNNING” of the arm-
ory, which the ministers, by reason of their
“NEGLIGENCE," have failed to do. Sir, as one
of the five UILTY ministers I feel it is my duty
to make a few pointed remarks in connection
with this much discussed subject. I will com-
mence by saying that I do not feel in the least
condemned for f‘hc neutral stand I have taken in
connection with the armory. At the opening
ceremony some time ago, certain of the minis-
ters were present, but I was absent, not on ac-
count of any ill-feeling which I had toward the
occasion, but from certain conscientious convic-
tiens which I felt bound to recognize, Asan ex-
volunteer of the British Army I have served my
time in armories, and I know exactly what they
stand for, and I feel satisfied that any ivterest
I might manifest would not bear very much
weight either one way or another, I have liste
ened to a good deal of criticism lately about the
impropriety of dancing and card-playing being
allowed in the armory. _All the town knows
that I, asa christian minister, do not approve of
these things but Iam broad-minded enough to
recognize the fact that these amusements are al-
lowed in EVERY armory in the world, and 1 am
not optimistic enough to believe that the Wat-
ford armory is going to be any exception to the
rule., I have also been told that cigarette-smok-
ing, foul language and gambling have been
tolerated within the armory walls, 1. canuot
prove this and I can only hope that the report is
not true, Ifitis true, then much shame and re-

nsibility rest on those who are in charge, but

if it is only a will-o-the-wisp story, then the
shame rests on those who have circulated it,
With regard to the propriety of dancing and
card-playing being tolerated in the armory, I
would like to ask the ladies who are seeking for
reform measures if they are sure of the basis on
which they seek to work in order to bring about
the desired reformation? Is it not the case that
in fully seventy-five per cent. of the romes in
Watford card-playing is allowed, and al least
fifty per cent, of the people tolerate dancing and
see no harm in it, and most of them church-
going people at that? 1Is it reasonable to sup-
pose that these practices are going to be remov-
ed by attacking the armory. when all the time
they are being tolerated in the homes? Will
our “REFORM’’ lady friends ever improve mat.-
ters by hitting at the outside? Is the inside
sphere not the proper place to start, and espec-
ially amongst those of their ownsex,the mothers
of the town ? The gambling, cigarette-smoking
and drinking evilsare all to be deplored, but
there are other evils being fostered and
tolerated in this town which are a
hundred per cent. worse than these
1 have referred to. When we read from time to
time about the ravages perpetrated by the White
Slave fiends we recoil with a feeling of horror
and indignation and say ''HOW TERRIBLE ! WHY
1S THIS ALLOWED ?" And yet right in our midst
the NUCLEUS of this terrible evil is being fed and
nourished, and comparatively few are concerned
about the matter, The day may come when
many of the fathers and mothers of Watford
will gwaken to a moretifying sense of their neg-
ligen¢e in home discipline and training, but
that day mnr be too late to effect.a remedy.

isruling it in the wrong directio Between the
agitation caused by “'WOMEN SUFFRAGISTS" and
the ' FASHION CRAZE," the world is in a sad con-
iti nd I would strongly advise the lady ‘‘RE-
' of Watford to study well their posi-
tion as woMEN before they proceed further with
their reform measures, for in the long run they
will gain nothing but the contempt of level-
headea people who are willing to make the best
of the situation which they cannot alter, I con-
sider that the high honor and modesty of women
are at stake when they attempt to do what is
strictly the work of councillors and legislators,
If there are evils attached to the armory, itis no
time now to raise a fuss; the proper time was
before the armory was built. Furthermore, if
our “REFORM" friends would examine their
Bibles closely they would discover, probably to
their surprise, that this present evil age is not
destined to reformation, but to JUDGMENT, and
it is getting ready for it, The Word of God
plainly 1ndicates that the '‘wWHOLE WORLD
