THE FATE OF HELIGOLAND

Heligoland as a German fortress
has been wiped out under the super-
vigion of the inter-allied commission,
and little remains to-day of the once
powerful fort. The work of demolit-
iont has been going on for two years,
and while not entirely completed yet
the ~ommission of which Admiral Sir
Ed vard Charlton is the head, is said
to be satisfied that the Island of
Heligoland never again can, be &
menace to the allies. What little is
left of the harbor, including the land
reclaimed from the sea by the Ger-
mans, it is expected will be gradually
destroyed by the North Sea.

The work yet to be dome in the
demolition of the fortress is exepcted
to be completed next April. Then a
final inspection will be made by the
commission, and it is exepcted that
Heligoland will then be handed back
o Germany, under ‘he provisions of
the peace treaty. Tire commission has
withdrawn the officers in control of
the work of demolition, and the re-
mainder of the undertaking has been
left it German hands. Quarterly
vigits will be paid to.the work by the
commicsion until it is entirely com-
pleted.

The commission has left nothing to
be taken for granted, even though
ithe German authorities have aided,
rather than hampered, the progess of
the wok. Naval officers have seen the
great guns cut into pieces. In the de-
struction of cartridge cases, fuses,
l ete., they have always insisted upon

the production of the scrap metal,
while in the destruction of the vast
stores of explosives, where there is
no residue to produce as evidence,
they have personally watched the
burnings. Admiral Charlton is said
to be satisfied that very little in the
way of wankike stores can have been
¢ concealed.

Besides the destruection of guns at
Heligoland, gun emplacements and
harbor works, on the island have
been broken up. In addition to guns
many of which were very lage, bat-
teries of hbwitzers and aircraft guns
have been demolished.

In order to make . certain that
Heligoland cannot be utilized again
as a site upon which to build a har-
bor for warships the commission has
placed blocks of stone and conerete
about the bed of the harbor so that
dredging will not be possible.

LOOKING TO COKE FOR FUEL

With the Inevitable End of the Gaso-
line Supply, That Material May
Supply Substitute,

Gasoline will continue to go up in
price. A few years from now we shall
have to use something else as fuel for
automobiles. The question is, what?
The United States government bureau
of mines thinks that we shall get the
requisite substitute from coal. In
every city there will be “by-product
coke ovens,” which will extract from
the coal a light oil available for the
purpose. The coke can then be used
in our furnaces and for other ordinary
fuel purposes. Germany during part
of the war was praetically shut off
from every supply of mineral oil. She
depended for her motor fuel entirely
on coal, putting the latter through by-
product coking plants. Before long
we shall be obliged to do the same in
the United StateS. Part of the light
oil in coal is toluol, which in time of
war is needed for the manufacture of
TNT. Modern warfare requires
enormous quantities of the substance !
for making high-explosive shells. Dur-
ing the first part of the war the allles
came near defeat for lack of it, An-
other by-product from the coking of
one ton of soft coal is 5,000 cubic feet
of gag, available for cooking and other
household uses. The coke itself makes
an admirable smokeless fuel for fur-
naces, if people could only be persuad-

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[FARM MANAGEMENT

A Brief Study of Some of Its
g Leading Problems.

Systematic Method Important — A
Question of Quantity, Quality,
Cost, and Proceeds — Inefficiency
and Carelessness to Be Barred——
Good Care Will BSave Many
Foals.

. We speak of uncontrollable fac-
tors. Nevertheless farm manage~
ment means control. The word “un-
controllable” is used loosely, and
some measure of control is pessible
or hoped for in every farmer’s
Farm manngement_aa
a science, as a study, or a planned
system, is a study of the methods
of control. Farm practice is the
corresponding art. A farmer was in-
vited to attend a meeting to discuss
improved methods of farming,
‘“‘Nothing doing,” was his reply; “I
know a lot more now than I can get
done.” A very natural point of view,
for the limitations of time, the scarc-
ity of labor, adverse weather, dis-
eages and pests, prevent him from
getting all those results which his
plans and his labor deserve. Yet he
must plan, and to plan intelligently
he must be possessed of the best
knowledge available. He must plan
to produce the greatest possible
quantity, the best quality, at the low-
est possible cost, and then he must
plan to sell his produce at prices
which will bring to him sufficient
encouragement and reward.
Problems of Farm Management.'

These are the problems of farm
management: Quantity, quality, cost,
and proceeds; and since they are
closely inter-related, they cannot be
studied separately, but must be con-
sidered all together. ¥or example,
European farming and Canadian
farming are often compared to the
disadvantage of the latter. It is as-
serted, and it is doubtless true, that
the BEuropean farmer produces more
per'acre than the Canadian farmer
does, and that the European acre is
increasing in yield, while the Cana-
dian acre i{s diminishing in yield. On
the other hand, the Canadian farmer
produces from three to ten times as
much per man as does the European
farmer. In Europe, because of the
dense population and the relative
scarcity of land, production per acre
is the measure of efficiency. In Can-
ada, because of the scarcity of men
on the land and the relative abund-
ance of land, production per man is
the measure of efficiency. In Canada
the farmer has the option of applying

)
more labor to the same acres, and

producing more per acre, or apply-
ing his labor to more acres. The
law of diminishing ‘returns’ speedily.
induces him'to choose his option by
working more acres. A low produc-
tion per acre is the inevitable result
of this choiges: |
Management Influenced by Returns.
The farmer’s interest is served by
adopting such a system of farm man-
agement as will give him the great-
est returns for labor and capital ex-
pended. Unfortunately, that system
invariably results, in a country
where there is unoccupied land, in
wasting soil fertility and diminishing
yields. The nation, as distinet from
the individual farmer, 18 concerned
in conserving its natural resources
and in producing the greatest pos-
sible amount of wealth; that is, in
maintaining the soil fertility unim-
paired and producing the maximum
per acre. Thus the interest of the
individual farmer and the interests
of the nation are opposed, so long as
he farmer can spread his available
lebor over more acres than he can
work at maximum productiveness.

Those interests will not be reconcil-

ed 80 long as economic conditions
furnish the farmer with inefficient
and costly labor, and costly
fertilizers.
No Excuse for Slovenly Farming.
All this, however, does not excuse
the careless and inefficient farmer.
Two farmers live and work gide by
side. Both have the same number
of acres, ant the same amount of
capital invested. To both the same
knowledge of good methods is avail-
able. One of them directs his labor,
arranges his crops, selec:s his stock,
keeps them healthy and thrifty,
keeps his land clean, maintains his
s0il fertility, sells his produce to ad-
vantage, and succeeds. The other is
haphazard. He has no plans, or
wrong plans. His stock are poor in
Guality, and ill-fed. His fences are
troken down, and his land overrun
with weeds. He is going behind year
by yvear. We all know men of both
types. The difference is a difference
‘n farm management. — President
I'eynelds, O. A. College, Guelph.

Good Care Will Save muny iroas.,

The best time to grow foals, and
the time when they will make their
largest gains is when they are being
carried by their dams. Many farm-
ers do not realize this, and begin
feeding the mare .a proper ration
only after the foal is here. The
brood mare, when in foal, should be
fed a high protein ration, a ratiom
which is rich in muscle and bone
building material. This material is
supplied in the form of oats, bran,
and oil meal, as a concentrate, and
clover or alfalfa hay as a roughage.
As Boon as the young; foal arrives,
see that he gets a gotd drink of his
mother’s first milk. “This fore-milk or
colostrum has purgative properties,
and will usually clear the foal’s in-
testines of the excrement accumu-
lated prior to birth. If the digestive
tract is not cleaned by the fore-milk,
give the foal a tablespoonful of cas-
tor . oil and & -warm water and soap
rectal injection.

Watch out .for navel infection. If
pus and disease germs get ingide the
body-through the opening of the um-
bilical cord, a local infection or ‘Joint
{1’ may develop and the foal be lost.
