Adams, now an old man, became at last 
Impressed with tbe responsibility resting 
upon him of teaching tbe defendants of 
himself and Ills companions the trnihs of 
the Bible.

In 1830 the Inhabitants moved 
to Norfolk Islands, hot in 1856 a part ol 
them returned to Pitcairn. This colony 
has since been remarkable tor tbe parity 
in which it lies retained the principles in­
culcated by tbe patriarchal Adams.

There have been a great many stories 
about attacks oo lonely stations in tbe 
West. Here is another, which is perhaps 
one of the best oo this well-worn subject.

While in a small town in Wyoming 
Territory I learned that a lady living there 
bad been the heroine of a thrilling adven­
ture with train robbers, and curiosity and 
love for the bfave, induced me to call on 
her to tell me the story. When I went to 
her house I was welcomed by a handsome

1 In 1873, when bat a girl of eighteen, 
I left my home in Omaha and came out to 
fill the lonesome position of night operator

Murdoch’s Block, ..................... Up Stairs, at a small station on tbe Pacific Railway,
in this territory. It was a dreary, desolate 
spot in tbe midst of a desert. The only 
buildings at tbe station, aside from the 
depot, was a section house, occupied by a 
track foreman and a few Chinese laborers, 
a water tank and a coal shed. Tbe day 
operator and agent, a mere boy, slept at 
the section bouse, 200* yards distant, so 
tb«t during the long weary nights, I was 
alone in tbe depot.

‘ No. 4 express train, bound east was 
due at 2.15 in the morning, but it never 
unless signalled, and as this was the only 
train during tbe latter portion of the night, 
you can imagine my lonely situation upon 
the desert wild. I had my books and 
guitar for companions, and passed moch of 
the time reading, and when the doleful 
bowlings of the wolves were borne to my 
ears from the distant sand finis', I would 
pick my guitar and endeavor to drown 
their cries with music and song.

‘ Tbe superintendent of tbe division, a 
buoyant, light-spirited young geutletoan, 
came over the road at frequent intervals, 
and cheered me up with promises of a 
better position when a vacancy should 
occur. He often found me oo the very 
brink of despair, almost on tbe point of 
resigning my position and returning to my 
humble home and tbe mother who de­
pended on my salary for the necessaries of 

■ life ; but his promises, his genial conver­
sation and words of encouragement drove 
away tbe gloom , and I came to look for his 
visits with a sense of tbe keenest pleasure.
I began to regard him with a sisterly af­
fection, be was so kind and tender, and so 
solicitous for my welfare and comfort.

• One night shortly after midnight, as I 
sat at my table reading a late novel, I 
thought I heard a shuffling footstep oo tbe 
depot platform, but as it was not repeated 
I concluded It was but a wolf more daring 
than his cowardly fellows, and resumed 
my book. A few moment* later 1 heard a 
low knocking at tbe door, which I always 
kept locked, and a strange feeling came 
over me. During my several weeks' stay 
at the station I bad never had a visitor,and 
tbe sudden knock, so low, yet eoetartingiy 
clear in the stillness of the night, caused 
my form to tremble and my cheek to 
blanch.

‘ My first thought was of Indians, and 
then I reasoned that it might be some 
tramp desiring shelter. While 1 eat there 
in affright, the knock was repeated loader

When Gynan’e body was discovered 
the dog was lying beneath It, and the 
shoes show where the-dumb companion had 
tried to revive his master. Whllè the 
policemen were cutting the dead man 
down, the dog stood by, with his eyes 
riveted on his master’s face, but the 
moment they tried to move the body he 
became ferocious. He bit both men until 
they were glad to beat a retreat. Then he 
caressed the dead man’s face, wbiding 
piteously the while. The police tried toT 
coax him away, but be showed hie teeth 
every time they approached and his savage 
growl warned them to keep their distance.

Tbe fact that she was in­
nocent of any wrong, that she bad been 
deceived, did not, the Court adds, help 
her case In other words, she was not 
entitled to dower because she had not been 
a wife in law, and could not recover for 
services as a wife in fact.

The whole Dominion collected in the year 
1887 about 33 per cent, her customs re­
venue on about $7,000,000 on goods im­
ported from the United States. To make 
good the revenue lost by free imports from 
the states it is proposed to pot an addition­
al tax upon imports from other countries. 
To accomplish this, these taxes must be­
come 50 p. c. higher than at present. The 
duties paid at the ports of entry in Nova 
Scotia, on goods imported in the year 
above mentioned, amounted to $1,757,350, 
of which $384,886 was paid on imports 
from the United States, or about 22 p. c. of 
the whole collected.

............ $2,059,211 consisting of about 200 acres ; 40 acres clear­
ed, cuts trom 18 to 20 tons hay ; about 40

Nova Scotia’s indirect taxes, by this plan 
would be increased over $300,000 ; a kuid 
nearly equal to the whole taxes levied by 
the United States on all the products sent 
to them from Nova Scotia, and the Upper 
Provinces would be relieved to this extent. 
Our other foreign trade would be practi­
cally ruined. We collected in 1887, in 
goods from Great Britain, through Nova 
Scotia’s Custom houses, $621,179 : the 
sum nearly equal to the amount we collect 
from imports from the United States, plus 
the duties collected by the United States on 
imports from Nova Scotia,(about $589,511), 
and it is proposed to add to this about 50 p. 
c. more. Is there a liberal in Annapolis 
County, with a spark of patriotism—I will 
not say loyalty—but would protest against 
any such imposition being put upon Nova 
Scotia’s commerce, and, directly upon her 
taxation burdens, who has “ stopped to in­
quire ?” That such a policy would produce 
this revenue, no well informed economist 
would admit ; it would result in diminish­
ed foreign trade, (especially Nova Scotia’s), 
and some othér means of taxation would 
finally be resorted to. We will not quote 
from any scientific authority to substanti­
ate our claim that such a scheme would 
result in a mixed trans-Atlantic trade, bat 
from a “ well known authority ”—The 
Halifax Chronicle—” The notion that we 
can cut off our import trade by a high 
tariff, without at the same time, and to an 
equal extent, stopping our export trade, is 
one of the most baneful delusions that 
can afflict a country. If we wish to sell 
our grain, our deals, our cattle and all our 
other productions to Great Britain 
continent of Europe, we must be prepared 
to take our pay in such articles of com­
mence as they have to offer in exchange. 
These are the only terms on which they 
will boy from us, in fact, these are the 
only terms on which they can buy from 
us. Every dollar cut ofi our imports 
implies a corresponding dollar cut off 
onr exports.” Issue Feb. 16tb, 1887.

The foregoing quotation is sound free 
trade doctrine, but what a pleasing pros­
pect it presents—with all parties willing to 
pile on obstructions to trans»Atlantic trade 
—to our apple shippers, who find the Eng­
lish markets the only ones to reckon 
upon : at a time when freights are eating 
up such a large part of the returns from 
the sales of our fruits. If we want low 
freights, we must have plenty of vessels 
coming to Halifax and Annapolis. They 
will not come if we obstruct the landing 
of English goods upon our shores. In 
1877 we purchased direct from England, 
goods to the value of $4,030,274 ; ten 
years later —1887—we purchased only $3,- 
176,711. It will not be long before onr 
apple producers will have to pay two 
freights to get their productions to Eng» 
land ; oue to bring the empty ship to our 
ports, and another to convey their apples 
across the Atlantic.

Against our “ all other countries trade ” 
—or trade, other than with Great Britain 
and the United States—we imposed in 1887, 
a tariff barrier represented by $752,295 
ourselves, a sum nearly as large as the 
combined obstructions placed by ourselves 
and the United States against trade be­
tween us, and it is proposed to Increase 
this imposition, by 50 p. p. Call this free 
trade 1 Call it liberalism I
