Let a boy run loose—do noth­
ing but play until he’s fifteen or six­
teen, and it’s pretty hard for him 
to begin to knuckle, down to labor of 
any kind. He thinks he’s bein’ impos­
ed on gets sour and sulky, and apt 
as not be keeps that attitude to­
ward work all' his life. Men like that 
never amount to much. No man ever 
got to the top, or even half way up 
the slope of success who didn’t find 
pleasure in his work.

ft, is.25May’s Probable Successor Is Well- 
Known and Popular In Canada.
Reports from England state that 

Admiral Sir W. H. May, one of the 
most eminent officers of the British 
navy will relinquish his post at otnef 
in command of the Home Fleet, and 
that his successor will probably be a 
sailor agreeably known to Cana­
dians, Prince Louis of Battenberg. 
He has indeed been personally known 
to Canadians for more than a gener­
ation. As a young man in the seven­
ties being then a youngor scion of 
an impoverished German principality 
he had a project of marrying and r ti­
tling down in Toronto. Thirty years 
later he came back and spent a real- 
happy holiday among old friends at 
Quebec, Montreal and Toronto and 
incidentally touched the button at 
the opening of the Canadian National 
Exhibition. It is said that he has 
not benefited in the least in his ca­
reer ,in the navy through his rela­
tionship to the royal family. Indeed 
it is not too much to say that the 
reverse has been the case. Had he 
possessed another and . less German 
name there is no doubt that he 
would have been First Sea Lord of 
the Admiralty before to-day. Year- 
ago he was passed over for command 
after command for which he was em­
inently fitted in every way owing to 
the German atmosphere that sur­
rounds his name. If he succeeds Ad­
miral Sir W. H. May in the Home 
Fleet there will no doubt he some out­
cry raised, says Modem Society, but 
as a -matter of fact the prince is thor­
oughly British in his sentiments and 
aspirations, otherwise he would have 
accepted the throne of Bulgaria when 
it was offered to him several years 
ago. He is one of the most popular 
men in the royal navy to-day. Not 
only is he noted for the possession of 
all those kindlinesses of heart and 
tender delicacies of feeling which en­
dear him to all who serve under him. 
hut his natural sense of justice is so 
true, and his administration is so 
lenient, and tempered with so full a 
consideration of all extenuating cir­
cumstances, that if the prince says a 
thing has to be done that is all the 
men want to know. And it has al­
ways been so, ever since he was a 
midshipman, when his “command" 
consisted of a boat’s crew ashore. He 
is said to have never lost a man on 
these occasions. With all, he is a 
strict disciplinarian—none more strict 
—but not through fear, and is per- 

cn haps the best and most thoroughly 
up-to-date officer in the royal navy 

., to-day. Everything new in science.

Large as this may appear it is a 
little less than one-ninth of lumber 
cut in the United States for 1908 and 
a little less than that cut in Wash­
ington State in 1907. Of the whole 
amount Ontario alone produced two- 
fifths an increase of 17.3 per cent.

Professionalism ruined the common 
schools of Ontario as well as of Nova 
Scotia, “especially in country districts.’’

Educationists in Nova Scotia seem to 
bdieve it is a question of money. But 
Inspector McNeil, of Richmond says:—• 

“Even money sometimes, will fail to 
do it. I have a case in point pf recent 
occurence. A few weeks ago I induced a 
young lady to go to one of these vacant 
sections. She stayed eight or ten days 
and came home. She got homesick and 
could not remain.”

Altho a provisionalîy licensed little 
girl, the trustees of the section with a- 
bout a dozen of pupils, offered her the 
minimum salary required for class C. 
teachers, yet she would not stay. And 
Mr. McNeil further says:—

“Under the present system of section­
al taxation the burden is too heavy for 
many of the country sections, even for 
some of those that manage to keep their 
schools open the most of the time.”

This is outrageously unjust. The 
government should make social provi­
sion for such sections, to ensure school 
for at least part of the year.

Professionalism has placed a large 
number of our country schools in the 
hands of provisionally licensed little 
girl in their teens, who, as Insj>ector 
McDonald, of Antigonish, observes, 
“lower and vulgarize the status of the 

6.20 i profession.” and probably of themselves. 
Insjiectors should not allow little girls 
in their teens to teach school, until pro­
fessionally qualified at maturity, unless 
ill graded schools.
