So long as the disease
Temains in any community, every
case of sore throat should be lcoked
upon with suspicion and should be
referred to a physician for his opin-
-ion as to its nature, before the suf-
ferer is allowed to mingle with oth-
ers. Ingsomuch as children are partic-
ularly subject to diphtheria, the dai-
ly routine examination of the
throats of school children would be
of th: utmost assistance in securing
the early recoznition ‘of cates, and
the oonsequent rrompt adopticn of
isolation and other protective megs-
ures. Any child suficring from sors
throat should not be permitted to at-
tend school until a physician certi-
fies that attendance may be resum-
vd without risk to others.

Childrin shouid pe taught ths dan-
ger of exechanginz pencils, books,
chewing gum, candy, etc., with oth-
-er children, and of using g common
drinking cup.

Parents and guardians should re-
member that the law requirss that
all cases of in‘cclious disease, in-
‘cluding of epurse diphtheria, should
be reported to the Local Board of

Offcer - for the district, 'withn
twe nty-four hours after their recog-
nition. They should be careful, in the
interest of the health of the public,
.to pay strict attention to quarantine
regulations, and to render every as-
sistance in the: matter of disinfec-
ticn at the ccnclusion of the guaran-
tine period.

37 not be forgotten that
many people are ‘‘carriers’” cf the
infeetion of di}h’h’ljia.’ Frejuently
those who have apparently quite re-
covered from the disease contimue to
harbour the germ, in the throat cr
rose, f r an extended period, and du-
ring all this time they are capaple
of communicating the disease to oth-
ers. Those who have been in con-
tact with diphtheria patients may
harbour the germi even though they
mayv not have actually developed the
disease. The only way by which it
can be determined with certainty
that such people gre not dangerous
to others, is the bacteriolpogical ex-
amination of the secretions of the
throat and nose. TIh order to as-
sist in the control of diphtheria,
the Provineial Laboratory offers the
opportunity of having these secre-
tions examin:sd free of charge. Out-
fits for forwarding specimens to the
laboratory may be obtained by any
Physicicn upon application to the
Medical Health Officer for the dis-
trict.

The use of antitoxin is recommend-
ed not only for the treatment of
@iphtheria but also for the protec-
tion of those who have been exposed
to the infection. The immunity con-
ferred by the administration of gnti-
toxin is of short duration—perhaps
not more than three weeks.. Arrange-
ments have heen made by the Depart-
ment of the Public Health, N. 8. by
which 5 reliable. diphtheria antitoxin
may now be obtained much more
cheaply than was formerly possible.
Particulars may be obtained from.
any Medical Health Officer.

The successful control of this very
serious and very infectious condi-
tion can only be achieved through
the hearty co-operation of all eiti-

zens with the heafth officers. Atten-
tion is especially called to the ex-
treme importance of regarding every
case of sore throat as peing possibly
diphtheria, and treating it as such
until the diagnosis can be establish-
ed beyond doupt.

The Department of the Public
Health, Nova  Scotia, issues a leaf-
let containing instructions as to the
measures to be adopted by those who
have to care for diphtheria pat-
ients, to provide against the spread
of the disease. Copies of this leaflet
may be obtained from any Medical
Health Officer throughout the Pro-
vince, or from the Provincial Health
Oﬂur,_ Halifax.

Of the various methods devised
cnly one seems worthy of consider-
ation and that is the method of
raisny the temperature.ci the, sur-
rotnding air by the use of orchard
heaters or fire pats.

TYPE OF HEATER USED

Although there are meany types of
heaters on the market, cnly one was
used at the Central Farm owing o
the inability of several manufactur-
ers to supply their heater at short |
notice. The type used is known as
the ‘‘Competition’’ heater and is one
of the simplest forms on the mar-
ket. It has the great gdvantage of

being able to be stored in a  com-
'Generally

paratively small space and further-
more there is no mechanical device
to get out of order. The heater in
questisn consists of an ordimary pail
o:,‘ {some. jron  with perforations
around the top to allow g draught
of air; there is also a perforated rim

which fits into the heater to assist
in this draught. The heaters are
supplied with g cover to be used du-

ring bad weather. The reflector was

attached for the purpose cf radiat-
ing the heat downwards, and was
designad for use with ground crops.

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BRITISH TORPEDOES.

| The Various Sizes Used and the Way
They Are Operated.

‘ A torpedo fitted with the newest
| type of gyroscope rudder is more
| deadly than a shell from the biggest
paval gun, for the accuracy with
which it glides through the water to
its prey is almost uncanny.

The gyroscope keeps the rudders
exacily as they are set before the tor-
pedo is fired, and only by a swift,
unexpected move can a ship at which
a torpedo is aimed escape. The verti-
cal rudders steer the torpedo, the
horizontal ones keep it at its correct
depth under water.

The torpedoes used in the British
navy are of three diameters—four-
| teen, eighteen and twenty-one inches,
and they vary in length from sixteen
to eighteen feet,

, A torpedo is driven by compressed
| air, which first passes through the
| heater, acting through the engines on

| twin propellérs fitted to the tail of
{ the weapon.

The propellers revolye in opposite
| directions, thus counteracting any
| tendency to turn right or Ieft-on the
| torpedo’s part. The small propeller
| “unserews’”’ the safety catch of the
| striker while the torpedo is in the
water.

1 One of the deadliest types of
| British torpedo weighs 1,600 pounds

| and ie charged with 250 pounds of |

| guncotton, which explodes on im-
| pact by means of an appliance fitted
| in the nose of the torpedo, and
which is sufficient to blow a hole as
large as a haystack in the side of a
battleship. It has an effective range
of about four miles.

The gincotton is kept wet to keep
it “«from explodmg until actually
struck.

Ag soon as a torpedo hits its mark
it explodes automatically, 'and there
are only two methods of defence
against it. One is to locate and shell
the attacking torpedo boat or subma-
rine, the other to drop steel’wire nets
all around your ghip. These néts are
