Now is the time to look around and
see what shrubs need pruning. From
where I am working, I look out of my

Keep these tops well rounded down.
It is surprising how much may be cut
away without damaging the bushes.
these ‘thin branches will bear blossoms
next spring.

Be sure to cut off all the seed pods.
These are not necessary to the tree.
Lilac seed pods are mot wuseful mor
ornamental, but only give a ragged,
Remember the more severely ithis
pruning is done the more fresh, pale-
yvellowish green shoots. KEach one of
untidy appearance to the bush. There-
fore, shear them .off.

Cut off all shoots issuing from the
lower stems. Work with the idea of
making vour lilacs well rounded com-
pact shrubs,

Keep down -all -.suckers.
the old-fashioned varieties are dire,
sucker-breeders. They cause ‘con-
stant trouble because they must be
kept down continually.

If suckers are allowed to come up
during DPlooming time, bloom cannot
possibly be 5o luxuriant. These suck-
ers take the very bDest of the life sap
from the flowers.

The golden Dbell shrub needs prun-
ing mow. if not attended@ to before.
New shoots are springing up from the
base of the root. Do not remove these.
These are not suckers, as in the case
of the lilacs. On the contrary, these
will produce hundreds of yellow bells
But cut away all wood
that is more than two seasons old.
That is. of course. in reason.

Prune the weigelia now. Keep these
bushes well within the shrub limit.

The exodus from the Chinese city
last night was tremcndous owing to a
report that the southern general,
Cheng Chi-Mel, one of those for whose
lite Provisivnal President Yuan Shi
Kai has proclaimed a reward, intend-
ed to pburn the city, The refuzees
who, when unarmed, were admited
to the foreign concessions, aye now
eleeping in the open air.

IS UNPOPULAR

German People Showing Dis-
: satisfaction and Dmgust
for Its Represen-

" tatives.

BERLIN, July 28.—Thres weeks
hdve mow passed since the relchstag,
with & suddenness -that surprised all
Europe, passed the army bill and gave
inyto-the government on all points and
dﬂrmg_the time that has passed it has
been possible to form an idea of the
feelings of the government as well as
of ithe péople towards the new con-
ditions.

h is, .perhaps, not too much to say
that' tlie general feeling on both sides
h\otne of dissatisfaction, which on the
part-of the common people is mingled
wiflt disgust and contempt ot its rep-
rountatl\ es.

:f:he kaiser, of course, who now as
ove:r looks upon the enormous in-
créase, of armaments solely in the
light of the strongegt possible guaran-
ted of continued peace, was naturally
greatly delighted when he, after
momnrths of anxiety, suddenly saw his
most cherished wishes fulfilled, and
he is probably ‘the only person in the
embire who continues to feel happy.

To the chancellor of the empire,
Herr Von Bethmann Hollweg, and
Herr von Heeringen the victory, of
which they had.at times merely given
up all hope, ‘was a source of great
satisfaction, ‘which, however, has left
& bitter after-taste of disappoint-
ment. When they planned the new
bill, which called for such great fi-
nancial sacrifices they were firmly
convinced ‘that it would with one blow
establish the absolute military su-
premacy of Germany in Europe. The

blll gave thizc country the enormous
army of 669 battalions of infaniry, 550

regiments. of cavalry, increased the
the 633
batfeﬂei ~‘af fleld artillery,

increased !

the siege artillery to 55, the sappers
‘to 44 and the train to 26 battalions. It
gave Germany a largely increased
number of officers of all gragdes and
created several high military- officers
and a standing army in ‘time ot peace
of 820,000 troops.
Strength the Same.

But, in spite of all this, Germany's
military strength, when compared
with that of ‘other powers, remains
the same as before. The new army
bill fails to egtablish the hoped-for
absolute military supremacy; and in this
fact lies ‘the cruel disappointment, The
enormous sacrifices demanded * and
made are of no value, for in France a
rejuvenated nation has been aroused|
to an outburst of patriotism, such as
has not been seen since the days of
the great Napoleon. '‘And out 0! this
patriotism will arise a French® .army
practically. equal to. the German in
numbers of men, and in equipment.on
many . -points  far superior.. While
Russia, influenced and prodded on by
France, is hurriedly building new rail-
roads of the greatest strategical im-
portance and has moved several new
army corps nearer to her wesatern
frontier.

Even when the facdt is taken into
consideration that Austria has raised
ther annual number of recruits, the
practical result of Germany's supreme
military effort is to be summed up in
the words: Millions sacrificed every-
where and increased distrust all
around. And In this lies a great
danger to the German government who
had promis¢d the country an absolute
supremacy,- which would crush all
competition.

Indignant at Taxes, .

Among the masses of the people
there is a feeling of indignation at the
new burdens of taxation. which are
just as real as their effects in safe-
guarding the empire are negative, a
contempt of the government which
underestimated the resources of Rus-
sia and France, and an even greater
contempt of the reichstag that be-
trayéd the people and suddenly igno-
miniously surrendéred everything
without getting anything whatever in
return.

The debates in the reichstag brought
out the fact that even such bureau-
crats as the chancellor and ‘Herr von
Heeringen could not resist the will of
the majority of the parllament. Had
the reichstag followed up :its efforts
many ‘things would now look ‘different,
but Instead of deing this it suddenly
gave in on all points in a way which
was hardly apt te fill the government
with respect for the chosen represen-
tatives - of the. people. Nothing is
more certain than that the people will
get thelr revenge upon the legislators
who plaved them. falsely and {he re-

Herr Liebknecht, according to The
Tageblatt, will be put on the witness
stand when the trial begins, in an effort
to learn where he obtained the material
for the charges he submitted to the
war department. A great number of
other witnesses will be summoned to
testify, including directors of the Krupp
Company.
