PARTICULAR FESTIVALS.

New Vkau's Day,—On tliis day, which is the first of the
year, th(? Church celebrates the octave of tlie Nativity of
our Jjord, his circumcision, and tlie blessed name of Jesus
whidi waH given him on that occasion. The devout (Chris-

tian, therefore, Avill find much to occupy him, in ajj^ain ador-

lri|f JvMiH Christ in the humiliation of liis birth, in contem-
plating; that infinite h)ve for man whicii he already maiii-

fc«t»j by the effusion of his blootl, and in reneAvinij^ his cou-
tiduiiiX' irj tlie mercy and goodness of Ilim who taiics the
nanuj of Saviour, because he is to save us from sin and
hell. Ho should also look back with regret upon the
paxt year.s of liis life, and form a generous resolution to
employ more j)rofitably tlie year which has just com-
n»en<;ed, imploring for that purpose the light and grace of
the Jloly Ghost,

Ei'Ji'iiAXV,—Tlie Church commemorates on this feast three
different mysteries, in which Jesus Christ made himself
known to mnn and manifested his glory; the adoration paid
him by the Wise Men of the East, the baptism he received
from Saint John, and the first miracle wrought by him at
Cana of (ialilee, by changing water into wine. She dwells,
however, more particu' u-ly on the first of these myst.eries,

and exhorts us to imitate the example of the magi, the first

fruits of the Gentiles converted to the faith, by offering to
hira the gold of pure and ardent chiU'ity, the incense of /er
vent prayer, and the myrrh of penance and self-denial,

without which we are Ciuistians only hi name.
SkI'TUAGESIMA, SeXAGESIMA, and QuINQUAGESIMA SlTNDAVa,

arc da^ys set apart by the Chmcli for acts of penance and
mortification, and are a certain gradation or preparation to
the devotion of Lent, being more proper and immediate to
tho iHimim and resurrection of Christ ; taking their numeral
deuomination.s from their being about seventy, sixty, and
fifty day* before Easter.

oiittovKTiDE signifies the time of confession ; for our an-

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It tlie bishop of the diocese grants a general dispensation
to eat flesh-meat at our meal on certain days in the week,
tliose days do not, on that account, cease to be fasting days

,

and it should be further observed that fish and meat are
not allowed to be taken at the same meal.

Besides this obligation of penance, there is another duty
innmibent on the Christian, during the time of Lent, from
whicli no one can plead an exemption. To fast spiritually
by avoiding sin and the occasions of it, by combating oui
bad habits and restraining the passions; to expiate ;ur
offences

; to bring forth worthy fruits of penance ; to give
alms

;
to offer frequent prayerto God ;—all these things ar**

equally necessary to those wlio fast, and those who are dis
pensed from fasting.

Passion Sunday.—So called from the Passion of Christ,
is intended to prepare us more particularly for the conimeni
oration of that important event. On the evenmg previous,
tlie crucifixes and pictures in the churches are covered Avith
purple, to give them a more solemn and mournful appear
anco, and likewise to represent the privacy of our divine
Saviour before his passion.

Palm Sunday takes its name from the ceremony perform
ed on this day of blessing palms or other green boughs,
after which a procession is made to honor the triumphant
entry of our Saviour into Jerusalem, five days before liij

crucifixion. Like the faithful people who paid their sin-
cere homago to Jesus Christ, and received him with accla
mations and '^leartfelt joy, we should welcome him to our
souls, adore him as our suprem.e Lord and Master, and en-
treat him to come and reign in our hearts, by subjecting
them to the maxims of the gospel. This is the first "day of
the Holv Week, which is consecrated to the special com-
memoration of our divine Saviour's sufferings and death.
At mass, the history of the passion is recited or sung. "When
circumstances permit, the passion is chanted bv three cler-
gymen, one of whom takes the part of the evangelist or nar-
rator, another that of the synagogue, and the third, that of
Jesus Christ.

On Wednesday/, Thursday, and Friday of Holy Week, the
oflice of Tenchrw, .which consists of the Matins and Lauds of
the last three days, is recited or chanted ; during which
fourteen yellow lights, mounted on a triangular candlestick

Good Fhiday.—Christ crucified is the great object that
engrosses the attention of the Church on this day, and for
this end she reads such lessons and tracts as lelate to the
nwsv nj of redemption. Tlie passion is sung in the morn-
ing-office, and prayers are offered up for all sorts of persona,
to show that none are excluded from the suffrages of the
Church, since Jesus Christ offered himself a victim for the
sins of all mankind. Next, the clergy and laity adore Jesus
Christ crucified, which they express by the veneration paid
to the cross. After this ceremony, the sacred host is
brought from the repository to the altar, and the service is
concluded by tlie priest's receiving the divilie victim that
was slain on this day.
Holy SATURnAV.—The Tcnehra:, or Matins, with the other

canonical honr.s for this day, are consecrated to the memory
• of our Lord in his sepulclire ; at Mass, he is represented to
the faithful as coming out of the grave, and triumphing over
death by his resunection. The word Mt^/if, used in the
benediciinn of the Paschal Candle, in the collect of the Mass,
m tiie Prefiice and Cowmumcayitcs, shows that the oflfice and
Mass, now said in the middle of the day, were formerly saidm the f'ollo^ving night, to honor the time of our Saviour's
resurrection, wliicli happened in this night.
The altars deprived of their ornaments on J/a?.«??c;?/-7'A?<r«-

day, are again clothed with them, and a new Fire is' blessed
to illuminate them. The office begins with lighting a Triple
Cm>die, which is emblematic of the Liqht of Christ, and sio--

nifies that the faith of the Blessed Trinity proceeds from the
light communicated to us by Christ risen from the dead.
The Pa^i-hal Cavdlc, blessed in the next place by the Dea-
con, is a figure of the body of Jecus Christ, and not bein«y
ligl ed at first, represents him dead ; and the five blessed
grains of incense fixed in it, denote tlie aromatic spices that
embalmed lum in the sepulchre. The Ughting of the Pas-
chal Candle, is a representation of his rising again to a new

Tlie observance of ember-tlays is of great antiquity in the
Cliurch. Tlieir coimection with the ordination of the ruin-

gard of the fuitliful. We cannot be too deeply impressed
with the blessing granted a people, v/hose priests are ac-

cording to God's own heart. To obtain sucn, no humilia-
tion should be deemetl too great ; no supplication should be
neglected. Whilst, therefore, we thank God for the fruits of
the earth, and humble ourselves for the sins we have com
niitted, we should beg God to supply his Church witli wor-
thy [)astors.

RoGATioN-WEEK being always the next but one before
Whit-Sunchiy, is so called, because on Monday, I'uesday,
and Wednesday, rogations (from rogo^ to ask or pray) arid

litanies of the saints are used, with abstinence from iiesh

enjoined by the Church to all persons, not only for a devout
preparation to the feast of Christ's glorious Ascension and
Pentecost ; but also to beg and supplicate the blessing of

God on the fruits of the earth. The Belgians call it cruis-

week, i. e. cross-week, and so it is called in some parts of
England ; because when the priest goes on those days in

{)rocession, the cross is carried before him. In the north of

tlngland it is called gang-week, from the ganging or going in

procession then used.

The Church has established festivals in honor of the
Blessed Vu-gin and the Saints ; that is, she has appointed
certain days for the purpose of glorifying God and giving
liim thanks for the admirable graces bestowed upon his

favorite servants, hi whom he has thought fit to exhibit, in

'\ special manner, the wonders of his goodness and love

;

*lso, in order to invoke their intercession, not that they can
jasist us by any power inherent in themselves, but by "their

prayers Avhich, in consequence of their purity and perfect

TiiK devotion called the Rosary consists of fifteen " Pator

nosturs" and " Glorias," and one hundred and lifty " Ave
Marias," divided into three parts ; each containinj,' five " Do-

cades." or tens ; a decade consisting of one " P»iter," ten

"Aves," and a "Gloria." To eacli of these Decades is

assigned one of the principal mysteries of the life of our

Saviour, or his Blessed Mother, as matter of meditiition,

whereon the mind is to exercise itself whilst at prayer, and

tlierefore it is prefixed to every Decade.

The fifteen mysteries, as we have said, are divided into

three parts, viz. five joyful, five sorrowful, and five glorious

mysteries. Now, the method consists in raising correspond

ing affections in the will during the recital of each Decade,

Bucli as the devotion of each one may suggest ; for example,

in the first part, sentiments ofjo?/ for the coming of our Re-

deenier ; in the second, of cot/tpuKsion for the sufferings of

our Lord, and contrition for our sins, which were the occa-

sion of them ; in the third, of thankKgiving for the exalta-

tion and glory of our Saviour and his Blessed Mot'ner,

hoping, through the merits of his passion, and her interces-

sion, to be made partakers of their glory. To assist the

mind in this exercise, a short meditation and prayer is

usually given to be used before and after each Decade.

In order to say the Rosarv well, we must not be sati&fied

with merely pronouncing the words of the prayers, or with

a vague and general reflection on the myste/ies ; but en-

deavor to acquire the habit of reciting them with great

atteiUion and reverence, at the same time dwelling in a

vivid manner upon the different mysteries. In order to

do this the better, it is sometimes the custom, in addition

to the short meditation on the mystery, which is usually

read before tlie recital of each Decade, and which contains,

eitlier expressed or understood, a prayer for the particular
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virtiKJ to which it has relation, to Bubjoin a sliort cjacuhition
in refvronce to the subject of tho luystery, whicli iimy b<j

iii.xtirtud uftor the holy imme of Jesus in tlie **
lliiil Ahirys ;"

or to divide the meilitation into ten points, one («tr each

into which the meditation is broken up. These, or sotne-

thing of a like kind, may also be advantageously used with

the meditation and prayer in the First Method.
Lastly, we may ooserve that the reading of the medita

tion, ejaculation, or prayer, are only pious practices to nssist

in the more devout recitation of the Rosary, which con-

sists essentially in the recifation of the vocal prnyers while

the mind dwells upon the subject of tho rays^erv. The
%hole Rosary may even be recited in the contempfation of

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SECTION L

VflAT THE MASS IS, AND lOR WHAT END IT IS TO BE OFFEUEL.

From tlie beginning of the world the servants of God
rre*o always accustomed to offijr sacrifice to Him, by way
of acknowledging his sovereignty, and paying their homage
to Him; and in all ancient religions, true or false, this wor-
ehip of sacrifice was always looked upon as a most solemn
act of religion, due to the Deity which was worshipped.

In the law of nature, and in the law of Moses, there was
a great variety of sacrifices : some bloody, :a which the vic-
tim was slain

; others unbloody. Some were called holo-
causts, or whole burnt-oiferings, in which the whole host or
victim was consumed in fire upon God's altar, for his honor
and glory; others were called sin-offerings, which were
offered for sms; others were offerings of thanksgivinf^s •

others were pacific or peace-offerings, which were offered
l()r obtanung favors of God,—the word "peace" in the
Scripture style signifying all maimer of good and pros-
perity.

All these sacrifices of the law of nature, and of the law
of Moses, were of themselves but weak and needy elements,
and onl^ figures of a sacrifice to come, viz. that of Jesus
Christ

;
m consideration of which sacrifice only, and of the

taithof the offerers, by which they believed in the Redeem-
er to come, those ancient sacrifices were then accepted by
the diyme Majesty, when they were accompanied with the
inward sacrifice of the heart : but not for any intrinsic worth

Z ^'F%?^.^^^^ *^""^^ offered; for no other blood but the
blood of Christ could wash away sins. Hence, in the 39th
rsalm,—spoken in the person of Christ to his Father,-we
read

: "Sacrifice and oblation Thou didst not desire, but a
body Thoufhast prepared for me " (so St. Paul reads it,

±leb. X. 5). " Burnt-offeriiig and sin-offerim? Thmi didst not
require

;
then said I, Behold, I come." All which gives la
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to understand, that by reason of the insufficiency of tho
6acrihce8 of the old law, Clirist himself would come to beour ^sacrifice, and would offer up his own body and blood

Acf.ordingly our Saviour Jesus Christ, at the time at>pointul by his Father, having taken flesh for uT wSplea^^d to offer nimself a sacrifice for us, dying uponTl^
cross for the sms of the whole world. By this one Sffer Jwe were completely redeemed, inasmuch as our ransomwas paid, and dl mercy, grace, and salvation, were m™chased lor us. Neither can there now be any need oFLdyjng any more, or purchasing any ctlun- graces for us than
tlia e for which He Ims already paid tho price of his blood

^Nevertheless, for the daily application of this one eterna
redernption to our souls, and that the mercy, grace and
salvation which He has purchased for us maf be actual ycommunicated o us; He not only continually appearfin
our behalf m the sanctuary of heaven, there representing
and offering o his Father his death and passion for us; but
has also instituted the blessed Eucharist, the night before
his passion, in which He has bequeathed us his body and
blood, under the sacramental veils, not only to be received
by us as a sacrament, for the food and nourishment of oui
ouls, but also to be offered and presented by his mi.u-sters
to us Father (mystically broken and shed) as a sacrifice

This eucharistic sacrifice of the body and blood of Christ
daily offered under the forms of bread and wine, in remem-
brance of lus passion, is what we call the Mass.

This is that pure
offering which is made to God in every place among^the
Gentiles according to the prophecy of Malachi (i. 10, 11)

Melchisedech (Psal. cix.), whose sacrifice 'was bread andwine (Uen. xv.).

Catholic Church, ti .m, as a daily /omembrance of the pas-

sion of Christ: "Do this for a commemoration of me" (S.

Luke xxii.). Secdui y as a most solemn worship" of the

divine Majesty. Tin, .U;y, as a most acceptable thanksgiv-

ing to God ; from whence it has the name of Eucharist,

Fourthly, as a most powerful means to move God to slxn;

mercy to us in the forgiveness of our sins ; for which reasoi

we call it propitiatory. And, lastly, as a most effectual

way to obtain of God all that we want, coming to Him, as

we here do, with Christ and through Christ,

For these ends, both priest and people ought to offer up
the sacrifice of the Mass ; the priest, as Christ's minister, and

in his person ; and the people, by the hands of the priest

;

and both the one and the other, by the hands of the great

High Priest Jesus Christ. And with this offering of Christ's,

both the one and the other ought to make a total offering

of themselves also by his hands, and in union with him.

A third method is to apply
the service to the purpose of meditation on tlie life or ms-
6i(.n of our Lord or on any other subject. A specimerof
sucli meditation Jias also been given.

Witii a view, however, to assist at Mass profitably in any
of these ways, ,t is necessary that we should make ouf-
solves well acquainted with the nature and scope of this
inos sublime of all services. We should make ourselves
fmmliar with It in all Its parts,_with the ceremonies andmovements wluch indicate them, and the devotions appro
prn^e for each For this purpose, we cannot do beUer
than study with attention the service itself, with the ru-
bncs whicli direct and in some degree explain the ceremo-
nies. Por this purpose, in the present edition of the Ordi-
uary of the Mass, the rubrical directions have been given
very fully. °

It will add very greatly to our interest in the Mass, as
well as to the profit to be derived from it, if we endeavor
as much as possible, to enter into the special charaGter and
beaiung of the service as it is applied by the Church to the
different seasons or days of the year. By means of the
vanable parts of the service,-the Introit, the Collect, the
EpLstle and Gospel, the Offertory, the Secreta, the Com-munmn and Post-Communion,-the greatest possible vari-
ety.and the most touching effect, is given to the service for
different seasons and days ; and they who do not avail
then^.elves of it, lose a very great advantage and an ex-

All, thercforo, who
have leisure and o[)port unity should study beforehaud the

service for the day, and thus ])repare themselves for joining

iatelligently, and with the greatest profit, in the public Mass.

For the same purpose also (not to n\(!ntion here its other

great advantages), we should endeavor to make ounielvos

acquainted with \\w. history of those; saints whosi; names are

in the calendar, and who are commemt)rated at Mass on the

days of their festival. The service on thosci days holds up
these saints as exanq)les for i)ur imitati<»n : we should there-

fore acquaint ourselves with their characters, the trials

through which they passed, the gooil works they performed,

aiiil tiiu virtues for which they were most remarkable.

It nuiy be useful to give here a short sketch of the Mass

Penance is a sacrament instituted by Christ, in which
oy the ministry of the Priest, actual Jins are' renTitted;
and the conscience is released from .-^ll bonds by which
It may be bound. In this sacrament, also, the eternal
punishment due to sin is remitted, and part or the whole

»f the (Jllftent

Hence we see the great necessity of tMa sacrament;
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and llie Council of Trent has decreed, that it h not less

necessary for salvation to those who have fallen into

mortal sin after baptism, than baptism to those who
have never been baptized. And although penance may,

at first sight, and in itself, seem to be a bitter and pain-

ful thing, yet, viewed in its fruits and conscquer:ces, it

is full of consolation ; and every Christian, as soon as

he is conscious that he has fallen into a mortal sin, ought

at once to have recourse to this fount of divine mercy.

The evil consequences of delay are manifold. 1. In

a Mtate of mortal sin, every other mortal sin committed

becomes more aggravated in its character. 2. The com-

mission of one mortal sin makes a second easier, and

this leads to a third, and so on. 3. In a state of morUil

Bin, a man loses the value of all the good works that he

may do. They avail nothing for everlasting life. Nei-

ther alpis, nor prayers, nor fasts, nor even martyrdom
itself, can profit a man, if he has not repented of his sins.

4. Sin, continued in, shuts by degrees the door of divine

mercy, until at last scarce any hope is left of obtaining

pardon from God. Lastly. Just as the longer a stuhi

remains upon a garment, the more ditlicult it is to re-

move, and the longer we neglect to cleanse our cham-

bers or our persons the more defiled they become; so

the longer the soul neglects to purge itself by confes-

sion, the more difficult the work becomes, and the more

intricate, on account of the number of sins and anxiety

of mind, until at last even an experienced confessor may
be unable to extricate the soul from its miserable state;

aud thus the worm of conscience is begotten and nour-

ished, which, though it may not be felt in life, will as-

suredly sting cruelly in the hour of death, and much
more in that place where the worm never dieth, and th«

fire is not quenched.

It is not necessary here to enter at any length upon
the parts of penance. It will be sufficient to mention

2. To propose to himself a pure intention, viz., the honor
of Ool, and tlu; hc-alth of his own soul; and in particular
that hy worthily receiving Christ in tlis heavenly sacra-
ment ho rn;iy conu! to a happy union with him, accordin-r to
that of 8. John, vi. 57, "He that eateth mv flesh, and dnnk-
eth my bleo I, abideth in nje, and J in hini!"

S. To m.'ditato on the sulferings and death of his Re-
deemer; this sacrament beuig instituted to this end, that
we should "show forth the death of Christ until ho come"
(1 Cor. xi. 26).

4. To prepare himself by acts of virtue, more especially
of faith, love, and humility ; that so he may approach to
his Lord with a Hrm belief of his real presence in tliia

sacrament, and of that great sacrifice which he heretofore
oflered upon the cross for our redemption, of which he h(!rG
roa.ces us partakers ; with an ardent affection of love to
hini who has loved us so much, and who, out of pure love,
gives 'limself to us; and with a great sentiment of his own
unw()rtluness and sins, joined with a firm confidence hi the
mercies of his Redeemer.
Here follow one or two forms and methods of prepara-

tion for the holy Communion. They should be used jw
aicls to the exercise of our thoughts and the kindling of our
affections, and not as substitutes for o\ir own efforts, they
point out the proper line of thought and subjects for re-
flection, and if used carefully and meditatively, will bo
found of great assistance. But no forms, however perfect
in themselves, would be good for us w^ithout much care
and effort on our own parts. More than one form is given,
as a variety is useful for different minds, and also for the
same mind at different times.

The Iree of life, whit h God
planted in the niitlst of the earthly paradise, had that
excellent property, that if sin had not banished us from
that happy abode, by feeding on the fruit of it we
should have been maintained in a constant vit^or,

strength, and health, and have never died. How well
does the blessed eucharist answer this noble figure! in

wliich we feed upon life itself in its very fountain, an(l

b} frequenily and worlhily approaching to it, receive a
copious and constant supply of heavenly grace for tiie

maintaining of the vigor, strength, and health of the
soul : that so we may never incur tlie second death, but
may pass from life to life; from the life of grace to the
life of glory ; from life concealed under sacramental veils,

to life seen and enjoyed, without shadow or change, for

all eternity.

The paschal lamb, wliicli was first offered in sacrifice

to God on the evening In which the children of Israel

were delivered from the bondage of Egypt, and then
was, by God's command, eaten by all the' faithful, was
also a figure of the blessed euciiarist, and of the true
Lamb of God, there communicated to us; even that
Lamb, which was first offered in sacrifice for our eternal

redemption from the bondage of the infernal Pharaoh,
and is now received by all the faithful in tiiese heavenly
mysteries, for a per})etual commemoration of this our
redemption, and a daily application of the fruit of it to

our souls. Oh, let us confidently run to this Lamb of
God, who taketh away the sins of the world! Let us
receive with all affection this Christian passover! Let
us embrace this victim of our redemption, this new sac-

rifice of the new covenant, the covenant of life and of
love

! Let us sprinkle ourselves with this blood of the
New Testament, that so the destroying angel may have
no power to hurt us.

Here theLrmbof God presents himself as slain to his eternal
Pathe.-; and his blood most powerfully pleads in our
bel.;.lf Here the death of our Lord, the fountain of allour good, plentifnily flows into our sonIs,and ever Iive8
and bring« forth m us the fruit of life. Here the tri.umphs of our crucified King, his victorious resurrection
and gloyious ascension, are displayed. Here we receive
an as-surance of the share that we have in Christ and in
lis redemption. Here we partake of his Body and of
his Spin!. Here we drink of the fountain of ViL Here
all lie members of Christ are happily united with one
anoluM-, and with their head, in a sacrament of union
.'ind love. Here, in fine, we have a most certain pledge
of ever astmg life, and of the eternal enjoyment of himm our blessed country, who thus lovingly gives him-elf
to us m this place of \inishment. O my soul, reverencewUh aue, and embi-ace with love, thJse mvstnies, so
tiill ol majesty and of love. The High Priest of the Old
icstament was but once a year to enter ^nto the inward
sanctuary of the temple, called the Holy of Holies; and
^hen not without divers purifications and sacrifices, and
a solemn fast of all Israel. See, then, how pure, how
holy, thou oughtest to be, who so often art adnntted into
the sanctuary of the New Testamenl.—that is, to th.^sp
aume mysteries, sunctifi'^l by the presence of Jesus
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Clirist himself, the true Holy of Holies, of which thai
lewish sanctuary waa but a shadow.
Consider, therefore, 4thly, that what most especially

calls for our devotion in these most holy mysteries Is the
real presence of Jesus Christ himself, true God and U'ue

• man, undo; the sacramental veils. Bow thyself down,
my soul to nuoro this sacred truth ; let no proud thoughtw
f f opposition arise in thee against this admirable sjicra-
inent

; captivate thy understanding to the obedience of
faith

; build thyself upon the express words of Truth
itself, so often repeated in holy writ, and upon the ex-
press declaration of Ihe C!»urch of God, against which
the gates of hell can never prevail. The glory and merit
of faith is to believe what thou canst not see ; to ac-
knowledge that the Almighty can do infinitely more than
thou canst comprehend ; and that no effort of mercy and
love can be too great for him who has died for love.
See, then, what thy devotion ought to be in consecjuence
of this belief; what profound reverence to so great a
Lord, who lies concealed in these tremendous mysteries;
what purity of conscience, in order to approach worthily
to purity itself; what humility, what love, when•thou art
admitted to his embraces

!

Consider, 5tlily, how many ways thy Lord and thy
God, the Sovereign Good, who delights to be with the
children of men (Prov. viii. 31), communicates himself
to thee. In his incarnation and birth he gave himself
to bo thy companion, and to take upon him all thy mis-
eries. In his death he gave himself to be thy ransom.
In this heavenly sacrament he gives himself to be thy
food, the comfort and support of thy exile ; and in his
Kingdom above, he designs to give himself for thy eter-
nal reward. Oh, what can he do more to testify his
love to thee

! As wise as he is, he cannot contrive any
thing better for thee; as powerful as he is, he cannot do
more for thee than give thee himself. Oh, how true is
that saying of the beloved disciple, that God is love!
But what dost thou see in me, dear Lord, that can move
tiiee to love such a poor worm, such a wretched sinner,
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M I am ? There can bo nothin^r good in me but what
18 thy^rraciouH gift: and, alas ! I feur I have hitlierto
abused all thy git'Ls. It is, then, thy own pure goodnesa
a on« that can make thee love nie ; and Ihy pure love
alone that can make thee connnunicate thyself to me.
Oh, lot nio, then, bo no longer ungrateful to thv love i

Let thy divnio lire, which thou so much dewirest' to en-
kindle upon earth, take hold now of my heart, that Imay return thoo love for love ! Oh, send it now into mr
soul, that It may proi)are for thoo a suitable lodging here!
Oh, lot me henceforward give myself wholly to thee,
who so often givest thyself to mo

Consider, 6thly, who it is that thou art to receive in
this blessed sacrament, and who thou art that prosumest
to a[)proach him. He is the groat King and Maker of
heaven anrl earth, and the whole creation is as nothingm nis sight. IJo is eternal, immense, and every way
infinite in power, in majesty, in beauty, in wisdom, in
glory

;
and thou art but a diminutive worm, made of

earth, and full of miseries. He is infinitely pure and
holy, in whose sight the very heavens are not clean, and
who cannot endure iniquity ; and thou art infested with
the leprosy of sin. How, then, my soul, shall we dare
venture to enter into this inward" sanctuary, to draw
near the throne of this infinite Majesty, and, unclean
as wo are, to touch and receive the Holy of Holies ]
Oza was struck dead for irreverently touching the ark
of the covenant

; the Bethshamites, for i; '(^veroutly look-
ing on it

;
Nadab and Abiiiu, for oflori?,u incense' before

it with unhallowed fire: and what was this ark (in which
were only deposited the tables of the law) in comparison
with the Lord and Giver of the law, whom we here ap-
proach to ? When God was about to give the law, the
children of Israel were commanded to bo purified, and
to keep themselves chaste ; and even then to keep at a
distance from tho mountain, where the Lord appeared
in thunder and lightning: only Moses was permiued to
ascend to the mountain-top, to converse with the divine
Majesty, or rather with an angel speaking in hm persoa

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And how Hlmll we, with 8o little purity, dare to nppronch
this infinite nnd nil-holy Deity, this consuniiii<r fire?
How Hhull wo, the most unworthy of all sinne-s, pre.
«nnie to receive this Lord of jrlory ? Must we stay uway
till we have the presumption to think ourselves worthy!
No, certainly

;
for one of the most neeessjiry dispositions

for receiving,' worthily is to acknovvled<re and believe our
own unworthincsH. Or must we, throu^rh awe 'and t'eai

of so {Treat a iM;ijesty, abstain forever from partakinir of
these tremendous mystcrit^s? No ; for it is no le.ss cer-
tain death to stay away from the fountain of life, than to
come to it unworthily. What, then, must we do, my
Boul ? We will not run away from our Sovereifjn Gooil.
No; we will run to him. but it shall be like the humble
publican, like the poor prodigal returnin«r home, like the
penitent Ma<,'dalen : such as these he never rejects. It
Bhall be with a contrite and humble heart, which he
never despises; it shall be with an entire confidence in
his infinite goodness and mercy, for no one ever hoped
in him and was confounded. Oh, grant us, dear Lord,
to approach thee with these good dispositions! and since
thou art pleased to invite thyself into so poor, so mean,
so wretched a habiUition as this of my breast, be pleased
first to infuse those graces, those virtues, those disposi-
lions, which may prepare the place for thee ; for thou
knowest that of myself I can do nothing.

Consider, 7tlily, the happy fruits which this divine sac-
rament produces in those souls which frequent it with
due preparation. « The bread that I will give," siiys

our Lord (S. John vi. 52), " is my flesh, for the life of
the world." And again, « He that eateth my flesh, and
drinketh my blood, hath everlasting life, and I will rai^o
him up in the last day." And again, "He that tatetli

my flesh and drinketh my blood, abideth in me, and I

in him." And " He that eateth me shall live by me."
And "He that eateth this bread shall live forever."
Wheresoever our Lord comes, he carries about with him
all the treasures of life, that is, all graoe, love, an^
holiness ; and on his part is ever ready to open these
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treasures, and to communicate them to thoHe souls v/hich
he cornea to visit. These treasures are infinite, aiid so
is the Jove which ho hilars to us. What gifts, then,
wh.. graces may we not expect, if we come with rever-
ence and humility, witli love and devotion, to him who
is the fountain of life! Here we receive the bread of
life for the food and norrishment of our souls. Here we
meet wilh a constant supply of grace, to repair the daily
decays caused by our intirmity and corruption ; to give
us new strength and vigor to walk on in our way
through the wilderness of this world to the mountain of
God; and to make us continually grow in virtue, till we
come to a perfect man, to the measure of the fulness of
Christ. Here devout souls taste the sweetness of heav-
en in its very fountain. Here, seated like Magdalen, at
the feet of our Lord, they learn from him heavenly les-
sons, and enjoy his delicious conversation. Aspire after
ttiis hiippiness, O Christian souls, which in some measure
makes you enjoy hetiven upon earth. If you love Jesus
Christ, run to his embraces; if you love yourself, run to
your Sovereign Good. But see it be with due prepara^
tion, and most especially with faith, with reverence, and
with love.

Tins devotion contimies for forty liours, li» memory of the

iorty lioiirs during which the body (»f our Lord reniaiiicd in

the s(ij)iili;hrij. It was begun nt Mihui in \bM, and was in

troduced into Rome by St. Philip Neri in 15 18, and sane

tioned by I*oj)e Clement ^'II1., who issued a solemn ihill

respecting it, November 'Joth, lo'.>2.

Tills devotion owes its origin to Father Joseph, a Capu
chin fiiar at Mihm. In the year lolii, the city of Milan was
siutfering all the miseries attendant on war, and was re-

duced almoi^'t to despair, when Fatlier Josej)h eddied upon
tlie citizens to raise their eyes from the miseries around
them, and look up to heaven for succor, assuring them, on
the part of G«>d, that if they would give tlien)selves to fer-

vent prayer for forty hours, tlieir city and tliwir c<»uMtry

would he liberated from the devastauons of their enemies.
The citizens obeyed the call, 'i'he Forty Hours' I'rayer

connnenced in the cathedral, and was taken up by the
otlier churclies of the city in rotation. The people mean-
while attmiled with fervor at the ai)pointed pravers, and
approached with great devotion the sacraments of jn'iiance

and iioly connnunion. Heaven di I not dcdav to fulrii the

assurance given by the pious servant of God ; for in a sliort

time the Emperor Charles V., and Francis king of {''r.-tnce,

were seen at the gate of Milan arranging the articles of

peace.

To promote this devotion. Pope Clement XIII. granted a
plenary indulgence to all such as, confessing their sins and
receiving the holy communion, should visit any church or

cliapel where this devotion was being performed.
Tti gain this indulgence, it is required (1) to visit the

Blesseil Sacrament once each tlay duiing the three daya
of exposition; and (2) 1o receive the holy cunimunicn on
oue of the three days ; but not necessarily in the t.amo
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church cf cliapel in which the Blessed Sacrament is ex-
posed.

Pope Paul V. also granted an indulgence of ten years
and ten quadragena: for every visit made to the Blessed
bacrjiment tlms exposed.

EXPLANATION OF THE CEREMONIES.

TuR ceremonies used by the Church in the ad ministration of Haplism
are very ancient. St. niisil mentions many of them, which, he Hays,
are of apostolical tradition; as the consecration of the water, and (»f tiie
oil used in the anointintrs, the renunciation of Satan and hi.s works, and
the profession of faith, i^t. Auirustine mentions Ihe sif,'n of the cross,
the imposition of hands, and the custom of giving salt to tlie catechu-
mens. St. Ambrose sjjeaks of tlie ceremony of touching the ears and
nostrils with spittle, with the words, He ojjened.

These ceremonies have u twofold signilication. They are outward
signs of that which the Holy S|)irit operates inwardly in the souls of
those that receive the Sacrament: and they also admonish them of that
which they ought to do, and represent to them the obligations they
contract.

Tha priest is vested in a white surplice, as denoting iimocence, and
two stoles, one violet, the other white. The violet color signifies the
unhappy state to which sin has reduceil mankind. After the exorcisms,
the priest put-s on the while stole, as the symbol of the umocenc« con-
ferred by the Sacrament.

That he is anointed to be kiiiu, priesr, and
prophet; and therefore that, as king, he must have dominion over his

passions ; aa priest, he must ofler himself unceasingly to yod.as a living

sacrillce for jm odor of swe«tiiess ; aa prophet, he must declare by his

life the rewards of the world to come.
The anointing over, the priest puts upon the head of the baptized a

white linen cloth, commonly called the chriam, in place of the white
garment with which the new Christian used anciently to be clothed in

Baptism, to signify the purity and innocence which we receive in Bap-
tism, and which we must take care to preaerve till death.

Lastly, the priest puts a lighted candle into the hand of the person
baptized, or of the godfather ; which ceremony is derived from the
parable of the ten virgins (Matt, xxv.), who took their lamps and went
forth to meet the bridegroom ; and is intended to remind the person bap-
tized, that, being now a child of light, he must walk a« a child of light,

and keep the lamp of faith ever burning with the oil of charity and
good woiks, for the glory of God and" the edification of his neighbor;
BO that whenever the Lord shall come, he may be found prepared, and
may go in with him into the eternal life of his heavenly kingdom.

4. Hence this sacrament can be received but once ; and it would be
tt Hjicrilego to attempt to receive it a second time ; for which reason also
the faithful are bound to take extn^me care to come to this sacrament
duly disposed, lest, if they should be so urihiippy as to receive it in mor-
tal sin, they should receive their own coiulemuation, and run the risk of
being deprived forever of its grace.

5. Now, the dis|)osition8 which the Christian must bring with him to
receive worthily the sacrament of Confirmation, must be a purity of con-
fcicHcr, at least from all mortal sin: for which reason he ought to go to
confession before he is confirmed ; for the Holy (Jhost will not come t«
a soul in which Satan reigns by mortal sin. 2. A sincere desire of giv-
ing himself up to the Holy Ghost, to follow the induenco of hisdivmo
grace, to be his temple Ibrever, and, by his assistance, to fulfil all th«
obligations of a soldier of Christ.

(i. Hence a Christian ought to prepare himself for this sacrament bji

fervent prayer, as we find the Apostles prepaied themselves for the re-

ceiving of the Holy (ihost. T/iey continued with one accord in prayer,
says St. Luke (speaking of the ten days that passed between the Ascen
Bion of our Lord and lYMitecostj, and they were continually in the templt
prai.oinjr and blcssin^r God.

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1. They ought to implore the Divin') assistance, by fei vent and do
vout prayer, to yuide tliein in their ciioice of a proper person ; for on
the prudent clioico wliich tlu-y mulie wiil verj much depend their
happiness, both in this life and in the next. They sliould be guided by
the good character and virtuous dispositions of the j)ei'3on of their

choice, ratiier than hy riches, beauty, or any oilier worldly considera-
tions, which ought to be but secondary motives.

2. They ought to enter into this holy state with the pure intention of
promoting the lionor and glory of (Jod, and the sanctificution of tlie:f

own souls; and not from any merely earthly motive, or for sensual
gratification.

3. They ought, moreover, to select a person of their own religion ; for

the Catholic Church lias always, by every means in her power, discour-
aged mixed marriiiges ; and exi»erience shows, that a wajit of union in

faith between the husband and wife is frequently attended with the
worst consequences, both to themselves and to their children. A C.-th-

olic, on marrying a person of another religion, cannot be allowed to

enter into an agreement that any of the childiTn shall bo brought up ia

any other thnn the Catholic faith.

4. Before they make any advance in a matter of such great import-
ance, they ought to ascertain whether there be any impediment to pre-
vent their lawful union ; and parents are in duty bound to prevent too
great an intimacy between their children and relations within the pro-
hibited degrees of kindretl. Firat, second, and third cousins are within
the prohibited degrees.

5. They who intend to marry ougnt to ask the advice of their parents
or guiirdians, &c.

C. Those who keep company with a view to marriage should be care
ftl never to take or allow any indecent familiarities ; for these are sin
fill, and draw down Jf.on them the just indignation of God, in place of
that blessing of wiiich they then stand so much in need.

7. It is also advisable, some time previous to their marriage, to in-

lorm their Director of their intentions, that so he may have time and
opportunity to point out to them the preparation most useful for them,
and instruct them in the duties and obligations of the state of life into
wliich they propose to enter.

8. They must obtain the pardon of their sins by worthily approaching
the sacrament of penance ; for should they receive Matrimony without
purity of conscience, they w(»uld deprive themselves of the grace of
the sacrament, and bo guilty of a sacrilegious profanation of this holy
institution.

9. The Church, in the General Council of Trent, sess. 24, c. i., ever
Bo'icitous for ihc welfare of her chiKiren, exliorls the faithfuJ before
their marriage to receive with devotion the Floly Communion.
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10. At the time of marriiiKc, Ihey on^lU to approach the altar with

the greatest decorum atul reverence (for there, in the presence of Cod
and \m Church, they are about to enter Into a solemn contract and en-
?agem.M.t, not to be broken but by death), and receive ti.e benediction
ot (.od 8 minister with humble and sincere devotion.

11. When the married couple leave the church, they o.i«ht to curry
with them feelin-9 of respect for the holy sacrament which they havf
received, and of gratitude tc «od for his mercies. They should spend
the day in such a manner us mA u> lose ihe blesainp which tli.-j re
ooived in the morning. They ou^ht to ceh-brate ttu-ir marriaj(.., like
holy Tobias, in the fear of the Lord, and strive to conduct themst-lve.
amongst their friends with as much sanctity and decor-un as if J.suj

Canu. They should be particularly careful not to profane the day o'
their mammae by dissipation or intemperance, or any sinful diversiong
or indelicate allusions, which are unbecoming at all times, but more
particularly on so imi)ortauj| and sacred an occasion.

3. TImt ho love the Loru Cod with all his heart, and that he desire to

love him more and more perfectly, with that love wherewith all the
Baints and blessed in heaven love him.

4. That, for the love of God, he grieve from the heart for all offences

whiUsoever that he has committed against God and his neighbur.

5. That, (or tho love of God, he Ibrgive frdm the heart his enemies,
and all that have in any vniy injured him and done him wrong.
6. That he beg forgiveness oi those whom he has at any time of

fended in word or deed.

7. That he patiently endure all the pains and discomfort of sickness,

for God's sake, in penance for his sins.

8. That if God shall vouchsafe to restore him to his bodily health, he
resolve henceforth, to the best of his power, to guard again&t sin, and
to keep his commandments.

He is burdened witli the solicitude of all the
churches, and is sent to teach all nations. He has the ri<'ht
of exaniinhig into the soundness of faith of every other
bishop, and of inspecting and requiring an account of his
administration. He is oblij^'ed to see that not only is the
law of God everyAvhere adhered to, but also to examine
how the laws of discipline are executed ; and he is empow.
ered, where he »ee8 xutficient cause, to dispense with the
obligation of the general laws of the Church, especially in
those cases whei 3 it was manifestly the intention of "the
legislature that they should not bind, though their letter
would appear to sustain the obligation. It is not, however
in his power, nor^n that of any other tribunal, to dispense

• with the obligations of the divine law, nor of the law of
nature. It is his privilege to call general councils—to pre
Bide in them in person, or by deputies, who are called le
gates—to see their decrees executed. It is also his privi
lege, in like manner, to sit in judgment upon bishops, andm the higher and more important eccleaiflstical causes' and
those which regard the doctrine, the general discipline, or
the ejeneral welfare of the Church.

His decisions upon cases tried before him are those of
the highest court on earth, in which ecclesiastical causes
are cognisable, and from which of course there lies no
appeal.

JS'o Catholic has the folly to imagine that he is impeccable,
for he is but a frail human being, though bearing a heavenly
commission

; but the authority of this commission is net im-
paired by the weakness or the criminality of him who holds
the power which it confers.

His supremacy in the Church was established by our
Lord Jesus Christ himself, as an essential part of the con-
Btitiition of that body, and no power inferior to that of the
Saviour who gave that constitution could, or can, make any
alteration therei?-.

In the early part of the Saviour's public ministry, two
brothers, Andrew and Simon (the sons of Jona), were fish-
ermen, and originally fn-m Bethsaida (John i.
