Cardinal Vannutelli'identified the cope and
confirmed the statement that it had been
stolen. He wanted to meet Mr. Morgan,
but the financier was in the United States.
The Roman Catholic’ authorities in London
and Rome are certain Mr. Morgan will re-
store the vestment to the-owners and cus-
todians. Indeed, it is reliably reported that
the moment Mr. Morgan -learned that the
cope belonged to the cathedral he gave as-
' suranees that he would . return it there.

- The
i bosses have refused a peaceful settle-
ment, and have declared a fight to the
death.
A Million Dollars Involved.

Meanwhile the citizens who are try-
ing to get their buildings finished be-
fore the fall have to sit still and await
the pleasure of the combatants. The
bosses have refused to arbitrate, and
. when asked to account for the re-
fusal Secretary Phillips said that there
was nothing to arbitrate. Such a thing,

If Independent Phone Co. Wants a
Provincial Charter,

charters to telephone companies desir-
ous of doing a provincial business.

Loea] Italians Deny Existence
of Avowed Adherents to the
Dangerous Sects.

A new complexio nto the Rossati
mystery is given by The New York
Herald’s account of the murder, which
gays: ~

Not as an agent of the “Black Hand"”
Society or amy other Italian secret
organization, as was at first supposed,
but because of the murderous hate in
his own heart, Carlo Rossati, an JItal-
ian of the lowest criminal type, yes-

cietti, known as “the sweet singer of
Little Italy.”

Three months ago Rossati vowed
vengeance on the entire Pascietti fam-
ily, who have become well known
among their fellow countrymen as be-
frienders of newly arrived immigrants
and as enemies of the criminals who
use the name of Mafla, “Black Hand”
or “Camorra’” to terrorize comparative
ly wealthy Italians into submitting to
threats of blackmail.

Rossati, altho he is a cousin of Mrs.
Pascietti, has for a long time been an
unwelcome visitor. Three months ago
he was forcibly evicted from the
restaurant by the Pasciettis, father an
son, after he had made himself obnox-
fous to & company of newly arrived
immigrants. There was a scrimmage
at that time, i which he tried to use
a stiletto on Pascietti, but was him-
self knocked down with a chair.

Meanwhile he had@ borrowed $20 from
his cousin, Mrs. Pascietti, and owed
besides for food and drinks that had
beén served to him. ‘“You'll not get
your money; you don’t need it,” he
told her, “and you’ll have to give me
more besides.”

By “more’ the Pasciettis supposed
he meant money, and even when they
found cabalistic signs on their door
threatening them with death they
paid no attention to them and quietly
continued their fair dealing with those
who sought protection with them... .-
* When Rossati entered the restaturant
at 1 o'clock yesterday morning the
Pasciettis were mot suspicious that he
had returned to commit murder, as he
had promised to do when he was
thrown out of the place three months
ago. Almost immediately there aros
an altercation between Rossati and the
elder Pascietti, who ordered the man
from the place. The son, Salvatore,
heard the scuffle and ran into the main
kitchen. He had not taken a dozen
steps when Rossati drew a revolver

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HIS ACTIONS BELIE HIS PRO-
FESSIONS.

The World has devoted some atten-
tion to T. H. Preston, M7L.A., with
the object of warning the City of
Brantford qgainst accepting him as an
authority predisposed in favor of pub-
lic ownership. The public knows how
to estimate the value of advice com-
ing from an enemy of public ewner-
ship. It knows how much the opin-
fon of a pronounced friend of fran-
chise-holding c¢orporations is worth.
It is the pro-corporation man travel-
ing in the disguise of a public owner-
ship advocate that confuses the pub-
lic mind and very often proves a great-
er danger to municipal rights than the
out-and-out champion of monopoly. T.
H. Preston professes to be a believer
in municipal ownership. He has given
it his theoretical endorsation for a long
time. He has accepted the rewards
which public sentiment readily accord-
€d him as an avowed friend of munl-

cipal ownership.

But Mr, Preston’s faith in munici-
pal ownership carries him no fur.her.
When the practical issue of municipal
ownership vs. monopoly is defined Mr,
Preston is found openly ‘opposing muni-
¢cipal ownership or damning it with
faint praise. He challenges The World
to prove one instanmce of his treachery
to the cause of municipal ownership.
He has in the first place proved faith-
less to the principle in his own city.
But his conviction does not rest on
this offence. In many municipalities
in Ontario the people have come into
conflict with corporations which they
had enfranchised. Electric railways,
electric light companies, gas compan-
ies and telephone companies have car-
ried their tyranny to the point of
public rebellion. To which one of
these municipalities has Mr. Preston
or his newspaper lent his assistauce,
either in the way of calling for legis-
lative pratection to the oppressed mun-
icipality or advising municipal owwier-
ship as a way out of the difficulty?
Some very important municipal issues
have been carried fnto the Ontario
legislature since Mr. Preston became a
member of that body.. Will he kindly
refer us to the work he performed on
behalf of ‘the interested municipalities
that would prove his good faith as a
friend of municipal ownership or a
protector of municipal rights?

RESULTS OF EXAMINATIONS.

A good addition to Mr. Harcourt's
new regulations would be 'to go back
to the old practice of publishing the
results of the departmental examina-
tions in the .daily papers. It is said
tkat this publication used to give rise
to “invidious comparisons’” between
the work of different schools. It is no
argument against a great public con-
venience that it is capable of being
abused. If there is excessive competi-
tion, the remedy is to diminish the
number of examinations. But so long
as the examinations exist, the results
should be published as early and in as
convenient a form as possible. In the
present case delay not only prolongs
anxiety, but is a positive injury to
those who are to write on supplemen-
tals, or who are making up their plans
for the future. The new plan is a

FAIR PLAY FOR GOVERNMENT
OWNERSHIP,

In consequencs,
the British government had ordered
two cruisers from the Cape of  Good
Hope to  proceed immediately and
search for the Smolensk and her con-
sort and convey to them the instruce
tions to desist from further interference
with neutral commerce.

In conclusion, Mr. Balfour said the
shipping industry might rely on the
government doing: everything right and
just to protect the shipping interests.

More About the Coon.

Writes a ‘‘Hovart Old Boy'': I have
been reading with interest “Donside’s"
version on coons, and also the paragraphs
from different writers, . which have fol-
lowed, in your valuable paper, and find in
the essence of all I have seen a doubt pre-
vails as to whether the coon calls for a
mate, or for young, or. for assembling to
enter the cornfield I Have never séen this
problem 'solved, and I have utterly failed
in the attempt to ‘Bdd out from experience
the corfect cause for the eall.

I am of the opinion it is a call tor a
mate, as there are otheér animals which,
at a certain season, give calls for a mate,

I have never heard the coon call so early
in the season, and am of the opinion thdt
it hes beer mistaken, and only the whistle
of a bird has been heard Instead. "My ex-
perience with coons may not have heen xo
extensive as some, but I have noticed that
the coon never calls until the corn is near-
Iy ripe.

A few years ago, two neighbors and my-
self were startled at what we thought was
a coon call. After getting our dogs to-
gether and invading the tree the noise
came from, we were all sadly disappointed
to see our would-be prey take flight across
a forty-rod field by wing. Instead of a
coon it turned out to be a bird about the
size of a robin, with a whistle very much
like a coon's. The owl's eall is some-
thing similar to a coon's, but I think it is
seldom mlstaken for one.

Some very interesting events oceurred
in connection with a night coon hunt,which
starts”about 9 at night and lasts till any-
where before daybreak. Altho the racoon
is getting somewhat scarce, it is consid-
‘ered by the boys of the north to be one of
the pest sports that is indulged in. Per-
haps it is because the cunning animal puts
up such a fierce fight when being captured.

I would consider it interesting, as no
doubt (otherc would, to hear from some
old and experienced hunters thru the col-
umns of this paper, of some of their ex-
citing expeditions after the coon.

So far in my short career, I have-had
a few exciting incidents happen in search
of the striped back, which, at some future
date, I might find time to relate.

Dog Killed 15 Coons,

‘James R. Fawcett of Kimberley writes:
The coon has no call that we ever heard,
but years ago we mistook the call of an
owl about the size of a rpbin for that of
the coon. The coon feeds on crabs, ants,
grasshoppers and fishworms, and if living
near a farmer’'s hen house is nearly sure to
take some of his fowl. I can well remem-
ber the first coon my dog Carlo captured.
Carlo was half bull terrier and half collie,
We had several nights about 10 o’clock
gone to a cow pasture without success, and
then went one morning about 3 with the
result that the dog succeeded in capturing
one in the middle of the patch. It being
his first coon it took him nearly five min-
utes to kill it. The coon is an aggressive
fighter. It will lie on its back and use its
claws with telling effect, and few dogs will
attempt to kill a coon at all after a first
encounteér with one. Carla killed 15 in one
season, only two having been treed. No
matter how large the coon we had never
to help him kill it.

foregoing figures it will be admitted that
all prospect of a bumper cotton crop in the
south for the-coming year must be aban-
doned, and that for the fifth succéssive
Season the world is confronted with an in-
sufficiency in .its cotton supply. Varlous
reasons are assigned for the deterioration,
which has so invariably set in during the
final months of the plant’s development.
For the past five years, unquestionably
the first in Importance is the boll weevil,
which now Infest two-thirds of the cotton
crop of Texas. The impairment of the
the exhaustion of the land and
insufficiency of labor are other theories
upon which ® successive crop failures
may be explained. It is possible that the
seed impairment theory has a basis of
truth. It is probable that the exhaustion
of the land has not been counterbalanced
by the use of fertilizers, but the operation
of neither of ‘these influences is suscep-
tible of statistical proof. 'There can be no
question, however, as to the insufficiency
of labor, and I submit the following facts
as a sufficient explanation of the growing
disparity beétween the acreage and eotton
production of the southern states. These
fignrer are based upon the census returns
of 1900, the hverage annual increase in the
population for the decade having been ap-
plied to the flgures .of 1900 in order to
approximate the facts of 1904.

These figures show that, in the past 14
years, the cotton acreage of the south has
increased 63 per c¢ent., while the rural popn-
lation, white and negro, has increased oaly
25.6 per cent. It is not practicable to de-
termine what proportion of the rural popu-
lation of the cotton states is engaged in
cotton culture. 1In the ten years ending
1900, the number of manufacturing estab-
lishments in the cotton states had increased
from 36,334 in 1890 to 70,278 in 1900, or
93.4 per cent., and the ecapital emplgyed
had inareased from $402,853,310 to $793,-
875,163, or 97.1 per cent. As the increase
in the manufacturing interests of the
south has been relatively greater than that
of the cotton acreage, it is probable that
the disproportion between the rural popua-
lation available for the cultivation of cot-
ton and the increase in acreage is _even
greater than the above figures indicate, but
assuming that one in five of the population
is engaged in cotton culture, which
s a very good estimate, it would appear
that in 1890 18,469,000 acres of cotton were
cultivated by 2,620,000 people, or an aver-
age of Tl acres per person, while in 1904
81,731,000 acres must be cultivated by 3,-
298,000 people, or an average of nearly_10
acres per person.

From this statement only one conclusim
can be drawn, namely, that the cultivation
is less efficient and the yield per acra
therefore smaller. When we come to study
the relationship between the increidse in
the negro population and the cotton acre-
age this view of the case i§ evén more
impressive. The economic consideration that

led to the war of the confederacy was the |

idea that the control of the neégro was es-
sential to the cotton suprémacy of the
south. It is not improbable that this theory
is about to find its economic proof. The ne-
gro alone c¢an cultivate cotton effectively
under the heot southern sun. In the past
fourteen years thé cotton crop of the south
has been increased by 12,260,000 acres,or 63
p.c.,and the negrv population ‘in the same
period has increased only 1,493,184, or 24.3
per cent. It is generally admitted that the
tendéncy in the scuth on the part of the
more  intelligent negroes is fowards
nerthern migration or residence in
cities ‘and employment in the factories
lumber miTis and railroads. - The residuom
of negro labor availablet for the cultivation
of cotton is, theréfore, not only out of pro-
portion as compared with the acreage, but
cemprises the least thrifty, ambitloas and
progressive element. The American cotton
plantations, which are for the most part
held under tenant system, have under this
gystem been less earefully eultivated and
bécome less productivée. Cotton land in the
south, for this reason, is worth less to-day
than it-was fifty years ago, and itssvalue
is but the exponent of its productive eapac-
ity under existing conditions of labor. If is
plain that until these conditions c¢hangze an
increase in acredge is unlikély to result
in a sabstantial increase in production, and
as 1o change in the conditions seems
probable within the next few grears, I am
convineed the cotton trade must adjust it.
self to the prospect of accumulatively acute
stringency In the supply, at least during
this decade.

PUBLICATION OF EXAM LISTS.

What Deputy Minister Millar and
Inspector Seath Say omn Subject.

In reference to the withholding from
publication of the collegiate matricu-
lation examination lists, John Milar,
deputy minister of education, said: “It
is not the duty of the department to
inform the public.”

“But they have done so for years.”

“Yus,” he sald, “but the policy was

discontinued at the request of educa-
tionists.”

“Who are the educationists?”
“Teachers and inspectors,” he repliad.
“There is no rule of the department,

Mr. Miliar, that states that those re-
turns shall not be given?”

“No,” he said, “but the information
given by the department is a matter

of courtesy and not a right for any one
to receive. The department takes the
stand that these examinations are cofi-
fidential matter between the pupils and
the department, They write for certi-
ficates which the department issues,
and this is no business of the public.
I'see no reason why these reports should
not be published locally. If the princi-
pals have neglected their duty to the
scholars they should be called to ac-
count by thé board af education, of
Which they are the sarvants, and which
body is responsible to the people.”
Inspector Seath said: ““The publication
of the results of the. eéxaminagiions in
all' the high schools in the province in
the Toronto merning papers,” he re-
plied, “has turned the high school sya-
tem into a competitive one. The publie,
seeing the results in one high schoot,
frequently made comparisons with other
high schools which thé condition of
the locality did not fustify. Thet fact
that these results were published year
after year had an exceedingly bad ef-
fect upon the character of the educa-
tion given geneérally.In my opinion thers

is probably ndthing that Has done mors |

harm to high 8chool education‘than the
publication of all the results in the To-
ronto dailies. The publication of the
university results Jjs theoretically ob-
Jectionable, but it is ot nearly So ob-
Jectionable in practice as the publica«
cation of the resulfs of. the depart-
mental examinations, as the university
results affect only a small number of
pupils—perhaps 70 or 80, I saw by the
bapers that over 5000 wrote on the
late departmental. examinations. . This
means. practically ail*in the third form,
and it means that with few exceptions
all the pupils attending the high schoois
would  be ‘affected. :
“I don’'t object to competition €n
moderation. The university results af-
fect, year after year, the nigh schoois,
The universities are intended to be

competitive, as scholarships are offered, |

but the departmental examinations ars
not—these are simply qualifying exami-
nations. I support very strongly the
minister of education in his policy in
rot publishing all the results of the
examinations together.

“If I were a principal I would pub-
lish them. The publication of the re-
rorts i a matter éntirely at the discre-
tion of the local authorities. The de-
partment has nothing to do with it.
The board could order the publication
of them if it desired. The results ars
sent to the principals of high schools

and the inspector of public schools, as |

the case may be, and the board has a

‘right to seée them, and has the right to

Cetermine whether they will be publish-
ed or not, according to local condi-
tions.”

Key Rate in Business District Ad
vanced by Underwriters' Committee
and City Held Accountable.

The specific rating committee of the
Toronto Board of Fire Underwriters
yesterday morning decided to increase
the key rate for specific rating in (he
congested district. from 3-4 to 1 per
cent. This action was taken as the
result of the report submitted to tha
committee by Inspector Howe after a
long and careful investigation into the
water supply and fire department
equipment. The advance applies to
Places within the section bounded by
the east side of Simcoe-street, the
South sides of Agnes-street and Wil-
ton-avenue, the west side of George-
Street, and the bay front. It means a
direct advance of 25 cents on the con-
tents of all risks within the district be-
yond the rate originally proposed by
the committee. This will give a rate
under the new system of rating upon
risks of ordinary construction approxi-’
mating the present flat advance of jne
Per cent.,, which went into effect April
last. The key rate, it may be explain-
€d, is the basis on which all charges
for defects in construction, hazard of
occupancy and danger from exposure
is added and from which deductions |
for special fire appliances and private
wateh systems are made.

City is Blamed.

By this action it would appear that
the insurance interests are placing the
onus of the present condition of rates |
upon the city council, with the respon-
8ibllity on the citizens fo see to it that
the defects are remeédied in such man-
ner that relief will be gained from what
insurance men admit is a present high
key rate adopted. for the business dis-
trict, but which they contend is per-
Irectly justifiable under the circum-
stances.

’For 46 minutes they toiled in vain,
Working in relays on the hand air pump
in the hope of getting a pressure suffi-
cient to give the boat the necessary
bBuoyancy. Every man on board was
on the verge of utter exhaustion when
gt last she shifted from her resting
vlace, and another five minutes saw he:
safely afloat on the surfacé of the bay.
There. were 16 inches of water under
her ﬂoorlng, and she was brought to the
lock for répairs with her normal water-
line far out«of sight. .

The Porpoise is a boat of the Holland
t»}{pe and carried a crew of eight ‘men,
with two officers. Lieut, Charles P.
Nelson is her commander. In the re-
dort which he will make to the navy
dgpartment of the accident he will spe-
cially commend the men for the bra-
very they showed under the nerve-rack-
ing conditions in which they found
themselves. Naval men here say no-
thing short of heroie efforts could have
carried them safe thru such a terrible
situation.

Kept Sinking.

The Porpoise was sent out on Monday
to enter into a sham engagement with
tWt_J <vessels attached to the station,
which were lying in the outer bay. Her
program was to sink as soon as she
was within two miles of the enemy and
see if she could get her bearings on
her successive rises to the surface quich-
ly and accuratély enough to fire her tor-
pedoes without exposing herself to a
destructive fire. Off Brenton’s Reef
ightship the first dive was made, and
the sea cocks thru which the water ‘s
taken in to sink the boat to the re-
quired depth were opened. It was ar-
ranged that the depth should be 20 fezt.
but when the gauge showed that this
level had been reached and an attempt
was made to shut off the water which
was filling her compartments the sea
cecks failed to work.

The Porpoise continued to sink, and,
in spite of every effort made to bring
her to the surface again by inclining
her guiding planes in an upward direc-
tion and driving her engines full speed
ahead, she slowly drifted to the bottom.
The water at this point was 120 feet
deep—a depth far greater than any
submarine boat {8 built te stand. The
torpedo tubes were the first to give
way, and there was an inrush of water
thru the bows that held the boat down
more firmly than ever. Then an at-
tempt was made to eject the water from
the tanks in the ordinary manner fol-
lowed when it is desired to bring the
boat to the surface after a plunge, but
once again the pressure of the sur-
rounding water proved too great. The
valves no sooner had been opened than
they burst and the tanks were flood=d
to the brim.

‘Boat to the surface in 15 seconds, the
Forpoise remained immovable. Every
minute as it passed added to the diffi-
culty of thé task. since the steady in-
rush of the water thru dbroken valves
and starting seams added to her weight,
and. when.at last she moved the water
was washing over her cabin floors.

A hurried examination of the boat at
the dock showed that the sea cocks had
become stopped up and that when the
valves had been closéd for the purpose
of shutting off the inlet of the ‘water
they had failed to work. The Porpoise,
it is said, has not been drydocked for
an overhauling for more than a year,
altho six months is the usual time for
which a boat of her class is supposed to
remain in steady commission.

trouble and take their money,

The reporter, accompanied by a pro-
minent member of the loeal Italian
community, who appeared to be anxious
to clear his_fellow-countrymen of the
bad name given them for harboring
such a man as Rossati, resumed the
search. A boarding-house .at 163 Cen-
tre-avenue, whose proprietor salid he
had thirty-six Italian boarders in his
house, had never heard of Rossati, One
man volunteered the information that
& Carlo Rossati and his brother Don-
ato had come to the city in May. This
Carlo was short, and had left for Mil-
waukee about two months ago. Donato
was still in the city, and did not' know
his brother’s present address. Any
other Carlo Rossati was an unknown
quantity to this crowd, and the search
was continued.

A call was next made at the grocery
store at the corner of Christopher and
Centre-avenue, owned by R. D. I. Marco,
Mr. Mdrco also keeps boarders. Mr.
Marco said he did not know of Carlo
Rossati; did not know anybody who did
know him, and the only jnformation he
had of him he had got thru the papers.
He agreed that it would look as if there
was something in the story if nobody
coyld be found to say anything about
a man who had been in the city for
nearly a month and was knfiown to have,
spoken to many members of the Italian
colony. 3

Is a Slclllap.

Emilio Pecchi was next seen. Mr.
Pecchi was highly indignant at the no-
toriety forced on him by the statement
that Rossato’s final meeting was held in
the rear of his house, which is at 114
Chestnut-street. He said: “I have lived
in this city for four years. Every-
body knows me. I got the piano-organ
wit’ de drum-—no other like it in the
city. I never get In trouble wit’ de!
rolice. Now dey come from New York
and look all over my house an’ all
aroun’. I got twelve people in my
house; jus’ my own people. There is
no room in my house for 150 pcople! it
is not big enough for us. I Know
nothing about Carlo Rossatl. He s
Sicilian, anyway. Dere are not four
people from my province in the ecity.

On all sides, however, those oues-
tioned eagerly affirm that the Mafia,
Camorra and Malavita have no organiz-
ed branches here. ‘“There may be one
or two members here,” they say, “but
there is no need for any suc¢h thing in
Toronto. We are all hard workers, and
do not bother with such things. Whan
we form a society it is generally to hava
a good time. A few of us get together
and buy a barrel of beer. but there
is nothing more.”” The Mafla. they say,
is a Sicilian society, one of whose oaths
requires 'a_member to give absolutely
false witnees in order to ald another
member. They deny to those in their
ranks the right to secure justice thru
the channels of the law, and all wrongs
committed against any of them must
be avenged personally, if possible; if
not, every member is pledged to do all
in his power to aild. The Malavita, on
the contrary, exists more for the pur-
pose of levying blackmail and plunder-
ing all unfortunate enough to fall into
its hands.

cities have little, probably -no influence
at all in Toronto, is the eonviction of
Leopoldo Scarroni, who was for 17
yvears secretary of the attorney-gen-
eral in Italy and for three years in
8icily. Mr. Scarroni, consequentlyhas
more than a passing knowledge of the
methods and organization of these so-
eietiec.

“I am reluctant to believe that Carlo
Rossati could have been in Toronto
without changing his name. If he
really was, I don’t think he could suc-
ceed in getting sympathizers among
Italians here.

“] know from experiencé what the
Black Hand, Mafia, Malavita and
Camorra” Societies are. 1 have been in
the provinces in Italy where the Mala-
vita and the Camerra have their nest
and have assisted in the prosecution
against them.

“The Camorra was found in the
Kingdom of Naples, and was for part
political and part revengeful purposes.
It first became publicly known early
in the last céntuty. Its power among
the lower classes at times is great;
it took upon itself to settle disputes
and punish real and imaginary crimes,
demanding money for all services ren-
dered, and it became guilty of many
violent acts in the interest of private
veéngeance or avarice. It aided in the
overthrow of the Bourbon dynasty, but
bas no political sighificance to-day. Its
ramifications, however, are still wide
in its baser form.

“The Mafia is a Sicilian speciailty,
and is better known in America gen=
erally than any of the rest. Now it
is designated ‘the black hand. its

objects are purely blackmail. While}

can assure you that they are all good
people. They are in the fruit business,
and are hard workers without inter-
fering in any other’s private or public
affairs. They are trying to make
money, perhaps to enable them to re-
turn to Sicily some day, and they are
really prospering hére.

‘on the Responsibility of
the People.

New York, Aug. 28.—In an article on
*Educated Men in Politics,” published
here in the current number of a magu-

i gine, Alton B. Parker, the Democratic
presidential candidate, draws an un-
favorable contrast-between that class in
America and the corrésponding one in
England. In the course of his article
Mr. Parker says:

“A man who would succeed in busi-
ness should begin at the bottom and,

work toward the top, which he may
reach if he masters every detail and
prove himself more skilful than those
who are vying with him in the struggle
for its ultimate control. The same rule
applies in politics. There are excep-
tions to the rule, but they tend to
prove it, as exceptions usually do.
Young men, therefore, should be con-
tent to begin at the foot of the politi-
cal ladder, j
“Wherever your home may be there
you will find upon 4nvestigation-a
chance for helpfulness. In nearly every
town, county and city government th2
expenses are rapidly increasing. Al-
tho for considerable portions of the in-
* crease, corresponding benefits are he-
ing received, the tendency to wasteful-
mess and extravagance is not only
marked, but it already threatens our
municipalities in the not far distant
future with a burden that will be
borne with exceeding difficulty. 'Chis
is due largely to the fact that men
of education, supplemented by pro-
fessional and business training, .re
unwilling to contribute, as did thzir
fathers in the past, some portion of
their time anhd ability toward the duties
"of local government.
“The result naturally is that too
many- men, with but little at stake,
and without any ambition to be useful
to the. community in which they live,
seek and obtain local executive offices,
as well as those of an executive char-
acter, with most unfortunate results,
This is to be seen on every hand, and
. as’ a rule,. it is not the .fault of the
local party leaders, who are too often
unjustly censured and held respon-
sible for such conditions.”

affairs in respect to the administration
of the systems of lo¢al- politice with a
necessarily beneficial result in munici-
pal government. :

Excitement in Cotton.

September sold at 11.01, October at 10.92
and December and January at 10.85, or a
net gain of 10 to 26 points.. From the low
point of last Friday this represented an
advance of $6 a bale, or $600 a trading con-
tract. Toward the close the market ‘eased
off 5 to 10 points, but was finally - very
steady, with August _net unchanged and
other months 10 to 18 points net higher.

Lardner Bostwitk ‘#énfor, to state the
following facts:

By an indenture in writing bearing
date the 22nd of February, 1811, the

Mr. William Allan to Mr. Bostwick
in fee simple. The consideration was
a moneyed one, the payment m full
of which in cash is by the deed ack-
nowledged.

By a certain other deed bearing date
the 7th of May, 1812, John Ashbridge,
therein described as the “surveyor of
highways in and for the County of
York,” conveyed to Mr. Lardner Bost-
wick the then existing highway called
Toronto-street, consisting of one-third
of an acre of land, which was and s
immediately adjoining the ten acres, to
the east. The same extending from
the south side of King-street, to the
street now known as Colborne-street.
The authority to close the then exist-
ing Victoria-street, and to sell the

{land which formed it, was conferred

on the surveyor of highways by an
act passed in the 50th year of King
George III. The money consideration
for this purchase is by the deed ack-
nowledged to have been ‘“‘well and truly
paid in lawful money of Upper Can-
ada.” Both instruments are recorded
in the city registry office. The few of
the present day who were acquainted
with the late Hon. William Allan, will,
I think, -agree with me that he was
not likely to dispose of his property
for less than its then value.

The greater portion of the day was
taken up with a very instructive and
interesting address from Abb Landis
of ‘Davenport, Iowa, an expert actu-
ary, who spoke on the question of
raising the assessments. He said tLe
association had two needs, it must
have a safe and adequate rate and it
must be attractive and practicable,
The present value of the insurance in
force was $9,000,000, and with 24 annual
assessments, they would still be $3,000,-
000 short of realizing sufficient to place
them on a secure financial basis.
Thirty-six annual instalments would
be sufficient, but would not be prac-
ticable, as it would increase the cost
of insurance above the ordinary life
companies. He offered two sets of
rates based on a four per cent. earning
capacity of the funds- One was for.a
straight life policy and the other ter-
minating at 65 years of age. The
funds were mot now earning four per
cent., but there was na reason why
they should not do so. Protection was
needed, not in old age, but in youth,
when a man had others dependent on
him. The policies he offered wodld be
interchangeable. When a man reach-
ed 65, he could take a straight life
policy or he could discontinue when
his family became self-supporting. Mr.
Landis was compelled to leave early
in the afternoon, but he was given a
hearty vote of thanks and his report
will be acted upon to-day.
