The Use Made of Mistranslations of Rus­
sian Documents by the United States— 
Deliberate Falsification la Favor of 
American Contentions Charged—A
Warning Note of Trouble Bounded.

London, April 3.—The newspapers gen­
erally comment upon the introduction be­
fore the court of arbitration regarding Beh­
ring Sea of the British counter-case expos­
ing the use made of mistranslations of 
Russian documents in the case present ed 
by the United States.

The Standard says that sometimes the 
translator seems to have blundered out of 
sheer carelessness and in other places to 
have been mistaken, while some errors of 
omission and commission show deliberate 
falsification in favor of the contentions of 
the United States.

As the agent of the United States had 
put in amended versions of the mistranslat­
ed documents, most people, The Stendard 
continues, would suppose that no more need 
be said, but it is surprising to find that 
after tacitly admitting some docuroebts to 
bo no ffiore reliable, than the Mormon 
scriptures), the United States Government 
has refrained from modifying or withdraw­
ing the arguments based on the garbled 
translation. \

The BritishXcontention, The Standard 
adds, is that when spurious passages are 
expunged there dqea not remain an atom of 
evidence supporting: the chief American al­
legations. In closibg, The Standard re­
marks that it would,'perhaps, be futile to 
ask whether any responsible politician at 
Washington really thought that the devise 
could beguile three representatives of 
Great Britain.

The St. James Gazette 
suspect the United States 
conniving in the concocted 
sure that the American peopl»xwill repudi­
ate a trick so dirty and so silly. \ Yet, adds 
The Gazette, the arguments founded on 
the forgeries are uncancelled. \

The Daily Chronicle says editorieUy this 
morning: With the greatest regret» but 
with misgiving, we must say that no 
son of intelligence can read the evider 
the blue book and acquit America of tt|e 
charges of resting her case in a large mea­
sure upon evidence dishonestly procured 
and prepared.

That a great nation should be placed by 
its trusted representatives in a position of 
appealing^to the judgment of the world 
upon bogus treaties, contradictory evidence 
and impossible affidavits is the saddest 
spectacle that international relations have 
produced in a long time.

A GENERAL DENIAL.

The United States Has Not Used FetrolTs 
Mistranslations.

Washington, April 3.—The discovery 
which seems by cable despatch from Lon­
don to have reached the news edition of 
The London Standard and The St. James’ 
Gazette for the first lime yesterday in 
regard to false and garbled translations 
of Russian documents in the case as 
originally prepared for the United States in 
the Behring Sea controversy is very old on 
this side of the water.

into a charming young woman, noted for Tl 
her cleverness and beauty. She was, how­
ever, always headstrong and self-willed, 
and at last obtained a reputation for eccen­
tricity, when she ran away to Canada and 
married Mrl Mills. Her young husband 
was the son of a wealthy drygoods mer­
chant, who died soon after the marriage, 
leaving him a comfortable fortune and "a 
large interest in the business.

The young people, it is said by acquaint­
ances, appeared to do their best to outvie 
each other in extravagance, and in a little 
moft than a year they had spent all their 
money. Mrs. Mills, however, did not 
abandon her extravagant habits, and her i 
husband finally put her in an insane asylum 
in Hamilton. She was there but a short 
time and told her relatives after her re­
lease that she had feigned insanity to spite

4Havana, April ,3.—The sudden depart­
ure of the United States ships Newark and 
Bennington, owing to the snub adminis­
tered by the Captain-General to the Ameri­
can rear-admiral, is a subject of discussion 
here, and the people are waiting anxious­
ly to see what steps will 
the slight.

La Lucha, a local journal, contains a long 
account of the affair, reciting the manner in 
which the prearations made by the rear- 
admiral for the reception of the captain- 
general and his staff were ignored, as well 
as the custom of sending an officer to con­
duct the men-of-war appearing at the en­
trance to the harbor to a safe anchorage.

The Newark and the Bennington ap­
peared off the port 
Mina and Pinta, the two models of ancient 
caravels which they escorted across the 
ocean, and slowed down to await the com­
ing of a port official to advise the officers, 
and after waiting some time the ships were 
anchored in that part ot the harbor usually 
reserved for such vessels.

Salutes were exchanged with Fort Cab- 
anos and the ships of the Spanish fleet and 
subsequently the admiral went ashore and 
called on the captain-general.

Vienna, April 3.—Dr. Adler, the most 

conspicuous Socialist agitator in the city, 
delivered an address in favor of universal 
suffrage before a meeting ot 4000 working­
men this evening. Two-thirds of the 
adult males in Austria, he said, had no 
votes.

ALIEN LABOR LAW.

Uncle Sam is Opening His Gates to 
Foreign Workingmen.

New York, April 3.—A special from 
Suspension Bridge says a decision rendered 
by Collector J. J. Low of that port bids 
fair to terminate the bitter rivalry that has 
existed for years between the laborers on 
the American side of the river and those on 
the Canadian dtde. It costs much less to 
live in Canada than in the United States, 
consequently the workmen across the border 
have had an advantage over their American 
brethren.

Finally an adjustment lias been brought 
about by Major Low’s interpretation of 
the alien contract labor law as advised by 
Secretary Carlisle, which he thinks relates 
to contracts made in a foreign country 
only.

According to this reading of the law a 
contract made within the United States, 
although made with a foreigner, is not pro­
hibited by any existing law. The collector 
says he has no authority to close the gates 
against foreign laborers; hence the laborers 
on this side will have to retire with their 
complaints.

The customs collectors have enlv lately 
been vested with the power to adjust im­
migration and alien labor troubles, and 
Collector Low is now ordering the disposi­
tion of stores of complaints that have been 
entered by domestic laborers.

New York, April 3.—The residents of 
Port Republic, Germania, Sonthville, Old 
Gloucester and other points in Gallaway 
and Egg Harbor Townships, New Jersey, 
were greatly relieved to-day.

ACADEMY OF MUSIC.Marvin Clark, the Blind N.wspapsfl 
Writer of New York City.

Any afternoon of the week one may nee 
in the reading room of the Press Club a 
middle-aged man with a slight gray mous­
tache sitting at a table, smoking a cigar 
and listening with in air of close attention 
to a boy who is reading a newspaper in an 
undertone. If a member of the club lounges 
up to the table and says, “Hello, Marvin,” 
the listener will turn his head with a smile 
and say: “Why, bow are you!” adding 
the name of the man, whether Smith, Jones, 
or Robinson.

Unless you aro a better judge of suoh 
matters than the ordinary human being, 
yon will not notice that the man addressed 
as Marvin is blind. Cl 
him the less likely you w 
But the man is blind, and has been blind 
for nearly five years, so blind that he can 
only distinguish light from darkness and 
cannot in the least make ont form or color. 
He is Marvin R. Clark, who although blind 
yet writes newspaper articles that are 
bought and printed and read, that com­
mand more attention than the efforts of 
hundreds of men who hover about the New 
York press.

For over thirty years Mtrvin Clark was 
a newspaper man with as good a pair of 
eyes as any of them. He was reporter, 
copy reader, managing editor, in the very 
heart of the rush that aurgen about that 
busiest of places, the modern newspaper 
office. Then his night began to fait It 
was a gradual dimming, first a blur, that 
fades into a mere idea of colored form, into 
form without color, into the faintest of 
lights and shadows, into total darkness. 
Then after a long period of rest the mere 
perception of night and day and darkness 
and light came back to him, like the first 

flicker of straggling light seen far 
back in the depths of a cave. With this 
the improvement stopped, and, aside from 
the hope this little improvement gave, the 
darkness might as well have been complete.

Of all the misfortunes that can befall a 
human being, that which came upon Clark 
is the worst. From being an sotor in the 
most varied, least monotonous, most breath­
less life a man can lead, he became a man 
in the midst of the pitchy darkness of a 
night that is unpierced by light, 
has no dawning. Hj could hear, 
sentences painfully sharpened, the noise, 
the tumult of the rush about him. But he 
was helpless, must tit with folded hands, 
must rely utterly upon those about him.

His training had all been for newspaper 
work. There was no occupation to which 
he could turn his attention. He was not 
rich and he was not the sort of man to sit 
content a useless burden upon others. So 
he set to work to adapt himself to his 
changed conditions. He resolved to con­
tinue his newspaper work, accept the 
handicap fate had put upon him and con­
tinue in the race. He bought a typewriter 
and in a few minutes learned the keyboard 
so that with a little care he could strike 
whatever letter he wished, not through 
having the letters raised, because raised 
letters would have cut the ends of his fin­
gers, but by learning the distance between 
each key and the edge of the board. Then 
he hired a boy to read to him and was ready 
to begin newspaper work.

Each day this boy reads the newspapers 
to him—the headlines of all articles, the 
fall text of some, a few paragraphs of 
many. Thus he keeps himself perfectly in- 
fofmed of what is happening ia the world 
each day. Added to this is f i gossip he 
hears from his friends, the newspaper men. 
He is thus able to comment upon the news 
or to store up what he has learned for 
future use. In his thirty years of experi­
ence in New York newspaper work he 
has gathered a vast amount of informa­
tion about men and things. Further, he 
has a still greater amount of knowledge of 
where things are to be got, if he does 
not know the details or remember accur­
ately.

Through these sources he is ready to fur­
nish special articles upon all sorts of sub­
jects. The newspaper special article ia a 
most important feature of the newspaper, 
especially of the Sunday edition. Mr. 
Clark can write iùteresting specials upon 
things that were and also upon things that 
are. He has only to think of a good sub­
ject. If there is reading to be done his 
boy can do it for him. If a man is to be 
interviewed, his boy can lead him to the 

Were it not that this roundabout 
method took too much time he could do the 
routine newspaper news work.

He has learned the typewriter so well 
that he makes it tarn off for him copy that 
is clean and clear and most legible, incom­
parably better than the copy that formerly 
flowed from the end of his pencil. At first 
the newsnaper editors were a bit shy of his 
writings because it seemed incongruous for 
a blind matt to do newspaper work, when 
the newejmper is above all things a record 
of things seen. But latterly they are get­
ting used to him, and now his articles ap­
pear regularly in many New York and 
Brooklyn papers.

He has borne his affliction with a courage 
and cheerfulness that is amazing,that shows 
the resources of bis character. From the 
first he faced the situation as if he could 
see it, and he has never staggered under 
the several blows that have struck him— 
the beginning of the failure of his sight, the 
total darkness, the announcement of a great 
specialist that he would never see again. 
“What is the use of complaining!” said he. 
“No one but a blind man can begin to under­
stand what this darkness means—this total 
dependence upon others. But I must work. 
I have to keep my mind occupied with mv 
work and that passes my days. Latterly 1 
have been troubled with insomnia. Each 
morning at 3 o’clock I wake up and can 
sleep no more. What can I da? I cannot 
read. No one can come and talk to me at 
that time. I must lie there in the dark­
ness, helpless and alone, waiting for day­
light and the boy who is eyes to me. That 
is my greatest hardship, and must confess 
that sometimes my philosophy is not equal 
to it.”

Mç. Clark has also turned his*ttention 
to th‘e writing of fiction stories. He has 
written several and has had good success 
with them, and he hopes, as he gets accus­
tomed to thinking in that line, to improve 
his work up to a good standard. He has 
the necessary equipments of a good style 
and a good imagination, and he can evolve 
his plots-ont of the storehouse of his excel­
lent memory, which is full of the light of 
former days.

multiple of t)^ 9. For instance, suppose 
an error occurs in bringing out a trial bal­
ance or cash settlement or that the sum 
“short” can be divided by nine without a 
remainder. If it has occurred in this way, 
there is a strong probability that the mis­
take has been made by transposing figures ; 
at any rate, if such mistake takes place by 
reason of transposition the sum in question 
will always divide by 9 without remainder. 
To illustrate this : If 97 has been put down 
as 79, the error will be 18, or twice 9 exact­
ly ; if 322 be set down as 223, the error 
will be 99, or 11 times 9. This oddity goes 
on indefinitely between any set of .trans­
posed figures. —Philadelphia Press.

Local Manager Wragge Speaks With Re­
spect to the Delay.

Local Manager Wragge of the G.T.R. 
was seen with reference to the delay that 
the Toronto Railway Company is experienc­
ing in crossing the Grand Trunk tracks east 
*f the Don.

Mr. Wragge stated that when the Toron­
to Railway Company commenced stringing 
Its wire along Queen-street east that com­
pany was told that it would be necessary 
tor it to apply to the Railway Commit­
tee of the Privy Council under the provi­
sions of the Railway Act for permission to 
cross, as it would be illegal for it to run 
electric cars across without"having first ob­
tained permission to do so. He continued:

“This must have been some time in Oc­
tober or November last, when Mr. Bell 
and I had several interviews with Mr. 
Everett and Mr. Grace about the matter. 
Since then the Street Railway has run 
occasionally an electric street sweepe 
Queen-street east, and at that time I wrote 
to Mr. Grace, under dale of Feb. 23, telling 
him that the Grand Trunk not wishing to 1 
be unneighborly did not stop its being run, 
but that this concession must not be 
taken as waiving the necessity for an order 
from the Railway Committee of the Privy 
Council.

“You see,” said Mr. Wragge, “we have 
given the Toronto Railway Company ample 
time to make the necessary application for 
authority to run electric cars, and if there 
is any delay when the company is ready to 
run cars it certainly does not rest with the 
Grand Trunk.

“The Railway Act passed in '92,since the 
operation ot electric lines, has laid down 
precisely the precautions and regulations 
necessary at the crossings of steam rail­
roads with one another or with an electric 
road.

“When the Davenport-road obtained per­
mission to cross the railway tracks had to 
provide gates and interlocking signals. 
East of the Don there were no such guards
