The World's Young Man
Meets Rudyard Kipling

AT A LUNCHEON IN LONDON

Where He Got Thatﬁfxpression, “Qur
Lady of the Snows.”

The Impervial Laureate Taken to Task for
Giving o False Impression to Voreign-
ers About This Comnizy’s Grand Cit-
miite — Canada Always Wrongly De-
picted —~ Kipling Pays o Tribute to
Bitss Carman.

London, June 21,~(8pecial)—1 took
the opportunity to-day at a luncheon of
addressing a few- admonitory words to
Rudyard Kipling, who sat on my right,
The Imperial Laureate, as is well
known, is extremely shy of newspaper
men, but in reply to a “Stanleyesque”
query, “Mr, Kipling, I presume?’ 1 re-
ceived a pleasant answer,

' “What have you to say to the eriti-
cism of the Canadian press on your
poem, ‘Our Lady of the Snows,’ Mr,
Kipling ?”

“What is their criticism?’ he asked,
“Why, you must know that we Cana-
dians seriously object to being described
as living in a land of snow and ice.”
“Well, 1 take it all back,” said the
poet. “I shall never do it agaln, and if
desired, 1 hereby certify and make oath
that never a foot of snow falls from
alifax to Vancouver, and that the rail-
ways are never blockaded for days,”
T'his, of course, was a Kipling joke,
“But,” said he, “Canada fs an im-
mense country, and it can’t be denied
that the greater part is decidedly wintry-
like, for a long- period, each year, 1
lived on the border for four years, and
know something of it. Of course, your
summers are glorious, far shead of ours
here in England, but how has Canada
always been depicted—a maiden in blan-
ket suit and snowshoes, is it not? I am
quite willing that Miss Canada be pie-
tored without any garments If you
like.”

“Speaking seriously, however,” he con-
tinued, “it is the fault of Canada, and
her governments, that the really splendid
climate of her southern provinces Is mot
sufficiently - advertised.”

“But, Mr. Kipling, “no advertisement
of our Government is so widely read as
your writings, and_as we want people
in Canada, it is just this sort of thing
that gives us a set-back. Emigrants
don’t want to live in snowbanks,”

“Quite so, but I ask the Canadian

words, ‘Our Lady of the Snows,’ Ask
any Roman Catholic’ what they mean,
Don't you remember D’Arcy MeGee's
words?’

As 1 didn’t recollect what words were
referred to, 1 discreetly changed the sub-
jeet, by reduesting a poem on Indian
summer, some time in the future, but
the encouragement was not great,

“A beautiful season, the spléndor of
the changing maples and beeches is al-
most indescribable,  Some of your own
poets should attempt the task. Bliss
Carman, who has done some admirable
work, is fully capable.”

A GREAT DAY IN MONTREAL

Tremendous Demonstration
of Loyalty

ESPECIALLY OF THE FRENCH

A Grand Procession of All Creeds and
Nationalities,

The Tarnout Was Immense and the En-
thusiasm Extended Beyond the Parad-
ers to the Multitudes on the Walks -
Decoration Were General, "From the
Palace of the illionaire to the
Humblest Cottage — Fremeh People
Showed More Warmth Than English.

Montreal, June 21.—(Special.)—-This
has been a red-letter day for Montreal,
all the forenoon being given up to the
mighty procession that passed through
the streets. The turnout was more than
a demonstration of loyalty to Queen
Victoria. It was a demonstration of
Canadian loyalty and unity which has
never been equalled in this country, and
which would have been impossible in
years gone by. All races, every creed,
descendants of every clime, were repro-
sented in one great demonstration of the
D@OPIE" loyalty towards their Queen and
their country.

Everybedy Was Warmed Up.

And the enthusiasm was not confined
to the paraders. From the early morn.
ing all, sorts and conditions of men,
women and children made their way to
the streets along which the parade was
announced to march, and took sdvan-
tage of every ponifbl'e point of vantage
from which to see the procession.

Practically every place had its decora-
tions, and in the East End, the I’rench
section, it was most remarkable to nptice
that nmuil{ every design had some refer-
ence to Her Majesty, or some proof of
satisfaction at the British connection.

JUBILEE DAY.
London to-day will be the sceme of
the greatest pageant that the world has
ever witnessed, Solomon, in all his
glory, fades into insignificance when
placed slongside the blaze of splendor
that will illumine the world's metropolis
this morning. No other event in history
has ever commanded such universal in-
terest, such spontaneity and enthusiasm
as will be aroused to-day throughout
the world by the procession of the aged
Quéen to St. Paul's Cathedral to render
thanks to Almighty God for His abound-
ing goodness. 'The event is of; mjore
thin Imperial interest. It is wﬂé-zide
and appeals to all the nations and lan-
guages and peoples of the ‘carfh. The
cheers that will greet the Mother Queen
as she passes through the streets of
London will be echoed and' re-echoed
in a thousand different cities to-day.
Bchoes of the Jubilee will be heard in
Burope and in Asia, in Africa and Am-
erica, and throughout the islands of the
sea, It is a day of days, and ‘proud
shonld Canada be that she plays so dis-
tinguished a part in this greatest of
earthly ceremonies.

WHAT THE JUBILEE MEANS FOR CANADA

The Jubilee has a special dgniﬁcnm
for Canada. Hisherto the Dominion has
been regarded as _a colony. Henceforth
the colonial idea disappears, and Cad-
ada takes rank as ome of the self-gov-
erning States of the Empire, Mr.
Laurier went to England as the repre-
sentative of a colony., He will come
back as an Imperial statesman., The
Premier of Canada will occupy as pro-
minent a role in the future counecils of
the Empire as any of the statesmen of
Great Britain. The outside worid has
already recognized Canada’s claim to
Imperial rather than ecolonixl honors.
The new idea has got as far as Chicago
at least. Here is what the Inter-Oc¢ean
says of us:

It is hardly too much to say that
the colonial relation no longer exists.
Those premiers are called colouinl,
but they are really Imperial. 'fhe
colonies are very nearly on a footing
with England, Scofland and Wales,
and far more independent than Ire-
land. In the immemorial sense of
the | have d to
exist, so far as the British Govern-
ment is concerned. Ireland is go
very near to England that it muost
remain in the United Kingdom, but
it any of the faraway pcoples want |
to flock by themselvés they ecan.
That is a new departure in colomnl-
ism, It is not Im%robnble that dur-
ing the reign of the present Frince
of Wales a far closer union will be
formed, one which will put the whole
Empire upon much the same gove m-
mental footing.

As one of the States of the Empire
Canada occupies no mean place. In
some respects our position is uniqee,
Great Britain has almost exhaosted its
naturdl resources, Canada is a gigantic
unopened storehouse of mineral and ag-
ricultural wealth, 1 the. Empire is to
expand Canada is the place where that
expansion will principally take place.
Canada is destined to be the home of
a larger number of people than now
occupy the British Isles, and in time the
city on the St. Lawrence mayv becomic
the very heart of the Empire. Canada
is a mighty Empire in itself. Canada’s
chief glory is in the future. Great Brit-
ain’s prestige rests on its past achieve-
ments, Canhda has every reason to be
proud of ‘the position it occupies in th
Imperial constellation,

‘MRB. LAURIER ON THE TRADE PoLICY.

The sentiment of Imperialism and the
feeling in favor of the unity of the Em-
pire; which has for the past ten years
been gradually growing in the United
Kingdom, developed into a gigantic wave
a few months ago, when the preferential
tariff in favor of England was put into
operation by the Government of Canada.
The same wave broke into enthusiasm,
foanmed around the various platforms
occupied by the colenial Premiers since
their arrival in the Mother Country, and
threatened to carry with it people, Parlia-
ment and Government in favor of pre-
ferential trade. =~ Recent cable advices,
however, tell us of opposition to the
movement, coming, strange to say, from
the outer empire. Premier Reid of New
South Wales tries to galvanize
into - more vigorous lite a mori-
bund sentiment favorable to frec
imports, and in this ~he fis said to
be seconded by our own Mr, Laurier.
We are very unwilling to believe that
the Premier of Canada has pronounced
in favor of England’s present fiscal sy8-
tem, and yet e is on record as having
made the deliberate statement that pro-
tection is a bad policy for any eoiintry
to adopt. In confirmation of the reports
of his speeches in Great Britain the Pre-
mier authorizes the following statement,
cabled at his own instigation:

“I stand by my speeches, but 1 do

not wish to be judged by interviews,
I have been interviewed by several
papers, and have not read the inier-
views, I have said a hundred times
in Canada that protection is a mis-
take for a _country, and there eannot
be a question as to my views on this
subject.”

In making such a statement the Pre-
mier is grossly misrepresenting this
country. Canada believes in protection
as thoroughly to-day as she did in
1878, when the National Policy was put
in force. Mr. Laurier has lost his hend.
The practical consolidation of the Em-
pire can only be effected by a policy of
preferential trade and protection. Mr.
Laurier seems to have fallen into the
hands of the English Free Trade Phili-

of Commerce of the manufacturing cities
of England and Scotland are the strohg-
holds of those who believe in unrestrict-
ed importation, From exclusive contact
with that class, it is casily possible that
Mr, Laurier may have been led to
over-estimate the strength of the so-call-
‘ed free trade sentiment of the country.

It must not be forgotten that the Bri-
tish Empire League in Eagland has
never taken the position that the Gérman
and Belgian commercial treaties should
be abrogated, nor has it ever approved
of inter-British preferential trade. In-
deed, when Sir John Lubboek first pro-
nounced in favor of a commercial union,
is was in such indefinite terms as to
cause even some people in England to
doubt the good faith of the proposal. In
proof of this we quote the following ex-
pressions from The St. James’ Gazette:

“Pree traders will rejoice in Sir
John Lubbock’s declaration at the
meeting of the city branch of the Im-

rial Federation League, He is all
'or a zollverein, he says, but it must

be founded, not on the Customs du-
ties, but on the absence of them. If
Sir John meant free trade as within
the British Empire and p! as
against the rest of the world, he
would earry with him a strongh‘mly
of mggom'n in our leading colonies,
But does not mean anything of
the sort. His idea is that the colonies
should adopt our own system of free
trade, abstaining even from retalia-
tion. This may be good doctrine,
but to Australia and Canada it looks
like suicidal unselfishness.”

Can it be wondered at, then, that Mr,
Laurier, coming in daily comtact with
men of such ideas, breathing the free
importation atmosphere of English
Chambers of Commerce, and being dog-
ged (on British soil be it remarked) by
the inquisitorial interviewer, should have
given utterance to sentiments which
might indieate an abandonment of pre-
ferential trade? But we refuse to believe
(with Sir Charles Tupper) that Mr, Laur-
fer has abandoned the policy upon which
both political parties in Canada are
agroed, or that he discountenances the
granting'of préferences in English mar-
kets to British colonies, We must await
