They had
peen unable to do anything more than

of. The company had made all the
concessions possible. With these form-
al remarks, President Ames retired,
amid cheers.

Then the committee representing the
men inade their report to the mass
meeting, being introducd by J. H.
Pickles, who was made chairman by
acclamation. George Coney was made
gecretary. Chairman Marshall spoke
priefly; but favored an immediate set-
tlement one way or the other. This
gentiment was greeted with silence.

- The committee followed with the re-
port of the various phases of the ne-
gotiations. The report was a complete

~ getail of all that had been accomp-
lished.

When the scale offered by the com-
pany was read, it was greeted with
hisses and yells of derision. This was
the earliest manifestation of the feel-
fng among the men toward the com=
promise extended by the company.
COMPANY’S SCALE PRESENTED.

The chairman then announced that
t!}e report was in the hands of the mass
meeting. A member moved that the
report be accepted. There was some
confusion as to what the motion meant,
and a row was narrowly averted, be

. “gause many of the men thought an ef-

fort was being made to rush the plan

thru as a settlement of the trouble.

‘When the chafrman & explained, a

discussion developed.

A member who had been 14 years in
the service, and had five small child-
ren, spoke vigorously in favor of re-
jecting the offer of the company. His
réemarks were vociferously zpplauded.

/

A member attempted to favor the new
scale. He was \instantly howled down.
The man insisted that he wanted the
motion put to adopt the report. There
was trouble in finding a seconder. The
speaker declared that the scale was fair,
and many men had homes partially
paid for. A seconder was still not to
be found.

FAVORING A FIGHT |

Then speakers favoring a fight secur-
ed the floor amid the wildest cheers, all
violently demanding that the scale be
refused. The. air was full of yells:
“Good fellow,” “We will have 25
cents an hour or nothing,” and other
such expressions indicating that the
mass meeting was on the verge of a
strike. There was scarcely a dissent-
ing volce.

One member had the temerity to rise
to a point .of order. The meeting be-
came tumultuous in a moment, and
cries of “Scab, scab” were general.

TO GET THE TEN YEAR MEN,

A speaker charged that the company
had placed the 21 cent part of the scalz
in eight in order to cause the ten-year
service men, to whom the maximum
scale alone applies, to quit the union;
and take out their cars. This charge
provoked the wildest commotion.

When order was restored,the speeches
became more moderate. Finally a mem-
ber .declared in a deliberate tone, “It

is unwise for us to strike to-night.”

Yells of “Sit down,” “Put him out,”
and other phrases indicating clearly
the temper of the majority were hurled
at him. ¢

The discussion took the wildest range,
and the original question was soon lost
sight of in a multiplicity of personaili-
ties.

The burden of the remarks, however,
touched the sliding scale. This the
men declared unfair. They would never
accept such a proposition. The graded
scale kept the men divided, and it was
the general expression that this feature
could never be ‘accepted.

l_l!() FAVORED ACCEPTING.
As the ‘discussion pr<(fessed, ap-

peals were made by members in favor

of hearing what those who favored
the scale had to say. Then, several |
men favored accepting the company’s
compromise. Apparently, 50 or 100
men desired to have the new scale
adopted.

Fifty Wealthy Business Men Form
Themselves Into a Vigilance
Committee,

Paterson, N.J., June 20.—Mayor Johmn
Hinchcliffe seems to-night to be in com-
- plete control of the situation here, back-
ed as he is by the entire peace con-
trolling force of the city and county
and a goodly portion of the State mil-
itia. The soldiers’ presence has had a
déterrent effect upon the Anarchists,
and they are not in evidence in the city.
They have retired for the time, and o.ce
more the peaceful, intelligent section
of the dyers’ helpers is in the ascend-
ant.

The troops will remain on duty all
night and be relieved by the deputies in
the morning. No troops will do duty in
the day time, unless there should be
serious trouble.

An organization has been completed,
composed of 50 wealthy business men
of this city, to be known to the public
2s the Paterson Vigilance Committee,
but the membership and proceedings
are not to be made public. Private de
tectives have already been engaged to
shadow the leading Anarchists. The
Anarchists are to be induced to leave
Paterson quietly, if possible. If they

its own plan for action.

ter where in Paterson a man on it ob-
tains work his employer will be notified
to dismiss him.

ACCUSED OF CRUELTY,

Consul Boyle of Liverpool
Charges COattle Shippers.

London, June 20.—Jwmes Boyle, Unit-
ed States consul of Idverpoel, charges
shippers of cattle in the ports of Boston,
New York and Philadelphia with crim-
inal abuses in connection with the em-
ployment of men to accompany their
shipments across the Atlantic.

Mr, Boyle says that within the last
year, thru the increased supervision of
treasury officials, there has been con-
siderable reform, but that still many
evils are‘allowed to exist.

It is alleged that very few expert
cattlemen are secured by the contract-
ors in the American ponts. The maJjor-
ity of their men are from low saloons
and lodging-houses. These dupes are
often induced to sign contracts while
under the influence of liquor, waiving
all claims for wages. Some foreign-
ers even pay the contractors $10, with

the promise of food and lodging and
free transportation to their homes on
the Continent.

All arrive penniless in Liverpool, ac-
cording to Mr. Boyle, who adds that
the sufferings and privations of . the
men, both during their trip across and
after they are landed, beggar descrip-
tion.

A member, of unusual intelligence,
spoke with great vigor in favor of the
men standing together for the original
demands. “The company wouldn't
have granted this much, if they were
not ready to agre to all the demands
made by the union.”

Prolonged cheers greeted this state-
ment, and many voices calied for an
immediate vote, to determine whether

‘or not a strike would be called.

_International Delegate Dilworth sug-
gested that the men vote on the wage
scale first.

KEJECTED THE COMPANY'S SCALE

The motion wos made, that the com-
pany's wage scale be rejected. The
vote was so overwhelmingly against
the scale that it was declared rejected,
with a woar.

Delegate Dilworth appealed for all
sides to have a fair hearing.

A general motion was then made
that the whole proposition received
from the company be rejected abso-
lutely. This was passed with a roar,
and all further chance to prevent 2
strike seemed lost, and trouble ap-
peared certain. It was 2.35 on Sat-
urday morning when this vote was
taken by a rising vote.

PRESIDENT AMES ABPEAL,

President Ames of the Board of
Trade made a short speech to the
men at this point, before the vote was
formally recorded, apparently, with a
hope of stemming the tide which was
clearly drifting inevitably toward a
st’ike. Mr. Ames urged them to con-
sider seriously the situation before a
strike was declared.

In conclusion, Mr. Ames begged the
men to do nothing hastily. He said he
did not desire to make any further re-
commendations, but he wanted the men
to know that the delegation from the

Board of Trade was sincere in its ef-
forts. A /strike, he said, would be a
great disaster to Toronto. He urged
the men not to thrust this calamity on
the city if it could be avoided. In any
event, Mr. Ames advised the men not to
resort to violence. If a strike was call-
ed, he hoped everything would be quiet-
ly done.

In conclusion, Mr. Ames begged the
men to make their decision known by
ballot, so that those who might favor
further delay might be sure their votes
would be recorded.

SUGGESTED A SECRET BALLOT,

In fact, this feature of taking a bal-
lot on the final result appeared to be
the only hope of a strike. The speaker
had ingeniously worded his remarks,
so that the climax was that point—a
gecret ballot. The men saw the idea,
and those most violently in favor of a
strike opposed the idea of a secret bal-
lot.

FOREIGNERS COMING IN,

The Grievance Committee of the men
received telegrams from Ottawa, De-
troit, Buffalo, Rochestér, Windsor and
Cleveland during the day, saying that
large numbers of men were being sent
from those points to Toronto, to be em~
ployed on the cars. These men are be-
by the regdlar emr
ployment agencies and receive free
transportation and board until tha
strike is settled, and then a permanent
position or free transportation back to

the point whence they are recrulned.l

These telegrams add that many of the
men being secured are from the street
ranks of the most irresponsible clagses,
and many of them are under police sur-
veillance. The committee representing
the men are prepared to appeal at
once to the police authorities of the
city to prevent these men being un-
loaded at Toronto, and a committee of
pickets are watching the depot and boat
landings. An open and persistent ap-
peal will be made to the City Council
niot to permit these men to be placed in
charge of cars, unless the company can
show that they have had, at the very
least, a few days’ training on cars. The
men say if something of this kind is
not done there will be all kinds of ac-

have their meals sent to them if this
is found to be the most convenient way.
1f this scheme is worked, it will be the
means of preventing the pickets of the
strikers approaching them and per-
suading them to quit their jobs. Thex,
too, it will prevent any intimidation
which might be indulged in if the men
were scattered over the city in the ordi-
nary manner. It can be taken for
granted that the union men employed
by the company will take every legiti-
mate advantage and do everything that
is legal to win the strike. To this end
the union s prepared to appeal to the
vast number of union organizations in
the city. For instance, the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers, the ord-
er to which every engineer connected
with the Canadian roads belong, and
the Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen,
which is equally strong, will be appeal-
ed to not to haul trains carrying the
men to this point to take the place of
strikers.

POPE’S OPINION OF THE GERMANS

Indebted to the Emperor for Re-
spect for Authorify and Regard
for the Church,

Alx-la-Chapelle, Prussia, June 20\
—A striking speech on religion was de-
livered by Emperor Willlam here to-
night after his arrival at Aix-la-Cha-
pelle, acompanied by the Empress and
the Crown Prince Frederick Willlam,
on his way from Bonm, where Their
Majesties attended the celebration of
the combined centennial of the rals
ing of the Bonn Hussars and the es-
tablishment of the Borrusia corps of
students, of which His Majesty and
the Crown Prince are members.

The Emperor said:-, “It must not
be forgotten that the empire was root-
ed In simplicity and fear of God., I
look to all, priests and laymen, to
help me uphold religion among the
people in order that the -Germran name
may preserve its health and strength.
This applies equally to the two creeds,
Catholic and Protestant.

“It is with pride and joy that I am
able to tell you that the Pope said to

my special ambassador who went to
Rome on the occasion of the Holy
Father's jubilee, that he had always
kept a high opinion of the piety of the
Germans, and especially of that of
the ‘German army. The Pope asked
my ambassador to tell hls sovereign
that the country in Europe where con-
trol, order and discipline still prevail=-
ed, with respect for authority and re-
gard for the Church, and where the
Church could live, was the German
empire, and for that the Papal See
| was indebted to the German Emper-
{or.”

$10,000 for Relief of Sufferers
in Mine Disaster.

MR. ROGERS BACK FROM FERNIE

Accident One of Those Unfortunate
Oeccurences That lappen in
Spite of Everything.

Mr. Elias Rogers, managing director
of the Crow’s' Nest Pass Coal Company,
has returned from a trip to Fernie, B.C.
Seen by The World yesterday, he de-
clared that the disaster in which 126
lives were lost was one of those un-
fortunate accidents that happen in spite
of all caution and every regulation. The
real and immediate cause will probably
never be known. The report of the In-
spector of Mines showed that No. 2
mine, where the disaster occurred, was
in admirable condition. Yet the explo-
sion occurred.

It was significant that matches were
found on some of the bodies recovered.
The carrying of matches is against the
law of the province and the regulations
of the mine. Only a short time before
the explosion a4 miner had been fined for
this offence. ;

The greatest vindication of the com-
pany from charges brought against it
is contained in the report of Inspector
Dick of British Columbia. In a reporf
just issued, he says of No. 2 mine, that
he found it greatly improved from its
former condition. He found it damp
and in many places wet. This is suffi-
cient argument against the charge that
it was a dry mine. The Inspector, in
a report written two days before the
disaster, does not refer to dust in the
mine, ample evidence that 'the mine
was not dusty.

In ehort, the disaster was one that it
was impossible to forese or guard
against.

Spaking of the awful suddenness with
which death came to over 100 of the min-
ers, Mr. Rogers deciared that thos: men
in ‘the extreme workings in the south-
east and northeast portion of the mine
never knew what happened, so swift
did death steal on them. Many sad
cases resulted from the disaster. One
widow, whose husband died last year,
had her son and two sons-in-law killed.
From two houses, where 15 miners
lived, nine were killed.

The company has done all it could to
alleviate present distress. It has paid
all funeral expenses and provided for
immediate necessities. Besides, it has
subscribed $10,000 to the permanent re-
lief fund. It has borne the expense of
recovering the bodies, at an average
of nearly $300 a day, and the work
has been going on since May Z2,

A relief committee has been formed
in Fernie, composed of two members
of the Board of Trade, two ministers,
the manager of the Bank of Commerce,
accountant of the coal company and a
solicitor. When Mr. Rogers left over
$30,000 had been subscribed to the
permanent relief fund, and it was to
this fund that the company gave $10,-
000.

NAJORITY OF EMPLOYES
FAVOR A STRIKE

Continued From Page 1.

a guarantee in the clearest manner
possible to abide by the report of ur-
bitrators, or the men would not de-
lay a strike. The Board of Control
could not concelive how it would be
possible to secure this concession
from the company afiter the officials
had refused absolutely 'to consider
such a proposition. It was suggested
that a little more time, say two days,
be permitted to elapse before the men
resorted to such summary action, but
the committee declared absolutely that
they could not stand the men off this
long. The committee left without any
definite arrangements touching inter-
ventions from this source. It is known
that the Board of Trade delegates un-
officially communicated with the street
car people during the day on the
question of an arbitration committee,
but received scamt consideration. It
i4s practically certain the company
will not stand this sort of thing; and.
ron the contrary, International Dele-
gate Dilworth says he could hardly
hold the men off more than half a day
for arbitrators to act, witbhout a guar-
antee.

COMPANY ACTS,

What the men are most exerclsed
over as the situation stood on Friday
was that, while they were standing
inertly by, the company was rushing
men in and making such preparations
for a strike that every day of delay
renders the company more secure end
the men weaker. This undoubtedly is
true, too. The company know exact-
1y what they will do, and the men can
only guess at what the company is
prepared to do. The following notice
was posted in the five barns of-:the
company during the day:

This was regarded as a very clever
move on the part of the company.
The information was on-a big plece
of white cardboard with letters &n
inch in length. Thus the men were
given to understand that if they
struck they were leaving positions in
which they had just been granted an
advance of salaries amounting to at
least two dollars weekly. This is a
pretty stiff increase, and the compny
hoped by making this feature promi-
nent to keep enough of their men in
line to prevent the strikers securing a
two-thirds vete.

The men most in favor of a strike
ere the unmarried element, but the
men with families are disposed to fol-
low them,while not taking such an ac-
tive interest in declaring a strike. The
963 members of the local union un-
doubtedly dominate the situatiom, and
nine4tenths of the membership will
follow abgolutely the dictation of the
leaders.

MARKET FEELS IT.

The dealings in the market during
the day in Toronto Railway indicated
just how strong the impression was
that a striike was imminent. There was
@ decline in the stock to 1184 on very
heavy short selling. In fact, there was
such a quantity selling off that the
{stocK recovered a point, but again
declined. 'The stock closed Thursday
at 1203. Thhis stock has steadily de-
clined since the strike was threatened
and has gone off flve points in that
time. The largest number of shares
dealt in by any local house was 2000,
Altogether there were prdbably ten to
fifteen thousand shares of “Teronto
Rails” sold short on the local market
during the day.

Some desertions
will occur from the ranks of the strik-
ers. This is inevitable, and the longer
the company can keep the lines open
the larger will be the number of these
desertions. The whole force at the com-
pany’'s command will be working be-
tween 7 and 9 in the morning and be-
tween 5 and 7 in the afternoon. The
company expect 'the traffic naturally
to be lighter during a strike than ordi-
narily, because the officials figure
that women and children will not be
as likely to patronize the cars during
times when the service is liable to be
tied up any hour, as in ordinary times.
Therefore, as complete a service will
not be required for a few days, as
ordinarily. Then, too, with the extra
trailers that every motor will carry a
heavier crowd can be accommodated,
and in this manner an immense traffic
can be handled.

THIS WOULD TIE THEM UP,

The Toronto Railway Company con-
sumes several cars of coal daily, with-
out whieh the dynamos cannot be kept
running. If the coal supply is cut off
the llnes cannot be operated. The com-
pany is in the habit of supplying the
icoal direct to the iengine rooms frony
cars, and no supply is actually kept
on hand, except that in the cars which
are on the side track. Cars of coal
must therefore be switched on to the
company’'s side tracks almost daily.
