Hon. Thomas Greenway was a leader
of Manitoba Liberalism éver since }113,
entrance into the political life of that
province in 1878. He went in that year
to Manitoba from Huron Cuunty, On-:
tario, and in the following year he was
I,colected to .the' legislature for the con-
stituency of Mountain. In 1332 he be=-
came leader of the opposition in the as-
sembly, and in 1888 became premier,
He was leader of the_goveriment il
its defeat in 1900.

It was when Greenway wus premier
that the legislature abolished the sys-
tem of separate gschools in Manitoba. (0
i restore which the federal Conser ative
. government ‘introduced .he remedial
bill in 1896. it e

During the earlier years of his al-
ministration there was a gocd deal of |
important - legislation. inciuding 1the|
abolition of the railway moaipoly, the
abolition of the use of the KFrench lan-
guage in parliament and in the courts,
the new Judicature Act, the act estab-
lishing a bureau of crop statistics, and
the National Schools Act. There were
battles 'over all of these «xecept those
relating to law procedure 2nd agricule
ture, which will be recalled oy ull Can-
adians. '

Mr.. Greenway was eleted . to. the |
house of commons for the constitucicy
of, Lisgar in 1904, and sat thru the late
parliament. A month ago he was ap-
pointed member of the. railway com-
mission, along . with Mayor D’Arey
. Scott and Prof. McLean of Toronto. His
; death, therefore, creates a vacancy on
, the board. i

Silent Member.

Mr. Greenway’s political career at
Ottawa was not distinguished by any
particular public act, but he attended
regularly the "sittings -of parliament,
and when the house was ‘“‘up” he would
always be found, weather permitting,
smoking his pipe on one of the benches
of the main walk ruminating on his
former greatness. He seldom address-
ed the house, Last session his only
speech had to do with the election bill,
and his taciturn and non-cémmunica-
tive nature earned for him the appella-
tion jof ““The Sphinx.” But no man in
public life was, perhaps, better inform-
ed than Mr. Greenway.

Came to Camada a Boy. i

The late ‘'Thomas Greenway was Lorn
i March 25, 1838, in Cornwall, Eng., and
.came to Canada when a boy, first set-
tling near Bowmanville, and afterwards
in Huron County. He received a com-
mon| school education in the Township
of Stephen, and was reeve of the towa-
ship| for ten years. He was an unsuc-
cessful candidate for the housre of
commons, as an Independeént Conserva-
tive, but was elected at a by-election
in 1875, caused by the unseating of the
sitting member. In 1878 he deelined
nomination and moved to Manitoba in
that year, taking up 800 acres of land
near Crystal City. Mr. Greenway was
an uncompromising free trader, and
when Sir John Macdonald brought in
,his protectionist resolution Mr., Green-
way voted with the government againkt
his leader. In the general election of
1878 Mr. Greenway wasg offered the
nomination by the Liberals of South
Huron, but declined to rung offering to
assist M. C. Cameron. In that election
the Conservative majority of seventy-
eight<in the Township of Stephen was
converted into a Liberal mafority of
about the same size.

OLD MAGISTRATE TO RESIGN

Magistrate Bartlet of Windsor, Octo-
genarian, Will Drop From Public Life

WINDSOR, Oct. 30.—Alex. Bartlet,
Windsor's “Grand Old, Man,” and
magistrate of the Windsor Police Court
for nearly 31 years, announced to-day
that on the océasion of his 86th birth-
day anniversary, Dec. 31 of this year,
he will retire to private life. He has
definitely decided ‘'to send. in his re-
signation to the department of justice.

Magistrate Bartlet is the oldest po-
lice court justice in Canada, so far as
can be learned. Previous to going on
the bench he was town clerk, to wmc.h
position he was appointed in. 1854. His
appointment as police court magis-
trate came 20 ‘years later from the
Mowat administration. He is certainly
the oldest public servant in the Do-
minion in point of service. Mr. Bartlet
is .the jonly living charter member of
St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church,
which celebrated its 50th anniversary
only last year.

To-day Mr. Bartlet is hale and‘hearty
and is possessed of a keen memory,
which he attributes to his abstinence
from liquor and tobacco.

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FOREST FIRE PREVENTION.

In its issue of Thursday morning
The World published “an appeal by
Mr. A. T. Drummond for assistance
in bringing before the country at large
and our Dominion and provineial 8oV~
ernments in particular the necessity of
some immediate definite action being
taken to lessen and if possible pre-
vent, the occurrence of forest fires.
.Altho The World has frequently urg-
ed more efficient forest administration
upon the responsible authorities, both
federal and provincial, Mr. Drum--
mond’s request for support in this en-
tirely laudable and patriotic movement
affords another opportunity of bring-
ing’ the matter of protection from fire
before the public and the governments
concerned. Fire, as Mr. Drummond
adys. is the chief enemy of the forests
and ‘its ravages still continue. Itﬁs
NN iite possible to prevent fires, if not
[Wrom ‘occurring, at least from spread-
\ang, and . devastating huge tracts In
th2 way that has occurred within very
recent memory. Apart altogetler from
the deplorable loss of life and private
property, the cost to the Dominion and
the forest provinces is very large. Mr.
Drummond notes that a United States
official estimates that the damage done
this autumn in the Adirondack Moun-
tains would total up to $1,000,000 a day,
whiist another Washington official con-
sidered that the whole United States
navy could have been paid for out of
the losses of the first few days of the
recept forest fires in that cgountry.

wind so as to reveal its presence to
the ranger or guard. That so little
comparative damage was done testifies.
to the excellence of the United States
service. The result, it is said, has
been accomplished thru the increased
efficiency of fire patrol and methods
of fighting® fire and thru the co-opera-
tion of settlers and users of forests
who understand that these tracts are
their property and that a loss from
fire is a personal one. By posting ﬂre_
notices and giving advice the govern-
ment has secured 'co-operation from
the outside, and this may possibly be
as important ‘an agency in reducing
loss from fires as the perfection of the
machinery for fighting them.

The strength of the summer foroe in
the United States national forests
whose main duty is fire patrol is 1351
men, and the average area each is re-
quired to protect is 121,606 acres, This
is recognized to be too large and a
larger force of men will be employed
‘whenever funds are available, In
order to provide rapid means of tra-
vel and to enable strong forces to be
massed at the danger points, 160 miles
of road and 3300 miles of trail were
constructed during the last fiscal year,
In several cases fire breaks from 16 to
100 feet in width were . constructed
from which all timber and inflammable
material were removed. Telephone
lines connect the ranger stations with
headquarters, and during the year end-

ing June 30 last, 8500 miles
«0of line were constructed: Each

fcrest is supplied with the neceﬁsary
tcols distrlbuted among the cabins,and
in boxes, while field glasses are also
furnished. In his communication Mr.
Drummond ‘makes a number of valu-
able- suggestions for the purpose »of
diminishing the risk of fires and pre-
venting their extension, and he. right-
ly ‘insists that what is ‘wanted is a
prescribed course .of action for the
protection of our forests. There ought
unquestionably to be a sufficient force

¢f wardens and . heavier penalties
against the carelessness and negli-
gence of campers, rallroads, iumber-

men, settlers and other users of the
forest areas. The experience. of the
United States shows that fire preven-
tion and protection can be provided,
and in the interests of the public do-
main it should be given.

BAPTISTS REPORT GRAVEL
O UNREST I8 KD

Improvement |is Noted But Mis-
sionary Says he Still Fears an
Uprising is Coming. 5

OTTAWA, Oct. 30.—(Special).—The
work of foreign missions was distussed
at the convention of the Baptist-Union
this afternoon and evening. The foreign
fleld of the church 'is in Indian and
Bolivia. Last year the lgrgest contin-
gent of missionaries ever sent out by
the Baptist Church went to India from
Canada. The existing conditions there
were described as the source of con=
siderable anxiety to the British Gov-
ernment. :

During the year there were wide-

spread discontent in the county, mur-,

murings againgt the government, ser-
jous riots, propagation = of seditious
writings and a general state of un-
rest. The discovery of a bomb fac-
tory in Calcutta led to confessions
which revealed a deep lald plot “.to
create an uprising against the British
Government, but, owing to firm action
and restraining influences, ‘a better
state of things already existed. As
to the causes of the unrest they were
attributed to an industrial revolution
now in progress in the country. New
industrial conditions had pushed many
castes to the wall and reduced many
to a state of  poverty. It was stated
that missionany effort was dissolving
the caste system., ‘Additions to the
native Baptist churches by baptism

“My son, despise not thou the chasten-
ing} of the Lord; for whom :the Lord
love#h - he chasteneth, and scourgeth
evePy son whom he receiveth.” (Heb.
xii: 5-8). He said: :

The essencé of the apostle’s thought
presented in our text is found repeat-
edly '{n ‘God's presentation of his deal-
ings with the Israelites, the typical
people of God—in Deuteronomy (viii:3),
in the Psalms (xciv:12), and in the Pro-
vérbs (iii:11).°The identical thought of
‘gur text is presented and in almost the
fdentieal words. Nevertheless it seems
to some peculiar that divine love mani-
fested “itself in chastenings, in disci-
piines, in the permitting or causing of
suffering to those who are specially

ischildren thru a consecration of thelr
hearts, ‘and by his adoption thru thé
Bolp spirit. Naturally we would be in-
glined to say, why not leave these well-
disposed ones without chastisements
@and indeed shower upon them blessings
©f every kind, while putting- chas-
gtisements, rebukes, stripes , punish-
ments upon the wilful evildoers and
the careless? This that we would be
Inclined to expect the Scriptures de-
glaro will he the divine policy during
the millennium. When Christ shall
reign and Satan shall.be bound for that
‘one thousand years, then every well-
doerafwill be blessed, encouraged, as-
®isted, and every evildoer -will receive
g‘tripes, punishments, for his correc-
#ion, and finally it shall come to pass
Ahat the ‘“soul that will not obey that
Great Teacher shall be utterly destroy-
ed from amongst the people.” (Acts.
114:93)! There must be a reason why this
seemingly .national policy ig not fol-
lowed by divine providence at the pre-
sent. time.

The meek do not inherit the earth.
The sanctified in Christ are not now the

kings and priests of earth. On the
vontrary, as the Psalmist declares
prophetically, it is true, “I was en-

vious ‘at the foolish when I saw the
prosperity of the wicked. . . They
are not in trouble as other men. Their
eyes stand out with fatness; they have
more than heart could wish. And
they say, “How doth god know?” and
*'It there knowledge in the Most High?”
Behold, these are the ungodly, who
prosper. in the world; they increase in
viches: Verily I have cleansed my
heart- in vain and washed my hands
i’@ﬁw:ucon(-y; for all the day long have
[ ‘heen plagued, and chastened every
morning.”  Psa.lxxiii: 83-7-14). Our na-
n@a! wonderment is expressed for us
bysiMalach#® (iii: 14-15), “Ye have- said,
it is vain to serve God, and what pro-
fit js it that we have kept his ordin-
ance, and that we have walked mourn-
fully “before the Lord of Hosts? And
now we call the proud happy; yea, they
that work wickedness are set up; yea,
they that tempt God are even deliver-
ed.” Let us not make the . mistake
that 48 so common of philosophizing on
these experiences of life from the
stay-dpumt of our own imperfect know-
le¢ge, but let us under the guidance
of \the wisdom from above seek in the
Diwing Word an explanation of this
diving procedure, which seems so in-
congruous to reason. Let us not con-
clude with others ‘that times have
changed and that the Lord's holy ones
no longer are subject to chastiSementis
ins« special degree more particularly
than .the world.

et us not coneclude that because
Jronorable men are frequently found to-
day in high positions of life, in politi-
cal influence, in worldly wealth, in

finaneial power, in social distinction,
that .this means a diametric change

sk,eb. us “see, rather, that the Lord's
“litfle’ ones,” His saints, were not only
eésteemed a peculiar people in the days
of the prophets ;and apostles, but that
our text is not addressed to the scribes

“He that will be my disciple, let him
take up his cross and follow me”; and
“Whosoever will live.godly in this pre-
sent time shall suffer persecution.”
Our Master's words ‘are in full accord

With our text and indicate that there

are no exceptions to the rule; that
every son whom the Father receiveth
will have disciplinary chastisements.

Notice Christ’s words again, “Marvel
not if the world® hate you. Ye know
that it hated me before it hated you.
If ye were of the world, the world
would love its own.” “They shall say
all manner of evil against yo® false-
ly for my name's sako;fm rejoice and
be exceeding glad, for gPeat is your re-
ward in heaven.”
Christ's discipleship
expected in the present life. All
that we may now have in
the way of compensation will
be the peace and Llessing of the Lord
in our hearts, with glorious hopes for
the future:

The Explanation of the Problem.

The problem why God deals with
His holy ones in this peculiar man-
ner, so opposite to the methods He
will employ during the millennium,
is' that He is now selecting from the
world a very special class, a. ‘littie
fleck,” a “bride” class of joint-heirs
to be sharers with His Son, their,/Re-
deemer, in His millennial kingdom,
which will bring blessings to all the
remainder: of mankind and helpful op-
portunities of attaining perfection and
eternal life. Our race has been 6000
years in falling from its original .per-
fection, as represented ‘in | Father
Adam, and God purposes a period of
1000 years in which the uplifting. pro-
cess out of sin and death conditions
shall go grandly forward. But indeed
now with the church He does not pur-
pose their physical uplifting out of
weakness and Imperfection, physical,
mental and moral, but merely proposes
to deal with them as new creatures,
spirit-begotten, according to their will,
their intention, and not according to
their actual attainment because be-
llevers in the present time exercise
faith in God and in the redemption
which He has provided in the death of
Christ and because they turn away
from sin to follow righteousness and
because additionally they make a° full
consecration of themselves-to the Lord
to do not their own wills, but the
Father's will, even unto death.

For these reasons the Lord special-
ly adopts this class as His sons and
puts them into “the school of €hrist,
that they may learn of Him, who was
meek and lowly of heart, thatthus they
may find rest to their souls now and
eternal glory by and by. Tt is expect-
ed of these—faithful, willing, - obedient
of heart and of will—that they shall
be tried, chastened, disciplined, and in
the few short years of the present life
demonstrate the perfection of their
wills (not of their bodies), the perfec-
tion of their intentions (not of  their
performances). In a word, these will-
ing and obedient and faithful ones.are
to have. severe lessons and tests in the
few years of the present life, that they
may learn quickly the lesson of full
obedience to God, which the world in
general will be 1000 years in learning.
More than this, they will' have more
severe lessons than will ever be given
to the world, because they are called
to a higher station of glory, hanor and
immortality, to which the faithful will
attain by sharing in the “change” of
the “first resurrection,” which will in-
clude only such blessed and holy ones.

These are all sufferings for rightéous-
ness, for however the new mind may
triumph and rejoice, our flesh at first
shrinks and squirms and rebels and
suffers. But this 1s not ‘all. The
Scriptures tell us that we have many
foes surrounding us, some of them in-

visible to us. They tell us that we
wrestle not merely with flesh and
blood, but with principalities and
powers, and spiritual wickedness in

high positions. These seek to quicken
our mortal flesh, and we seek to deaden
it. These seek to enslave us and to
make our battle with our old self.con-
stant. Meantime they are but tirn-
ing the polishing wheel, which, under
our opmositian, will polish us and fit
us for kingdom glory.

Not only so, but all about us in the

ANNIVERSARY OF THE PANIC.

Independent of eléction theories or
prospective business booms,| the con-
trast of financial conditions’now with
those of a year ago inspires- increased
faith in values of securities, A year
ago this week the “bankers pinic”
began. The upheaval started with the
troubles of the National Bank of North
America. It did not end until 15 banks
in New York had closed their doors and
practically every bank in the United
States “put on the 1id” and refused to
pay out cash except for absolutely ne-
cessary’ purposes. Currency went to a
premium. Business was paralyzed for
a few days. Every bank in. the country
scrutinized credits closer than ever be-
fore, and practically refused -#o make
any new extensiong of credit. About
300 millions of new currency, in the
form of imported gold, new national
bank notes, government deposits and
clearing house scrip was poured into
circulation before ‘the emergency was
met and the crisis was’ passed. It was
universally conceded that there had
been a dangerous inflation of credits
and an unknown amount of unsafe fin-
ancial transactions. The anniversary of
such a crisis Aaturally has caused some
retrospection and some comparison of
conditions now with those of a Year
ago. Itisfound thatof the 15 banks in
New York that closed their doors a
year ago, all except one has either re-
sumed businéss or paid its depositors
in full, and that one has paid 90 per
cent. and .probably will pay !the bal-
ance, There was a similar experience
in the country at Jarge. The test of
strength last yesr resulted in the clcs~

i ing of only 16 out of over 6300 national

banks, and most of thése -resumed or
are paving out. Moreover the aftér-
math of the panric was nothing like as
serious as was feared. At the present
time the national banks of tha country
have 229 millions_more individual. de-
posits than they Pwd just prior to the
breaking out of last year‘'s financial
disturbance, .
Men who studv closely the finanre of
the -country believe that these com-
narisons clearly justifv the conclusinn
that the.credits and the business.con-
ditions of the ‘untry are fundament-
ally sound, and that there is no reason
why general financial and cemmerecial
conditions ‘should not go on steadily
gaining.—Chicago Live Stock World.

\ELL WAGED T
1 OB UG

A Short Description of How the
Affairs Are Managed on This
Big Shorthern Estate.

Sir Wm. Van Horne's big farm at
East Selkirk, Manitoba, is little known
to Ontario readers. Perhaps more so i8
the genial manager, Mr. James Yule,
who has figured in Shirthorn circles
for some time. In writing about this
farm, a western exchange says that it
consists of 6060 acres of stony, scrub-
lard, lying 20 miles northeast of Win-
nipeg, and it is chiefly known as the
home of the famous Shorthorn herd
which has captured so many prizes at
@all the big shows from Toronto west
in the name of Sir Wm, Van Horne.

A Thoroly Worked Farm,

When the writer and a friend re-
cently climbed off a mixed train a few
hundred . yards from .the farm build-
ings, being quite unannounced, we ex-
plored around the farm alone. Just
as one might expect on a place mann-
ed and managed by Scotchmen, the
work was proceeding quletly and
steadily and the characteristic of it
was thoroness. Later in the day when
the same ground was covered under
the guidance of Mr. Yule it was quite
a relief not to have to listen to ex-
cuses for half finished A or slip-shod
work. No explanations were required
for everything was just as it should

.  From the comfortable, well-
planned and commodious buildings
down to the last furrow turned by
the gang plows the keynote of all was
tidiness, neatness and thoroness, . Evi-
dently slack and slip-shod methods
found no favor here. 'The yards were
remarkably tidy; buildings absolutely
clean; fences strong and neat; aill)
plowing exceptionally straight; fou1|
weeds (with one exception) noticeably
absent; cultivation particularly thoro;
stock of all kinds contentedly thriv-
ing. Conditions without were equalled
by those within doors where peace,
plenty and. Scotch hospitality reign
under the sway of Mrs. Yule. -

Threshing was all completed and
the fall work in full swing. A few or
the activities which were proceeding
on the day in' question may be of in-
terest to those. whose work lies on
smaller farms.

About a mile away In one direction
two outfits were gang-plowing stubble
land on a furrow 1 1-2 miles long;
ed half a day’s work. In another di-
ing and brome grass sod, and a splen-
did seed bed was in process of mak-
ing. Elsewhere some stiff backsetting
was being negotlated by a sulky plow
outfit, ‘that soil being too heavy for
the gangs. 'Across the track the
scrub-breaker plow was going—as it
goes all summer long—drawn by a
yoke of Dutch-Belted steers with a
big team of horses on ahead. Near-
by. a. number of Galician women were
completing the potato raising and fur-
ther over a disk plow was turning
under a' turnip fleld, which had been
plewed up earlier in the season be-
‘cause the thistles beat the turnips in
growth. Elsewhere a gang of axe-
men were chopping out trees and big
scrub, another man was mowing small
brush with a grass mower, while a
third party raked previously cleaned
land and burned the brush piles.

At the buildings two men found con-
stant employment, one—the herdsman
—in attending to the Shorthorn herd
(some in the barns, but most of them
in various pastures and paddocks) and
the other carifg for the pigs (over
a hundred of them) and miich COWS,
preparing feed, amd in many odd
Jobs “inseparable from a large farm.
Anyone who has tried keeping even
,oné-third as many lines of work gO-
ing simultaneously will understand
that it is no mean feat to run so large
a machine without apparent friction..

How Fertility is aintained.

Each year an a int -of stubble
land equal to the acre e broke up the
previous summer ig sowed down to
timothy and clever and by this means
the summer-fallow is done away with.
This 'year from- 300 to 400 tons of this
hay was put up and a look at the
steck is evidence enough’ of its value
as feed. The first field seeded down
under this arrangement is now being
broken up and a magnificent crop ot
wheat  should certainly result, As
timothy greatly predominates. in the
third crop, this hay is used in the
horde barn, while that which contains
mcre clover is saved for the cattle.
Seeding down is done with the aild of
&4 nurse crop at the rate of seven
p‘r,unds of timothy and five pounds of
clover per acre.

The method of clearing and break-
ing up the land is interesting. Trees
and large brush are cut out one sum-
mer, small brush is mowed out 'the
next year, ‘and during the following
season when- all larger roots will . be
getting rotten the land is broken. The
outflt mentioned above—semi-hovine,
emi-equine—does practically all this
breaking and the work proceeds from
spring to fall uninterrupted.

These fragmentary notes would not
be complete without a word ‘concern-
ing the stones which literally cdrpet
the land for hundreds of acres in some
places. All land at present cultivat-
¢d has been laboriously cleamed and
the stones sold at a price which, for-
tunately, nearly repays the expense of
handling. This land is now o free
of stone that it would be hard to
imagine that it ever bore any, had a
visit not been paid to similar fields,
recently broken, which ‘are 8o loaded
with this nuisance that the gathering
and placing in piles nearby of the
stones on two acres will form a good
day"s work for seven men and two
teams.

WAITING FOR ASSESSMENT
10 PROVE_THE PETITION

Scrutiny of Dar;fprth Annexation
. Petition is Delayed for a
Few Days.

There was a lull‘yesterday in the
proceeding's in connection. with the
scrutiny of the petition’ of the rate-
payers of “the Danforth-avenue sec-
tion for annéxation to the city, de-

lay having been caused by the failure
of the opposing counsel to secure a
copy  of the assessment voll of the
territory.

According to the :information sup-
plied by A. F. Lobb,:counsel for the
applicants, there are in the area which
it is proposed to annex 1113 ratepay-
ers, duly qualified to sign—a petition
for annexation. Of these 653 signed
the petition.” But Mr.. Hodgins, coun-
sel for parties opposed, has stated
that the qualified ratepayers number
only 1033, and the names entitled to
be on the petition number only 522,
This is pretty close té6 a bare major-
ity., and the scrutiny:ordered. by the
Ontario municipal board is being held
for the" purpose of proving the suf-
ficiency: -of the petition.
Downs ‘of York' Township is noey
busy with the .preparation of ‘a ¢opy
of the 'roll, but it will take three or
four days to complete: it.

It is' pointed out'that every name
stricken from the list.of ratepayers
strengthens the proportion of qualified
names on the petition.; v

In that section a large proportion of
the residents are property owners. On
Reid-avenue alone there are 201 own-
ers, and only 20 tenants, and from 80
to 85 per cent. signed-the petition for
annexation. Many other favorable to
annexation could not'be located, and
it is Dbelieved that if time would -allow
many more names would be secured.
In other: sections of the district fully
three-fifths signed the petition, so that
the sentiment- favoring. annexatton is
admittedly strong, and the opposition’s
only. hope is that some nhames may
have got on the lst that have no
right’ to be “there. ‘If| the petition is
held to be insufficient it will not mean
the defeat of annexation, but will only
delay the carrying out of the scheme,
for it undoubtedly will be possible to
secure other signdtories who could not
be located while the petition was be-
ing circulated.
